DRESS TRIMMING.
The rage for metallic and scintillating

trimming is on the increase, and willprob-
ably, after awhile, die of its own intensity.
Gold, steel and jet, singly%r combined,
sparkle upon mantles and bonnets. Iri-
descent beads, such as would delight Pata-
gonian savages or African aborigines, shine
upon the shoulders and heads of fashion-
able women in the center of civilization.
Sometimes these are in tints of dark blue
with reddish reflections ;occasionally they
are in shades of olive with blush lights.
The crowning head atrocity, however, is a
trimming in which the flowers are made of
light blue beads, the leaves of olive, all the
spaces leftby the floral design being filled
in with a gaudy tracery of pink, citron and
steel beads. Birds and butterflies made of
beads are now worn on the drees as flowers
were last year, and a favorite adornment is
a jet-black bird perched upon the shoulder.
IfunskillfuUv fastened itsometimes looks
as though ithad dropped off the bonnet or
hat. The fashion is, however, certainly
preferable to that of weiring real birds, as
whatever cruelty there is in it,is con lined
to those who patronize it. The Americans,
who generally out-Herod Herod inmatters
of dress, are now bead-mad. They glitter
from head to foot with every tint of the
rainbow, intensified by metallic glare, and
a favorite ornament (?) is a bird unknown
to ornithologists, made entirely of beads,
the wings being so set on to the body that
with every movement of the wearer they
flutter up and down. It-is called the
Chimera, and perhaps marks the highest
Hood tide of the bead era. Kven black
lace is now covered withsteel and gold, as
well as jet, and a successful evening dreas,
worn recently consisted of black Spanish
blonde, lavishly embroidered with pines in
colored beads, the folds of the dre^ being
caught back by bead butterflies of every
prismatic hue.
