The President has passed
another good day. The appearance of the
wound and the character and amount of the
discharge of pus continues satisfactory. He
has taken •an adequate amount' of nourish-
ment, and has bad several pleasant naps dur-
ing the day. At12:30 p. m. his pulse was (IS,
temperature 98, respiration 18. After 4P.
si. his temperature began to rise, as usual,
but to a moderate degree. At present his
pulse is 102, temperature 100.4,' respiration
It.

Mysterious < onl.-ive of Irishmen.
Chicago, August sth.

—
It has just been

discovered that ever since Monday forenoon
a mysterious conclave of prominent Irish-
men, numbering something like a hundred,
has been in session at one of the hotels in
this city. Their deliberations bare been held
under lock and key, and in a room padded
and the floor covered with sawdust and
otherwise secluded. There are present John
Warren, of Lowell, Ma.**., a strong friend of
Ben. Butler;Thos. O. Qainn, a co-laborer of
Crowe ;Giorge J. West, of Providence, a
lawyer, and Secretary of one branch of the
Land League ;Rev. Father George C. Bates,
of St. Louis ; George C. Cunningham, of
New Haven, ana many other well-known
agitators. Nobody has been let into their
secrets, and their meetings have excluded all
reporters. Ithas, however, leaked out that
these men are "the dynamite crowd;" but
their deliberations are not as to whether
dynamite shall be used against England, but
as to the most feasible way of using it. The
discussion neemed to take for granted that
there were Irish patriots as much devoted to
their ideas as are the Nihilists' band; that
there would be no difficulty in rinding
Irishmen who would adopt the possibility j
or even .a certainty of death if
by it they might do great serious, damage
to England. The plans were elaborate, itii\u25a0

said, by which dynamite was to be furnished
and used in vessels and incities. They con-
sidered the question of how to get better
manufacturers of infernal machines in the
United States and inFrance. Their financial
condition was reported as being sound, and
the treasury contained nearly $100,000 for a
skirmishing fund. Committees have been ap-
pointed to provide for the future, levy a tax

.in.iraise more. . Adelegation ofCity priests
waited on the members of the conclave to-
day, and begged them withsolemn abjurations
and impressive arguments to desist from
their plots and adjourn at once. .They re-
fused to listen to sucn arguments and advice.
saying that they came here for business and
were determined to accomplish their purpose.
The meeting willprobably terminate to-mor-
row.

The above is from the Titaet1report. The
Tribune has the followingparticulars and con-
tradictions :The meeting is composer! mainly
of representatives of the Clan Nagel Society,
acd the Emmet Monument Association,
founded on Emmet's declaration that his |
upitapb should not be written until his
country was free. Measures were taken
to deliver the Irish nime and nation
from the insane ravings of O'Donovan Kossa,
and to unite the governing body of the vari-
ous organizations into one headquarters out-
side of New York or Philadelphia. It was
decided to use greater exertions to Mtdp the
Irish revolutionists with war material, and
settle the bickfrings about the skirmishing
fund. Inthe latter counection this meeting
m merely preliminary to one to be held in
New York by the Clan Nagels on the 10th
instant. Tne Association disavow* any
sympathy with the British.Government, and
does not believe in dynamite, except as ap-
plied to the destruction of an actual army of
occupation.

Hnngrd for Wire Harder.
Btb&OCSB, August stb. —Nathan Orlander

Greenfield was executed this morning for the
murder of his wife Alice, at Otwell, Oswego
county, October 15, 187t>. The case is re-
markable for its stubborn contest in the
Courts. There were three trials, the jury
disagreeing once and twice findinghim guilty.
There were three death sentences, and five
stays and reprieves. The execution took
place five years and nine months after the
crime was committed. After so many escapes
from the gallows, Greenfield was confident
that he would not be hanged, and he gave up
hope of a commutation of his sentence only
under the gallows. The execution took place
in the jail in the presence of 200 persona,
official witnesses and preRS representatives.
The prisoner was cool and unconcerned.
Being asked ifhe had anything to say, he
replied, "

Nothing." The trap was sprung
at 11 o'clock. A sad scene took place just
l>efore the execution. The prisoner's brother
insisted on standing by him to the last, de-. Uriag him to be innocent. This the Sheriff
refused, as unlawful. Greenfield had an af-
fecting interview withhis brother and cousin
ihi*morning, and assured them he was inno-
cent and ready to die. The chaplain implored
him to confess. He stillprotested his inno-
cence, and fervently prayed for mercy upon
himself and his enemies, who had perjured
themselves on his trial. He went calmly and
unflinchingly to tha scaffold. The Sheriff
asked ifhe had any confession to make. He
said: *'Ihave none. At Christ is good, it
is true that Iam innocent.''
lllllfiiryKe*trra!lon« on Public Land*.

