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THE NEED OF PUBLIC RECREATION.

Among ‘the legacies of Puritanism was
the dismal creed that amusement is
sinful. That doctrine has had a powerful
influence upon the English-speaking peo-
ples. - It has impressed upon them that
funereal soberness of character which has
always so amazed and amused the Latin
races. It has canszed them to exclude all
thought of popular recreation from their
theories of social existence, And though
of late the doctrine has been somewhal
discredited, its effects yet remain, and are
seen in the difficulty which attends every
effort to introduce more cheerful and
happy modes of life, We have an abund.
ant supply of serious-minded people who
desire to do good in their generation, but
all their ideas lcok toward solemn and
grave methods, and most of them would
think it little short of scandalous fo pre-
pose any scheme of popular recreation as
part and parcel of a system of social re-
form. Yetit is very certain that man-
kind requires recreation as much as food
or clothing, and it is open to demonstra-
tion that the absence of congenial amuse-
ments does as much as anything to pro-
duce crime and dissipation, The old

| Romans and Greeks understood Luman

nature much better than the American
and English of the present era in this re-
spect. They provided ample means of
popular amusement. The state in Reme
built splendid theaters, at which the pub-
lic atterded gratuitously, and the most
lavish expenditure was resorted to for
the purpose cf furnishing entertainment
to the masses. Pablic baths and public
theaters were universal pagan institutions,
and Christendom with all its boasting has
thus far failed to exhibit as high a stand-
civilization az was shown in the

" | theory of life which gave these benefits

to the old world.

At the present time enormous sums are
annually expended in the repression and
punishment cf crime. Everywhere great
prisons are filled with criminals,
everywhere, despite of the adoption of
new theories, the production of mnew
criminals still proceeds. Our philanthro-
pists as a rule appear to think that book
education is the one thing needful, and
they give their wealth to the endowment
of colleges and scheols, But they see no
signiticance in the dreadful tenement-
house phase of our ecivilization. They do
net think of the effect of that sordid,
brutal, pain-filled life upon hundreds of
thousands of children. They do not see
that the idleness which so easily passes
into mischief, and thence into crime, is often
the product of that dull, unamused life
which our great cities offer to their poor.
They fail to realize that scores of thousands
might be rescued from crime and made
good citizens if only some light and
pleasure were admitted into the dreary
round of their social existence. We have
prisons in plenty, and we have hospitals
jin plenty. There are commodicus estab-

| - Sitting Ball has graciously allowed him-
gelf to be supplied with comfortable quar-
ters and plenty of provisions, and having
settled himself for the time has already
begun to cast an anchor to windward by
accumulating arms and ammuunition, The]
belief of the Indian Agents, who are a
peculiarly trusting folk, that he has alto-
gether abandoned all jdea of geing upon
the warpath again, has been somewhat
staggered by the discovery of this little
strategy, but no doubt Sitting Bull will
dissipate all such suspicions by wiping his
eyes with the splendid silk handkerchief
recently presented to him by an admiring
American lady. He is an innozent and
peaceful old gentleman when his people
are out of provisions and his ponies

are in poor condition, He is even
willing at such times to lay
down his arms and go ‘through

the farce of a virtual surrender, though it
may be noted as somewhat significant that
he has refused to say in so many words
that he has surrendered. What he does
say is merely that he has *‘ come in ;" and
this evasion may perhaps be thought to in-
dicate a future intention of going out, The
military men, with their usual skepticism,
do not repose faith in Sitting Bull. They
think that he will break away when he
gets ready, and that he is as mgischievous
and treacherous as ever. Time will show
which is right, but in the meanwhile it
would be mere prudence to see to it that
his equaws are not permitted to pack guns
and ammunition into his camp, if only to
keep temptation out of his reach.

The Lords have not been able to refrain
from mutilating the land bill, but it is
evident that the Commons are resolute not
to accept any important amendments, and
that they will refuse to acquiesce in the
majority of the changes proposed. The
opposition in the Lords has been led by the
Marquis of Salisbury, but with very little
judgment, since it has been evident from
the first that all opposition of the kind
must be futile. Mr. Gladstone has a ma-
jority of one hundred upon whom he can
rely implicitly, and the resistance of the
upper house will oaly strengthen the de-
termination of the Commons to pass the
bill as it left their hands. If the view
taken by Lord Salisbury is correct, indeed,
the very wisest policy for the Conservative
party must be to let the bill become a law
as speedily as possible, Forif it is so very
bad a measure, its practical operation can.
not but damage the (:overnment.

New discoveries are continually being
made, and considerable work beiog done
on the main shafts.

