covered leaping out'of the rear windows of

Fi-
nally an alarm was turned in through a tele-
phone. Fully half an hour elapsed before
tha department arrived, by which time the
church, i. small one-story frame building, was
wrapped in flames. Inthe rear of the church
was the barn of Louis Lehmen, which was

partially burned, as was his house, No. 39
Willowavenue. The residence ofD.L.Mc-
Donald, owned by I*. Curran, 022 Eddy, was

badly scorched and the furniture was dam-
aged by moving. Dr.Morrison lost every-
thing but his library.

Mr. Miller, who owns the grist mill at
Eugene City, Oregon, has gone to the burr
millstone mountain, beyond Bald Peter,
to obtain and bring out some of the stone,
so that he may give it a fair and impartial
test. He has seen specimens of the stone
at Waterloo, and believes it the real burr.
If this should prove correct it willbring
many thousands of dollars into Linn coun-
ty inthe near future.

S. J. Gee, of Eagleville, Modoc county,
has an apple tree that is quite a curiosity,
and ifit was not for the severe climate of
this country would inall probability be a
valuable tree. This tree bloomed in the
spring, and the apples from those blossoms
are large and nearly ripe. The tree has
since blossomed each month,' and the
apples are af different sizes, ranging from
the size of a halel nut to as large as a
man's fist. The tree is seven years old,
but this is the first season ithas blossomed
in this way.

The Sierra Lumber and Flume Company
has a railroad 4,000 feet long from the
shore of Lake Tahoe to the mouth of the
tunnel through the eastern summit. The
cars are hauled up by a wirecable, but it
is found that the clutch is not certain, and
seven cars have run away and been
wrecked. To prevent this the company is
putting cogs aud ratchets in the middle of
the track the entire distance. The cogs
are four inches apart, and the dog or
ratchet willtrail behind the car, dropping
against the cogs all the time. So if a car
gets loose it can only drop four inches.—
[Reno Gazette.

Stockton Herald: C. R. Huffman, of
Merced, has reduced wheat-growing" and
harvesting to a science. He is now en-
gaged harvesting a crop of 5,500 acres, of
which 1,000 acres were summer-fallow and
the remainder volunteer. The volunteer
crop, tie estimates, willcost him in actual
outlay of money about 50 cents an acre,
the thrashed grain delivered inhis ware-
house. This wheat is yieldingabout thirty
bushels to the acre, He does bis harvest-
ing with two combined headers and thrash-
ers builtby him3elf. The width of cut of
these machines is eighteen feet, and
together they harvest and thrash ninety
acres a day. It willtake Mr.Huffman till
about the middle of next month to finish
harvesting. Mr. Huffman cultivates his
land very thoroughly, and to that fact is
due his uniformly good crops, even in un-
favorable seasons.

The AmidorDi/tpatdi says that A. Gar-
bariiii,in the culture <•'" silk a few miles
above Jackson, has demonstrated beyond a
doubt that the climate and facilitiesof that
county arc as welladapted to this branch
of industry as any other part of the world.|
He says that the sampler of silk which he
has already reeled with one of his own
home constructed machines are of as high
quality as any he ever saw in Italy or
trance. The soil and climate are just
suited to the culture of the best quality of
mulberry trees, and the worms are as thrifty
as though they were a native insect. Thus
far the matter has been merely experi-
mental, but a thorough test of live years
has convinced Mr.Garbarini that there is
no place on earth better adapted to this
industry than that part of Amador county,
and in consequence thereof he has planted
a largo number of imported mulberry cut-
tings. Garbarini willhave his reels and
cocoons on exhibition at the State Fair,'

On Friday of last week tho heaviest lire
this county has had, in a grain field, for
several years broke out on the farm of
William Ash, near Berlin. Some forty
and odd stacks of wheat were burned be-
fore itcould be checked. Of course all
the men for several miles around congre-
gated there to light the lire. Some of
those who were present and saw the
ground burned put the loss as high as $12,-
--000, but Mr.Ash places itat about $7,000.
Iluring the fire/in plowing ahead of it,a
fine mare got tangled in the harness, fell
and broke her leg so badly as to have to be
shot. Mr. Ash teemed to feci this worse
than the loss of the wheat. The fire
caught at noon and probably from a cigar-
ette.
