He says that the united opinion of
the attending surgeons is that the vomiting
which occurred this afternoon was caused by
the irritation of phlegm in the President's
throat, as a result of the inflamed gland. The
day at the White Honse has bten extremely
quiet, and until early in the afternoon noth-
ing could be ascertained regarding the Presi-
dent, excepting what information the official
bulletins contained. Callers were unusually
few. Among those most prominent were ex-
Minister Noyes, Judge Wylie and First
Auditor Reynolds, the latter being a constant
visitor. About 1o'clock Dr.Bliss came into
Private Secretary Brown's room, looking very
tired and apparently worn out. When asked
the cause of his weariness be replied that he
had not had much rest during the night, as
the President was quite wakeful. The fol-
lowing dialogue between the doctor and a
representative of the Associated Press en-
sued :

What was the cause of the President's
being bo restless during the night, doctor?""

Itwas caused principally by annoyance
from the glandular inflammation.""

"The tube used was a No. 8 (American
measurement) catheter, which is quite small.
The wound willnow hold a littleless than
two ounces of water, while previous to com-
mencement of granulation it would holdI
more than threo ounces, That willgive you |
an Idea how much smaller itis."

The doctor then explained that the small j
tube ready filledthe channel of the wound,

which proves that it was healing satisfac- t
torily.

Shortly after the interview with Dr. Bliss 1

occurred, Dr. Boynton was asked if he con-!
sidered the President as being decidedly
better to-day than yesterday.

"No," replied the doctor, "he is not
decidedly bettor. Ithink there is a slight
improvement as compared with yesterday, \u25a0

and Ifeel more encouraged."
Continuing, the conversation, the doctor j

said, insubstance, that if the irritationof the
parotid gland passes away without suppura- i
tion he willfeel much relieved. He thinks the
patient is taking sufficient nourishment to
build up on, and barring further complica-
tions he considers the outlook a littlemore
encouraging. .

Inreplying, the doctor said: "Itis im-
possible to Bay here itwouldend should sup-
puration ensue ;that it. would be possible for
inflanimation to extend to the interior of the
ear and destroy that organ ; that it might
seriously affect the bones of the face in the
vicinity of that irritation; and further than
this, that there would be danger of the im-
pure matter which gathers about the gland
penetrating the brain. And in addition to
these risks, itwould lis a considerable tax on
the little strength the President has left."

Dr. Woodward expressed the opinion, as
he left the Mansion about 2 P. M ,that the
President was doing as well as could be ex-
pected.

One of the attending surgeons informed a
friend during the afternoon that he viewed
the case in a more hopeful light day than

.he bad for several days past. When asked
what he thought about the glandular trouble,
he said that while he should have preferred
not to have met with that complication, he
did not nowconsider itcf serious importance.
This surgeon feard that the patient's stomach
would not hold out, and said he considered
that the most alarming feature of the case.
The |patient's bowels are said to have been
more natural :and fr»c this morning than at
any time before for a week past which is
considered aa indication that his stomach is
again working.

The President's Wound.
Washington, August 20th— Afterthe oper-

ation of August Bth, the flexible tube used to
wash out the wound at each dressing readily
followedthe track of tbe ball to the depth of
three and a half to four inches. Atthe dress-
ings, however, a small quantity of healthy
pus came, as was believed, from the part of
the track beyond this point, either sponta-
neously or after a gentle pressure over the
anterior surface of the right iliacregion ;but
this deeper part of the track was not reached
by the tube until yesterday morning, when
the reparation of a small slough permitted it
to pass unresisted downward and forward for
a distance of twelve and a half inches from
the external surface of the last incision. This
facilitates the drainage and cleansing of the
lower part of the wound, but has cot been
followed by any increase in the quantity of
pus discharge. The large pus cavity which
has formed in the immediate vicinity of the
broken rib is tillingup with healthy granula-
tions and the original wound of entrance as
far as that cavity has healed.

