ExecuTive MaxsroN, August 224d—8:30
A. M.—The President has not vemited since
yesterday afternoon, and this morning has
twice asked for and received a small quantity
of flaid nourishment by the mouth. He
slept more quietly during the night, and this
morning his general condition is more encour-
aging than when the last bulletin was issued,
Pulsa 104, temperature 98 4, respiration 18.

HOPES REVIVED,

ExgcoTive MANsIoN, August 22d.—9:30 A,
M.—The assurances contained iu the morning
bulletin that the stomach had reasserted
itself, and that other indications were no less
satisfactory, raised the hopes of the despond-
ent this morning. The night, compared
with the precading one, was a comparatively
quiet one, The President awoke frequently,
bat not so often as during the night before,
the accumnlation of phlegm being less
troublesome. About 4 A, M. the Presidentasked
for koumiss, and a small quantity was given
him and retained by the stomach. The morn-
ing dressiog showed a normal temperature and
respiration, and the pulse two beats less than

yesterday morning. The wound was found
to be d well, and the inflamed gland in
about the same condition ag last night. Dr.

Reyburn said at 9 A. . that the swelling is
no worse, and the general condition of the
President is a little better. The anxiety is
somewhat lessened by the developments of
the morning, but the gravity of the situation
is still apparent.

FEARS OF AN ABSCESS,

NEw York, August 22d.—An extra tele-
gram from Washington says: As soon as the
President awoke this morning a hot poultice
of flaxseed was applied to the neck. There
is now a great desire to prevent the suppura-
tion of the parotid gland. The effect of an
abscess upoan the brain is much dreaded. Al-
though during the night there was a slight
aberration of mind, apparent in mutter-
ing while awake, the pulse (when
last taken, about 2 A. M.) had fallen to 102,
Pepticized beef in very small quantities was
administered through the mouth at 5 A. u.,
and was retained. The President’s mind
when he awoke at that hour was clear, but
bis mental and physical lassitude was greater
t}}an at any time since his long struggle for
life.

SLIGHTLY BETTER THAN YESTERDAY.

Execurive MAaxsioN, Auvgust 22d.— Dr.
Bliss reports at 11:4C A, M. that the condition
of the patient is slightly better than yester-
day. "There has been no naus2a or vomiting
since yesterday, and his stomach szems again
resumiog its functions, The President has
swallowed and retained without discomfort
since morning about twelve ounces
of milk porridge and koumiss, and
at 7 M. an epema of  beef
extract was  administered. Another
enema will be given about noon. There has
been no change in the appearance of the
parotid gland since yesterday, although there
has been a further slight subzidence of inflam-
mation of the surrounding parts. The sur-
geons hope that they have this feature of the
case under control.

NO MATERIAL CHANGE.

WasHINGTON, August 22d—11 a.M.—The
President’s condition has not materially
changed since the morning bulletin, There
has been no recurrence of vomiting, and the
Pregident has taken a small quantity of milk
porridge and a little konmiss without nausea.
It has been rrmored that his mind has wan-
dered at intervals, but this reported mental
disturbance seems to have been nothing more
than aslightincoherenceof speechimmediately
after awakening from sleep, before his senses
werse fully under contrel. It has not occurred
at any other time, and is perhaps due to his
extreme weakness.

The Victim of the Apaches—Anlecedents
of George Paly,

San FraNcIsco, Aug ust 221, —George Daly,
the general manager of the mining companies
at Nutt’s Station, New Mexico, and who was
killed by Apaches on the 18th instant, was a
printer well known in this city, having been
foreman of the job office of the Alta
From San Francisco he went to Vir-
ginia City, Nevada, and soon after
abandoned the printing business and be-
came Superintendent of the Real Del Monte
mine, at Aurora, near Bodie, Monc county.
He was also appointed Superintendent of the
Jupiter mine, at the last-uamed place. In
attempting to drive off adverse claimants to
the ground on whigh this property was
Jocated, Daly shot and killed a member of the
Miners’ Union of Baodie, cansing much excite-
ment against him. From Bodie he weunt to
Leadville, Colorado, and in the troubles
which occurred there between the mine-own-
ers and their employes, Daly headed a large
force against the workmen, which finally re-
stored order. Deceased was about 38 years
of age, and leaves a family residing in this
city.

San Fraxcr=00, August 22d.—Yesterday
St. Mary’s Cathedral was, for the second
time within a year, the scene of the im-
pressive ceremonies attendant upon the con-
secration of a Roman Catholic Bishop, The
church was filled with the devout long before
the beginning of the services, and by the
time the organ pealed forth Mendelssohn’s
grand overture, not even standing-room
was to be had. The procession of
prelates and priests was most imposing
The Archbishop, assisted by Vicar-General
Pendergast and the deacons, conducted the
ceremonies, The chancel was filled with
the richly-robed clergy. The various cere-
monies of the consecration proceeded, accord-
ing to the forms laid down in the ceremonial,
until the reading of the appointment of
the Rev. Father to the Bishopric of the
Sandwich Islands. The Litany of the Saints
was sung by the Bishop to be ordained, and re-
sponded to by the priests. Following was the
ceremony of anointing the crown of the head
of the new Bishop with the chrism by the
Archbishop, and the investment with the
crozier. After the ‘‘Elevation,” the newly-
appointed Bsshop was invested with the
robes of office and the Bishop’s mitre. The
most impressive portion of the ceremony was
the procession to the nave, while the new
Bishop distributed his episcopal benediction.
The music was of a high order, and the
services solemn and grand.

