HUMAN PINCUSHIONS.

IliliUnns related an instance of a woman
who swallowed several pins and passed
them six years afterward ;but a more re-
markable instance of prolonged detention
was recorded by Stephenson, ofDetroit

—
that of a lady aged 75, who last year
passed, after some months' symptoms of
vesical irritation, a pin which she had
swallowed while picking her teeth withit
in the year 1835 forty-twoy-two years previ-
ously. Mr. Silvyrecorded some years ago
the cose of a woman who had a penchant
for pins and needles so strong that she
made them, in effect, part of her dailydiet,
and after her death 1,400 or 1,500 were
removed from various parts of the body.'
Another case almost as striking has been
recorded by Dr. Gillette that of a girl in
whom, from time to time, needles were
found beneath the akin, which they per-
forated, and were removed by the lingers
or forceps. Concerning the way in which
they had got into her system no informa-
tion could be extracted from her. She
was carefully watched, and in the course of
eighteen months no less than 3*20 needles
were extracted, all being of the same size.
The

'
largest number which escaped in a

single day was sixty-one. Acurious phe-
nomenon preceded \u25a0 the escape of each
needle. For some hours the pain was se-
vere, and there was considerable fever.
She then felt a sharp pain, like lightning
in tbe tissues, and on lookingat the place
at which this pain had been felt, the head
of the needle was generally found project-
ing. • The needles invariable came out
head foremost. No bleeding was occa-
sioned, and not the least trace of inflam-
mation

-
followed. The doctor in attend-

ance extracted ills.;That littleweight is
to be attached to the pace at which the
needles escape as proof of their mode of
introduction is evident fro' •case recorded
by Viilars of a girl who swallowed a large
number of pins and needles, and two years
afterward, during a period of nine months,
200 passed out of the hand, arm,,axilla,
side of thorax,' abdomen aud thigh, all on
the left side. The pins, curiously, escaped
more readily and with less pain |than the
needles, Many years ago a.case wag re-
corded by Dr. Otto, of Copenhagen, in
which 495 needles passed through the Bkin
of a"\u25a0 hysterical girl, who had |probably
swallowed them during a hysterical par-
oxysm ;but these all emerged -in the re-
gions below the level of the diaphragm and
were collected in groups, which gave rise
to inflammatory

'
swellings ofIsome size.

One of these contained 100 needles. Ouite
recently Dr. Digger described before tfce
Society of Surgery of Dublin a caso in
which more than 300 needles were removed
from the body of a woman who died incon-
sequence of their presence. Itis very re-
markable inhow fewcases the needles were
the cause of death, and how slight an in-
terference withfunction their presence and
movement cause.
