Governor Perkina yesterday issued the
following proclamation:

Whereas, petitions have been presented to
me Binned by influential and well-known
citizens of this .State, requesting that Friday,
September the 9:h, be declared a legal hoi-
iJp.y, and the early pioneers of the State, who
have organizations in the several citie?, have,
both by. petition and personal application,
indorsed the cl<*giie of their fellow-citizens.
Believing itto be the wish of the people that ;
the State's birthday should be properly com-
memorated, aad a,5 the law partly concedes
that expression by its compelling a parade of
the National Guard, and as a. proper observ-
ance of the day can be better obtained by
the suspension of business and devoting the
same to innocent pleasure and recreation, I,
George O. Perkins, Governor of the State of
California, by virtue of the authority vested
in me, do proclaim Friday, September 9,
ISBI, a legal holiday, to the end that ail
classes of society may participate therein.
In witness whereof Ihave hereunto set my
hand, and caused the great seal of the State
to be affixed, at Sacramento this fifthday of
September, A.D.1881.
