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HORROR OF HORRORS.
Devastation by Fire m Portions

of Michigan.

HEABTEENDING LOSS OF LIFE.

Hundreds of Families Bereft of all
Their Possessions.

DESCRIPTION OF THE TERSIBLE SCENES.

Men. Women and Children Victims of the
Flames,

Chicago, September. Bth. —

Sand Beach, Mich,, special says :The lire of
last night was worse and did more damage
than that of Badac

Charleston, Tyre, Verona, Part Hope and
Huron City are all burned. Twelve dead
bodies were brought here.

At least 100 lives have been lost inthis
county. It. J. Meade and his whole family,
living four miles northwest of Sand Beach,
have been burned. Achild of James Meade
was found dead this morning. James Maule
and wife have not been found. One family
was found in a wellsafe, but all their gcods
were burned. People buried themselves in
their gardens. The hose company of this
town was up all last night, and are now wet-
ting the streets, house?, ban;?, etc. The only
danger here is from sparks and cinders, but
the town U shrouded all day in darkness.
Gas lamps are all lighted. The smoke is
stifling.

HEABTREXDISO SIGHTS.
Acorrespondent described the burned sec-

tion near this place early this morning as fol-
lows:No one can imagine the havoc made
by yesterday's and last Eight's tire. One little
child was found clasped in an older sister's
arms, and two others were burned to a crisp.
Oae entire family, consisting of live persons,
were burned within twenty rods of their
house.

Reports from what is known as the Eisknifl
estate, about eight miles west of here, and
running south through the township of Pari?,
are heartrending. Dead bodies are lying
along the road and in the door yard;, having
apparently been overtaken by the tire.

Port Hope is entirely consumed. The
depot and Ward's elevator at Meriden, four-
teen miles south of here, are burned. There
has been no railroad, mail or telegraphic
communication since yesterday noon. The
safety of the town depends on the wind.
Large coals of fire are blowing into the town
through the day. It is thought now that the
worst is passed.

These dispatches are sent by boats to Port
Huron.

The best estimate that can be made at
present places the number of families that
are entirely burned out and destitute of food
and clothing at 500. They must have help,
and that very soon, as this place can't sup-
port all that are coming here, and the sur-
rounding towns are entirely destitute of pro-
visions.

The remains of Henry Cole have been
found at Charleston. A family of seven,
residing near by, named Kidewan, have been
found dead in a well, suffocated. A family
named Susula, of Paris township, Huron
county, were burned to death. An oldlady
was also found dead.

The townnliips of Delaware, Mir.den and
Austin, Sanilac county, are almost a desert.
The railroad tracks and telegraph poles are
burned. The s:noke is stifling, and many are
nearly blind. There is no sign of rah).

Tha total Ings in
property is not less than (200,000, with verj

AIiniTIOXALDETAILS.
Detroit, September Sth.—The horrors of

the situation inSanikc and Huron counties,
on the shores of Lake Huron, are deepening
every hour. An appeal was issued last night
at Port Huron, Ei'jjned by Senator CoDger
and Hon. W. L, Bancroft, calling for money,
clothing and provisions, to be sent forth-
with to Ifon. E. C. Carlton, Mayor of Port
Huron. The distress it unparalleled. Itis
believed that 300 people have perished, and it
is feared that many more have become vic-
tims, while thousands are stripped of every-
thing—food, shelter, crops and stock, alj
swept clear from the face of the carth

—
and

needs must have everything necessary to sus-
tain life and clothe themselves 1.

Accounts continue to come in of the most
harrowing description. Aspecial to the Pn.it
ami Trihiuiu says :George McDonald, of
Minden, Sanilac county, tells a harrowing
tale. Over '200 families are homeless in that
section, and suffering from want of food and
clothing. John Ballentine, of Verona Mills,
says s;{ lives were tDown to be lost in the
neighborhood of Sand Beach. The fire sud-
denly reached Verona Millson Monday, and
the town was soon wiped out. The wind was
so strong that Ballentine and his wife were
picked up, and blown fifteenor twenty yards.
A woman and her husband were found lying
against a tree, dead, the woman bein? partly
delivered of a child. The devastation done
by the tires of 1871 are nothing incomparison
to the fires of the last few days.

In the vicinityof Htchmenclville and West-
ern Forester and Marion townships reliable
information lead3me to say that upwards of
300 people perished in the rlames. There was
no escape for them. The woods and ground
were so dry that no warning of danger was
given. Faster than a race horse came the
fire. It would embrace a honse and barn,
withits contents, and away to the next. Pei-
sons who have been through the terrible
ordeal say that in ten minutes from the time
the tire struck there would be no vestige of a
house left. Ihave just returned from a trip
through the burned district, and a description
of the sight would make the reader's blood
turn cold. In many instances men, women
and children were found lying on their faces
in the road where they had fallen when over-
taken b> the fire. Children were lying on
logs where they had clambered for safety.
There was no finding each other when ones
separated. Many took refuge in wells
and outhouses, thinking to escape, but
in almost every instance were suffo-
cated. The details of suffering in Huron
are as bad as here. Ibelieve that
when the returns are in 1,000 persons will be
found to have perished inthe flames. Forester
township will turn out Thursday and bury
the dead cittle, horses and sheep, the stench
irom which is unbearable. Rev. Mr.Allinpr-

ton found 10 dead bodies near Deckerville,
and five buildings leftbetween that place and
Minden. John Flite wager's family of seven
children and hU wife were all burned to-
gether in Paris township, with fifteen others.
The Day family were burned, with Morris
Clifford's wife and child. A man and woman
were lying dead in theroad between Downer's
milland Tyre. Fifteen families were burned
ia Argyle. Five hundred families at reported
at Minden a3 having been burned out. A
woman was burned at Smith's mill, half a
mile from Tyre. Wherever a house is left
the people flock to itlike sheep to a fold, in

some places as many as six families being in
a log shanty. Ttey must have relief from
below, and great suffering willrfsuit. Isaw
many families who have not had one meal
since Monday, and don't know where they
willget one. Their teams are all gone, cows
and other stuck burued, and desolation stares
them in the face.

