a big striked snake about two weeks ago.

Iwas s',anding in my yard, when along

came *big toad putting in its best hops,
and right behind itthe snake, so intent on

the chase that itcame right up to me. I
cau«ht it,and kept it for some time in a

box'with a glass top, and one day itstruck
me that the spines on the lizardmuat have
been intended as a preventive against

snakes. Ithought Iwould test it, andI
put Samson into the box. Then Idis-
covered that he was as wise as Solomon.
You see this revised Testament business
makes a man familiar with Bible names.
The snake evidently had not tasted food
since last summer— you know they sleep
all winter—and quick as a tlash he darted
at the lizard, but, as the boys say, he got
left. The littlefellow was around the box
like a shot, but finally the snake cornered
him and caught him by the hind claw.
Now, a toad or frog will squirm around
and face a snake and get demoralized gen-
erally, and give ita chance to catch hold
of its head, but my lizard knew a game
worth two of thit. When the snake
touched him he turned his head directly
away. The snake tried every way he
could to edge up and get the little
fellow by the head, so he went
to work to swallow his tail first. He
stretched out his jaw and planted his long
teeth into the legs and gradually worked
the body into his mouth with the smaller
teeth.

HOUSEKEEPING HEREAFTER.

The new gifts of invention to society
which are destined to work as great revo-
lutions indomestic affairs as the grist-mill,
the cotton-gin and the power-loom did in
their Beveral days are the telephone and
the perfected pneumatic dispatch. By aid
of these marvelously fitting devices, the
severe labors, the drudgeries and the dirt-
making toils of housekeeping willbe taken
from the home and consigned to an organ-
ized establishment, and there brought un-
der subjection to steam and electricity, to
combined effort and discipline. With
these migic appliances inuse, the jealous
family sentiment will not antagonize the
innovation, but willfavor it, since the first
step willbe to erect a screen between the
household and the world, directly promot-
ing the domestic seclusion which has been
sought and preserved at such cost. The
telephone wire and the pneumatic tube
willpreserve a secrecy as to family attairs
that the best servants cannot emulate, and
the centralized establishment willdefend
the home from endless intrusions now con-
stituting ono of the gi»»cab unuuyailCSS
that mistress and n-aid have to encounter.
Itis fast becoming evident that a change
of some sort is an inevitable necessity.
Housekeeping, as now conducted, is too
b g a job for those who undertake to do it,—

fact practically realized in all houae-
h 'Ids. Not even the moat favored are free
from danger of periodic break-down in the
overtaxed machinery of domestic adminis-
tration, and the common experience is that
the gearing runs anything but smoothly at
best. The one matter of trouble with ser-

vants is becoming such a crying evil that
it is the first topic talked of whenever
housekeepers meet, and the public prints
are burdened with discussions of remedies
and plans for obtaining better "help.

"
This agitation willpresently make itplain
that the servant trouble lies too deep to be
reached by changes in the personnel of the
service. Itis not that cooks and chamber-
maids are so much at fault as that too much
is demanded of them. The work to be
done requires greater intelligence and abil-
ity than can be induced to enter domestic
service at present. Necessity commanding
and opportunity inviting, an attempt to
institute better methods of housekeeping
cannot long be delayed. The centripetal
force of society, potent in commerce and
the arts, willbe permitted a^ain to modify
the conduct of household affairs :acting,
as heretofore, by removing certain kinds of
work from the home, and making them the
basis of a new business. The kinds of
work to be transplanted are those which
bring dirt and litter into the house, tho3e
which require or which produce heat, and
those which demand a man's strength or an
expert's skill. Inplain words, the house-
hold is to be relieved of the heavy and
gross labors, and also the difficultand try-
ing operations connected with cooking,
washing, ironing, heating and cleaning.-

COMETS AND THEIR TAILS.

W. Mattieu Williams, author of "The
Fuel of the Sun," discusses in the '
man* Magmme the natme and origin of
comets' tails. He believes the tails to be
electrical.

"
A body," he says, "rushing

around the sun in cometary proximity,
must be most intensely charged with elec-
tricity. A body in such condition will
throw out luminous discharges, preferably
in a direction opposite to that from which
its excitation is received, provided it can
find their particles or media in a condition
favorable for their reception. Thus I
think it very probable that the tail of a
comet is such a discharge from the in-
tensely excited and consequently disturbed
nucleus." Why comets sometimes have
tails and sometimes not depends on
Williams' theory upon the abund-
ance or scarcity of meteoric mat-
ter or cosmic dust surrounding the
sun. "As our solar system," argues Mr.
Williams, "is traveling bodily through
space at the rate of 400,000 miles per day,
we encounter regions that vary as regards
the meteoric matter they contain and the
temperature they have acquired from the
perennial radiations of the countless suns
of the universe. Sach regions afford vari-
able supplies of solar fuel, and whenever
the supply exceeds the average, conditions
more favorable for the extensions of the
tails of comets are presented. If this ia
the case, a comet otherwise telescopic or
barely visible, like Halley's in 1886, may
become a flaming visitor, like Halley's was
before, orresemble those that startled the
worldin 1811, ISO. 1559, and in a less de-
gree this year. Thus the flaming, long-
tiiled comet, the hot weather and the'
comet vintages

'
may occur together, not

as cause and effects, but as coincident ef-
fects of one commun cause.

'
