OLOSE OF THE DISTRICT FAIRS,

The Exhibitions at Chico, Placervilie and
Petaluma Successful.

CALIFORNIA,

The BPistrict Fairs—Close of the Exhibi-
tions at Chice, Placerviile and Peta-
luma.

CHico, September 10th.—The results of
the fair are considered highly satisfactory,
The daily attendance at the Pavilion and the
race-track has averaged 2,000. The receipts
will exceed those of last year by one-third.
The grain and fruit exhibits have not been
numerous, but of choice gualities, General
Bidwell’s display comprises over 150 varieties
of fruit and grain, all grown on his ranch.
A. B, Collins, of Llang Seco ranch, took the
first prize for wheat. The sample was the
White Club. J. M. Burt, of Oroville took
the first prize for grapes. The exhibit was
particularly fine. The first prize for apples
was awarded to William Boness, and Mrs,
M. B. Salmon the first prize for peaches.
For agricultural implements and wagons, the
first prize to C. L. Stilson, of Chico. Best
display of sewing machianes, to Hibbard &
Sommer, of Chico, ¥or carriages the first
prize was awarded to H. M. Bernard, of Sac-
ramento. L. A. Reister took the first prize
for harpess and saddles. Woods & Walker
carried off the first premium for boets and
clothing. Many other prizes were awarded.
In other departments the premiums will be
awarded at 8 o'clock this evening. This
morning a tournament for young Jadies took
place on the race-track. All that took part
in it were under 14 years of age. The riding
elicited great applause. The first prize, $10,
was brilliantly won by Miss O. Decker, aged
11 years ; the second prize, $5, by Miss Selie,
aged 13 years; the third prize by Miss l.izzie
Decker, aged S years, and the fourth prize by
Miss Goree, aged 10 years. Some used only
the surcingle, with blanket. These ladies’
tournaments have been, in racing circles, the
great feature of the fair. The turf event to-
day was a trotting race, two miles and
repeat, to harness and to rule for a purse of
$500 ; 8300 to first, $150 to second and $50 to
third horse. The starters were William
Tell, Bessie, Bones, and Sheet’s Sheriffess.
The first heat was a finely-contested one, all
the horses coming in in a bunch, with Bessie
first, Sheriffess second, Bones third and Tell
fourth, Time, 5:11}. The second heat was
nearly as fine, Bessie broke on the first turn,
and before she caught was too far back to

ush for the heat. Tell won the heat, with
ones second, Sheriffess third and Bessie

fourth, Time, 5:133. The third heat was

like the last, Tell winning easily in 5:16.

This evening the awards at the Pavilion are

being made, at the close of which the second

annual fair of the Third Agricultural Dis-
trict will be declared closed.

PLACERVILLE, September 10th.—The El
Dorado District Fair hasbeen a thorough suc-
cess, The receipts have largely exceeded
those of any previous year, while there has
been a general feeling of satisfaction among
participants ard spectators. To-day there
were four races. The first, two miles and
repeat, between Minnie Norris and General
Jackson, was won by Norvris in 3:57 and
3:59}. The second was half a mile and re-
peat, with four entries—Rondo, Rocket,
Billy and O'Malley—and was won by Rondo ;
Rocket second and O’Malley third. Time,
0:53—0:535—0:55, The mile and repeat
trotting race was won by Little Belle ; Lady
W. second. Time, 2:49—2:45—2:15. A half-
mile and repeat race, between Neep and Belle
Barton, was won by the latter. 'I'ime, 0:55)
—0:60, A closely-contested base ball match,
between the Monitors, of Shingle Springs,
and the Stars, of Placerville, for a purse of
$100, was played on.the park doring the day.
The Stars were winners in a score of 21 to 22.

Peraruvya, September 10th.—To-day came
the closing scenes of the Sonoma and Marin
Fifteenth Annual Fuir, From every point of
view the exhibition was a success, The pa-
vilion display, almost euntirely local in char-
acter, was creditable, and the horticultural
display was unusually large in this conuty,
famous for the cultivation of the vine. The
first part of to-day was occupied by a parade
of stock, an exhibit of yearlings, roadsters,
double and single, and a ladies’ equestrian
tournament. T'he ladies contesting for the
prize were Misses Thompson, Lynch, Walker,
Arncid, Brannon and Fanning, Miss Walker
was mounted on a fine Arabian steed, owned
by Samuel Zabose. She won the first premi-
um easily. Miss Thompson rode a large
gpirited chestnut from San Francisco, and
won the second prize. Two special premiums
were awarded to little girls, aged respectively
10 and 12 years, for acquitting themselves
considering their ages, In the afterncon
there wasa trotting race, free for all horses
on the Pacific coast that ever beat 2:30, *The
starters were : Pinole Patchen, Gazelle and
Dave. The first two heats were won by the
favorite, Patchen, but the last three were
taken easily by Dave. Time, 2:40] —2:46—
2:44—2:435—2:381,

ARIZOXNA.

Escape of a Stage Robber. o

TomBSTONE, September 10th.—An attempt
was made last night about 10 o’clock to ar-
rest McMasters, one of the men who robbed
the Globe stage last winter. Owing to Mc-
Masters being warned, he escaped. Marshal
Earp fired five shots at him, but he got into
a deep arroyo north of town and made good
his escape. About 1 o'clock two valuable
horses helonging to the Contention mine
were stolen, it is supposed by McMasters and
his confederate, one Ringold. Ringold is the
man who robbed a poker game of £1, 000 with
a Winchester rifle about a month ago at Gal-
leyville, California district, this county.
There is no trace of them yet.

The Apache Troubles,

TounsToNE, September 10th, — Acting
Governor Gosper received the following dis-
patch from the War Office at Washington
this morning :

The Secretary of War being absent, the Chicf of
Ordnance reports npon your telegram that the Ter-
ritory of Arizona is wnder bond, dated January 30,
1877, covering the value of 500 rifles, has been re-
ceived. Two or three hundrei more may now be
issued from Fort Union, Arizona, undes said bonds,
The arms will be issucd by the Ordance Bureau,
