openly that the State Fair ought
to be removed to San Francisco, which
place it claim? to b; the geographical and
coiru.u rvl.ic ntcr of t'.ic whole coast.

THE SECRET TRIBUNAL.

o'<l story, one often reputed ivCalifornia.
It is whollyunpleasant and humiliating,

and ngge ta. cither abaenoe of or i:npo-
tency inthe law. It i;-(j;;e.tionably reaf.
firms the char.:e that the Chinese in our
miilslb< Idour law? in open contempt, and
maintain \.'.\\. in M;r sociil anil govern-
iner.ial system ?M of their own, wholly
independent and Iwyoud the present reach
of ours one that arrest?, tries, jndgesasd
executss irrespective of the . lac 7->et. A
Chinaman who lias wotketl many years in
one of the homes of the city, and ha3wou
confidence therein, marrie3 " a wife, the
ileeing by night from the slavery of a
brothel, where she was held in a bondage
far more degrading and pollutingthan Af-
rican slavery in its worst form. The
couple claim to have been lovtrs inearly
youth ;be that as it may, in encourag-

ingmatrimony the law considers neither
romances nor the affections. The womsn
alle2es that she wa9 sold out of
freedom inChina into slavery to her Sacra-
mento master. No sooner is her escape
discovered than the whole Chinese popu-

lationis in a ferment. The police force i3
invoked to search for her, and enters upon

tho vrork backed by a warrant forkidnap-
ing. Almost at the marriage altar the
couple is dragged from hiding, seizsd and
hurried to jail, surrounded by a howling
mob of Chinese, threatening the husband
with certain death. The marriage certifi-
cate dissipates the kidnaping charge, but
the parties plead to be kept in prison as a

protection against their infuriated country-
men. Then comes a grand council of Chi-
ucse ; head men of the secret rings, com-
panies and tribunals arrive from San
Francisco ;close-door meetings aro held
by midnight conclaves'; business is almost
suspended inChinatown fordays ;the law
is invoked, but writs of habeas corpus are
refused the slave-holder, and lawyers de-
cline to aiil the nefarious schcme3 of the
slave-driver, who offers a heavy reward to
whosoever willreturn the woman. Even
some of the so-called christianized Chinese
cm Ecarcely be brought to realize that the

!woman is not the chattel of the slaver,
and that he has no absolute right to seize
her. A complaint is filed charging the
couple vrith incest, alleging that they are
brother and sister, but on call to trial the
prosecutor fails to verify his charge. The
friends of the husband are threatened and
warned not to be seen in town ;the signif-
icant white posters (the Chinese skull and
cros3-bones) appear on the dtad walls, and
a decree of death is pronounced against
tho husband. After many days, under
the protection of several citizens, the
couple are removed to the residence of the
husband's employer, where they now are,
trembling for their lives. Meanwhile the
Chinese declare that nothing can rave the
husband ;hi3death has been decreed, and
his execution is inevitable. Now, this is
a mild statement of the case, but it
is significant. There exists in our
midst an unlawful conclave, the ex-
ecution of whose decrees our laws
cannot stay. It 3 backbone needs to
be broken, but our officsrs and our laws
seem to be unequal to the emsrgsney.
We hive heretofore cited instances of the
terrible power of Chinese tribunal?, and
not long ago related how a witness iv a

Court proceeding here was cut down to
his death pursuant to a decree warning
him not to testify. The other night six
Chinamen coollyshot to death a foreman
or "bo3P," and, llseing ia Chinatown, are
believed to be stillthere, safa from police
interference, and protected by that same
influence that maint.ii;i3 slavery, triaa men
fortheir livesaud executes the judgment of
death.

THE DIVORCE QUESTION.

The Methodist Episcopal Conference
yesterday unanimously adopted a resolu-
tion deprecating the present loose s3

-
ateni

of taws relating to divorce in California,
and pledging ita ministers not to perform
the marriage ceremony for parties divorced
for other than biblicalcause, and then only
for the innocent party. The Church is the
judge of its own lines of policy, and its
resolution is a matter of its own concern.
Itis in a r;;.ht direction r.nd speaks plainly

npon a subject receiving just now much
attention. The Methodist Church has al-
ways been recognized as a piuneer in moral
reform movements, and it is therefore
somewhat surprising that, as this resolu-
tion discloses, ithas not had heretofore a
settled policy on the Bubject—at least none
that was binding upon this Conference.
Other churches have long been in advance
o: it in this matter, some going to the
length ef refusing the olhccs of the church
lor the marriage of tho3e who havo been
parties to a decree of divorce, no matter
what the cause. But as regards the pres-
ent resolution, it is to be noted that the
cause which this church exoepts froir. its
prohibitionis tho very one which 13 most
generally employed to secure their ends
by tho3e who obtain decrees of
divorca by fraud or collusion. It
i3 the mo3t speedy method and
the most readily proved offense under
our system by which to secure a divorce,
and i. es broider opportunity for collusion
than any other cau. The church, by its
resolution, distinctly ignores causes for di-
vorcemtnt which, in the estimation of the
law, are equally as justifiable as the one in

question. Itrefuses its offices inmarriage
to the wife whoso life the law has rescued
from the brutality of her husband, and
which we have come to regard as one of
the most heinous oiTer.scs against the mar-
riage relation. It refuses to remarry the
woman who has been released from the
husband whose habitual intemperance was
dragging wife acd children down to tbe
tilthof tho licnsn sewer— c.-i'.:s3 which is
deemed by our law-makers every whit as
defensible for complaint and relief as tbe
Biblical cause. It is not likely that
society willever coma tv regard wife-beat-
ing snch au innocent pastime as to compel
the wifeto endure i:,or that it willdcom
itless dangerous than adultery ; en tho
<\u25a0 intrary, tho growth of the law has all
been intho dircctioa of increased severity

to the wifc-b;ater and greater mercy for
his victim. When, therefore, a church
declares in a sweeping resolution against
t!! the causes which are least liable to
abuse in tbo Courts, and tbo n.ost difficult
of proof, bat except* the cauao which is
most susceptible of proof and which id the
medium of most collusion, to the very end
the church condemns, it wonld seem to
lack that discriminating and judicial wis-
dom which ehould characterize an organ*

ized body that is supposed to pas3upon
moral conditions and consider with Chris-
tian justice and mercy the deeds of men.

THE TAX LEVY.

On the irithinstant the tax levy for tbo
State is to be made. Ithas been expected
that tho Supremo Court will decide prior
to that date tho case now before it involv-
ing the constitutionality of the Drainage
Act. But thould it fail to >'o so, and there
be no mandate of the Court tc the con-

trary, the State Baard of Equalization, it
is understood, will take the law aa it
fciands and recognize the levy itrequires.
