The Special Prison Commissica de-
clared in its report that unless these sup-
posed advantages could be realized, the
location possessed neither climatic, eco-
nomic nor disciplinary reasons to recom-
mend it as a location for a prison. The
prison is completed and is occupied. The
original theories should be fully and fairly
tested, and they will be as soon as a Board
of Prison Directora possessing sufficient
intelligence to perceive them, and suffi-
cient administrative capacity to carry them
into effect, is formed.

A JUDICIOUS MOVEMENT,

The wheat-growers have taken a step in
the right direction by organizing them-
selves into an asscciation for mutual pro-
tection and comcert of action. A large
and representative meeting of wheat-grow-
ers was held in San Francisco on Wednes-
i day, and after much discussion resolved
upon perfecting an organization, which, if
judiciously directed, has high capabilities
for good to the interest it will represent.
We recertly pointed cut the continued loss
sustained by the wheat-growers arising
from the fact that the crop produced by
them was manipulated by speenlators, and
the selling rate was nof in any sensze
determined by themselves. The profit
arising upon the wheat grown in California
has been confined almost entirely to the
transactions after the wheat has left the
hands of the grower., The farmer has
produced the wheat in sacks and has left
all the operations necessary to place it in
market at Liverpool to the tonnage broker,
commission merchant and speculator, and
the largest share of the profit has resided
in this latter class of operations, The an-
nual loss to the grain-growers of Califor-
nia aggregates an amount sufficient to fur-
nish capital for all the appliances
necessary to control the entire opera-
tion of placing the wheat grown here
in its final market. The commercial
transactions involved in placing the grain
in market in Liverpool are not profoundly
abstruse or even difficult, There is nothing
in the operation which cannot be mastered
by any association of intelligent grain-
growers, Themeeting held in San Fran-
cisco ascertained from facts collected by it
that there is now in store for export 950,-
000 tons of wheat. The gquotable rate at
San Francisco is $1 70 per cental or $34
per ton. The wheat now in store for ex-
port is therefore worth in the aggregate in
San Francisco $32,300,000. On yesterday
the quotation in Liverpool was 11s. 4d. er
$2 83 per cental, or $56 60 per ton. The
wheat now ready for export is therefore
worth in Liverpool $53,770,000, or an excess
