The present sympathstic attitude of the
people of the Southern States is one of the
most significant phenomena of the time.
It has been made apparent that the death
of President Garfield is regarded as a
national calamity and loss. It is impossi.
bls to perecive any difference between the
regrets which come from the two sides of
Mazon and Dixon’s line. There i3 no
longer a South and a2 North as regards this
sad event, but the whole American pecple
are united in mourning over their dead
ruler, It may be that this remarkable
disappearance of sectional feeling, this
spontaneous demonstration of closer kin-
ship on the part of the Southern people, iz
merely a spasmodic and ephemeral move-
ment. But that is very improbable.
There is no reason to believe that the
Southern people are hypocrites. Certainly
in the past they have never hesitated to
express their real feelings, even when they
knew that they were giving great cffense
to their neighbors, When President
Lincoln was killed there was very little
grief at the South. The idea of sympathy
with assassination was repudiated, but it
was not pretended that the Southerners
were very sorry for the death of a man
whom they had learned to detest as the
embodiment of the Northern spirit. But
in the present case it is clear that there are
no imental reservations. The South feels
that in the death of Garfield it has sus-
tained a heavy loss. It feels that it has
the same reason for mourning as the rest
of the ccuntry, and it shares with the
North in genuine and unaffected regrets.

There is no affectation ahout this, and it
canunot, as we think, indicate & sudden
change of view, Rather we should inter-
pret it as the first general and emphatic
proof of the abandonment of the old hos-
eling which sarvived the rebeliion so

All men and women,
of all sects, creeds, nationalities and party
designations, have a common share in the
proposed observances, All share a ccmmon
bereavement ; all equally stand on a com-
mon relation in the proposed manifestation
of a common eorrow and respect, There can
be no possible cbjection $o religious services,
but the President was the civil head of this
Repnblic, and the cccasion wil! be incomplete
if its exercises owmit a review of the dis-
