WASHINGTON, September 22d.—From 8 o’clock the
crowd has continually increased, and has been pass-
ing the bier at the rate of 6) each minute. At 11
o'clock there was a dense mass of people in front
of the main steps on the east front, extending two
squares up East Capital streat. People are flocking
to the city by every incoming train upon the several
railroads to testify theiwr profound sorrow at the
nation’s bereavement.

Four very elaborate and exquisitely beautiful
flower pieces received from the White Houss have
been placed at the "head of the bier. Other floral
tributes have also been received and placed above
the catafalq.

The body will lie in State uatil Friday noon, when
seats will be placed in the rotunda for those who
will be admitted to attend the Tuneral services,
which will take place at 3 o’clock that afterncon
Rev. Frederick Power, pastor of the deceased Presi-
dent, will officiate. The space will accommodate
about 1,500 people, and only that number of tickets
will be issued.

Hidden from View—Faneral Programme.
WasmiNetoN, September 224.--During the after-
noon there were signs that the body of President
Garfield had commenced to decompose, and it being
understood that in such au cvent it was the wish
of Mrs, Garfield that the festures of her husband
should be free from the public g-zs, the lid of the
coffin was closed by order of Secretary Blaine at
about 6:30 this evening. Notwithstanding the
coffin was closed, the crowds which passed through
the rotunda of the Capitol remained undiminished.,
A line of people, four abreast, extended for many
hundred yards, whils the spsee in front of the
building was thronged with a surging mass of hu.

President ; guard of honor; bearcrs; of-
ficers of the army, navy and marine
corps in the city and nrot on duty.

troops forming the escort, in full dress, will form
right ia front on either side of the hearse, the army
on the right, and the navy and marine corps on the
left, and will compose the guard of honor. Then
will fo'low the family of the late President ; rela-
tives of the late President; ex-Presidents cf the
United States ; the President ; Cabinet members ;
diplomatic corps ; Chief Justice and Associate Jus-
tices of the Supreme Court of the Unitcd States;
Senators of the United States; members of the
United States House of Representatives: Govern-
ors of States and Territories and Commissioners of
the District of Columbia; Judges of the Court of
Claims; Judiciary of the District of Colum-
bia and Judges of the United States Courts’
Assistact Secretary of State ; Treasury and Interior
Departmeats ; Assistant Postmaster-General ; Solic-
itor-General and Assistant Attorney-General ; or-
ganized societies; citizens and strangers. The
troops des'gnated to form the escort will assemble
on the east side of the Capitol, and form a line
fronting on the eastern portico of the Capitol.
Preciselyat 2 p. M. on Friday, the 23d instant, the
procession will move on conclusion of the religious
gervices at the Capitol, which are appointed to com-
mence at 3 o’clock, when minute guns will be fired
at the Navy-yard by the vessels of war which may
be in port, at Fort Meyer, and by a battery of artil-
lery stationed near the Capitol for that purpose. At
the same hour the bells of several churches,
fire-engine-houses and school houses will be
tolled. The officers of the army and navy
selected to compose the guard of honor and accom-
pany the remans to their final resting place,
will assemble at 4 r. M. at the Baltimore
and Potomac Railroad depot, where they will re-
ceive the body of the late President, and deposit it
in the car prepared for the purpese.

On arrival at the depot the remains will be placed
on a car attached to the funeral train. This car wiil
be open on the sides, thus allowing a view of the
coffin as the train passes. The other three cars will
be occupied by Mrs. Garfield and members of the
family and persopal friends, the President and mem-
bers of the Cabinet, the physicians who attended
the President, ex-Presidents Grant and Hayes, and
the committees appointed by the Senate and House:
Another train will immediately follow the funeral
train, wpon which will be Senators and members of
Congress, Justices of the Supreme Court and other
distinguished persons who have been invited to at-
tend the funeral. On Saturday morning the trains
will be met at the Obio State line by Governor Fos-
ter and staff.

