PROCEEDINGS OP \ THE FOUETH DAY—
THE RAIN.

iImmense Crowds ;of;People—lnterrupted
" Programme-^ Pavilion iExhibits—

To-day's; Doings.'

ifiThe rain of Wednesday night was a sur-

jprise to the country,fiItwas more than that
in Sacramento— it was a damper upon the
pleasure of the people attending tha State
Fair. While the exposed art gallery at the

Pavilion escaped damage by the downpour,
the race track suffered ', so

"
severely that the

stock parada had to be postponed, and that

to the serious disappointment of thousands
who had assembled at the Park to witness it.
To have marched the cattle acd horses about
the track in.its wet condition would have so

cut itup as to render ituseless the rest of the

week, and wouldhave exposed the stock to
risk of injury beside?. A postponement
was unavoidable. The same : was true
as :to the raws.'/' Many were . ready

,to b;lieve that the abandonment of
: tiestock review was mainly to save the track
for racing, but that this was not strictly cor-

rect in conclusion .is found in the fact that-
the races were postponed too;and in the fact

that had itbeen advisable to parade the stock
at all, itcould have been done on the training

track.
_

The truth is, it was wise to postpone
botb programmes, as neither could have been
carried out successfully in tlie mud. :But the

. rain had no effect upon the attendance at-
either Park or Pavilion. On the contrary,
the largest assemblage of people was seen at
both place* that has honored the fair this
season. Atthe Park the crowd was exceed--
inglylarge, and at the Pavilion last night it
was .a perfect jam. The programme for
to-day is a fine one, beginning . at the
Paik at 9:30 A. M. with the last grand
stock parade. At '10 A. si. the grand draft*
horse walking match ;11A. \u25a0_\u0084 ladies' tourna-
ment, for which the Society offers two cash
premiums for the most expert riders. For
the most graceful riders there are prizes
offered by the City R-dlroad Company, the

.stake free for all, two and a quarter
miles, and No. 20 a pacing match, free
to- all (Nimrod to wajon)^_ A more at-
trac he racing programme is seldon put-
up. The sport willbo rare, and itis fair to
assume that tha attendance will be exceed-
ingly large. As the exercises begin so early
at the Park, and are so continuous, itmay be
that thera is more wisdom than wit in the
suggestion a lady made to the reporters yes-
terday, People had better _ bring their
luncheon and make a picnic of it."

Races 14 and 16, trots, set for yesterday,
have been postponed untilSaturday. No.15
is placed on to-daj'a race.

Entries for the bicycle race for Saturday
are announced, and these, together with the
namea of all the horses for to-day's races,
willbe found in the official announcement in
the advertising columns. Saturday's races,
which are numerous, begin at 10 a. m.

AT THE PARK.

The second grand parade of stock was to
have taken .place yesterday morning at 10
o'clock, but in consequence of the condition
of the track, after the rain of the night pre-
vious, it was thought best to postpone the
parade tillthis morning at .the same hour.
There was a large audience present to wit-
ness the parade, but they very good-natured-

_'- ly turned . their attention to. the splendid
horses that were brought out and stationed
inside the inclosure made by the inside trad--,
for examination by the committees.

