
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
Opium Den Raided.— Officers Arlington

and Valentine made a raid npon the Ogg
House, on L street, between Second and
Third, about 3 o'clock yesterday morning, for
the purpose of unearthing an opium den
which it was confidently believed existed
upon those premises. Their efforts resulted in
discovering a regular opium den in a rented
room in the third story. One of the back
rooms was occupied for this purpose, and
three interesting individuals —

Matt. Barrett,
'Tom Morgan and Jennie Perkins, allof San
Francisco were found in the room, and the
first two, lying upon the tbor on a quilt at
the pipe, withthe lay-out tor opium smoking
lyingbetween them. Their female pal was
not smoking at the time. The three were
taken in hand and conveyed to the po-
lice jail, but were released to await
trial, upon the deposit of $25 each,
obtained from friends of like ilk. The

-opium-pipe and lay-out captured with them
-are of a costly quality,and indicate that this
-den of infamy was of the gilt-edge order.
The defendants have intimated that they will
make a stout show of defense, probably with

-a view of securing the implements of their•den which were taken with them, and which,
it may be safely prophesied, will re-. mam in the curiosity coffers of the Chief of.Police. The efforts and success of the offi-
cers making the exploration and captures in
this case is worthy of commendation, and
frequent repetition of such service willprove
efficacious in suppressing this terrible evil,
which is so rapidly spreading and gaining
votaries in this city.

Runaway.

At about 6 o'clock last even-
ing, as the delivery wagon of C. E. Adams
was being loaded up with bales of hay in
front of his feed store, between Seventh and
Eighth streets, on J, the horse attached to it'
became frightened and started down town.
In turning from the walk it threw several
bales off and with them a man who was load-
ing. He struck partly under the bales, but
in some unaccountable way escaped serious
injury. In front of P. H.Russell's grocery
store the delivery wagon of that establish-
ment was slightly collided with, but causing
no greater injury than marring the wheels.
The horse continued as far as the Pacific
market, near Seventh street, when it ran be-
tween the walk and the delivery wagon of
Chistianson Bros., and was blocked and
brought to a standstill, the flyingrigescaping
injury, but bending the rear axle badly of
the vehicle, which stopped it.

Inquest Held.
—

Aninquest was held last
evening upon the remains of George M.Tyler
(colored), who diedsuddenly at the ball being
.held at Jacobs' Hall,inthis city,night before
last. In accordance with the result of a
post mortem held by Dr. Gardner, the cause
of death was found to be the rupture of an
aneurism situated in the aorta. The de-
ceased was a native of Richmond, Va., aged
42 years. He has been for many years a
porter, attending sleeping-cars on the Central
Pacific Railroad between this city and Ogden.
At the time of his death he had just left the
floor from a dance, and steeping into a side
room for a drink, had just place a glass of
water to his month when he staggered for--
ward a step or two and then fellbackwards
and immediately expired. The party was
thereupon immediately broken up. His re-
mains willbe taken to Oakland, which was
bis place of residence.

Highway .Robbery in the City.—While
the driver of the Pacific Brewery delivery-
was driving day before yesterday afternoon
at Second and 11 streets, two men accosted
him and pretended towant to purchase a keg

-of beer. As he was about to hitch his team
one of the men struck him a heavy blow
•witha cane, cutting a bad gash upon his right
wrist. Atthe same timeboth of the strangers
jumped up to the wagon seat, expecting to
findmoney under the cushion, but failed to
do so. A party near by came to the rescue

.at this time, and the two highwaymen ran
and werenot apprehended. This case demon-
strates that the highway robbery business has
been boldly located within this city.

Hanging by Effigies. John Douglas,

.of Guiteau suspended from it dangling
in the air, with the very satisfying appear-
ance of the victim well hanged by the neck.

Last evening another balloon
was sent up withConkling suspended ineffigy
by the neck, but the balloon caught fire
before ithad risen to much hight and a col-
lapse ensued.
