
AT THE PARK.

Tbe grand parade of stock took place at
9:30 yesterday morning, as announced. A
new and important improvement was intro-
duced at this parade. As each animal passed
between the judges and the grand stand Su-
perintendent Hancock, standing on the track,
announced the name of the animal and own-
er and owner's residence to Director Larue,
who repeated the same from the judges'
stand, thus conveying interesting and im-
portant information to the large audience on
the ground. This is the first time tbis feat-
ure has been introduced, and it was highly
appreciated by those present, and we may
say that itis a step in the right direction.
The fairs heretofore have been defective in
giving information, and all changes in the
direction of conveying information willbe
hailed withpleasure by all wbo attend the
fairsin the future.

MACHINERY.

We have noticed a large number of grape-
growers and land reclaimers in constant ex-
amination of Haskin's ditching machine,
evidently greatly interested. This machine
is manufactured at St. Helena, Napa county,
where the patentee and manufacturer, A.

The Russell hollow-tooth harrow isone of
the machines that interest the practical
farmers at the fair.

There are now 700 of these feeders inuse on
this coast, and so important an adjunct, is
this device to the successful thrashing, clean-
ing and separating of the grain from the
straw, that all machines are compelled
to use them. The farmers inform us
that the machines thrash more in
a day, do it better, and save more
of the grain, than by the old way of
hand-feeding. The feeder dispenses with two
first-class men, who usually get from $4 to $5
per day to feed the machine. They also ex-
hibit in connection with this a Low derrick
withtwo forks, which enables two men to
place all the straw any machine can thrash
on the derrick-table at the foot of the long
elevator, where four men are employed to
hoe itdown on the long canvas, upon which
itis conveyed to the self-feeder and thence to
the cylinder. Thus itonly takes six men and
One to drive the team which hoists tbe forks,
in._tead of fourteen or twenty by the
old way ef band-feeding and band-pitching.
They exhibit the Jackson California wine
mill, Truman's iron barrow, Jackson's light-
weight horse forks, Farmer's iron blocks,
Jackson's vineyard harrow, Jackson's high
derrick self-feeder, and the celebrated Price,
or Petaluma, hay press, which bales nine-
tenths of the hay on this coast. This firm
have alarge manufactory in San Francisco,
and give employment to about seventy-five
men. Mr. Jackson started the business of
making his self-feeders in Woodland, but the
business soon grew too large for that place,
and he removed to San Francisco some four
years ago, and this season became associated
withMr.I.J. Truman, who had been selling
hardware and implements for the past
twenty years in this city and San Francisco,
and it is safe to say that no man is better
known amongst the farmers and merchants
on this coast than Mr. Truman. They make
good articles, and make them well, are live,
energetic men, and will no doubt build up a
large and prosperous business, and we hope
soon to see them j building thrashers and
engines, and thus save to this State large
sums ofmoney which are annually sent East,

Of true
flu there are two varieties, which, when
grown side by side with the common kind
sown in this State, have shown themselves to
be deciJedly superior to it inlength of fiber.
They were imported by the College of Agri-
culture from Germany, under the names of
Royal and Russian, the latter from Pskoff.
Ineach case the whole plant is shown, and
also a knotof the prepared fiber, which was
brook-rotted and dressed by one of the work-
men in the experimental garden. The sample
is decidedly promising, considering the lim-
ited appliances at the command of the ope-
rator. ..
