Blaine's Fetter of Acceptance.

PHILADELPHIA, October 6ib.—The Pivess
to-morrow will publish the letter of Secretary
Biaine, accepting ths tander of the State De-
partment made him by the late President

Garfield :
WasniNgroN, December 20, 1580,

My Dear Garfield : Your generous invitation to
enter your Cabinct as Secretary of State has been
under comsideration fur more than three weeks,
though it had really never cccurred to my mind un-
til at our late conference you presented it with
guch cogent arguments in its favor, and with such
warmth of personal friendship in aid of your kind
offer. I know that an early unswer is desired, and [
have waited only long enough to consider the sub-
ject in all its bearings, and to mak® up my mind
definitely and conclusively. I now say to you, in
the same cordial spirit in which you have invited
me, that I accept the position. It is no sffectation
for me to add that I make this decision, not for the
hover of tha promotion it gives me in the public
service, but because I think I can be useful to the
country and to the perty, useful to you as the
responsible leader of the party and great head of
the Gove:nment. Iam influenced somewhat, per-
haps, by the shower of letters I have received urging
me to accept, written me in consequence of tho
unauthorized newspaper report that you had been
pleased to offer me the place. Whi'e I have received
these letters from all sections of the Union, I have
been especiaily pleased, and even surprised, at the
cordial and widely exteaded feelings in my tavor
throughout New England, where I had expected to
encounter a local jealausy and perhaps rival aspira-

tions. In our new relations, [ shall give all
that I am, and all that I can hope to
be, freely and jojfully to your service.

You need no pledge of my loyalty in heart and in
act. Ishould be false to myreif did [ not prove true
both to the great trus: you confide to me and your
own personal and poiitical fortunes in the present
and future. Your adminisiration must be made
emioently successiui and strong in the confidence
and pride of the people, not at all dirccting its
energies for re-election, and compelling that result
by the Jogic of events and by imperious necessities
of the situation to the most desirabls consummation
I feel that next to yourself I can possibly contribute
as much influence as any other, I eay this not from
egotism mnor vain glory, but merely as a deduction
from the plain analysis of political forces which have
been at work in the country for five years past, and
which have been siguificantly shown in two gre:t
national Couventions. T accept it as one of the haj .
piest circumstances counected with this affair that
in allying my political fortunes with yowrs, or

rather, for a tiwe merging mive in yours, my
heart goes with my head, and that I carry
to you not emly political support, but per-

gonal and deveted friendship. I can but regard
it as somewhat remarkable that two men of
the same age, entering Congre:s at the same time,
influecced by the seme auns and cherishing the

ions, should never for & ¢ € moment,
‘ears of cloge intimacy, have had a mis-
licg or cooivecs, and that our friendship
has steadily grown with oar growth and strength.-
ened with our strength, It is this fact which has
led me to the couclusion embodied in this letter, for
however much, my dear Garfield, I mignt admire
you as a statesman, I would not enter your Cabinet
if I did not believe in you as « man and love you as
a friend.
