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DOMESTIC.- .
The Situation at the National Capital.

Washington, October 7th.—The Senators
of both parties to-night are averse to being
interviewed as to what they willor may do in
the organization of the Senate. There is a
sentiment of concession onboth sides, but no
Senator knows just how far itwillgo, and he
does not like to express an opinion which
may embarrass him when he come to vote.
Itis freely admitted that there must be some
concession and compromise, but what shape
itwilltake cannot be foretold. Some sug-
gest that a President pro ten*,be elected for
the exprssi purpose of swearing in the new
Senators, his term of office to be until next
year, and after that an organization can be
effected. There are precedents for this. The
Senate has in the past elected a President for
aspecific duty or for a designated period of
time. On one occasion a President was elected
forone day. There are at least three Dem-
ocratic Senators who are in favor of
conceding the President to the Republicans
if they will accord to the Democrats the
Secretaryship and half of the committees,
and let the remainder of organization stand
as now. One of the most influentialDemo-
crats in the Senate to-night expressed him-
self in favor of this plan. He said he was
satisfied that if the Democrats would accord
the President to the Republicans, an amica-
ble agreement can be reached in a short
time, and the Senate organized by
a unanimous vote ; but if, on the other
hand, the Democrats take advantage
of their temporary majority to elect a
President he believed the Republicans would
,fight on the question of Secretary, and the
remainder of the organization to the last day
of the Forty-seventh Congress. This Sen-
ator said that if another deadlock arises it
willrun, there is no telling how long, and
willblock legislation at the regular session of
Congress. This would be ill*timed and dis-
graceful, said this Senator ;therefore he con-
sidered that the easiest and best plan is to
give the Republicans the office they most
desire, which is President of the Sen-
ate. A conference committee will be
appointed by both caucuses to-morrow,
and the prevailing belief is that those com-
mittees willarrange a plan for organization
which willbe accepted by both parties if the
Republicans willdivide the committees with
the Democrats to gain the President of the
Senate. Itis not improbable that this plan
willbe adopted, as naturally there are a num-
ber of Democrats who wouldlike to get their
former committees again. There is consider-
able speculating as to how Senator Davis, of
Illinois,willvote, butnothing toindicate what
he will do has yet been heard from him
here. He will reach here to morrow.
At the beginning of the last special session
of the Senate, when the contest over the
organization wan just opening, it was an-
nounced to the Democratic caucus, by the
authority of Senator Davis, that he proposed
voting for a Democratic organization. Judge
Davis declined to filibuster,but said he would
vote with the Democrats. Subsequently,
after the Republicans obtained the commit-
tees, in a speech he said he thought the
organization should go with the committees ;
but notwithstanding this opinion be voted
with the Democrats, except upon dilatory
motions. The Democrats here express con-
fidence that he willvote with them this time,
unless they should take some position calcu-
lated to bring about a deadlock.

The President and the Pastors.
Washington, October 7th.

—
The pastors

of this city, accompanied by the Maryland
Lutheran Synod, in session here, called on
President Arthur this afternoon at his resi-
dence. Dr. Chester, pastor of the Metro-
politan Presbyterian Church, was spokesman
for the visitors, and read the address. The
President responded substantially as follows:"
Iam glad to meet you, gentlemen, yet itis

withdeep sorrow, under circumstances which
have sadly devolved such momentous duties
upon me. In the performance of these duties,
as chief of a God-fearing andreligious people,
Iappreciate my dependence upon their moral
support and approval and upon the Divine
blessing and guidance. Ithank you cordially
for the assurances of your support, for your
kind expressions of sympathy and confi-
dence." Atthe conclusion of President Ar-
thur's response the visitors were individually
introduced and shook hands with the Presi-
dent. The party then retired, evidently
much pleased withthe interview.

The Senate Secretaryship.

A canvass of

the Republican Senators shows a great lack
of earnestness upon the question of Secre-
tary, and there are several who say that if
Democrats secure the presiding officer they
might as welltake allthe Senate offices. This
state of indifference is said to be due to
Gorham's candidacy as the caucus nominee,
and if he couldbe induced to withdraw the
Republicans could undoubtedly secure the
Secretaryship.

addresses were presented to him. He re-
plied briefly, acknowledging the value of
party criticism. .-•.•'.'

Inhis speech, referring tothe unity of the
Liberal party, Mr.Gladstone said he saw no
sign of such division as led to its defeat in
1874. Everywhere there where signs of
union, and he looked forward > with satisfac-
tion. There was much to be done, he said, in
altering and modifying the land laws of En-
gland aud Scotland, but circumstances in these
parts are not those of Ireland. He urged
that the depression in trade proceeded from
the decreased purchasing power. .He calcu-
lated that between 1878 and 1880 the country
had lost £24.000,000 on her export trade, but
as much as £100,000,000 from her bad har-
vests. Referring to the Fair Trade League,
he said some persons complained abcut the
American tariff. America sent us £3,000,000
worthof manufactures, while we sent Amer-
ica from £30,000,000 to £40,000,000 worth.
The fair traders want America to cease to be
our customer to this amount. Gladstone
spoke for an hour and fortyminute?,

Ata banquet given Gladstone there were
1,400 persons present. Gladstone said: "Justice
to Ireland is a sacred duty, but it can never
be performed without equal justice to Eng-
land and Scotland. The 1 state of Ireland
might not be a party question. Ireland isin a
crisis, and on the working of the Land Act
may depend the greatest issues with regard
to her prosperity. There are powerful
agencies working which will influence her
fate in spite of persons. Ido not believe
there are laborers in any country that have
made more progress than the Irish laborers."
Gladstone *warmly eulogized (Sir Charles
Gavin Duffy for his pamphlet advocating
the grateful acceptance of the Land Act.
Gladstone claimed Dillon as an oppo-
nent, but an opponent whom he was
glad to honor, and added :

"
Inow have

the painful duty of dealing with a different
class of:opponents. A small body of men
has arisen who are not ashamed to preach to
Ireland the dnc'.rine of public plunder. The
state of things inIreland is coming to a ques-
tion of law on the one hand and their law-
lessness on the other." Gladstone favor-
ably contrasted O'Connell's fidelity to the
Crown of England with Parnell's hostility to
everything English. O'Connell, he said, on
every occasion declared his respect for prop-
erty; but Parnell has now a new
gospel, that of plunder, to proclaim. He
sees now that whereas the rental of
Ireland ie £17,000,000 the landlord is entitled
to nothing but the original valuation of the
land, amounting to £3,000,000.

-
O'Connell's

respect for human life was consistent. Par-
nellis verycopious iv his references to Amer-
ica, but in all these references he has never
found time to utter a word of disapproval
about the assassination literature of that
country, which is not American literature.
The Americans scorn, spurn and loathe it.
[Loud cheers.] Parnell, during the last ses-
sion of Parliament, made every effort to des-
troy the land bill, but he did not dare to
vote against it like a man. But when the
life of the bill was at stake, Parnell and
thirty of his followers withdrew from the
House of Commons, and tried to destroy the
work which the Government had begun.
