DIFFICULTIES ABOUT TRYING GUITEAU.

CAN THE STATE TAKE ADVANTAGE OF
ITS OWS WRORG? |

The Attorney General has stated his|
intention to bring suits against all the |
persons to whom sums of money were paid |
under the Drainage Act. Itissaid that|
he considers it his duty to institute these |
remarkable, and as we trust unprecedented,

The position taken by tbe!

proceedings.
Attorney.General was thus stated in our
local columns yesterday : ¢ If money is
‘¢ paid cut cf the State Treasury undera
‘““law of the Stafe it is properly paid, but
“if underan Act of the Legislature which
** was in contravention of the Constitution,
“then it was not paid out by reason of
‘‘law, and, the payment being illegal, it
‘“should be recovered.” We are compelled
to express the opinion that this view is
shallow and fallacious, and this we shall
endeavor to demonstrate. The question
here seems really to be whether the State
can take advantage of its own wrong. It
is a familiar legal maxim that an indi-
vidual cannot do this, and what is
prohibited to the units which compose
the State cannot equitably be permitted
to those units acting in a corporate
capacity. Nor is there any reason for
doubt as to the proposition that the wrong
here i3 the State’s, The responsibility for
the defects of the Drainage Act rests
directly upon the Legislature, whichis a
co-ordinate branch of the Government.
The intention of the Legislature was un-
mistakable, It meant toenact a valid and
effective law, and it believed that it had
done g0. So believing it invited the con-
fidence of the public by fortitying this de-
fective statute with all the solemnities
whieh surrcuad the griv st acis of the
State. It pat its imprimatur on the law,
and in its capacity as a branch of the
Government assured everybody that they
could go on and act under this law without
doub$ or hesitation, Thus far alone the
State has been® concerned in the matter.
Whatever blunder or wrong has been com-
mitted the State has made itself accounta-
ble for. How then can the State, acting
through another part of its machinery,
attempt to shift the responsibility upon
the innocent parties who did work for ihe
State under this law, and who have re-
ceived no more than their honest compen-
sation for that work ?

To what an intolerable condition of
things does the Attorney-General’'s view
conduct us, Under that interprefation of
the relations of the three branches of the
Government it becomes possible to convert
the State into a swindling machine, He
tells us that the Legislature may pass un-
constitutional laws ; that under these laws
the people may expend labor for the State;
and that after they have been paid for #heir
work the Supreme Couri can come in and,
by declaring the law unconstitutional, com-
pel these unfortunates to pay back the
money they have received in exchange for
their labor. This is a revolting position,
but it seems to us that cven on his own
showing the Attorney-General has omitted
one consideration. For if the State can
recover all it has paid out under laws de-
clared unconstitutional, it surely must be
obliged to return the valuable considera-
tions for which it paid out those moneys.
The proposition that the State is to recover
its money, but that the men who did the
work for which the money was paid are to be
robbed alike of the products of their labor
and their wages, iz really monstrous. We
are not called upon to consider what diffi-
culties might lie in the way of the fulfill-
ment of this demand. We have only tc
point cut the existence of an equitable
claim at this point.

The hypothesis of the Attorney-General,
that because the Drainage Act has tech-
nically never possessed validity, therefore
nothing dene under it can stand, is more-
over not tenable. The contracts made
under the Act were as- well fortified as
contracts can be, There can be no doubt
that the State had a right to operate
under the Drainage Act as long as its con-
stitutionality was not called in question;
for until the Supreme Court passesupon a
statute, the presumpiion must be in faver

of its validity, and this presumpticn is |
one of the regular and indeed unaveidable
assumptions of the State Government. For
if it were held necessary to obtain the
decision of the Supreme Court upon the
validity of every statute which involves
the expenditure of money under contract
by the State, it wounld clearly be impos-
sible to carry on the Government,
public enterprises of great pith
moment would be continually balked
paralyzed by the cumbersome nature of
the machinery, while the Legislature
would sink into contempt through the
obvious uncertainty of its acts. For all
practical purposes it is plain that the State
guaranteed the finality of every rroceeding
taken under the Drainage :Act. This
finality is a necessary implication of all
legislative action involving mnfoney con-
tracie, since otherwise the State wauld be
in the odious posiiion of laying traps for
its own citizens,

It must be taken for granted that when
the State undertakes to pay a certain sum
of money for the performance of certain
specified work, it will stand to its prom-
is2 at least as straitly as an individual is
expected to. It is unheard of that a pri-
vate citizen rhould a‘tempt to wriggle out
of his juss obligations by taking advantage
of technical defects in the .contract, for
which defecis he alone was responsible.
Yet this is what Mr. Attorncy-Genera
proposes to do on behalf of the State, His
propositior - is not sound. It is neither
good law nor good policy. We do nob be-
lieve it possible for him to recover any of
the moneys for which he contemplates the
institution of suits ; we are sure that if he
should recover his victims would have an
incontrovertible claim for damages against
the State; and we are perfectly certain
that the establishment of Mr. Attorney-
General’s principle as here set forth would
result in a great deal of mischief to the
State. In short he would do well to re-
flect that the law officer of a Common-
wealth needs a different kind of legal
policy from that which may suit a private
attorney, and that it is impossible to solve
the problems which come up under such
circumstances without taking into accournt
the dignity and honor as well as the mere
techmical rights, of the body politic.

A recess was then taken for half an hour.

After recess Edmunds offered a resolution declar-
ing that thestanding ¢ mmittees of the Senate, as
they were constituted at the close of the last session
of Senate, be continued for the present session, and
authorizing the President pro tem. to fill any vacan-
cies which may exist therein.

Harris asked that the resolution lie over one day
under the rule. So ordered.

The committes appointed to wait on the President
reported that they bad performed that duty, and
that the President had stated he would eommunicite
in writing with the Senate to-morrow,

Adjourned.

The Senatorial Situation.

WASHINGTON, October 1lch.—There is a3 much
rstery hanging over the Scnatorial situation to-
nizht as at any time since last Saturday. The ges-
sion of the Senate to-day was short and harmonious.
The three new Senators were admitied by a viva
voce vote, only three or four Democrats dissenting.
The Demeocratic Senators met twice to-day in eancus,
before and after the session of the Senate. Their
caucus this aftarnoon was barren of decided results.
