Politics in Brookliyn.

New Yorg, October 17th.—The Sun says:
Much excitement exists among the Brooklyn
politicians over the part Henry Ward
Beecher will take in the Mayoralty contest,
The movement in behslf of Ripley Roper,
which was sprung suddenly upon the public,
is backed by an energy which will be regard-
lesa of the biz game in which the regular
politicians are engaged. They have arranged
for a mass meeting in the rink to-night, and
will bring Beecher to the front to advecate
the canse of their candidate. As General
Tracy, the third-termer’s candidate, defended
Beecher in the suit for $100,000 damage for
the geduction of Elizabseth Tilden, his appear-
ance in behalf of the rival Republican can-
didate has angered the stalwarts, who have
been counting on him to take the stump for
Tracy. The Plymouth Church party, here-
tofore a factor in politics, because it acted
solidly, is said to be divided between Ripley
Roper and General Ben, Tracy.

St. Julien’s Late Performance.

New Yorg, October 17th.—Ths ease with
which St. Julien trotted a mile against Trin-
kett Saterday in 2;13%, in very fine weather
and on a very good track, butstill a track not
among the fastest in the country, leads some
pecple to a faint hope that he may yet lower
his own record, and that cf Maud 3., before
the snow falls. Certainly the great horse has
nos done justice thus far this year to his repu-
tatior, but as he issaid to have been only re-
cently brought into a thorough racing condi-
tion, he may yet co something wonderful
during his present tour with Trinkett, whose
next race oceurs Saturday.

Meetings in Sympathy with the Irish

The leading and most influential
Irishmen in the city are engaged in the move-
ment, and the meeting witl probably be one
of the largest ever held here, The feeling
among the Irish is very bitter.
