DOMESTIC.

The Yorktown Centennial.

Yorgrowy, October 18th.—There was a
slight shower this mornicg, and the weather
is cool. Eight boats arrived between mid-
night and 8 o’clock this mcrning, bringing
many troops and civilians. Among the for-
mer were detachments from Delaware, Mich-
igan, Virginia and New Hampshire, At 10
o’clock salutes wera fired from General Han-
cock’s camp. The steamer Excalsior, with
the Yorktown Congressional Committee on
board, arrived this morning and reczived sa-
lutes from General Hancock’s camp and the
war vessels in the harbor. Shortly after the
Dispatch and Tallapoosa hove in sight and
were saluted by the camp and guanboats,

YorgTowN, October 18th,—President Ar
thur left the Dispatch at half-past 11 and
proceeded to Lafayette Hall, where he will
be received by the Governor of Virginia,

Fortress Monror, October 18th.—The
steamer Catskill, with Secretary Blsine and
the French and German guests, arrived in
Hampton Roads this morning from Washing-
ton, The French Minister and guests wers
iransferred to the frigate Mageccene, which
got under way and accomwpanied by her con-
sort, the Dumont Dorville, sailed for York-
town. Salutes were ficed from the fort in
honor of the arrival of the distinguished vis-

itors., The Catskill left for Yorktown at 9
o’clock.
YorgrowN, October 18th,— The distin-

guished guests, including the descandants of
Lafayette and Steuben, tke Governors of
States and Congressmen, began arriving at
Lafayette Hall about 11 o’clock.

General Hancock arrived at noon, and paid
his respects to the Governor of Virginia,
The two passed some time in a pleasant chat,
and many persons were presented to the
General, aud he warmly shock each by the
hand.

At about 12:30 President Arthur, accom-
panied by Secretaries Hunt, James and Lin-
coln, wase driven to the entrance of Lafayette
Hall, and were rec:iv:d by Master of Cere-
monies Corbin, The Pi:sident shook hands
with the distingunished pers.ns present.

A line was then fermed, and the party
marched to the grand stand, where the cer-
emony of laying the cirnerstore of the
monument was to take place, under the aus-
pices of the Musonic Fratervity,

When all had taken pl-css the ceremonies
were opened with prayer by Rev. Robert
Nelzon, graudscn of Governor Nelson, who
commanded the Virginia militia at York-
town.

At tha conclusion of the prayer the band
played “The Star Spasgled Doarner,” with
artiilery accompaniment.

Governor Hallidy, of Virgioiz, than de-
livered an address of welcime. The Gov-
error has s fins presence, earrest manner,
and was {requently applauded, es
the distinguished gentlemen who
him. His allusions to the duty,
purpose and destiny of all
common country wore grectzd by enthu-iastic
applause.

Unritad States Senator J. W,
Virgiaia, irman of the Coi
Comrzissio ien made a few
remarks,

The corner-stone of the monument was laid

befitting so great an occasion, by the Order of
Ancient Free and Accepted Masons, of which
Washington himself was a chief member.
The chair occupied by the Grand Master on
this occasion was one which Lord Balleloert,
when local Governor of the Old Dominion,
presented to the Grand Liodge of Virginia,
and is which George Washington sat when
Grand Master of Virginia.

AS the conclusion of the cersmonies Pres-
ident Arthur acd party left for the steamer
Dispatch.

The steamer bearing the French Com-
mission, Sceretary Blaine and others was in
the stream some two hours and helf before
they wers first discovered from the shore, and
while the corner-stone was being laid, Sec-
retary Blaine came to the Government dock
and sent word to the authorities in charge,
but it was too late, as the ceremcnies were
completed, and the party returced to the
Tallapoo a.

The scene on the river front was an impos-
ing one., The men-of-war, steamers, tugs,
yachts and sailing vessels were all decked
with fl igs and streamers.

Yorgtown, October 18:h.—There were the
usual drills at the camp to-day, and they
were witressed by thousands of spectatora.
Nearlv all the troops have srrived, The
First Delaware battalion, the first and only
natiooal guard organization Declaware has
had since the late war, is here. The Ninth
Massachusetts Regimen¢ reachad Yorktown
from Richmond aboub 4:30 this morning,
Their bshavior in camp was such as to
causs General Hancack to make an
official complaint to General Grubb,
officer of the day, who has the matter
in consideration. Many of the distinguished
persors in camp were serenaded at vightfall,
The First Virginia Regiment and Richmond
Lizht Infantry Blues did not arrive until late
this afternoon, having been detained en route.
Three hundred vocalists, who wera to sing
the national songs at the laying of the corner-
stone, were likewise detaiced, so this part of
the programme was necessarily omitted,

YoreToWN, October 18th.—The pyrotechnic
display to-night was a success. All the war
ships were brilliantly illuminated, presenting
a beautiful gight. On the Frauklin the lights
were so arranged as to show the outlines of
the ship and”rigging with magnificent effect.
There were also other designe, one being a
schooner apparently under sail, and from a
yacht in the harbor went forth a constant
stream of rockets, etc.

