THE KEW YORK WATER FAMINF,

The New York situation in regard to
water is becoming more sericus every day.
The eity uses daily 95,000,000 gallons of
water. The natural flow of the Crouton
river at this time is 9,000,000 gallons a
day, and twelve days ago the Commissioner
of Public Works calculated that the re-
serve supply of water in the storage reser-
voirs and in the lakes, together with a
possible additional amount of 490,000,000
gallons, to be secured by purchase, could
not last more than twenty-three days. In
twelve days, therefore, unless it rains
heavily in the meantime, a city which has
been using 95,000,000 gallons of wa'er a
day will be reduced to cne-tenth of that
quantity, and with no certainty that even
so much will last, Already it has been
found necessary to stop street sprinkling,
and to shut off the supply of water to
the street fountains, and it is evident
that still further economies will have
to bs practiced. It is now being stated
that the Croton basin is capable of
supplying 200,000,000 gallons of water
daily, if reservoirs are provided large
enoagh to store it up in rainy seasons for
use in dry seasons, But these statements
are of no use now. Had the preservation
of the surplus water been attended to

when there was no danger, New York |

would have been spared a water famine;
but as it is the city must do the best it
can with the limited supply at hand. Un-
fortunately there is a great deal of waste
always going on in the use of water, and
it is found impossible to teach the public
the necessity of care and moderatien. Yet
this is clearly necessary, for if there should
be no rain for another week it is now ap-
parent that severe suffering must be en-
dured by the New York public, and that
this suffering will extend to the heavy
increase of the bills of mortality. It is
moreover doubtful whether, even if rain
should co~ & now, enough is likely to fall to
make up for the deficiency in the Croton
reservoirs.

SOUTEERN REPUBLICAN DEMANDS,

A deputation of Southern Republicans re-
cently waited on the Presidert and asked
him to give them representation in his
Cabinet. They fortifidd this request with
the intimation that if they were * prop-
erly represented ” they could wrest three
or four States from the Democrats. The
Southern Republicans are in some respects
an unknown quantity. There was a pe-
riod when all the freedmen at the South
voted the Republican ticket, when they
were allowed to vote at all; but things
have changed sincs then, and now a great
many negroes are Democrats from choice.
The white Southern Republicans compose
the smallest Republican faction in the
countty, and it must be admitted that they
embrace some of th2 worst *‘machine”
men in the Union. They have, in fact,
been for several years a distinct embarrass-
ment tb th: Republican party, and it is a
serious question whether they would not
become still more embarrassing if they had
Cabinet representation. It is really neces-

It has had the inestimable
advantages, first, of viewing everything
with its own eyes, and, second, of hearing-
all that can be said on both sides from the
parties in interest themselves. In doinz
all this the San Francisco committee has
incidentally advanced the question a de-
gree nearer settlement, for it has made pos-
sible a friendly meeting between farmers
For the first time representa-
tives of both parties have met dispassion-
ately and coolly, and have discussed the is-
sue in a rational and practical way. And
as a resnlt of this novel experiment we
find the miners declaring their readiness to
take care of their tailings if the farmers
will agree to rest content with such an ar-
rangement, and will desist from the en-
deavor to put a stop to hydraulic mining
altogether. And we find the farmers on
their part making no less conciliatory and
temperate propositions. They say they do
not desire the ruin of the mining interest,
but only protection for themselves, and
they express a willingness to accept the
offer made by the miners. Meantime the
San Francisco cemmittee, thoroughly im-
pressed with the magnitude of the ques-
tion, takes the broad view of the sitnation
which the Recorp-Uxiox has advocated so
long, and urges the adoption of such a

course as will render possible a compro-

mise securing the safety of both parties to
the controversy.

The committee, and singular as it may
seem, such veteran lawyers as Niles Searles
and Albert Dibble, are a unit on the prop-
osition that litigation ought to be avoided,
asd that it can mnever solve the problem.
The committee are strongly disposed to re-
port in favor of the appointment of author-
ized representatives of both sides, and the
holding of a meeting to adjust the whole
question, the San Francisco Chamber of
Commerce, or the committee itself, occu-
pying the office of moderator or referee
And thus after months of acrimonious
controversy and suggestions looking to the
wildest and most exasperating resorts, the
first practical and common sense attempt
to find out the actual rights and wrongs of
the case, and to obtain a realization of the
importance of the issue, has resulted in a
most emphatic and harmonious vindication
of the views the REecorp-UnxioN has
steadily adhered to. We have always
maintained that if this case was to be ad-
justed satisfactorily it would have to be
adjusted otherwise than by litigation, and
that is the opinion to which the San Fran-
cisco committee has been forced by a thor-
ough examination of the situation. So far
then the committee has been working in
the right direction, and it has accomplished
a distinct good in bringing the farmers and
miners together, and letting them say their
say without the interference of the lawyers.

