PROTECTION TO TREES.

VThe question of protection to semi-tropical

-. trees is one of much interest at this season of

the year, especially since the severe injury

attending the cold weather of the past two or

three winters, §. H.Gerrish, of thi? city,

makes the following statement upon this sub-
ject:

The early rains this season are fortunate
for fruit-raisers— except perhaps grap3s and
figs, which require dry weather. TIhave read

:for several years past with great -intersat
articles on the causes of damage to the orange
trees in this State by frost, and there seems
to be a love feast on the subject, each one re-
lating his experience as to the manner of pro-
tecting them by the time they cease irrigation
in autumn. Now as my experiments have
lidme to a directly opposite conclusion on
this subject, Iwill stand up and relate my-
experienced -1have satisfied myself by actual
experiment that the orange tree willstand a
temperature of 10* below freezing point with-
out suffering any great

"
damage. Ihave

jtested this v.itha thermometer hung near the
trees, and it seems strange to me to read c.f
;trees dying of cold at 0' below freezing— lo°
warmer— some have asserted.

The orange is a tree that is a surfaca feeder
and also en evergreen, and*only declines to
continue its growth when the temperature
is low.

-
"Sew ifa . severe northwest wind

blows, it absorbs allthe moisture where,
and the tree Buffers if the ground is allowed
to be dry, as itthen affects the root-,and no
moisture can be supplied to the bark of the
tree tokeep up the circulation of electricity,
whichis being drawn from itby the negative
current, the north wind.- The tree is thus
weakened, and ifany one willobserve he will
see that itis immediately after a severe dry
norther that the trees begin to wilt.Inoticed
thiiin187% and acting onthe hint, Itriedthe
experiment of not irrigating a few orange
trees after September. The result was that
these trees were killedto the ground, , while
others which weic the same, two years Told,
and not protected, but were irrigated, nil
escaped uninjured. During December, 1878,
we had but .488 of an inch of rain, and
severe frosts, with north wind", prevailed all
that month, the temperature falling as low rs
IG°. That year Iselected three trees in dif-
ferent situations ivmy garden and gave them
no water. The remaining sixteen trees were
well watered allthe time, the same as in -rum-
mer. As a result, the trees not irrigated
were killedto the root", while the trees kept
well watered were not damaged. The frost-
bitten trees sprung up the next summer acd
grew three or four fset high from the old
root, Tbe next winter Ileft one without
irrigation, the others Iwatered. "\u25a0'., The trees
watered were not. damaged, the one not wa-
tered was killedagain, and never after grew.
Anarticle in the Los Angeles Express that
winter stated that trees grown on moist
ground were least injured in that county. 11
December, 1870, .we had 2 938 inches cf rain—

six times as much as tho preceding Decem-
ber

—
and although we had severe frosts acd

protracted cold weather, no damage of conse-
quence resulted, because there was moisture.

Ia November, 1880, we had no rain until
the 23J, which was the first rain of that
season. Severe north winds prevailed to that
time, and orange trees suffered where,
when not properly irrigated ;and although
itwas not as long or as ssvere a pariod of
frosty weather as the previous fall, the dam-
age to orange trees never was worse in the
history of the State. Great interest is now
manifested by the scientific departments of
many European and American colleges on
the influence cf the electrical north winds,
and itis being investigated by experiments.
The results when reached willno doubt
prove of much value. Orange trees, to ba
hardy, should ba raised from hardy seed.
The Louisiana orange is a seedling from the
Havana, and is the result of years of plant-
ing the seeds ot trees that have stood these
heavy frosts, and a frost that would killan
imported tree of the same variety does not,
injure these trees. The same method should
be adopted in the S tcxamento valley, and by
planting the needs of our hardy trees we shall
have successful orange groves. The orange
tree, unlike most fruits, is true to its seed,
and weget the same fruit the seed came from.
Atthe Southern California citrus fruit fair|
in 1879, of ten tests of oranges six resulted in
favor of the seedling-:.

The Secretary stated that reports of births
bad been received from the following physi-
cians and midwives :Drs. Tyrrell, Hughson,
Dart, Nelson,' Hatch, Clayton, Baldwin,
White, Gardner, Brune, Bendery, Voellc-r
and Montgomery, and rnidwives Raude, Sea*
ter, Thomas, Knntz, Uhl, Fucbs and La
France. Inconsequence of the neglect on tie
part of the profession to report births, itwas
on motion ordered that the Board of Trustees
be requested to empower the Secretary .to
have postal cards printed for the mo of prac-
titioners of midwifery,' by which the incon-
venience attending reports would be lessened.

Apetition was received fromMessrs. Nico-
laus & Wittenbrook, complaining of the
American Laundry on Nineteenth and I
streets as a nuisance.

Dr. Simmons reported that on behalf of
the Bosrd he had visited and inspected the
premises named, and found that the propri-
etor had endeavored to abate the nuisance,
but inconsequence of the nature of the was*e
water acd insufficient drainage, it was im-
possible to correct it.
