Tom McLowrey was shot under
the tight armpit, sixteen buckshot entering
bis body. Billy Clanton was shot three
time after -he was down. He drew
and emptied hi3pistol with his left hand,
being shot tbroughthe right. Afterseven or
eight shots had been fired by the Eirpa party,
and he was hit, Frank McLowrey drew Lis
pistol and commenced shooti"g. Ho was
shot through the head, breasts and belly, and
be died almost instantly. The evidence ap-
peared so conclusive atainst the parties, th_.t
during \ the progress of the examination to-
day the order formally admitting them to
bail was eet aside, ond an order entered com-
mitting them -lo the custody of the Sheriff.
