SMALL-POX,

THE STATE ROARD OF HEALTH APPEAL
TO0 THE CGOVERNOR

For the Exercise of Extraordinary Powers
— He Consents—A1l Traips to be In-
spected at the State Line,

The following correspondence, now on file
at the Capitol, explains itseif, It will be
fourd to be of the highest importance :

To His Exeellency, George C. Perkins,
Governor of Califernia—Dezar Sir: After
conzultation with Dr. H, Gibbons, Sr,, Presi-
dent of the State Board of Health, and Dr.
W. R. Cluness, a member of said Board, and
also with the members of ths City Board of
Health of Szcramento, and in accordance
with tbe expressed views of thess saveral
gentlemen, it becomes my duty, as the ex-
ecutive officer of the former Board to ask the
interposition of the aid of the State authori-
ties in the enforcement of measures deemed
necessary for the public health,

It is known that cases of small-pox have
very recently been introduced into the State
by immigrants from Chicago upon the csrs of
the Central Pacific Railroad. Already four
eounties have suffered more or less from this
cause, and from the prevalence of the dissaze
in that and other Eastern cities, and the ex-
isting facility of its introduction here, aided
by what is believed to be a present atmos-
pherie condition favorable to its diffusion,
there seems to be good reason fo¥ the adoption
of stringent measures for its further exclu-
sion from the State. In one of the counties
alluded to the disease has already spread to
five familiee, within an area of six or eight
mile€; and although we can contend against
it where it now exists only by the adoption
of the ordinary means which hygiene teaches,
we learn from the facts alluded to the
wisdom, not to say imperative necessity, of
using every precaution within our power
against its continued introduction,

Unfortunately, we have no statute in this
State providing for a State quarantine against
contagious diseases, the only existing laws on
the subject relating to the quarantine of ves-
sels arriving in the harbor of San Francisco,

The State Board of Health are, therefore,
powerless to.act efficiently in an emergency
such as has now arisen, but are compelled to
rely upon the slow, uncertain and, atthe best,
inadequate provisions of local laws. (See
Soctions 3060 and 3045 of tho Political Cods ) |

Undar these circumstances thera seems to be
areasonable demand the exercise of extra-
ordinary powers by the State Exscutive,

The State Board of Health, or the mem-
bers present at the special session held a fow
days ago, carefully considered this subject,
and authorizs me to pressat the following re-
flactions :

The only efficient system of quarantine
would be to detain at or near the State line
all immigrants from Chicago or other infected
cities until after the expiration of the usual in-
cubative period of the disease, dating from the
time of their departurs from the infected
city. Thiz would be a severe measure, which
should only be resorted to upon the most
urgent necessity.,

On the other hand, if ouly those who pre-
gentad the actual manifestations of ths dis-
ease, and the cars in which they were passen-
gers, were quarantined, there would still be
the risk of others being taken sick after their
arrival at their destination, and thus spread-
ing the disease,

Under the circumstancas now existing,
however, and with the desire to afford rea-
sonable security and at the same time to
subject the passengers and the railroad com-
pany to the minimum of inconvenience

| required for the public safety, I am author-

izad to recommend that an inspection of all
immigrant traius be ordered oa their arrival
at Truckea or some point nearer the State
line ; that if any persons be discovered who
preszext evidences of having contracted
variola, they and the car or cars of which
they sre passengers be quarantined until the
stages of the disease have been accomplished
or other suitable provision be made for the diz-
posal of the sick ; that the cars be then disin-
fected uader the direction of the iaspector ;
that a syatem of compulsory vaccination be
adopted for sll other passengers upon infected
cars, the same to be performed gratuitously,
prior to their departurs from ths place of
inspection, with lymph to be provided by the
State Board of Health; and that a *‘clean
bill of health” bs thercupon given to the
conductor of the train,

It should bs made the duty of the ia-
spector to keep a record of proceedings under
this order ; the number of cara and pacsen-
gers quarantined, the disposition made of
them, and the number of persons vaccinated,
and report the same to the State Doard of
Health,

The imperfection of these measures arises
from the fact that passengers not yet sick
upon cars declared to b2 infected may ba so
far advanced in the stage of incubation of the
lisease that vaccination may fail to prevent |
the futurs developmant of the dissass. The
time of travel upon immigrant trains between |
Chicago and Truckee iz abont nino days,
whersas the incubation stage cf small-pox is
twelva days. Admitting the fact that vacei-
nation, successfully performed, will be likely,
by virtue of its shorter incubative period, to
supersede small-pox—to get ahead of it—we
have only threz days in which this beneficent
result is to be effected. But the protectiva
influeace of vaccination ia not secured until a
ceriain deve 1ent of the local disease has
been reached—that stage which is observed on
the ninth day. It wonld be too late, there-
fore, for vaccination performed more than
three or four days after the commencement cf
the incubative stage of small-pox in an indi-
vidua! to be of any utilily—certainly toc
late for one who had received the jcontagion
of small-pox betore leaving Chicago, for ex-
ample, to derive any benefit from the oper-
ation performed after his arrival at the Cali-
fornia State lins, Bat it is quite improbabte |
that any ons would be permitted to enter the |
cars at Chicage, or any other city, actnally*
sick with smali-pex. The disease would be
most likely to develop itself on the trip,
several days probably after enteriag ths cars,
as iz known to have been the case quite
recently. Hence there would in ail proba-
bility be ample time for the success of vacci-
nation to be secured by its performance after
arrival at the State line. *‘If,” says one
of the highest authorities on vaccination,
“there were only meaus of sascertaining
whather a person exposad to small-pox infec-
tion had actually received it, and, if so, at
what momen$ this had taken place, we shonld
know exactly whether it were worth while
to vaccinate or not ; but as no such means
exist, the obvious rule of practicais $o agsume
that the poison has not been inhaled, or has
heen only recently inhaled, and to give our
patient a chance.”

F. W. Hatch, Esq., M. D., Secretary State
Board of Health—Dear Sir: I have the
honor to acknowledge receipt of your very
able report, as the Executive Officer of the
Stata Board of Health, relative to the en-
forcement of proper sanitary measures in the
prevention of the iantroduction of small pox
within the liraits of onr State, through the
medium of inland communication. The
qnestion is indeed a serious one, and demands
prompt and energetic action., While no
statutory law of a general casracter exists to
aid your Board in its efforts, the universal
law, recognized by the savage as well as the
civilized man, whose justice is acknowledged
alike by the heathen as well as the Christian
—thal self-pressrvation is the first law of
nature—comes directly to our aid. It is the
parawount principle of our nature, and to
save our people from the sifliction of a terri-
bleand loathsome disease, it isimperatively cur
duaty to use every exertion, every precaution,
to arrest the progress of such an sffliction.

If a vessel, with but one affiicted person
suffering from a contagious disease, can ba
quarantined for weeks, until all possible dan-
ger to & commuuity has passed, how much
more thould the transfer of human beings
through the medium of railway communica-
tion be guarded. The one ia comparatively
isolated. No one can come in contact with
its kumsn freight by virtue of the peculiar

circumstances which surround it. The
other comes in ﬁmly, hourly contact
with the inhabitants of the places

through which it passes and stops. The
germ of the disease is taken up by the wind
and disseminated through distant ions ;
constant personal contact is the 23 no
safeguard exists to prevent it, as the disease
has not as yet been made palpable to the
sight.
