OSIGIN OF SOME SOCIAL CUSTOMS

In primitive states the conquered man
gurrenders himself, his weapons and what-
ever of his clothing is worth having, hence
stripping becomes & mark of submission.
Cook, for instance, relates of some Tahi-
tians : ¢ They tock off a great part of their
clothes, and put them on us.” In another
tribe this ceremony is abridged to the pre-
gentation of a girdle only. In Abyssinia
inferiors strip to the girdle before supe-
riors. A further abridgement is found
among the natives of the Gold Coast, who
salute Europeans by slightly removing
their robe from the left shoulder ; but even
there special respect is shown by com-
pletely uncovering the shoulder. In other
tribes they also doff the hat. Hence, it
seems that ‘¢ the removal of the hat among
European people, often reduced among
ourselves to touching the hat, is a remnant
of that process of unclothing himself, by
which in early times the captive expressed
the yielding up of all he had.” :

Not less interesting is the explanalion of
the origin of shaking hands. From kizsing
as a natural sign of affection, to kissing
the hand as a compliment, the transition is
easy and requires no further explanation ;
for a simulation of affection, no less than
submission, is an essential part of pro-
pitiatory ceremony. ‘‘If, of two persons,
each wishes to make an obeisance to the
other by kiseing his hand, and each out of
compliment refuses to bave hiz own
hand kissed, what will happen? Jusi as
when leaving a room each of two persors
proposing to give the other precedence, will
refuse to go first, and there will result at
the doorway eome conflict of movements
preventing either from advancing; se, if
each of two tries to kiss the other’s hand
and refuses to have his own kissed, there
will result a raising of the hand of each by
the other toward his own lips; and by the
other, a drawing of it down again ; and so
on alternately. Clearly, the difference
between the simple squeeze, to which this
salute is now often abridged, and the old-
fashioned hearty shake exceeds the differ-
ence between the hearty shake and the
movement that would result from the effort
of each to kiss the hand of the other.”

Kissing, we have said, is a natural ex-
pression of affection ; and it is curious to
note the analogous manifestations among
animals and some of the lower tribes of
men., A dog displays his affection for his
master by licking his hand. A ewe distin-
guishes her lamb by the olfactory sense,
and apparently derives pleasure from its
exercise, The same sense is used among
men not only to distinguish, as in the case
of Jacob and Isaac, but also as a mark of
affection. Among the Mongols, for in-
stance, it is found as ‘‘a marl_i of "pst.ern_al
affection, instead of embracing ; _while
Burmese *‘ do not kiss each other in the
Western fashion, but apply the lip and nose
to the cheek and make strong inhalation.

A SURGICAL MACHINE.

Dr. W. G. A. Bonwill, of Philadelphia,
presented to St. Bartholomew’s Hospital,
London, a surgical machine. The engine
consists of an iron standard carrying an
arrangement of multiplying wheel-gear,
which by means of an endless cord passing
over pulleys transmits rapid rotary motion
to small drills or fine circular saws, These
instruments are attached to the end of a
series of rods connected by universal joints,
forming elbows, which permit the operator
to move the cutting instrument in any di.
rection he pleases wirl: it is revolving at a
very high speed. With the drill 1t was
shown that in cases where it is desired to
hold the parts of a fractured bone rigidly
together in a certain position, holes cen be
drilled and pins «inserted which, being
held in a steel frame, keep the parts ex-
actly in position., With tre circular saw
it was demonstrated that pieces of any re-
quired shape can easily be cu’ off and re-
moved from a bone, or & bone can be cut
throngh in a few seconds. For amputa-
tions a small straight saw can be used ; it
is simply fitted into the holder, and as it is
attached to a small eccentric worked from
the main gearing, it has a very rapid recip-
rocating action imparted to it when the
gearing is put in motion, which is done by
means of a small hand-wheel. The com-
paratively slow movement of the hand of
the operator is here replaced by the incon.
ceivably rapid motion of the mechanical
saw. DBy this means not only is the time
occupied in the operation greatly short-
ened, but the operation itself is much more
neatly performed, owing to the smallness of
the cutting instrument and the high speed
at which it is moved.
