THE WEATHER.-—A storm sef in at this
point at about 7 o’clock yesterday morning,
and the rain fell very fast during a portion of
the forenmoon and continued to shower uxtil
in the afternoon.

date, 1.41 inches. Our present season is 0.54
of an inch above the average, and an excesding-
ly good prospect for more.” It was snowing
upon the mourtains yesterdsy at all points
between Truckee and Blue Canyon. The
rain is general at all points below the latter
place and upon all the railroad lines leading
out from this city. The river rose five inches
yesterday from the effects of the storm, and
marked 7 feet 3 inches last evening.

MURDERER ARRESTED,—Detective O. C.
Jackson,who has besn engaged upon the Chi-
nese murder case, which occurred September
3d on the Norris grant, has arrested the prin,
cipal actor in the crime and he will be brought

before the Superior Court to-day upon the
indictment for murder found by the last
Grand Jury. It will be remembered that
the Chinaman who was killed, Ah Che, was
murdered in his cabin at Sailor’s Bar, and his
premises robbed. Seven Chinese were en-
gaged in the murder. Ah Ches was their
foreman, and he was shot three times by the

ang and robbed of several hundred dollars.
§ackson claims that he has arrested the man
who did the shooting, and that he will be able
to prove that fact upon the trisl. He ar-
rested him on Dupont street, in San Fran-
cisco, about & week ago, and has since besn
engaged in completing the evidence in the
case. A reward had been offered by the Gov-
ernor, and also another by the Chinese Com-
vanies, for the arrest and conviction of any
of the parties engaged in the murder,

Tae Pourixe Works,—The foundation
for the new pumping works on Y street have
just been completed by the city, and the
punip and machinery are expected this week
from the contractor at San Francisco. The
location is at the foot of Eighth street, in-
stead of at the sewer on Sixth street, as it is
lower ground and better reservoir capacity is
obtained there. A ditch has been opened
from Sixth and V streets to where the pump-
ing works will stand. The discharge pipe will
pass through the Y street levee about nine
feet below the top of the embankment, in-
stead of pumping the water up ovar the top.
This will save power when there is not back-
water on the oulside of the levee, and when
there is, it will require no more power to
pump against back-water than to raise the
water over the levee.

HORTICULTURAL ROTICE

0O ALL WHOM IT MAY CONCERN: BE IT
known that I, Matthew Cooke, Chief Executive
Horticuliural and Health Officer of the Board of
State Viticultural Commissioners, being duly author-
ized and instructed by said Board, do declare the
following quarantine rules and regulations for the
protection of the horticnltural interests of the State,
and due notice thereof is hereby given as provided
by law, to wit, thirty days of publication in two
daily newspapers of general circulation in the State.
All parties concerned therein are required [to con-
form thereto, subject to penalties provided for by
law, for any infraction or evasion of said rules and
regulations :

