LOGAL INTELLIGENGE.

Cousty ScrHOOL BoARD.—At 2 special
meeting of the County Board of Education,
called by the County Superintendent, the fol-
lowing business was transacted : 1liss Mary
Sinclair and B, F. Heddan were granted tem-
porary certificates, and the former instructed
to apply for a recommendation for an educa-
tional diploma. Mrs. Emily E. Ives and E.

Carithers were granted recommendations for
life diplomas. The certifizate of Miss E.
Robinson was renewed. Miss Mary L.
Brown was granted a county certificate upon
her city certificate, and Miss Mary E. Mec-
Manus was granted a county certificate.
Miss Alma E., Martin was granted a
first-grade certificate upon her diploma
from the Normal School. Upon motion
of George Smith, whicn was unanimously
adopted, it was decided that the County
Board of Education will grant diplomas of
graduation to all pupils of grammar grades
of the county schools after they have passed
a satisfactory examination in the following
studies, the maximum credits being these :
Grammar 100, arithmetic 100, spelling 100,
reading 50, geography 50, history 50, book-
keeping 50, penmanship 50, physiology 50,
music 25, drawing 25, composition 50, Total,
700. The minimum number of credits to be
525, or 75 per cent. 1In this connection it was
ordered that the questions for examinations
be prepared by the County Board of Educa-
tion, and the examinations held by the
County Superintendent, or such members of
the Board as he may designate to assist him.
All examination j apers are to be presentad to
and acted upon by the County Board, Teach-
ers are required to forward the names of all
pupils making application for diplomas to the
County Superintendent. The Board then ad-
journed.

NECESSARY PRECAUTION.—An ex-city offi-
cial, who has had much experience in levee
matbers, regards it as very necessary that
in addition to the work of widening the north
levee on the inzide, which has recently been
done about the railroad bridge, a protection
of brush reve!ment should be immediately

constructed along the riverside of the levee
in the vicinity of Smith’s gardens, and about
opposite to the Waldron place, where by rea-
son of quicksand underneath, and the
tendency of the river to impinge upon
the bank and cut towards the levee,
makes it the one weak point in the
north levee, 'This revetment, he says,
ghould extend also a sufficient’ distance
out from the bottom of the levee, so that in
case the river should cut away the bank to
the levee, the apron thus extended at the
bottom wonld drop dowa and protect the em-
bankment by covering the quicksand strata
which would be exposed. It has been also
suggested in this connection that in addition
to the revetment a few spurs of brush work
and small trees thrown out, as was done on
the other side of the river at Washington last
year, would be serviceable in retarding the
current, and thus cause the sediment to be
thrown down and the outer slope of the levee
extended. It is said that such additional
work would make but little cost.

OUR PUBLIC SCHOCLS—A CITIZEN'S
VIEWS UPON THE SUBJECT.

| Eps. Recorp-Usiox: Knowing your (ﬁspouu?n
% has always been to promote the welfare, and build
{ up to a Ligh standard the public schools ‘o( Sa..cra.
mento, f am prompted to ask you to givea little
space to one who has been a close observer ;- heen
connected with the gchools, and still feels a deep in-
{erest in making the public gchools of Sacramento
second to none in this State, and, indeed, equnal to
anv in the United States. Considerable discussion
has lately arisen as to the class of men who should

compose a Board of Education. That these im-
portant officers should not be chosen by politicians,

but should be men of character, integrity and busi-
ness ability ; men of leisure and men having a dis.
position to serve the public free of emoluments,
and with a disposition to do good service for the
public free.

Now, Messrs. Editors, I concur in all these resolu-
tions. They are good. How shall we accomplish all
that can be;desired, is the question that we would
like to see solved. It is true thatall school govern-
ment, all rules and regulations, are made up, and
teachers selected by the Board of Education—hence
the great responsibility of the members of the Board
to the public. The Superintendent, elected by the
people, i3 to a great extent made simply a servant
of the Board, to see that its rules and regulations
are obeyed, the designated course of study fol-
lowed, to hold a general supervision of the schools,
and report to the Board monthly, or more {re-
quently, as the urgency of any occasion may re-
quire. He should be a man of good exccutive
ability. »

First then to consider is, how shall these men be
selected? Shall they be nominated by a commit-
tee representing the Republican and Democratic
parties, in joint meeting, ignoring all politics, or
shail they be nominated by the respective political
committeea; or shall a Crawferd primary be called
to nominate School Directors and a City Superin-
tendent, and have the committee, or committees,
jointly invite all who desire their names to be sub-
mitted to the people to be sent to the committee
twenty-four hours before the Crawford primary
shall be held, and at such primary the person secur-
ing the larzest vote to be declared the nominee to
be voted tor? Now here are three separate horns of
this school question dilemma. The people growl,
grumble, and don’t get Scheol Directors to suit
them ; hence the schools are not up to the high
gtandard that is thought desirable. Men who take
the nomination without fee or reward have their
motives impugned. It is said that they ouly take
the position for further political reward. We have
all heard this, until it is hard to get men to accept
nominations for School Directors. Can't we settle
the matter at the approaching election to be held
on the first Monday in December next?

