
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
MBS. HAMILTON'S CASE— ISGRANTED

A NEW TRIAL. .•

The appeal in the case of Nancy Hamilton,
convicted some months sinca of the murder
of her husband, and sentenced to State
Prison for ten years, was decided yesterday
by the Supreme Court, upon the arguments

and briefs submitted in August last. The ;
judgment in the case was reversed upon two:
points. :. .''.. *

,
The first is stated inthe decision as follows:

"In impaneling the :jury, the defendant's
counsel elicited from three of the jurors that
they had formed opinions as to the guilt or
innocence of the defendant, and ho asked
them, ineffect, whether such opinions were
favorable or otherwise \u25a0to the jdefendant.'
The questions were objected to and the ob-
jections sustained. The defendant's counsel
claims that the Court erred inbo ruling.* *"*
We cannot ccc upon what ground '

the ruling
of tha Court below can be sustained.

'
These

persons had formed their
'opinions upon pub-

licrumor or the statements of public journals,
and were therefore not difqualified to tit as
jurors inthe trial of the case. To enable the
defendant to so decide intelligently whether
she would peremptorily ,challenge them, it
was necessary for her to ascertain whether
the opinions formed by them were favorable
or unfavorable to her." .

The other ground for reversal was upon the
instructions given by the Court below to ths
jury in these words :"Where insanity is re-
lied up as a defense, the burden of
proof is on the defendant, and that the proof
must be in such an amount that the single
issue of the sanity or insanity of the defend-
ant should be submitted to the juryin a civil
case as they would find that she was insane.
That the insanity must ba clearly estab-
lished by satisfactory proof." Upon, this
point, after discussing previous decisions, the
Supreme Court says :

"
The Code of Civil

Procedure (Sec. 2061) provides
'
that incivil

cases the affirmation of the issue must be
proved, and where the evidsnea is contra-
dictory, the decision must be made according;
to the preponderance of testimony.' Amere
preponderance cf testimony is all that
is required to prove the affirmative of an
issue inany civilcase, and if a Court should
instruct a jury that the party having the
affirmative of the issue in a civilcase must
clearly establish it by satisfactory procf,
would not that be error? Could a contro-
verted fact bo clearly established by a mere
preponderance of testimony ? As was said in
the Peeple vs. Werden :• 'A fact clearly es-
tablished by satisfactory proof is proven be-
yond &reasonable) doubt ;and insanity in this
State need not be so proven inorder to con-
stitute a defers ina criminal action.1 Judg-
ment and order denying the motionfor a new
trial reversed, and cause remanded for a new
trial."

-
The decision was writtenby Justice Sharp-

stein and concurred in by Justice Thornton.
Chief Justice Morrison concurred as to re-
versal of judgment. •

known that I,Matthew Cookc, Chief Executive

Horticultural and Health Officer of the Board of
State ViticulturalCommissioners, being duly author-

Commissioners of Cali-
fornia. In pursuance of an Act entitled "An
Act to define and enlarge the duties and
powers of the Board of State Viticultural Com-
missioner, and to authorize the appointment of cer-
tain officers, and to protea the interests of Horti-
culture) and Viticulture," approved March 4, iSM,
the Chief Executive Horticultural and Health Offi-
cer may appoint loc.il resident Inspectors inany and
allot the f.uit-growing regions of the State, whose
duties shall be as provided in Section 4 of an Act
entitled "AnAct to define and enlarge the duties
and powers of the Board of State Viticultural Com-
missioners, and to authorize the appointment of
certain efneers, and toprotect the interests of Horti-
culture and Viticulture," provided that there shall
be no compensation forsuch services of inspection
excepting a fee, not to exceed one dollar for each
certificate of disinfection, in case of compliance with
quarantine regulations, and not to exceed five dol-
