
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
Jail at Application was recently

made to the Board of Supervisors for aid in
building a small jail at Gait, which is deemed
necessary by the citizens of that place by
reason of its great distai.ee from the county

Beat, acd the frequent disturbances that
occur there, because the perpetrators have
littlefear that the people willgo to the ex-
pense and trouble of arresting them and tak-
ing them to Sacramento. It being close to
the county line depredations are also said to
be frequently made, and perpetrators escape
punishment by crossing over the county line
into San Joaquin. The application for aid
from the county was referred by the Board
of Supervisors to the District Attorney,
who states, in reply, that full power
to erect and furnish necessary jails
for the use of the coun'y is conferred upon the
Supervises by Section 1040 of the Political
Code. The District Attorney, in this con-
nection, further says :

"
Irespectfully sug-

gest that tinoe the town of Gait has assumed
its present position, its inhabitants are great-
ly inneed of a jail or like public building.
Situated near the boundry line between the
counties ofSacramento and San Joaquin, itis
frequently made the resort of offenders who
engage id street fights and public brawls, and
these indignities are borne by the people in
order that the cost and trouble of transporta-
tion to the county seat may be avoided. I
believe that the erection of a small jailat
this placo will greatly tend to check crime,
and that the jail will soon pay for itself in
the way of saving Court costs." Upon con-
sideration of the report, the Bum of 8200 was
appropriated to aid inbuilding such jail. It
is understood that a sufficient amount willbe
raised by subscription at Gait to increase the
fund to $500, with which a small, substantial
jail willbe erected.

He
saw itwas signed by the Secretary, and he
th'iefcre colled upon Lim to state the object
of th;: meeting.

Mr.Davis replied that he had been spoken

to by members of the committee to publish a
call "fora meeting, and did so.

Mr.Felter stated that the last meeting of
the committee was adjourned to meet at the
call of the Chairman. He regarded the
election about to take place as one of great
importance, and he had hoped to see such a
course pursued inrelation to the nominations
as wouldplace in charge of the schools those
who would be efficient ineffecting their ad-
vancement, and he had thought that perhaps
this would best be accomplished by non-
partisan nominations.

Mr.Davis said he believed instraight Re-
publican nominations in school matters, as
well as everything else, and he didcot believe
in a non-partisan course.

Atthis point Mr.Khoad* moved the com-
mittee proceed to make nominations for the
several offices at once. The*motion was
seconded by Mr. Sullivan and Mr. Kirn.

Mr. Felter said that before putting this
motion he desired to ask ifit would not be
more expedient to take a little more time to
consider the matter ;that there was a senti-
ment in the city against the committee
making these nominations, and thought the
matter should be deferred. He said he did
not believe itwas necessary togo outbids of
the Republican party to get as good and well
qualified persons for theee positions as were
to be found in the city,but ifitwas he would
go outside of the party.

Mr.Sullivan moved, as an amendment to
the previous motior, that a primary be held
npon the Crawford plan for making the nom-
inations. The motion was adopted by a vote
of sto 4. The committee then held a fur-
ther consultation upon the subject, resulting
inthe reconsideration of the amendment, and
the adoption of a motion to proceed at once
to make the nominations. Ihe- committee
then proceeded to make nominations as fol-
lows : For Superintendent, Dr. 3.K.Lame
and Prof. K.W. Brier were named. A let-
ter was read from Prof. Brier, addressed to
the Secretary of the. committee, in which he
stated that he was not a candidate before the
committee for the office. His name was
thereupon withdrawn, and Dr. Lame was
unanimously nominated. A letter was also
read from K. T. Devlin stating that he was
not a candidate.

For the offices of School Directors John F.
Slater. Wm. M.Petiie and K.F. Wiemeyer
were named for the First Ward. Mr.Wie-
meyer declined a renomination, and Messrs.
Slater and Petrie were nominated to su.ceed
Wiemeyer and C. H. Stevens. For the Sec-
ond Ward W. D. Stalker was renominated.
In the Third Ward, Geo. W. Hancock was
nominated to succeed J. D.Lord, and in the
Fourth Ward Felix Tracy was renominated.

The committee then adjourned, to meet at
the callof the Chairman.