Washington, August sth.— The Attorney.
General recently rendered a decision, which
has been adopted by the Secretary of War
and concurred in by the Secretary of the
Interior, relative to the right of the Presi-
dent to establish military reservations on
public lands, the Attorney-General holding
that this power is conceded to the President
by the Courts andnanctioned by various Acts
of Congress ;that such reservations maybe
made upon land» claimed for pre-emption by
settler* who have not made final proof an.l
payment for the land*, bus that a homestead

entry segregates tha Wnd from the public
iiiKiin by the original entry; therefore, a
military reservation cannot be declared upon
lands entered under the homestead liws.

Trkatmknt ok Sunstrokk.— Sunstroke
was in many Cincinnati cases, during the
recent terrible heated term, treated with
hot water instead of cold. The following
directions were published by such phy-
sicians as favored the plan :

"
Lay the

patient on his back ;loosen the clothing,
so as to encourage a free flow of blood;ex-
pose the cheat, especially over the region
of the heart, and witha large cloth, towel
or sponge freely bathe the head, face, neck
and cheat with hot salt water, as hot as
can be handled, continually adding more
hot water, and applying ituntil the patient
is soft. Use one teaspoonful of salt to
every quart of hot water. Have the feet
made bare and rubbed or slapped, ami in
extreme cases apply mustard poultices.
Give internally, if a temperate man, a
talil npuoni ni of whisky in hot water;if a
drinking mac use a little ammonia or
hartshorn in hot water ;if soon after a
meal, put a teaspoonful of yellow mustard
into a glass of warm water and have the
patient drink it, following up with more
until he vomits freely. As he convalesces
give at first lime water and milk (one-
fourth lime water and three-fourtha milk),
afterward a liquiddiet untilthe stomach is
strong enough forsolids."

Washington, August sth.—A gentleman
who ha* conversed with one of the Wardens
of the District Jail elicited the following in-
formation inregard to Guitteau :When first
arrested the prisoner appeared to be laboring
to gain the good-willof those about him He
was easily satisfied, and found no occasion for
Kruniblii.x. Lately he has changed, and ex-
hibits great irritability, manifesting a
wish to wreak vengeance . upon any
attendant who ofjenrls him. When
the President's relapse took place
Guitteau learned of it in some unknown
way, and manifested his satisfaction. He
adheres to the story that he was an instru-
ment ftGod's willinilie matter, anil assumes

j to bf-lieve that the death of the Piesident
wouldbe a confirmation of his theory. He
seems to be i:: constant dread of violence,
and when on one or two occasions he ha*
been taken to the Warden's room to see a
deputy, he has requested that the windows
be,closed, or that he be returned to
his cell. Hitstudy of the Bible seems to be
for the poiposs of finding precedents for his
act. He points to the command given to
Abraham to slay Isaac as one precedent, say-
ins in that case God furnished a substitute for
his victim;in this he may choose tosave the
life of the victim in another way. The jail
authorities are still apprehensive of violence,
hiving information that a secret organization
exist .not only here, but inother cities, for
the purpose of killing Guitteau.

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THE SCHOOL OF FORESTRY.