Colonel Ned Byrne, formerly of San
Francisco, is working a nickel mine near
Columbus, Esmeralda county, Nev., for
New York parties. The mine is opening
with exceedingly good prospects, and wiil
likely be scld 1 Earope,

report everything quiet in that gection, no
| work, except in a general way, being done

! A correspondent from Tucson District,
Arizona, says : There is a heavy mineral
belt 1n these mountains (the Patagonia
range) entirely undeveloped as yet. The
men who get ore can do nothing with it.
There is plenty of timber and water, and
the district is quite a large one.

We are informed that there are from 25
to 30 men at werk ia Desert Districs,
abont six miles from the Desert Crystal
Salt Works at White Plains, The Churchiil
mill and miuing company are running
their six-stamp mill steadily on ores from
several mines which they own in the dias-
trict, and the yield is said to be gatis-
factory.—[ Winnemucea Silver State,

The furnace of the iron mines near Clip-
per Gap, Cal., is turnicg out about thirty
tons of pigiron per day. It is reported
that the iron company has ordered from
the East all the necessary machinery for a
rolling mill, which will be erected near the
fornace. It is the intention to manufac-
ture railread iron, gas pipe and such other
iron wares as will command a profit on this
coast,

Frank Souchet says he has abeut 5,000
tons of ore opened up at his Bunker Hiil
mine near North Bloomfield. [Ihe last
crushing paid $3 a ton, which is a little
less than can reasonably be expected after
the footwall is reached. The cost of ex-
tracting from the open cut and milling
aggregates §1 50 per ton, leaving a nice
margin for working as long as the ore con-
tinues as abundant as it is now,

The Mariposa Gazette says : In a shaft
recently suuk about twenty feet deep, near
the old works where the Diltz mine was
opened when it wae first discovered, a rich
body of ore has been struck, and free gold
can be geen jetting out all through without
the aid of a glass, We had the pleasure
of seeing about twenly pounds of this
rock, taken from the bottom of the shaft,
and it appears as we have stated.

The Washington mine has been closed
down for a short time, because a sufficient
quantity of water with which to run the
machinery could not be obtained. Work,
however, will be resumed, we understand,
in about two weeks. Itis most probable
that the Washington Company will put up
gteam power, as water power cannot be con-
stantly depended upon.” Water can be
used part of the time, and in dry times
steam will take hold of the wheels, —[Girass
Valley Free Lance,

VisAL1A, August 11th.—About 4:30 p. A
vesterday Miss Maggie Blain, a beautiful and
lovablé young lady of 10 yeare, attempted to
start a fire in a stove with coal oil, when the
can exploded and she was immediately en-
veloped in flames, No oue was at home, She
ran out, screamiog with pain and terror. C,
Krader, a neighbor, saw her and shouted for
her to lie down in the grass. She okeyed,
and a lady brought & quilt and threw over
her, emothering the flames. The girl was
taken iato the house, her clothes falling off
and flzsh peeling in strips, She was terribly
burned above the knees and below the face,
and suffered horribly, She begged that her
father, William Blaip, now in San Francisco,
be not told, as he had often warned her
against coal oil. She bore the paiu bravely.
At 4 o’clock this morning she became coma-
tose, and remained thus until 10:30, when she
was partially aroused. At 11:30 she died. A
profound gloom is cast over the community,
Neither of her parents was at home.

Boy Charged with a Serfous Offense,

Grass VaLLry, August 11th.—This morn-
ing a complaint was drawn by the District
Attoruey, and sworn to by the mother before
Justice Paynter, alleging that on the 8th day
of August, W, H. Hoskin, aged 17 years, as-
saulted Jane Mitchell, a girl aged 6 years,
and attempted to outrage her person. The
mother alleges that she caught the young lad
in the act of attempting the outrage, and
that he on seeing her, juwped up from the
ground, and mounting a horse, rode away.
The defendant’s examination i3 set for to-
morrow at 10 o’clock, until which tims he is
out on $500 bail,

Los AxceLes, August 11th,—The southern
overland train was two and a half hours late
this evening, owing to the washouts twenty-
five miles east of Yuma, The San Francisco
express did not get off until after its arrival.

About 6 o’clock this evening, while a little
girl named Cohen was trying to light a fire
with the aid of kerosene the fluid ignited.
She threw the can from her, which struck
her mother, sitting near, and set her clothes
on fire, burning her 8o badly that her life is
despaired of.

NEW MEXICO.