SECOND DISPATCH.I
Washington, August 20th.— Boynton,

who just came out of the President's room,
said to an Associated Press reporter :"There
is co truth in the report that the object of in-
troducing a tube into the wound to such a
depth was for the purpose of reaching a sup-
posed pus accumulation. While washing out
the wound yesterday the surgeons found that
there was no longer any resistance to the
pressure of the tube, and they therefore let it
go inas far as it would, and to a depth of
eleven inches and afterwards twelve inches.
Healthy pus is never absorbed and cannot be
absorbed ; consequently there can be no
foundation to the theory that the depth of
the wound would indicate that the pus
has been absorbed. The introduction of
the tube to so great a depth gives
no further evidence as to the location
of the ball. The tube was a flexible
rubber catheter, used in washing out the
wound, and we could tell in a general way
the direction which ittook through the body.
That direction was forward and downward,
toward a point in the anterior wallnf the ab-
domen, where the ball has been supposed to
lie. Nothing new was ascertained. The sur-
geons think it possible tbat the ball has
moved downward since it firstlodged inthe
abdomen wall, but this is not certain. Tbe
surgeons regard this opening up ofthe wound
as favorable. Itis better to have the wound
open throughout than closed or obstructed in
the niddle. Itcan now be gotten at and
cleansed thoroughly. Infact, this recent ex-
ploration shows no unfavorable symptoms,
but on the contrary, the President swallowed
about three teaspoonsful of of beefsteak juice
to day, and has also taken more milk gruel
this afternoon. The swelling of the parotid
gland is slowly diminishing.

An Indian Treaty Signed.
Washington, August 20th.

—
The Secretary

of the Interiorand the Indian Commissioner
to-day signed documents transferring the land
from the Sioux to the Poncas. Buffalo Ghost
and White Ghost, of the Yankton Sioux, re-
fused to sign on the general ground that they
had been deceived so often insigning papers.
They would sign if their people consented.
The treaty cedes one section of 010 acres to
each Ponca family, and to each unmarried
male person of over 21 years old. Itmust
be ratified by Congress and three-fourths of
the Sioux Indians. The Cheyennes have
agreed to go back from Indian Territory to
the White River country this fall. Kirkwood
told the Chief that he would have to pay for
the transportation of supplies, as they were
contracted for to be delivered in Indian Ter-
ritory. LittleChief said that they bad some
money, and oould get along without supplies
if the Sioux would help them. Red Cloud
said the Sioux wouldaid them, and Kirkwood
said the Department would try to get the
supplies transferred.
Postal lard Annoyances lo be Checked.

House of Commons.
London, August 20th.

—
Inthe House of

Commons last night, during the debate on the
vote for the salary of the Chief

-
Secretary of

Ireland, Parnell said that he thought Forster
was more detested by a large body of the
Irish people than any of his predecessors, on
account of the manner in which he adminis-
tered not only the Coercion Act but the gen-
eral law of the country.

-
With regard to the

future, he said that if the land billbrought
about a substantial . abatement of rent the
Irish people, he thought, wouldmake the best
of it,and woulduse itas an instrument for
the attainment of a complete land reform.

Dawson, Redmond and Barry, Irishmem-
bers, joined incondemning Forster in lan-
guage more or lees strong. Barry declared
that Forster's name was held in execration,
and that he had worked the Coercion Act to
stifle the Land League.

On the vote for law charges and the cost
of criminal prosecutions, Parnell severely
criticised the recent Crown prosecutions in
Ireland. .

Healy and others sharply attacked the con-
duct of Irishstipendiary magistrates.

The Irish estimates have been disposed of,
with the exception of five item?. Among
these is the vote for the constabulary.

Inthe House of Commons to-day, Parnell,
in calling attention to the re-arrest of '. Mi-
chael Davitt,and moving for his release from
imprisonment, said that itwas currently be-
lieved that Davitt was arrested because he
called Forster "Mr.Outrage Forster "in a
speech. Parnell said this was the meanest
and mo contemptible act ever committed by
any Government.

Harcourt, Home Secretary, justified the
arrest of Davitt,and said that iDavitt had
returned to Ireland, aroused the Fenians,
and used language which no Government in
the world could tolerate. The Home Secre-
tary incidentally stated that he had often
vainly tried to obtain a disavowal of Femin-
ism from the Irb-h members of the House,
whosupported the Land League. He inti-
mated that they could not disavow connec-
tion with those who are supplying funds from
America.

Parnell's motion for the release of Davitt
was defeated by 02 to19.

The House then resumed consideration of
business in Committee of Supply. If the
House is unable to conclude the business of
supply to-day Parliament cannot be pro-
rogued on the 27th instant.

Advices from San

Domingo to the 21st instant state that on
July '.Wth an emisrary of the Government
discovered the hiding placs of Generals
Ramon, Prez and Julius Fras.and three
wounded officers belonging the party of Gen.