Bishop Hermann was born in Westphalia,
b Germany, in the year 1828, and is conse-
quently of the age of 53. He studied theol-
ogy in Lorraine, and was accredited a close
and successful student. Soon after his ordi-
nation, Father Hoermann removed to Paris,
where he attended to parochial duties until
his coming to the mission at Haweii. The
reverend Father’s ministry in the Sandwich
Islands has been very successful, and the
church has at present a strong hold upon the
islands. The Bishop proceeds at once to his
episcopate.

Stockton Hotel Destroyed by Fire.

On the other hand, I never saw better
material for a party uv reform, simeler to
the Dimocrisy in Ameriky, than there is
here 1n London. Ther is oshuns of mate-
rial here, Atlantics and Pacifics uvit. Ther
is more ginmills to the square acre than 1
ever see afore, and wot makes it better,
they are crowded ol the time.

England is a kentry pekulierly favorable
to popelar uprisins. Ther is a great deel
of welth here, a great deal. The shops are
stuft with valuable goods, and the banks
are gronin with coin. Itis coin they hev
here. It isn’t Confederit paper wich
wasn’t wath cartin home, or even green
bax, wich a patriot in 1863 hed to steel at
33 cents on the dollar.

When it cumes to a popeler uprisin there
are ruther oo man suljers about for com-
fort, wich are the hirelins of royalty. But
let the mob take the proporshens uv the
riet in Noo York in 1863, and it wood be
singler ef the luvers uv hoomanity didn’t
git away with enuff to pay him for the
trouble. There is a wildernis uv wealth
here. The field is ready for the harvest.
I shoed like » asih20ly to get my sickle in.

Wat I shel do I don’t know. KEzitis I
am restin on my oars and keepin a weather
eye out for wat may turn up. I am very
comfortably sitooated, and am in no hurry.
The landlord uv wich I rent my rooms ap-
pears to be satisticd without askin for
money (my valise looks full), and hev es-
tablished credit at three or four public
houses and the same number uv eatin
houses. Livin is very hi Lere, but it
it makes no espeshel difference to me. Ef

Ef I do, then my
tongue hez forgot its cunnin, and my rite
hand will nolonger cleve to anything.

I must confess that I don’t like the aver-
age Englishmar. I heven't made the ac-
quaintance uv any dooks or baronets yet,
nor hey I basked in the smiles uv royalty,
but I hev tried to make the acquaintance
uv sum uv the better class uv comoners.
They are a very hawty and reserved class
uv peple. There 1sn’t that freedom, that
deliteful loosenis, wich you eggsperience in
Kentucky. I slapped one uv em on the
sholder the other day in a saloon, and he
was actily offended atit  And another uv
whom I tried to borrer five pounds actily
hed the cheek to refoos me, on the flimsy
ground that he hedn’t knod me long enuf !

THEY MIXED THOSE BODIES UP.

Few stranger incidents have occurred
within the memory of living man than that
which recently was the means of causing
several thousand persons of high social and
artistic position to follow to the grave,
with every conceivable outward manifesta-
tion of sorrow and respect, the body of a
young lady, absolutely unknown to thém,
they all the while believing that they were
paying honor to the mortal remains of Pro-
fessor Nicholas Rubinstein, the late Direct-
or of the Moscow Conservatoire. This
eminent composer and artist died in Paris,
and as he had shortly before his death ex-

ressed a wish to be buried in Moscow,

is body was dispatched by rail to that
city by order of his only surviving brother,
Anton Rubinstein, the first of contempo-
rary pianists. At Moscow station the
coffin was delivered by the railway
authorities to a deputation of nota-
bles specially charged with its recep-
tion. Upon the same evening it was
buried with extraordinary pomp. Three
days later intelligence of a very startling
character reached Moscow by telegraph
from Vilna. A noble family resident in
the last-named city had just received a
coffin purporting to contain the corpse of a
young female relative who had recently
died in Paris. Upon opening the coffin, in
order to idemtify the deceased lady’s re-
mains, its contents were found to be the
bedy of a man somewhat past the prime
of life. Inquiries were at once instituted
as to what might have become of the body
originally expected. While these inquiries
were being eagerly prosecuted, the substi-
tute was discovered to be none other than
Nicholas Rubenstein, in whose stead the
missing lady had been solemnly interred at
Moscow. This amazing contretemps has
naturally caused great pain and embarrass.
ment to the families of both the deceased,