East Sac.ikaw, September Sth.—ficpotti
show that in Millington township, Tucola
county, twenty-one families are left horr.elees
aud houseless. Ia Denmark, Guilford ami
Tuscola townships, same county, twenty or
thirty families are burned out, and acres
of timber, crops and miles of fence burned.
In this vicinity the tires are chiefly confined
to Buena Vista, Llumfield, Bridgeport and
Beechrun townships on the east, and Kock-
ville, Beilwaukee aud Sasauaw towns, on the
west

—
in all of which a number of building*

and large quantities of property were swept
away. The Indian settlement several miles
below this city, surrounded by a dense forest,
is reported to have been burned. There were
thirty families in there, and no possible way
of escape. Heavy tires are also reported in
Isabella county, doing a groat deal of dam-
age.

A TOUCBIHG CKY FOB HF.LI'.
Detroit, September Stb.—The following

appeal has been issued by a committee of
citizens of Port Huron, headed by Senator
Conger, Mayor Carlton aud others :

To the people of the I'nited States : A
most appalling disaster has fallen upon a
Urge portion of the counties of Huron and
Sanilac, with some adjacent terriiory, a sec-
tion of country recently covered with forest
and now ou-jpied by nearly 50,000 people,
largely recent settlers, and either |>oor or
ia very moderate circumstances. In the
whole tf this section there has been
but littlerain during the pr.nt two months, and
everything wasdry, whenon Monday, Septem-
ber 'Jth, a hunicane swept over itand carried
with ita sheet of Hune that hardly anything
could withstand. We have advices tf 200
persons burned to death, many of them by
the roadsido or in the fields while seeking
places of safety, and itia probable that twice
this number has perished. We have reports
from twenty or more townships, in whicli
scarcely a house, barn or mpplies of any kind
are left, aud thousands rfpeop'.eare destitute
and helpless. All of these people require
afsi:'tance, and many of them must depend
up n charity for months to come.
We are doiug all in our power to
succor them, but the necessities are to great
that ccntributior.s fn,m chari'aKe people
throughout the Country will be required to
keep them through the winter. We there-
fore appeal to jou to seed money, clothing
bedding, provisions, or any other supplies
that willhelp maintain the sr.lferer.«, a^d en-
able them to provide shelter for theniselvei
and begin work again on their farms Con-
tributions will be sent to Mayor E. C. Carl-
ton, Chairttan of the IMief Committee ap-
pointed by the citizens of Port Huron, who
have sent events through the burned district
to ascertain the wants of the Hifferers and
distribute eupplif s.

Detroit, September Bth.—The following
additional particulars have been received
this afternoon from Lexington, Sanilac
county, and the following additional casual-
ties are reported :In Moor township, Mrs.
Strong and two children ;Humphrey, the
stage driver;Mrs. F. Denniaon, child and
sister ;Paul Welzel, wife and five children,
and Geo. Krolch, who went to their rescue.
Twenty persons are reported burned to death
in Custer township. In Bingham township,
Thomas Barnes, wife, sister, mother and two
children. In Austin township, one old man
named Payne, Michael Welch, wifeand two
children. Nearly every farmer in that
township has lost either his house,
barn, crops, or all of them. The
loss of life and property is immense. Dead
bodies are being brought in from all direc-
tions. Itis estimated that 500 beings have
perished, and 5,000 are homeless and in
immediate want of assistance. The farmers
inthe newer townships lose live stock, houses,
barn?, crops, everything. A farmer who just
came in from Austin townehip said that his
family of eight children are ia.a field of
buckwheat, but sajs the whole country in
that part is totally deitroye.l acd many lives
have been lost. The loss in livastock is sim-
ply immense. The older-settled townships
escaped with little lowof life, bat in most of
the newer townships nothing remains but a
fire-3wept, blackened willerac m.

Adispatch from Marlette, Sauilac county,
Bayß. : Aterrible state of affairs exists at
this point. Mclntyre, a section of country
lying to the north and east of this place, has
been on fire, and the number of families reu-
dered homeless willreach tha hundred?. Up
to this time seventeen persons are known to
have met their death by fire. A horee of
Ira Humphrey, the mail carrier between this
place and Davis Corners, came home badly
burned, with a card attached to_ the saddle
written by Humphrey, statin? his peril by
fire. A relief party found him in th» road
dead. He was entirely denuded of hi3
clothes, either burrjpd off his pereon or torn
offby himself in his desperation.

WHOLE FAMILIES PESTKOYEU.
Inthe township of Arcyle, Huron county,

the following were burned to death : Paul
Whitesle, wife and five children ; George
Gratch, wifeand three children ;Mrs. Mor-
ris Welsh and two children ;James Gibsnn
and two women, recently from Canada,
names unknown. There were several so
badly burned that they cannot live. In
some sections the fire swept everything before
it,and spread with such rapidity that the
people were obliged to tiee with only their
clothing on their backs.