President Arthur's Inaugural,
WasiiNetoN, September 22d.—The following is
the text of President Arthur's address upon taking
the oath of office:

For the fourth time in the history of this Repub-
licits Chief Magistrute has been removed by death.
All hearts are filled with grief and horror at the
hideous erime which has darkened our land, and
the memory of the murdered President, his pro-
tracted sufferings, his unyielding fortitude, his ex-
ample and his achievements, his life and the pathos
of his death will forever illumine the pages of our
history. For the fourth time the officer elected by
the people and ordained by the Constitution to fill
she vaciney so created is called to assume the Ex-
ecutive chair.

The wisdom of our fathers, foresceing even the
most dire possibilities, made sure that the Govern-
ment should never be imperiled because of the un-
certainty of human life. Men may die, bat the
fabrics of our free institutions remzin unbroken.
No higher or more assuring proof could exist of the
strength and permanency of popular government
than the fact that, though the one chosen of the
people be struck down, his constitutional successor
1s peace fully installed without shock or strain, ex-
cept the sorrow which mourns the bereavement.

All the noble aspiratiens of my lawented prede-
cessor which found expression in his life, and the
measures devised and suggested daring his brief ad-
winistration to correct abuses and enforce economy,
to advance prosperity and to promote the general
welfare, to insure domestic security, and to main-
tain the friendly and honorable relstions with the
nations ofjthe earth, will be garnered in the hearts of
the people ; and it will be my earnest endeavor to
profit and to see that the nat'on shall profit by his
example and his experience.

Prosperity blessges our country. Our fiseal policy,
as fixed by law, i3 well-grounded and generally ap-
proved. No threatening issue mars our foreign in-
tercourse, and the wisdom, integrity and thrift of
our people may be trusted to continue undisturbed
the present assured career of peacs,tranquillity and
welfare.

The gloom and anxiety which have surrounded
the country must make repose especially welcome
now. No demand for speedy legislation has been
heard. No adequate occasion is apparent for an
unusual session of Congress. The Constitution de-
fines the powers and functions of the Executive as
clearly as those of cither of the other Departments
of the Government, and he must answer f.r the
just exercise of the discretion which it permits.

Summoned to those high duties and responsibili-
ties, and profoundly conscious of their magnitude
and gravity, I assume the trust imposed by the

Constitution, relying for aid on Divine guidance and |.

on t_hc virtue and inteiligence of the American
people.

After the President read this address, Blaine and
the rest of the Cabinet stepped forward and grasped
the President’s hand. All present shook hands with
the President.

Pall-Bearers Selecied—Special FPermit—
Continued Discoloration.

WasmiNGTON, September 22d.—Mrs. Garfield has
selected six gentlemen—all members of the Christian
Church—to act as pall-bearers to carry the body of
the President from the Capitol to the hearse and
from the hearse to the cars. Theyare: A. K. Tin-
gle, H. C. Thier, W. W. Dungan, Benjamin
Quinmy, D. F. Moore and W. S. Roose.

A special permit was issued this morning by Dr.
Smith to Townsend, Health Officer of the District of
Columbia, to remove the remains from this city to
Ohie.

The late President’s face has very much changed
since yesterday, the discoloration stain having ex-
tended, rendering it necessary to powder the face in
order to soften somewhat its darkened hue.

WasHINGTON, September 22d.—The Senators and
also the Representatives, at meetings to-day, ap-
pointed committees to accompany the remains of
the late President to Cleveland.

Touching Tribute.

WASHINGTON, September 22d.—Queen Victoria had
a magnificent floral tribute placed at the head of the
President’s bier, inscribed, *‘ Queen Victoria to the
memory of the late President Garfield—an expres-
sion of her sorrow and sympathy with Mrs. Garfield
and the American nation.”