fiThe Races.
The heavy rain of the preceding night put

the track in no desirable condition for yester-
day's rases. By noon, however, the course
had dried.out very well,but on tha back-
stretch upper turns and homestretch there
were patches of mud that seriously injured
tie track. The best parts of the course ware
the lower turns and from thero to the quarter
pole. The track was heavy, but a far batter
course even than many Eastern tracks, when
after autumn showers soma of the best races
have been sent off and good time made. To
Californiacs, accustomed to such an even
state of the weather at this season, a con-
ditionupon which they have come to rely so
fully that any variation ia a surprise, the
climatic|conditions of yesterday wera more
than surprising, and the people could scarcely
conceal their vexation. - The forenoon waa
lowering and the sky threatening at 1
o'clock; heavy rain clouds were overhead,
and the outlook was for abroken programme.
The largest attendance of the week was on
the ground. The grand stand was full and
the special nearly so. The saddling paddock
was lined with vehicles, while the stretch
lobby was literally packed with human
beings. The Directors of the Society delayed
until2 p.if.,viewed the track, and then Mr.
Larue, presiding judge, announced that the
inclemency of the weather and the bad con-
dition of the track had compelled the Direct-
ors to postpone the regular programme of
races, which were a four-year-old trot, a trot
for three-year-olds, and a trotting stake for
two-year-olds. These races, he said, would
be trotted at 12 o'clock ;to-day (Fri-
day), but in place a special \u25a0? trot
would take place between Hancock,
Pinole Patchen, Rustic, Bessie and Clare-
mont, all2:30 horses. Tho announcement was
received with great disappointment, but it
was evident that the judges had decided for
the best, and that the regular programme
could not have been put through with justice,
to the young and valuable horses entered, or'
satisfaction tothe public; besides, the risks to
the nine valuable entries would have been
great. In the pools Rustic was the favorite
at $50, with Hancock second at §35;the field
selling at $22 50. . Pinole Patchen had tbe
pole, Ru3tis second, Claremont third, Bessie
hist. As promptly as was possible after the
arrangements for the race . were completed,
Mr. Larue got the horses before . the
judges' stand. With one false start a send
off was had. At firstPatchen kept the pole,
but at the quarter Rustic took the lead for
half the way to the half-milepost, with Bee-
sie third. From there out there was much
shifting of positions, and on the homestretch
Rustic broke badly when. leading. The
horses came in in this order:Patchen, Han-
cock, Bessie, Rustic and Claremont. Time,
2:42. Afina, drizzling rain now set in and
ma tha track still heavier. Rustic sold
favorite in the pools at 840, to $35 for Han-
cock and $20 for the field. In the next heat
Hancock led for ;the ; eighth of ;a

- mile,
with-'Rustic ;second and Patchen

'
third.

At. ;the quarter the .two leaders
were neck and neck, :' when

'
Rustic

broke, and .Hancock sailed away far inad-
vance. . Patchen came up to Rustic and took
second place, when Rustic again recovered
aud pushed to tbe front, and in a handsome
trot overhauled the leader, only to losa his
place and go second to him to the three-
quarter pole, where another break set the
gray back again. .Patchen then took. second
place, but broke before the draw-gate was
reached. They came in in 2:35, Hancock
first, Patchen second, Rustic third, Clare-
mont fourth and Bessie last, which position
she had all the way around. The fine rain
continuing, now made the track very heavy
and slippery, and drove most of the people
out of tha paddock and off of tha training-
track. The first heat was led offby Hancock,
withRustic close at hand, but breaking on the
turn, :where Claremont began :to ran, and
taking second place kept itto the half, where
Rustic came alongside and Boon passed to
second place, Patchen taking third place a
moment later. Claremont ran again on the

per turns. Onthe homestretch Rustic and
Patchen were the center of interest as they
went nearly together behind the leader. \u25a0 The
outcome showed Hancock to be a good first,
Patchen second, -

Rustic :third,'; Claremont
fourth. Time 2:43^, and it was a wonder
even that was ;.made in a trot in'-; the
mud.

In the - next fi-heat Claremont

scor>d, "... dropped a shoe, and • was
withdrawn. A good send-off was had, Han-
cock leading, withPatchen second and Rustic
third. - Patchen broke on the turcjmd allthe
pooplo cried out at the misfortune. .Bessie
also ran and took second place on a gallop,
but Hancock trotted squarely ahead and left
a long gap between himself and his competi-
tors.

-
On the way tothe half milepost Rus-

tic took the second, place and kept it there-
after. ;They came inin 2:37, Hancock first.
Rustic second, Bessie third and Patchen last,
but winning second money. ;.;
: _Should there be no heavy rains before 12
noon to-day, the track, after being worked,
will be very fine and the sport to-day excep-
tionally attractive, as at the close of the race
the signs were favorable for a drying \u25a0up
speil.