Mahone, Gorham and the Senate Secre-
taryship.

NEw Yorg, October 185h.—The Herald’s
‘Washington epecial says : There is no ques-
tion, says a Republican Senator, but what
Gorham will be elected Secretary of the Sen-
ate. Mahone, who is Gorham’s friend, will
insist on his election when the time comes,
He has but recently stated that he will vote
for Gorham, and for no other person. In
other words, the Republicans, in order to re-
tain Mahone’s vote, will have to retain Gor-
ham as their nominee for Secretary. Mahone
adheres to Gorham because the latter, he
says, gave him substantial aid when heneeded
it in Virginia, and at a time when it was not
easy to find a ureful friend. It is also true
that Mahone will demand that Riddleberger
be retained ss the nominee for Sergeant-at-
Arms. He said that he would vote for Gor-
ham if no otker Senator did, and as he is not
bound by any caucus the Republicans can
easily lose the Virginia Readjuster’s support
whenever they set Gorham aside. The duel
recently fought by Riddleberger wiil not, it
is thought among the Democrats, dster the
Republican Senators from votiog for Riddle-
berger.

The High Water in the Northwest.

CHicaco, October 18th.—The rainfall over
the Northwest counties and the troubles of
high water seem increasing. At Quincy there
are fears that the breaking of the Suylevee is
again imminent, the water being as high as
last June. It is being repaired in weak spots.
At noon the sun is out here, but there is lit-
tle prospect for cessation cf rain elsewhere.
At %eokuk, at 10 this morning, the water
was only two inches below the great high-
water mark of last spring. The prospects are
that Alexandria, a town five miles below
there, will be completely inundated. A
prominent river man believes fhe river will

St. Louis, October 18th,—Dispatches from
along the upper Mississippi note high water
at various places, and a flood seems to be ap-
preherded.

Davesrort {Ia ), October 18th.—The river
has fallen an inch in twenty-four hours, and
the worst is bzlieved to be over,

Professor King's Missing Balloon.

Cuicaco, October 18th—The Z'imes’ Fargo
special announces a rumor that a balloon
was secn yesterday from the hotel observatory
there.

Cu1caco, October 18th.—The opinion is
freely expresssd that the King balloon is not
lost, but is being secluded to further the pur-
pose of the firm which sent it up as an adver-
tisement. This theory is strengthened by
the f~at that Mrs. King, wife of the acronaut,
has started East, which she would »not be
likely to do swere her husband lost in a West-
ern wilderness,

CHICAGO, October 18th,—No further news
is received from the balloon, though the
newspapera are sending out correspondents
from towns supposed to be in the vicinity of
where the aercnauts descended, to gather in-
formation and look for the missing men. The
Western Union operators are instructed to
scan every spack ia theeky and give informa-
tion of any appearance of the balloon. The
Signal Service at Wushington, one of whose
employes accompanied Professor King, is be-
ginning to express some anxisty. A sangges-
tion has been made that cavalry be sent out
from Fort Saellicg, Minn., and other points
where United States troops are stationed, to
geour for the aerial voyagers. Mrs, King is
said to have gone East, because annoyed by
the visits of newspaper men and by the cries
of the newsboys about the lost balloon. She
has the utmost confidence in her busband, and
believes that he is in the forests of Wisconsin,
Northern Minnesota or Dakota, The chief
canse of anxiety is the fact that the balloon
tosk only twenty-four hours’ supply of pro-
visions,

Singular Phenomenon in the Heavens.

Louvisvitie (Ky.), October 18th.—The
Courier-Journal of Tuesday publishes a let-
ter from Professor Klein, saying: I have
for several weeks past noticed 2 singular phe-
nomenon in the heavens, in the shape of a
double comet, or comets, attended with nire
smaller ones, all in a circle, closely resemb-
ling one of Saturn’s rings. They all appear
to be connected together, as they move in the
same orbit, and the Iarger or the double comet
will at regular intervals eclipse the smaller
one, and the lit‘le ones are on such occasions
lost sight of in the mist thus created. I have
no doubt that this is the comet of 1841, 1845
and 1846, supposed to have been destroyed,
but now appears to us in this singular shape,
attended with a nuaber of satellites, which,
by some of the wonderful processes of
nature, were undoubtedly thrown from
its nuclens, but not with sufficient
force to get beyond its attraction, and are
therefore in the original ring like the nu-
cleus, which has undoubtedly been bent
asunder by a great cometary eruption, and
left in its present shave. This, too, I believe
to be the comet of 1811, having a period of
thirty-five years. Aside fron this comet,
or rather eleven comets, there are five others
now visible,

house where lights wero seen, They wreaked
similar vengeance on the Mail office. The
police were then drawn across Ssekville
street. The crowd fled at their advancing,
anA dispersed at midright. :