But we do not conclude from this that

{ the difficulties of the case are removed, or
’

| that it will be an easy matter to remove
them. Unfortunately things of this kind
are seldom managed in accordance with
the matured conclusions of the most con.
gervative and intelligent minds on either
side, If the clearest heads among the
farmers and miners could be empowered
to act, and could be brought together in
the manner already suggested, we have no
doubt they would settle the issue in such
a way as to secure the best practical re-
sults without making any unnecessary
sacritices. Bat in such conjunctures there
is always a great deal of distrust and sus-
picion. Litigation is more often the result
of want of confidence than of anything
else, Those who expect to profit by it
naturally do their utmost to foster and
enlarge this skepticism, and put all the
obstacles possible in the way of a rational
and mutually confiding seitlement, In a
case like the present it must be expected
that no effort will be epared to sow dis-
trast in the minds of both parties, and
that they will be kept as far apart as is
practicable,

Nevertheless if the San Francisco com-
mittee is energetic and prompt, and if it is
seconded by the more clear- minded farmers
and mipers, it will be at least possible to
bring about a state of affairs in which the
responsibility for the rejection of offered
terms, involving a practical settlement of
the main points in dispute, must rest
upon those who are bigoted in their insist-
ence upon litigation. The miners in such
an arrangement must of course guarantee
the fulfillment of their engineering under-
takings, and must also produce sufficient
professional indorsement of the plans they
propose, If then they are prepared to say,
first that it is within their power to im-
pound all the debris capable of doing mis-
chief ; and, second, that they will so im-
pound the debris forthwith and thence-
forward, it ie even possible that the
obvious preferability of such a settlement
over anything to be had through the Courts,
may carry it through to a general accept-
ance. This certainly would be the best
and cheapest and in all ways most satis.
factory adjustment, for both sides, and the
most powerful consideration we can think
of in connection with it is, the consider-
ation that if the farmers and miners will
only make up their minds to have this
settlement, nothing in the world can pre-
vent them.

THE FIRST CABINET NOMINATION,

President Arthur yesterday sent to the
Senate the name of Edwin D, Morgan, of
New York, for Secretary of the Treasury.
It is stated that the President would have
preferred to wait awhile before making
any Cabinet changes, but that Mr. Win-
dom, being anxious to secure his election
to the United States Senate, insisted upon
being allowed to retire. Governor Mor-
gan, of New York, isin many ways spe-
zially well fitted for the high and difficalt
office to which he has been called. He is
one of those merchant princes whose avo-
cations are so world-wide and at the same
time so important as to constitute the most
consummate training for affairs. Men of
his stamp are accustomed to the manage-
ment of concerns as weighty as the govern.
ment of a province or even a kingdom,
and their knowledge of finance is neces-
sarily large and comprehensive.

circumstance.

IWO0 MILLIONS ASTRAY.

It is stated as a fact that there are at
present nearly $2,000,000 in the United
States Sub-Treasury at New York, repre-
senting the accumulations of unpaid money
orders for several years, The Government
does not know what to do with this money.
It dare not dispose of it lest the owners
should put in an appearance, and it pos-
sesses no authority to advertice for the
owners. Large as the aggregate of the
amount is, it has accrued in comparatively
trifling sums. The explanations are no
doubt varicus. In some cases the people
to whom money has been sent have been
dead, or have moved away. In other
cases there has been some informality in
the money order. It seems obvious that
Congress ought to make some provision for
the proper advertisement of money thus
sent astray, for it is evident that much
trouble and probably some suffering is
caused by the numerous failures of
attempts to send money from one part of
the country to another. Such advertising
would not cost the Government anything,
as it would be properly made a charge
upon the money involved, and it would be
productive of much relief and satisfaction,
As it is the Government is simply keeping
two millions of dollars out of circulation,
and where it is absolutely of no use to
anybody.