Quarantine Rules and R3gulations
For the Protection of

FRUIT AND FRUIT TREES

From [nsect Pests, namely, insects injurious to fruit
and fruit trees, authorized and approved by the
Board of State Viticultnra! Commissioners of Cali-
fornia. In pursuance of an Act entitled “An
Act to define and enlarge the duties and
powers of the Board of State Viticultural Com-
missioner, and to authorize the appointment of cer-
tain officers, and to protect the interests of Horti-
culture and Viticulture,” approved March 4, 1831,
the Chief Executive Horticultural and Health Offi-
cer may appoint local resident Inspectors in acy and
all of the f.uit-growing regions of the State, whese
duties shall be as provided in Section 4 of an Act
entitled “An Act to define and enlarge the duties
and powers of the Board of State Viticultural Com-
missioners, and to authorize the appointment of
certain officers, and to protect the interests of Horti-
culture and Viticulture,” provided that there shall
be no compensation for such services of inspection
excepting a fee, not to exceed one dollar for each
certificate of disinfection, in case of compliance with
quarantine regulations, and not to exceed five dol-
lars for each certificate of dicinfection, after seizure
for non-compliance; provided, however, such in-
spection may be employed at the option of the own-
ers of property requirisg disinfection, to disinfect
the same. And also said local resident Tospectors
will be entitled to such other fees asare provided
for in cases of conviction and seizures.
1. All tree or plant cattings, grafts or scions,
piants or trees of any kind infested by any insect or
insects, or the germs thereof, namely, their eggs,
larva or pup®, tuatare known to beinjurious to fruit
or fraittree liable to spread contagion ; or any
tree or plant cuttings, grafts, scions, plants, or
trees of any kind grown or planted in any county
or di-trict within the State of California, in which
trees or plants, in orchards, nurseries or places, are
known to be infested by any insect cr insects, or
the germs thereof, namely, their eggs, larva or
pupée, known to be injurious to fruit or fruit trees,
and liable to gpread contsgion, are hereby requirad
to be disinfected before removal for distnbution or
transportation from any orchard, rursery or place
where said tree or plant cuttings, graits or scious,
plants or trees of any kind are grown, or ficred for
sale or gift, as hereinafter provided.
2. All tree or p'ant cuttings, g:afts or ecions,
plants <r trecs of any Kind, imported or brought
into thia State f any fore'gn country, or from
any of the Unite tes or Tersitories, are hereby
required to be disinfected ugmediate y aiter their
arrival in this State, and before being offered for
gale or removed for distribution or transp-rtation,
as hereinaiter described ; provided, that if on ex-
amication of apy such impo tutions by a local resi-
dent Inspector or the Chief Executive Horticuliural
Officer, » bill of health is certified to by such exam-
ining officer, then cisiufection will be unneces:ary.
3. Fruit of any kind infested by any species of
Scaie Insect or Scale Insects, or the germs thereof,
namely, their egys, larve or p 3, known to be
injurious to fruit and fruit t and liable to
spread contaziomn, is heredby reyuired to be disin-
fected, as hereinafter provided, before removal off
the premises where grown, for the purpose of sale,
gift, ciztribution or transportation,
4 Fruit of any kind infested by any insect or in-
eects, or the germs thereof, namely, their cgys,
larvae or pupe, known to be injurious w fruiv or
froit trees, and liable to spread contagion, imported
or brought into this State from any foreign country,
or from any of the United S:ates or Territorjes, i3
hereby prolubited from being offercd for sale, g.it,
distribuzion or transportation.
5. ¥ruit of any kind infested by the insect known
as the Codling Moth, or its larva or pupa, is herchy
prohibited from Leing kept in bulk, or in packages
or boxes of any kiud, in any orchard, storeroom,
salesroom or place, or being dried for food, or any
other purposes, or being removed for sale, gif,
distribution or transportation.
6. Fruit boxes, packages or baskets, used for ship-
ping fruit to any destination, are h-reby required
to be disinfected, as hereinafter provided, previous
to their being returned to any orchard, storeroom,
salesroom or place, to be used for storage, shipping,
or any other purpose,
7. Transportable material of any kind, infested by
any insect or insects, or tiie germs thereof, namely,
their eggs, larva or pupe, kuown to be injurious
to fruit or fruit trees, and hiable to spread contagion,
is hereby prohibited from being offered for sale, gift,
distribution or transportation.
8. Tree or plant cuttings, grafts, scions, plants or
trees of any kind may be disinfected . by ¢ipping in
a golution composed of not lcss than one pound
(11b) of commercial concentrated lye to each and

9. Empty fruit boxes, packages or baskets may
be disirfected by dippicg in boilivg water, and al-
lowed to rewain in said beiling water not less than
two minutes. Said boiling water used as such dis-
infectant to contain in solution not les: than one
pound (1 1b) of concentrated potash, or three-
fourths (3) of one pound (1 Ib) of concentrated lye
to each and every twenty gallons of water, or in
any otber manner satisfactory to the Chief Execu-
tive Horticultural and Health Officer.

19. Fruit on deciduous and citrus trees infested
by any s:ec’es of Scale Insect er Scale Insects, or
the germs thereof, namely, their eggs, larve or
pupe, may be disinfected before removal from the
tree, or frum the premises where grown, by wash-
ing or thoroughly spraying said fruit with a solu-
tion composed of one pound (1 )ef whale oil soap

and one-fourth of oce pound of flowers of sulphur
to each and every one and one quarter (1}) gallons
of water used as such disinfectant, or in any other

manner satisfactory to the Ckiel Executive Horti-
cultural and Health Officer.

11. Owners of fruit of any kind grown in any
orchard, nursery or place, in which trees or plants *
are known to be infested with any insect or insects,
or the germs thercof, namely, their eggs, larve or-
@, known to be injuri-us to fruit or fruit trees,
vle to spread cor ion, and all persons in
: on therecf, or cffering for sale, gift, distri-
bution or tranportation, are hereby required to pro-
cure a certificate of disiufection before removal for
sale, gift, distribution or transportation,

12. Any tree or plant cuttings, grafts, sciosms,
plan's or trees of any kind, empty froit boxes, fruit
pac or fruit baskets, or transferable material
of any kind, offered for sale, gift, distribution or
travsportation, in violation of the Quarantine Rules
and liegulations for the protection of fruit and fruit
trees, approved by the Board of State Viticuliural
Commissioners, may be scized by the Chief Execu-
tive Horticaltural and Health Officer, or by any of
the local resident Imspectors appointed by him;
said scizuie to be the taking possession thereof, and
ho'ding for disintection, or for an order of condem-
nation by a Court of competent jurisdiction,

13.. Any persen violating {he above Quaranting
Rules and hegulations sh:ﬁ be deemed guilty of a
uigdeme nor, and upon conviction thereof shall be
punishable by fine of not lees than twenty five nor
more than one hundred doil>rs.