We have a City Superintendent to elect. We have
in the First Ward two School Directors to elect, in
place of Wiemeyer and Stevens; in the Second
Ward Mr. Staiker goes out ; in the Third, Mr. Lord ;
in the Fourth Mr. Tracy’s time has expired ; and
possibly we may have the resignation of another.
So that we have five of the eight Directors to elect,
and perhaps six. It appears, therefore, that this
opportunity to reorganize our School Board, and
gelect Directors willing and competent, should not
be allowed to go by default. I for myseli am in fa-
vor of a new departure. Iam in favor of giving to
the people—to the fathers of the school children—
a fair chance to select for themselves suitable and
willing candidates to be voted for in each ward, and
urge and request and demand that all interested in
the ecause of education shall give their votes and, if
necessary, their time to bring out all eligible voters,
and thus obtain a Board of School Directors that
all can say they hall a voice in creating, and that are
not simply those chosen by political machinery, as
has been the custom in the past.

I believe that the committees, both Republican
and Democratic, would gladly shake hands on this
question, and thus place the responsibility where it
properly belongs. Let the voters make the nomina-
tions and not the committees. The same course I
d suggest for City Superintendent. I hearal-
rexdy of three or four candidates. There may be a
doz:n. Let the people, I say, nominate this cfficer
also. The primary nominations wouid, of course,
be equivalent to an election. Let us, I say, ignore

politics in our public schools. As a Repub-
lican I am willing to. I wish that all
would think the same as I do, It is
done in this way in larger cities than

Sacramento, and it should be so here. What Dem-
ocrat or Republican cares after the election is over
what the political complexion of the School Board
is? The only thing they are anxious for isthat
those elected will give to the school children the
best possible educational advantages and a liberai
and popular course of studies. I do not believe
that there ever has been a School Board in Sacra-
mento that asked a teacher or jauitor, male or
female, what their polities were. I never heard that
question raised. I trust it never will be. Ihope
that before the call of our City Trustees for the elec
tion that this whele subject will be fully and freely
discussed both throurh the press, on the streets
and at the firesides. Let the committees know the
popular wish, and show it the best way, and I be-
lieve it will be done. I have conversed with mem-
bers of both parties, and so far all say that they
want to select only the best men that they can get
to serve.

The time is short in which to settle this all-impor-
tant ma:ter, and if no better plan is soon agreed
upon, the political committees will be called upon
to meet and make the pominations. Then we will
hear again the old howl: ** Unfit nomination,” *‘ po-
litical job,” ** stepping-stone for a Supervisor’s seat
or a chair in the Legislature,” etc. I bave given a
free and unprejudiced view ef this matter. I hope
that this communication will awaken the people of
Sacramento upon this all-important question—which
must be of interest to every one—the prosperity
and general usefulness of our public schools.

HORTICULTURAL NOTIGE

0 ALL WHOM IT MAY CONCERN: BE IT
known that I, Matthew Cooke, Chief Executive
Horticultural and Health Officer of the Board of
State Viticultural Commissioners, being duly author-
ized and instructed by said Board, do declare the
following quarantine rules snd regulations for the
protection of the horticultural interests of the State,
and due notice thereof is hereby given as provided
by law, to wit, thirty days of publication in two
daily newspapers of general circulation in the State.
All parties concerned therein are required (to con-
form thereto, subject to penalties provided for by
law, for any infraction or evasion of said rules and
regulations :

Quarantine Rules and Ragulations

For the Protection of

FRUIT AND FRUIT TREES

From I[nsect Pests, namely, insects injurious to fruit
and fruit trees, autho:ized and approved by the
Board of State Viticultnra! Commissioners of Cali-
fornia. In pursuanca of an Act entitled “An
Act to define and enlarge the duties and
yowers of the Board of State Viticultural Com-
tissloner, and to authorize the appointment of cer-
tain officers, and to protect the interests of Horli-
culture and Viticulture,” approved March 4, 1831,
the Chief Executive Horticultural and Health Ofh-
cer may appoint local resident Inspectors in any and
all of the f.uit-growing regions of the State, whose
duties shall be as provided in Section 4 of an Act
entitled ““An Act to define and enlarge the duties
and powers of the Board of State Viticultural Com-
missioners, and to authorize the appoiutment of
certain officers, and to protect the interests of Horti-
culture and Viticulture,” provided that there shali
be no compensation for such services of inspection
excepting a fee, not to exceed one dollar for each
certificate of disinfection, in case of compliance with
quarantine regulations, and not to exceed five dol-
Jars for each certificate of disinfection, after seizure
for non-compliance; provided, however, such in-
spection may be employed at the option of tiie own-
ers of property requiring disinfection, to disinfect
the same. And also said local resident Inspectors
will be entitied to such other fees asare provided
for in cases of conviction and seizures.