Tne "School of Forestry,"' or whatever
equivalent may be used in different coun-
tries, signifies an organization lor the pur-
poM of giving instruction in regard to all
that pertains to the growth of trees, espe-
cially in masses, and their management,
including their natural history, their adapt-
ation to tlfoarts, and their influence upon
human welfare. It regards the forest in
altogether a different light from that in
which it had been considered with us, or
infact from that inwhich it has been con-
sidered iv any Country until within a
comparatively recent period. Instead of
an accidental growth of trees, spared from
the general clearing of the ground, which
have been suffered to come up in a hap-
hazard sort of way, exposed to assault and
damage of various kinds, from insects,
from browsing cattle allowed to roam
freely among them, and from the careless-
ness, ifnot the wanton waste, of man, the
fortat is regarded as a growth careful y
provided for, the conditions of its increase
are diligently studied beforehand, and all
means are used to develop it to the fullest
measure of its value according to the pur-
pose for which its cultivation has been un-
dertaken. In short, forestry looks upon
the growth of a.pi<ce of woods as we look
upon the growth of plants ina garden, or
a crop in the field of a farmer, as the re-
sult both of science and art. Only it is a
nobler growth than these, and requires a
higher science and nicer art, inasmuch as
the trees measure their age by centuries
and Dot by months or seasons, as do the
ordinary crops of the garden and the field,
and because they have important relations,
controlling relations even to agriculture
itself, to climate, to commerce and the in-
dustrial arts, and so to the highest inter-
eats of national life. The work of forestry,
as understood inEurope, contemplates not
only the proper care of existing woodlands,
but the replanting of districts which have
been stripped of their forests, and also the
planting of forests in new places, where
such planting may be advantageously done.
Schools of forestry have their origin in the
desire toaccomplish this most successfully.

Going to Thiers he confided \
the situation to the Minister, who, on his
promise to keep the method in which he
had obtained it strictly secret, and not to
use it for any other purpose, gave him a
passport under another name. Armed with
this precious document, Berryer hastened
to Italy, and returned a week later to hear,
as he changed horses at Chambery, the
postmaster say to the postilion :

"So, the King is dead!"

Louis

Philippe ?"
"Yes, sir; he was assassinated yester-

day afternoon !
"

Berryer, who had concealed the object
of his departure so artfully that Lamen-
nais had declared he was absent to consult
with and stirup the Legitimists, instantly
saw the embarrassment of his position.
Here he was posting back to Paris at the
wrymoment that Louis Philippe had been
assassinated, traveling under a foreign
passport, fresh from a week spent in a
nest of Italian carbonari, and in honor
bouad, ifhe went to the scaffold for it, to
ro&ke ao explanations as to how he had ob-
tained his passport or on what errand he had
visited Italy. Fortunately the alarm waa

a.false one, ,bat the situation was one
which Berryer ui«d to recall in illustrat-
ing the danger in which an | innocent per-
son might find himself through a natural

junction of circumstances.

DOGS IS THE LIFE-SAVING SERVICE.

A movement has been for some time in
agitation regarding the introduction of
Newfoundland dogs of the purest breed
into the life-saving service. It is a singu-
larly happy thought. The great physical
strength and wonderful sagacity of these
interesting animals are acknowledged onall
hands, and the only wonder is that these
useful Qualities have not been utilized be-
fore this time tor the saving, on a grand
scale, of human life. Numerous and well-
authenticated anecdotes of the intelligence
and faithfulness of dogs of the pure New-
foundland breed seem sometimes almost to>
tax our credulity. The first line ever
brought to the shore from a wreck was
carried thither by one of these dogs. This
occurred in the latter part of the last cen-
tury, when a vessel stranded on the Good-
winSands, on the coast of Kent, was thus
able to communicate with the shore, and
to save the lives of her human cargo.
In time of danger the Newfoundland is es-
pecially intuitive, sympathetic and ener-
getic. His affectionate nature seems then
to assume its highest development, and he
never shrinks from any task, however ar-
duous, in which the safety of human life
is concerned. Attain, he can be trained to
any daily or nightly duty with the certainty
that he willnever shirk his worknor per-
form it grudginaly or negligently. We
know of many Southern families who, in
the absence of their former faithful slave
nursfS, keep Newfoundland dogs for the
express purpose of guarding the children,
keeping them out of danger, and saving
them in case of accident. A child cannot
drown who is under the care of a good
Newfoundland dog. We all know how St.
Bernard dogs are trainod to hunt up travel-
ers lost in the anow, to aid them if con-
scious, or ifunconscious, to bring them help
at the earliest possible moment. Now, if
every life-saving station along our coast
were provided with one or more of these
powerful, sagacious and affectionate creat-
ures, there is no doubt that many lives
wouldbe saved which are now lost through
the limited scope of human endeavor.
These dogs can breast waves which would
be a mortal terror to the best and strong-
est human gwimmer, and in which a boat
could not long exist, and the presence of
one of these animals would undoubtedly
inspire the surfmen witha greater courage
than they even now possess, though we
know that aa a class th»y are hrave and
jelf-aacriticing to a remarkable degree.