Tke Indlan Trouble,

Saxta FE, August 11th.—Nam and his
band of Indians are moving eouthwest, evi-
dently endeavoring to slip through the scouts
into Mexico, He has been closely pressed
by Guilfvyle, who on the 4th instant fournd
three dead berders near the Ojo de Lateirra,
and who struck the band on the eve of the
same day. After some fighting, in which
two men were wounded, the troops captared
{eleven horses. The Indians left at night.
Yesterday Nam attacked Garcia’s ranches,
twenty iniles from El Rita, on the Atlantic
and Pacific Railroad, killing five men and
two boys. They then moved on south-
west, evidently for the Rito Quemada,
where the volunteer company under
Delegate Tranguillo Luno is scouting.
Three companies of infantry have been to-
day stationed along the line of the Atlantic
and Pacific Railroad to guard the same, Be-
gides Guilfoyle’s detachment, there are two
other cavalry scouts south of Nam, looking
for him, and it is hoped his retreat will be cus
off. Nam has been joined by at least thirty
Navajos, and travels fast, driving rvearly 160
horses and shooting the jaded animals. Some
Mescaleros are out on the Jornado Del
Mauerto, and yesterday attacked some section
hands near Rincon, General Hatch dis-
patched Lieutenant Taylor with forty scouts
after them, and the report this evening states
that thescoutshave struckahot trail. Captain
Cooney, who, with two companies of troops,
isguarding the Me:calero A.pache reservation,
reports that Chief Ramon Chiquta, with
thirty warriors, i3 returning to the reserva-
tiom,

Trains

More of the Same.

LaAs VEecgas, Aungust 11th.—News of the
murder of seven pereons as El Rita was re-
ceived at Albuquerque late last night. A
spzcial train containing 40 well-armed men
left Albuguerque yesterday for the scene of
the depreaations ; also another train of be-
tween 50 and 100 armed men left there at 4
o’clock this morning for the same place.
Telegrams ordering arms are coming into Al-
buguerque from all quarters,

T'he following was received to-day :

EL Rira (N. M.), August 11th—2 p. M —A Pueblo
Indian arrived at midnight, and says the Indians
mas:acred his wife and two children. He started
on a pony with a companion on a burro. The man
on the burro is supposed to have been killed, a3 he
has not been heard fr'm. Mexicans and Pueblo
Indians have been scouting the country ali night.
Scouts arrived early this morning, and report a
band encamped at Salt Spring, fifteen miles from
here. A company which came from Albuquerque
were unable to do anything on accouut of
not having any Lorses. A squad of troops came
from Fart Wingate this morning, and a few started
out on a scout. It 1s thought Traaquillo Luno, who
lefy Las Lunas with a company of men a day or two
ago, 1s dnving the Indians this way. The Apaches
are now reported in full force about fifteen miles
south of Acoma station, Several ranches have been
destroyed and a number of men are Killed and miss-
ing. An Acon:a lndian, who was captured by the
Apsaches and escaped, says they will move in two
parties ; that oue would strike the railroad near
McCaity's and the other east of Laguna. Sixty
Laguua ecouts are out, forty of whom are mounted.

Mail Service investigated.

PorTtLaAND, August 11th,—A. G. Shaip, of
the United Statez Postal Service, has Leen
visiting various portions of this State, in-
specting the mail routes, and making ench
recomumendations to the Government as he
deemed expedient. His principal object was
toinvestigate the alleged star-route frauds. He
spent some time in these investigations, So
far as could poseibly be ascertained, the
postal agents have discovered no new develop-
ments of frand or irregularities in any of the
routes, other than has been reported by the
published dispatches. The postal service over
the Baker City and Prineville route, in East-
ern Oregon, was investigated by the Postal
Agent of this State and Washington Terri-
tory some time since, and he recommended
that the service be reduced to twice a week,
as that answered the present requirements of
the publie. This recommendation has been
acted upor. Sharp, after traveliog over the
Canyon City and Camp McDermit, and the
Eugene City and Prineville routes, found the
service unnecessarily frequent, and recom-
mended a reduction. The reports recently
vublished, to the effect that Sharp made new
developmsants in star-route crockadness, are
denied here on the best authority obtainable.

The Real Estate Market—¥Yublle Works—
Steamer Sunk.

PorTrAND, August 11th.—The total num-
ber of real eatate transactions reported dur-
irg the week are twenty ; total consideration,
842911 80, The dullness which has charac-
terized the real estate market during the past
two months is being relieved by more active
and general inquiry than has been witnessed
since the end of May. :

Accidental Prowaing—Chinaman Killed.

THE DALLEs, August 11th.—The body of
W. H. Sansbury was found floating in the
river about eight miles above this city early
this morsing. An inquest was beld and the
bedy identified by means of letters on his
person. The verdict of the iury was acci-
dental drowning.