Resolutions of the Massachuseits Repub-
Mcans,

WORCESTER, September 224, —The Repu!lican
platform has a feeling allusion to the assassination
of ths President. It says that the President’s short
Administration will be memorable in our anna's as
one of rapid and splendid statesmanship. It as-
serted in an anparalleled manner the constitutional
prerogative of the Executive office. It sucecess-
fully completed a great work in funding the publie
debt, notwithstanding the basis of fluctuation
created by an incompeteut Congress. It overthrew
a powerful conepiracy of plunders of the Treasury
and it prepared their indictment. It introduced
into the Postoffice Dzpartment a business system
which will make it sclf-supporting, while increasing
its usefulness. In profound gratitude for the ex-
ample of such a citizen and such a public servant,
we tender the sincere sympathies of this Convention
to his aged mother, his noble wife and his orphaned
children.

Tribute from General Resecrans.

WasHinGTON, September 22d.—Rosecrans tele
graphs as follows : ““Although cistance forbids my
participation in the fumeral solemnities of the de-
ceased President in Washington and Cleveland,
which your telegram of this date announces and
requesting my attendance, 1 unite in the profound
national sorrow which they earnestly but most in-
adequately express, adding thereto that personal
grief which arises from having had him a member
of my military family and a sharer of my quarters
for many months of the closest official and fraternal
intimacy, and my earnest condolence for his be-
reaved and sorrowing family.”

Nobie Words from Wade Hampton.

CHARLESTON, September 22d.—Senator Hampton
thinks President Arthur will follow a conservative
course, not only from his own conviction, but
because public opinion will demand this of him,
and I have strong hopes that everything will move
on smoothly. In this event no harm can come to
the South. As a member of the Senate, I propose
to treat President Arthur precisely as I treated
President Garfield, sustaining his Administration
in all measures that meet my approval, and oppos-
ing those that do not, but in no event shall I oppose
him in a partisan or factions manner.

Sympathy from the French Republic.

WasniNeroy, September 22d.—The following dis-
pateh was received to.day at the Department of
State from the President of the French Republic to
Mr. Arthur, Vice-President of the United States :

1donot know how we could have done
differently, however.” * Is not such a cavity un-
usual?” was asked. “‘It iz very anusual,” he re-
plied, “and especially at £0 early a period after the
original wound.”

Dr. Hammond Sii1l Muttering.

New Yomw, September 22d.—Dr. Hammond still
keeps up bis charge that the President’s case was
not properly treated by the attending physicians.
In the course of a conversation to-day he said :
* The doctors nursed him as brothers, but attend.
ance alone could not save him I regard his entire
treatment as an vnmitigated outrage, and the resnlt
of it was the death of the patient. The time has

The New President and the White House.

WasHINGTON, September 22d.—The household now
called to the White House by the death of Garfield
has no lady presiding over it.  Arthur lost his wife
a year ago. She was the daughter of Lieutenant-
Comman'er Herndon, United States Navy, who
went down on the Central America. He has three
married sisters. Of these Mrs. Mary McElroy, of
Albany, has speut as much time at his house of late,
and has looked after his household affaira, as she
could. If the cares of her own family will permit,
Mrs. McElroy will most probably be the lady who
will preside in the White House.

NEw YORE, September 221.—A Wasaington special
to the Evening Post says: President Arthar’s inti-
mate friends say he will not make the White House
his residence this season, but will use it for execcutive
business anly. The malarial influences, which pos-
sibly hastened the death of the late President, and
which have prostrated little James Garfield and
twelve of the attendants of the President, is of itself
a warning to Arthur, who i3 not acelimated to Wash-
ington in the summer time, not to riek his life in
such a habitation.

The Membders of the Cabinet Tender
Their Resignations, which are not Ace
cepted.

WasnHiNeToN, September 22d.—The Cabinet to-
day, through Seerctary Blaine, tendered thsir resig-
nations to President Arthur at a Cabinet meeting at
the Capitol after the President was sworn . The
act was accompanied by an expression of the warm-
est sentiments of personal regard, and the President
was given to understand that the members of the
Cabinet desired only to relicve him of all embarrass-
ment without regard to past political events. The
President, without formality, said he did not desire
to accept the tendered resignations, and would es-
teem it a personal favor if they would continue in
the discharge of their duties. The condition of the
public business and the sensitiveness of the public
mind, in view of the recent great national bereave-
ment, warranted him in asking this indulgence at
their hands. Secretary Plaine assured the Presi-
dent that he could depend upon them to use their
best efforts to tranquillize the couatry and aid him
in the performance of his duties in the present try-
i riod.