Ex-Governor Morgan Now Secretary
of the Treasury.

THE PANAMA CANAL QUESTION.

Ringing Words of Secretary Blaine Upon
the Subject.

MISCELLANEOUS FOREIGN NEWS ITEMS,

Additional Arrests in Ireland Under the

DOMESTIC.

The Rights of the United Si:tes in the
Fanama Canal.

WasaiNeToN, October 24th.—The Presi-
dent to-day sent to the Serate the report of
the Secretary of State in answer to the reso-
lation of October 14th, icquiring what steps
the Government had taken to protect the
rights of the United States in the Panama
Canal. Secretary Blaine, in his communica-
tion to the President, reports that having
learned since the adjournment of Con-
gress of the rejection by Colombia of
the protocol negotiated by representa-
tives of the United States and that
Republic, which it was hoped would secure a
treaty satisfactory to both, and being in
formed by a Minister of the United States in
Colombia that the Government of Colombia,
by its public act, was avowing its desire to
terminate the treaty of 1846 and appeal to
the powers of Earope for a joint guarantee of
neutrality of the Isthmus and the sover-
eignty of Colombia, the department ad-
dressed a long letter of iostruction to the
United States Minister at London, and an
identical note was sent to each of the Ameri-
can Ministers ia Europe.

Blaine’s letter is dated June 24th last. In
it he says:

The United States recognizes a proper guarantee
of neutrality as essential to the construction and
successful operation of any highway across the lsth-
mus of Panama, and more than a third of a century
ago this Government took every step that is deemed
requisite in the prcm'ses. In the judgment of the
President, this guarantee given by the United States
of America does not require reinforcement, or ac-
cession, or assent from any other power. In more
than one instance this Government has been called
upon to vindicate the neutrality thus guaranteed,
and there is no contingency now foreseen or appre-
hended in which such vindication would not be
within the power of this nation. If the foreshad-
owed action of the European Powers should assume
tangible shape, it would be well for you to bring
to the notice of Lord Granville the provisions of the
treaty of 1546, and especially of its 35th article, and
to intimate to him that any movement ir the sense
of supplement'ng the guarantee cont.ined therein
would necessarily be regarded by this Government
as annulled for intrusion into a field where the local
and geners] interests of the United States of Amer-
ica must be considered befere those of any other
Power, save those of the United States of Colombia
alone. The President deems it due to frankness to
be still more explicit on this subjeet, and to an-
nounce the views of the United States Government
with somewhat of detail, to the end that no uncertaia-
ty shall exist as to the integnity of our motives or the
distinctness of our aims. It would be our earnest
desire and expectation to see the world's peaceful
commerce enjoy the same just, liberal and rational
treatment as ours. It rezards the volitical control
of such canal as distinguished from i!s merely ad-
ministrative or commercial regulation that the
President feels called upon to speak with directness
and with emphasis. During any war in which the
United States of America or the United States of
Colombia might be a party, the passage of armed
vessels of hostile nations through the canal at Pan-
ama would not be more admissible than would the
passage of the armed forces of anation over the
railway lines joining the Atlantic and Pacific shores
of the United States or of Colombia, and the United
States of America wi'l insist upon her rizht to
take all needfal precautions sagainst the possi.
bility of the Isthmus transit being in any
event used offensively against ber interest upon
the land or woon the sea. The possessions of the
United States upon the Pacific coast are imperial in
extent and of extraordinary growth. Even at the
present stage of development they would sup-
ply a larger part o” the traffic which would seek ad-
vantage of the canal. The States of California and
Oregon and the Territory of Washington, larger in
area than England and France, produce for export
more than a ton of wheat for each inhabitant, and
the entire freights demandiog transportation east-
ward are already enormous. The crops are
augmenting, the population and products of the
Pacific slope sre increasing upon a vast scale, the
railway system connecting the Gulf of Mexico with
the interior and with the great Iakes is being
rapidly extended, thus affording additional facilities
for enlarging the commerce that must seek the
coast line to the Pacific, of which the projected
canal at Panama will form a part, and be as truly a
channel of communication between the Eastern
and far Western States as our own transcontinental
railways. It is the perception of this domestic
function of the long-sought water-way between two
seas that border the Republic, which has caused the
project to be regarded asof vital importance by
this Government. The history of the enterprise is
marked from the outset by the numerons expedi-
ticns which have from time to time been sent out
by the United States at large expense to explore the
various routes, and thus facilitate the work when
the time should be ripe and the vast capital be
forthecomirg for the undertaking. If the proposed
canal were a channel of communication near to
countries of the old world, and employed wholly, or
almost wholly, by their commerce, it might very
properly be urged that the influence of European
powers should be large and justly commen-
surate with their interest With the exercise
of such a policy the United States could find no
fault, especially if assured of the usual participation
in the peaceable enjoyment of the commercial
facility so offered. The case, however, is here re-
versed, and an agreament between European States
to jointly guarantee neutrality, and in effect control
the political character of a highway of commerce
remote from them and near to us, forming sub-
stantially part of our coast line and promising to
become the chief means of transportation between
our Atlantic and Pacific States, would be extraor-
dinary procedure, and would be necessarily viewed
by this Government with the gravest concern. The
policy of the United States is one of peace, a friendiy
intercourse with every Government and pecple.
This disposition is frankly avowed, and is, moreover,
abandantly sbown in the fact that our armameunt by
land and cea is kept within such limits as to efferd
no ground for distrust or suspicion of menace to
other nations. The agreement entered into with
this Government in 18 6 was manifestly in the in-
terest of peace, and by the circumstances of the
position the United States of America,was to watch
over the highwey between its two coasts. This was
so imperative that the resnitant guarantee was
the simplest justice to the chief interests
concerned. Any attempt to supersede that
guarantee by an agreement between Eu-
ropean powers which maintain vast armies
and immense fleets, and whose interests in
the canzl and its operation can never be so
vital and supreme as ours, would partake of the
nature of an alliance against the United States, and
would be regarded by this Government as an indica-
tion of unfriendly feeling. 1t would be but anin-
adequate response to the good will we bear them
and their people and our cheerful and constant
recognition of their own rights ¢ f domestic policy,
as  well as of those resnliing from the
proximity of or springing from their neigh-
borly = interests. The gr.at Eunropean powers
have repeatedly united in agreements such as guar-
antees of neutrality touching the political bounda-
ries of States like Luxembourg, Belgium, Switzer
land and parts of the Orient, where the localities
were adjacent or where the interests involved con-
cerned them nearly and deeply. Recognizing these
facts, the United States-has never offered to take
patt in such agreements, or to make any agreement
supplementary to them. Whi'e thus observing the
strictest neutrality with respect to complica-
tions abroad, it is a longsettled connvie-
tion of this Government that any ex-
tension to our shore of the political system by
which great powers have controlled and determined
events in Earope would be attended with danger to
the peace and welfare of this nation. While
the Government of the United States has no
intention of initiating any discussion upon this sub-
jeet, it is proper that you should be prepared, in
caze of concerted action, or conference, or exchange
of opinion thereon, between the groat powers of
Europe, to communicate to the Government to
which you are accredited the views of the President
as frankly and faily as they are herein set forth, and
at a suitable time, in your personal and friendly in-
tercourse with your colleagues of the diplomatic body
at London, you may find it proper to give discreet
expression to the polity and motives of your Govern-
ment in the premises, you may not hive to
represent the position of the United States
as the development of a new policy, or
the inaugural of advanced aggressive steps, to be
taken by this Government. Itis nothing more than
the proncunced adherence of the United States to
principles long since enunciated by the highest au-
thority of the Government, and now, in the judg-
ment of the President,r:s l(!nnl y m;wes “l an i,,gf.

and important p rt of our onal policy. In
grn:laddres!p?xr;on taking the oath of office, the
President aistinctly proclaimed the position which
the Government of the United States would hold
upon this 1uestion, and if European Cabinets have
failed to observe or give due hieed to the declarations
then made, it may be well for you, on some proper
ocecasion, to call the attent’on of the Minister of
Foreign Affairs to the language used by the Presi-

dent.

The Custodian's Office Report.

WasHINGTON, October 24th.—The report
of the committee of investigation of the
(Clustodian’s office covers 100 foolscap pages,
1% expresses a belief that the office of Custo-
dian is not warraoted by law,
crooked transactions of Pitney are then de-
tailed. He is found to have twice paid for
certzin bills of carpeting out of the different
funds, to havs mixed up the accounts, paying
for certain work out of the wrong funds.