1. All tree or plant cattings, grafts or scious,
plants or trees of any kind infested by any insect or
insects, or the germs thereof, namely, their eggs,
larva or pup:e, taatare known to be injurious to fruit
or fruit tre nd liable to spread contagion ; or any
tree or plant enttings, graits, scions, plants, or
trees of any kind grawn or planted in any county
or dictrict within the State of California, in which
trees or plants, in orchards, nurseries or places, are
known to be infested by any insect or insects, or
the germs thercof, namely, t eges, larve or
pupa, known o be injurious to frait or fruit trees,
and liabie to spread contsgion, are hereby required
to be d:sinfected before remoyal for dwstribution or
transportation from any erchard, nursery or place
where said tree or plant cuttings, grafts or scicns,
planis or trees of any kiad are grown, or «ffcred for
gafe or gift, as hereinafter provided.

2. All tree or pant cuttings, grafts or scions,
lants or trees of any kind, imported or brought
into this State from any foré‘gn country, or from
any of the United States or Territorics, ave L ereby
required to be disinfected immethate y after their
arrival in this State, and before being offered for
sale or removed for distribution or transportation,
as hereinafter described ; provided, that if on ex-
amination of any such impo tations by a local resi-
dent Inspector or the Chief Executive Horticuitural
Officer, a bill of health is certified to by such exam-
ining officer, then disiufection will be unneces:ary.

3. Fruit of any kind infested by any epecies of
*eale Iusect or Scale Insects, or the germs thercof,
namely, theéir eggs, larvie or pupie, known to be
injuricus to fruit and fruit trees, and liable to
spread contagion, is hereby required to be diein-
fected, as hereinaiter provided, before removal off
the premises where grown, for the purpose of sale,
gitt, cistribution or transportation.

4 Fruit of any kind infested by any insect or in-
sects, or the germs thereof, namely, their eggs,
larvwe or pup, known to be injurious to fruit or
fruit trees, and liable to spread contagion, imported
or brought into this State froin any foreign country,
or from any of the United Siates or Territories, iz
bereby prohibited from being offercd for sale, g.ft,
distribution or transportation.

5. Fruitof avy kind infested by the inseet known
as the Codling Moth, or its larva or pupa, is hercby
prohibited from Leing kept in bulk, or in packages
or boxes of apy kind, ia any orchard, storeroom,,
salesroom or place, or being dried for food, or any
other purposes, or being removed for sale, gift,
distribution or transportation.

6. Fruit boxes, packages or baskets, used for ship-
ping fruit to any destination, are h:-reby required
to be disinfected, as hereinafter provided, previous
to their being refurned to any orchard, storeroom,
salesroom or place, to be used for storage, shipping,
or any other purpose.

7. Transportable material of any kind, infested by
any ingect or insects, or the germs thercof, namely,
their eggs, larvae or pupz, known to be injurious
to fruit or fruit trees, and Liable to spread contagion,
is hereby prohibited from being offered for sale, gift,
distribution or transportation.

8. Tree or plant cuttings, grafts, scions, plants or
trees of any kind may be disinfected by ¢ipping in
a solution composed of not l:ss than one pound
(1 ) of commereial concentrated lye to each and
every two YJ) gallons of water used as such disin-

tion composed of one pound (1 ) of whale oil soap
and one-fourth of ove pound of flowers of suiphur
to each and every one aud one-quarter (1}) gailons
1 as such disiifectant, or in any other
‘tory to the Ckief Executive Horti-

cultural alth Officer.

11. Cwuers .of fruit cf a id grown in any
orchard, nursery or piace, in which trees or plants
are known to be infested with any insect or insects,
o#dthe germs thereof, namely, their eggs, larva or
puj:e. known to beinjaricus to fruit orfruit trees,
and liable to spread contagion, and all persons in

possession therecf, or offering for sale, gift, distri.
kuti r tranportation, are hereby required to pro-
cure a cerlifcate of ¢sinfection before removal for

sale, mft, distribution or t:ansportation.

12. Any tree or plant cuttings, gralts, scioms,
plan‘s or trees of any kind, empty fruit hoxes, fruit
packages, or fruit baskets, or transferable material
of any kind, offered for sale, gift, distribution or
transportation, in violation of the Quarantine Lules
and Kgulations for the protection of fruit and fruit
trees, approved by the Board of State Viticuliural
Commissioners, may be seized by the Claef Execu-
tive Horticuitural and HHealth Officer, or by any of
the local resident Inspectors appointed by him;
said seizure to be the taking possession thereof, and
ho ding for disintect.on, ok for av order of condem-
nat‘on by a Court of compeient jarisdiction.