G A Formal Courtesy.

WasHiNGToN, September 22d.—To day the mem-
bers of the Cabinet were requested by President
Arthur fo retain their respective positions. This is
construed as a formal courtesy merely, and beyond
this nothing can be said upon authority in regard to
the matter.

Executive Session of the Senate,

WASHINGTON, September 22d.—It may safely be
said that before the close of next week a proclama-
tion will be issued by the President, calling the
Senate in executive session. The time fixed will
not be later than the 28th of October. It is under-
stood that the President was adverse to calling the
segsion, but has yielded to the we'ght of Senatorial
opinion, which has been freely expressed yesterday
ard to day.

WASHINGTON, September 22d.—The committee o
Senators and Representatives appointed by to day’s
meetings to go to Cleveland will all go.

A Hear!rending Sight,

WASHINGTON, September 22d.—Secarcely anything
remains in the face of the dead President to recall
that manly, kindly countemance, which was so
familiar to the people here. His long suffering re-
duced him to a mere skeleton, and his skin was dis-
colored and tightly drawn. Many who admired him
in life regratted that they had looked at the corp:e.

Tammany Hall and the Xew President.

NewW YoRrg, September 22d.—The Tammany Hall
General Committee have adopted resolutions of
regrot at the death of President Garfield and sym-
patby with his family. The following was also
adopted :

Resolved, That Chester A. Arthur is entitled to,
and should receive, the unqualified respect and
support of every Americin citizen as the constitu-
tional President of the United States.

The Despicable Assassin— Sergeant Wa-
son’s Defense.

WasHINGTON, September 224.—Guiteau evidently
does not dread his trial half so much as the ven-
geance of the populace. He has fretted himself
sick in apprehension ¢f mob violence. He has been
put on a sick diet by the jail physician, and asks
the guards and Warden, every time he sees them,
day and 1 ight, whether there is any indication of a
purpose to attack the jail to take him out. He
seems to entertain some hope of escaping with a
light penalty, if he can escipe the popular indig-
nation.

In regard to Sergeant Mason, a legal point has
been made that will be raised in the defense. It is
claimed that from the position Guitean oceupied in
bis cell when Mason fired it was impossible for him
to have been injured by the shot; that therefore it
was impossible for Mason to have carried out his in-
tent to kill Guiteau ; that it is not sudficient for the
accused to have the intent to commit an offense,
but that it requires a result in order
to conmstitute a crime and to secure con-
viction thereof ; that the crime was impossible of
execution by the means employed. In illustration
of this point lawyers for the defense siy, suppose
Mason’s musket had not been loaded ; that though
Le had supposed it to be, and pulled the trigger
after taking aim at Guiteau, he counld not be ar-
raigned for attempted murder, because he was not
abie to carry out his intent to kill. It is claimed
that Mason is only guilty of an infraction of military
law or rules, and thathe can only be pucished for
that ; that in short he might as well, so far as con-
viction i3 concerned, have fired at an effigy of
Guiteau. This will be the line of Mason's defense.

The Post Mortem Examination—A Start-
ling Statement.

Cuicaco, September 22d.— The T'imes' Weshington
gpecial says: Certain revelations made to-day to
the Tiines’ correspondent by unquestioned author-
ity of the inner history of the post mortem examin-
ation of the body of the late President Garfield will
create a shock throughout the country, second only
to the assassination of July 2d. These revelations
show that the President might have lived—at least
that the report of the autopsy is falee, and had it
not been for MacVeagh, every portion of the re-
Iuctant truth placed in the report would have been
suppressed. What will the public think when it
learns that Gen. Garfie'd did not die from any resuit
of the wound made by the bullet, but from a cause
that probably could have been remedied in the early
days of the case. The original track ¢f the wound
had fairly hezled, and the ball itself had become
completely encysted. Had it not been for the blood-
poisoning, the President would have been a well
man todyy. The blood poison proceeded from
the imperfect drainage of the wound. The sccond
day a clot of blood, that might have been
taken out with an aspirator, was the cause of the
blood poisoning and the huge abscess upon the kid-
neys. The spine was reported injared in the au-
topsy, and that this would appear to be a mortal
hurt ; but it issaid upon high authority that the
post-mortem revealed nothing of this kind. The
spinal eslumn was not harmed, and if there was a
slight injury of the vertabra it would rot in itself
have been serious. After the funeral is over, Gen-
eral Swain, an educated physican, and Dr. Boynton,
will reveal the inner secrets of the post-mortem.

The Fatal Buliet.

Wasuiserox, September 22d.—The bullet cut
from Prezident Garfleld’s body at the aulopsy was
given to Dr. Biise, who immediately handed it to

Private Secretary Brown, who carefully wrapped the

bullet in a sealed package, and will preserve it till

such time as it may be needed in evidence at the
trial of Guiteau. The fractured vertebre is now in
the hands of scientific men, who are preparing it
for exhibition at the National Medical Muset m.

The Mrs. Garfield Fund.
NEW YORK, September 22d.—The Mre. Garfield
fund has reached $260,634.

Newspaper Men Provided For,
WASHINGTON, September 22d.-—1he Baltimore and
Ohio Raiiroad officers telegraphed to-day that they
will put a special train, with sleeping-car attached,
at the service of newspaper men going to Cleve.
land, and get there one hour ahcad of the funeral
train, without change.

The Press on President Arthur's Address.

New York, September 22d.—The Herald quote
four lines of President Arthur's address to the
couutry, and says: ‘‘They will be accepted as the
promise of a sincere patrict to set the standard for
his administration higher than any political party
dares proffer, and as a vow to be ind:pendent, not
merely of facticnal but of the evil of partizan control
in his Presidency.”

The P'ribune says: “ The brief address to hs
fellow citizenis will be well received throughout the
country, and will if possible intensify the universal
digposition, everywhere felt and expressed among
all classes of Republicans, and mauy fair and candid
Democrats, to give President Arthur, in his trying
position, the moat cordial good wishes and sincere
support.”

The Worldsays: *‘‘The people will like the ad-.
dress none the less, inasmuch as it contains, with all
its modesty, the plain intimation of a resolute pur-
pose of its author to decide for himself how he
shall discharge the dutiesof an office, the responsi-
Eilities of which he cannot divide.”

TrcesoN, September 22d4.—The Citizen has
the following special from San Carloa: **The
Indians were ccunted ti-day at the sub-
agency ; there were 4,804, There are about
200 agency scouts serving with the military,
and ten with the hostiles, which makes the
Agency nearly right. Lieutenants Taylor
and Shaefer, of the Ninth Csavalry, have en-
listed frienaly Sioux for New Mexico, and
Capt. Sterliog, of the Agency scouts, goes
with them.”

The following special is received from
Willcox: **No sizns of hostiles are to be
found in or about Black river. The reported
fight there amounts to nothing. A few shots
were fired in the air over the heads of some
equaws, who were finally allowed §to zo on to
the Agency. No news from Gzneral Carr’s
command had been received up to the 20th.
Sixty hostiles currendered yesterday at the
Agency. They are now in confinement.
They were well armed and equipped.”

Caxp THoMAS, September 22d.—Sanford
reports from the crossing of Black river on
the evening of the 21st, that he capturcd
bucks and equaws of the hostiles, with several
horses, on their way to the Agency, His
scouts found a large camp this morning just
abandored. Nothiag has been heard from
General Carr and his command.

The Lakeport Bee-Democrat says on the
ranch of David Hudson, in Coyote valiey,
there is a huge oak tree—a regular forest
king—that for gigantic dimensions we have
never seen equaled.

Fresno county contains about 8,600
square miles of tferritory—an area greater
than the States of Connecticut, Delaware
and Rhode Island, which, together, have
only 8,176 equare miles. It contains at
least 280 square miles more territory than
the State of New Jersey, and 800 more
than Massachusetts,
