_TESTIMONY OF A PILOT.

The slickens case, People ve. Gold Run
Ditch and Mining Company, was resumed at
9:30 A. M. yesterdsy, Judge Jackson Temple
presiding.

Captain Albert Foster was recalled by Mr.
Cadwalader. The witness produced a chart
which he had prepared, whereby he could
more fully and clearly explsin to the Court
the manner in which he ascertained the fall
in the Sacramento river batween this city and
Steamboat slough. He said that during the
hizh water in 1862, when these observations
were taken, there was a fall in the river be-
tween those points of 4 inches to the mile.
Since that tims the fall has considerably in-
creaged. He stated that in early days tbe
fall in the river between this city and Suisun
bay was aboust 8 feet, azd now it is fuily 14}

feet,
JOSEPH ROUTIER SWORN,

I live on the south bank of the American
river, in Brighton township, Sacramento
county, about ten miles from thiscity., I
came to this county on the 15th of June, 1853,
and have been one of its residents ever since.
My place is what in early days was called

“the Ten-mile House. I have during all these

years been 8ngaged at my present home in
gardening and fruit-raising, In 1853 my
house stood fifty feet from the edge of the
bank. The bank in froni of my residence
was quite abrupt, and rose forty-three feet
above low water. The bed of the stream at
that time was hard and rocky, and the waters
shewed considerable discoloration from the
effects of the mining going on in its upper
waters. The bottom lsnd was black, sandy
goil, and very productive. There was about
twenty feet difference in the hight between
what we termed bottom and npland. There
was a stretch of about five miles of this rich
bottom land. The bottom lands on the north
side ¢f the river I think were a little higher
than similar land on the south. I became
quite familiar with the river and the topog-
raphy of the country at a very early date.
Being fond of huontiog, I frequently went
gunning over all portions of the country on
both sides of the river, Inearly days the
country in this locality was the most beauti-
ful and picturesque I ever Gekeld. The banks
wera fringed with fine groves of whiteoak,
liveoak, shrubs and beautiful flowers of every
form, hue and variety. The river banks ware
high, abrupt, showed no signs of wash; on
the contrary, they were covered with moss
and fern.
THE SOIL
In the bottoms was all occupied by thrifty
farmers, who were engaged in growiog wheat,
fruit and vagetables, A large black ocak
stood on the bank at my place in 1853 —six-
tecn feet above low water. Some years after-
wards I cut it down, leaving a stump three or
four feet high. Since then the river channel
hsas filled up, and a deposit of sand covers
that stamp so desp that it would be impos-
gible at present to locate it, The bottom of
the river bas raised at that point more than
twenty-six feet. [The witness was here
shown two samples of sand—one from the
Hoagland place ia Washington, the other
from the farm of A. S. Greenlaw, north of
the city.] T recognize both of thess sau:ples
to be the same kind and character as that
deposited by the American river upon my
place. I have a great many acres of the
same kind of sand as the eamples. Thissand
debris and detritus has been constantly en-
croaching and burying us since 1862, I think
this sand comes from the mines, T know that
the channel from where it empties into the
Sacramento is completely, entirely filled up
to a point twelve miles above my place.
THIS FILLING
Of the channel extends further up, but I have
never been above that point, The depth of
this Fll throughout its length will average
from 16 to 20 feet, This sand di ! not bother
our farm lands uatil 1862, After that time,
when crossing the river in boats, we found
that bars were forming and moving daily. In
early deya the sand that would setile in the
ceannel would be washed ou’ apnually by the
winter freshets. The waler that came down
ing these freshets was heavily laden with
d and detritus. I have found by examin-
it that it contains oue quarter of this sub-
2, One theusand acres of bottom land
on my side of the river is covered from six
in:hes to ten feet deep. 1 had part of my
place in an orchard of 3,000 trees, and ten
acrez of it in vegsiables. I only saved 300
trees out of the 3,000, The rest wera killed
avd buried in a grave of sand. There perhaps
is 150 left. I cannot raise fruit, vegetables
reain on that portion where the deposit
»,  Dauring the flood of 1867 we had
r sandy deposit., The water ia the
river during the last few years seems to be
re heavily laden with detritus than
ly, The trees along the river bank
from 10 to 20 feet of

sand, and many of them have died.
Daring the high water of 1862 the
flood came within ten feet of my house,

The channe! now has no capsacity, and the
water spreads out during floods and covers
what originally was classed as high land. In
Moarch, 1855, we had a ficod that covered
half of the orchard, and staid on two days.
Tai: overflow carried no detritus, and on the
whole was very bepeficial. This last year
the water in the American river was at least
five foot less than in 1867, I never tried to
levee the river front. 1 msade a small levee
300 feet long once ta keep out back water

ards and gardens, originally profitable,
are now desiroyed entirely, and insome cases
abandonsd. Mr. Studerus had 300 acres o

good lsnd, and it has all been destroyed
> thirty-five acres. Others of ¥y
gnbors have suffered [similarly, The

shicory ranch is covered from oce to ten
feet deop, After fifteen years of repeated
attempts they bave succeeded in growing
slialfa. This ranch before the sandy deposit
was ong of the mest fertile in Sacramento
county. Prior to 1862 all the bottom lands
slong the American river conld be cultivated
without the vse of levees. Pattersow’s place
is one-half mile west of my place. It has
been partially washed away, the fruit trees
all destroyed and the whole place covered
with white sand. Tried to come down from
my place to Sacramento city in a small boat
during ordinary high water, but foundered
on sand-bars. Tha water covers such a wids
area that it has no depth.

Cross-examination (to Mr. Catlin)—When
that sand is wet it will adhere, When I
bought wy place it contained eighty-two
acres, was covered with white oak and was
cailed upland. My house stood on an abrupt
bluff forty-three feet above the river. I am
quite positive that I know the difference
between bhottom and bluff lands. The
Studerus bottom was all covered in 1862,
That year about 250 acres of bottom land
washed into the river. About eight fe:t
beneath the soil surface there is a layer of
cobble-stone. The 250 acres that was

‘WASHED AWAY

Has been partially replaced with sand that
is perfectly wopthless, The banks at Patter-
son’s at present are sbount thirty-five feet high,
The banks commencsd washing and caviog
in during the winter of 1862. When I first
saw the bank at that point, in 1853, it showed
no marks of wiater washiog. I have about
4,000 fruit trecs on my place at the present
time. Some of ths orchard I planted in 1864,
and have aided to it each year. I made con-
siderable money off my place in 187L I
think this vear’s crop has been the most
profitable I have ever raised. This whits
sand depoeit will average two feet in depth
on all my place, snd on two acres the depth
is fully ten feet. The amouunt of water on
my place at present covers an area of about
one acre.

Mr. Catlin—What mads the depression in
your bottom land ?

Witness—God Almighty, I suppose. I
have refused $250 per acre for my laxd. If
I can_escape being entombed by sand and
lickens, it is much inore valuable than that.
There was considerable surface-miving along
the river in early days. This mining was
Yrineipaliy done prior to 1862

Tha witnees was chown a map of the coun-
try alopg the American river, between Sac-
ramento and Folsemn, snd locsted all the
placss mertioned in his testimony, Mr.

A PILOT ON THE STAND. -
William S. Joy sworn (to Mr. Cadwala-
der)—[The witness was here shown a map of
the Sacramentv river from Sacramento city
to Steamboat slough.] I made that map
from my own knowledge of theriver. I am
a steamboat pilot on the river. The map
shows the bars, location of placesand objects
as they existed in 1879. The upper object is
the Pioneer Mills. At present I am not em-
ployed on the river. I commenced in 1877,
and have been employed most of the time
since, I piloted the Modoc during the low-
water season of 1851, [Witness here again
identified his map of the Sacramento river
from the mouth of Old river to Sacramento.]
There has beea since 1877 a gradual filling
up of Old river, except in the *‘cross-
ings,” and there they are about as four
years ago, A crossing is where we leave
one side of the river and cross to the
other, to follow the channel and get rid of the
shosls, There are *‘reaches” and there sre
‘“crossings.” This year we had about five
feet of water on Haycock shoals, and about
the eame in 1880. In 1878 there was bat lit-
tle difference, and so in abeut 1877—that is
on the crossing where we steer. As we get
down toward Old river there are no mate-
rial changes, except agradual filling up where
we used to have plenty of water. The
reaches have been gradually filling up. It
makes the navigation more difficult; can’t gel
the boats up and down so fast, nor so easily.
The pilot can tell of the shoaling by the feel-
ing of the boat, and the way sho ‘steers. It
is about fifty-shree miles from Old river to
Sacramento. In that space there are a num-
ber of croesings, but they are eo short they
don’t materially lengthen the traveled dis-
tance. Since I went on the viver the bars
have been increasing and growing larger each
vear. [The map was here offered in evi-
dence, ] e
Dafense (by Mr, Belcher) objected to it if
offered as a diagram. It was finally admitted,
by consent.

CROSS-EXAMINATION,

I laid the map eut by compass, I judged
the distances by the time it takes torun. A
pilot ean do that very accurately. It was
done at varicus times, I know where the
bars begiu and end by the bapk. T sketched
it very little by the eye. I made the map
ont of my knowledge of the river, The bars
change in length from week to week, I give
the bars’ average or general size, acd partly
by objects on the shore, It is hard to ex-
plain myself how I had my knowledge of the
map and river, The map was made ts satisfy
myself and a= an amusement, Knowing the
river well, I thought I'd mske it for my own
satisfaction and gratification, and to give
away a few copies to wy friends, Therewere
two pilots on the Centennial, and neither was
chief. I have been over eleven years a pilot
on San Francisco bay, the tributaries to it,
and the San Joaquin and Sacramento, There
is only one class of pilot. I hold a first-class
certificate, I bave been a steamboat cap-
tain. There is no chief pilot. When I was
with Captain Dickinson I steered, if it was
my watch, cnd hein his, When with him
we ran mostly through Old river, There is
no chief pilot. I was pilot. I wasnot on
the river as an assistant pilot, that I was
aware of it, Tug boats can’t run on
the lower river as they used to, for
there is not much water for them., The
Modoc and Apache steer by steam, jand
so steer mors easily. The Sacramento is
not & very crooked river; not so crooked
as some, There are many a great deal more
erooked, The crookedness of the river has
little to do with tbe navigation if not more
crooked toan the Sacramento, There are no
“ tight” pMces in ths Sacramento, no short:
bends, Between Sacramento and the mouth
of the Sacramento river there are bstween
one and two hundred landings, bank landings
and all. Some ranches have the landings.
They clear the bank, where the water is suit-
able, for a landing, whenjthey havefa loadjof
produce or fruit to ship. Not all the land-
ings are kept up every year.

Afternoon Session.
Peter Spencer sworn: I live on block be-
tween B and C, Twenty-second and Twenty-
third streets, city of Sacramento. I came to
Sacramento in the fall of 1853. I livedin
the city two years, then moved on D north,
bstween Nineteenth and Twentieih streets,
In 1855 I moved to the place on D north. I
had at that place six acres of a garden, It
was one block from the river. I first saw the
American river in 1853, at Patterson’s, about
ten miles east of the city. The river was
very clear at that point, and I could see fish
in its waters in large quantities. The bottom
of the river was sandy and gravelly. The
banks were- high and well defined.
I cultivated my land as a garden from 1853
to 1862, The winter of 1862 water cameinto
wy house three or four inches. Prior to that
time there had been no overflow. The de-
posit left on my p'ace the winter of 1862 was
from six inches to a foot in depth. Im 1867
the floods washed away iy house, and leit
from two to five feet of coarse sand. I tried
for three yesrs to cultivate the seil, but could
not succeed in growing anything, My neigh-
bors also lost their houses, barns, ete., and
some of them came near losing their lives,
Last winter the water was five feet deep in
that locality., The reason of this overflsw is
caused by the filling up of ths origiusl chan-
ne!., The channel near my placa fillsd up
eizhteen inches last winter. Prior to 1862
there wero no levees to amount to anythiog.
Cross-examination (to DMr. Catliv)—My
land was outside the city levee. There was
an old levee two or three fest high zlong on
the river in front of my vlace.
JOHN ROONEY, SWORN.

I live in Brighton, about five miles east of
Sacramento, My land lies along the south
bank of the American river. I purchased
my land in October, 1850. My place is
shbout seven miles above the mouth of the
American river. I have been acquainted
with that viver since April, 1850, At that
time the watser was clear and the bettom
gravelly and pebbly. The banks from
the mouth to Folsom on the south side
would aversge about twenty-five feet.
I have sean salmon on the American river
bottomn where the water was twenty feet
deep. Oak, ash acd wild grapevines grew in
great profusion cn its banks. Cimber extend-
ed back from the river for some distance, In
1851 I pat in 250 acres. The first farming in
this vicinity was done by Mr. Sievens in
1850. The farms were very close together.

They joined h other. There were raised
then barley and wheat principally. We
bezan to put out orchards in 1852, We bad

no Jeveer, We had no diffiealty in farming
from 1830 up to the flood of 1861-2. - I never
rater over it,  The water first came
over the lands in the fall of 61 and the win-
ter of ’62. The American river channel then
began to fill up with sand and sediment and
tho banks began to cai®ut. In 1861-2 the
| river filed up at my wplace on some parts of
| my land three feet.” The banks were twenty
! feet frem low-water mairk., I saw large
{ steamers up there all that winter. Hoboken
was the town then, Sacramento baing flooded.
That winter the water overflowed the whole
valley in 186162, and the water for
twenty-four hours was from four to six
feet over my place. I had in then 800 acres
of grain, and it was all covered by sediment
and sand, and destroyed—the matter from
the diggings in the hills—sand and red clay
mixed. Some of this [Greenlaw slickens No,
5] is like it, Mixed in it were oak and pine
Jeaves., On some parts of my land it left
white sand, and on others sediment. It loft
{on the banks a zood deal of this [ Hodedon
sand] and some of this [Greenlaw sand No. 4]
and sediment mixed,

THE NEXT FLOOD
Came, I think, in 1868, It filled up the bed
of the river pretty fast., At my place it
filled very nearly level with the banks, After
the flood it left white sand in some places,
and en the banks of the river three or four
feet deap. In the channel it must have filled
up from fifteen to tweng' feet deep. It
filled frora the mouth of river to Patter-
son’s; it filled in placeslevel with the banks, I
think thesand came from the mives, I knowit
did not come from below. Isaw itin the water.
I saw it floating pretty thick in the water.
Have often taken up a bucket of the water,
and let it settle, and it wounld deposit sbont
half an inch of sand and slickess. I've cnly
noticed the filling some feurteen miles np—
eay four miles this side of Folsom, I've sccn
the sand move by the action of the water
which carries it right along. Somstimes if
the wind is from the north, it blows it ia on
my side, and so the otber way. I have secen
the river clezn itsclf out, and then fill up
again, I saw it do it last year.” Then i3
hioke out a bank from my place right down
{ fifteen or twenty rods, and left there a deep
place, but in the spring freshets it all filled
again. The fiest high water leaves much
sediment on my place, and then in the next
freshet it may wash out again, and so on. It
is filled up at Farmers’ diggirgs now with
sund, sediment and cobbles, At my place
the current is vory swift, and when the Amer-
ican river iises first it is swifter than the Sac-
ramento, To pull up sgainst it in hizh water
you have to be a mighty good boatman. In
the past ten vears the sand in the river has
inereased very fast. lLasé year the increase
began with the first rain, and continued.

Ucming down now. About 100 acres of my
place is now covered from cne to four feet
deep with sand and slickeps, Arourd Brigh-
ton, where I know, there must be 500 acres
covered.

pretty effectuslly destroyed. In 1862 Ihad
an orchard producing some £3,000 or $4,000
per year. First the slickens killed the
peaches, and then the apricots, and last the
apples, and now they won’t grow there at all.
It uzea to be the finest land in the world be-
fore 1861 2. After that I had to change the
whole course of my farming. Never had any
levees. Have had four or five floods up there
since 1862. It takes very little rain now to
produce o flood up there, as the bed of the
river is pretty nearly even with the banks; in
fact, the banks are all gone. They stick out
in some places, but generally are gone. It
nsed to be & narrow, deep, pretty stream.
Now ou one place on my farm it is one-quar-
ter of a mile wide, ©Oa part of my land I
lost by it 60 odd acres. The stream has
changed ; it is not where it was in 1851-2, I
think one-sixth part of the water of 1851-2
would now produce a flood,

CROSS-EXAMINATION.

I had about one and a half miles of front-
age on the American river and about one
mile back. By the flood of 1862 I didn’t
lose much of that land. I lost some then.
It began to cave then, and kept on caving
up to 1880. The banks keep caving. One
cause is the eating in of the river on my side.
The alfalfa I spoke of was on the slickens of
1862, In 1880 I had between 400 and 500
acres of alfalfa; had beets in the depozit of
1862; raised them, I thick, in 1872 for the
sugar works. The slickens that came mixed
with leaves grew heets, but that mixed
with white sand would produce nothing.
The north levee of Sacramento extends
to within a mile, about, of the lower bound-
ary of my land. From 1850 to 1861-2 my
land was never overflowed. The flood of
1868 overflowed all my bottom land. In kigh
water I feel on my land the effects of the
north levee. It backs it up. [Witness, in
detail, described the effect of the floods of
1868, ete., on his lands and those of his neigh-
bors, He stated at length in response to
questions the amonnt of acreage of the farms
in his vicinity and to what extent each has
been damaged by the floods. The whole was
to test his statement that 400 or 500 acres in
the vicinity of Brighton has been badly in-
jured.] The water at my ranch was higher
in 1862 than in 1881, a good deal—say from a
foot to eighteen inches higher. Think the
water has never been so high since as in 1862,

W, S, MANLOVE

Sworn : Lives eight miles from the city
front, and nearly a mile from the American
river, Have about 345 acres. My valley
land runs at one place within about twelve
rods of the river, Bzen thers since 1851, and
farming ever since. Then the American was
a swift, clear, pretty stream, and in its bed
were ccbble and eravelly ridges, with reaches
of deep water. It was a narrow stream—say
300 or 400 feet, It had guite high, bold banks
at low water, DMeasured the water in 1853,
at Mrs, Bowles’ place, seven miles up the
river, Iound it te be in the neighberhood of
thirty feet deep in August at iow-water
mark, From the bottom of the bed to the
top of the bank was fifty feet or more then at
that point. There is a little strip between
my land and the river. Have known the
river as far up as Foleom for twenty-fiva
years, As you went up to Folsom the banks
got steeper and beldsr. For ten or twelve
miles from Sacramento the banks were a
rich, loamy soil. As you got toward the
foothills it was gravelly. It was a very
crooked stream, of about uniform ridge from
Patterson’s to ths old mouth. It has filled up
at my place fifteen to eighteen feet with coarse
white sand, and it continues down to the sugar
teet ranch and up to Patterson’s, That is as
far as I’ve seen it in late years. The
deposit is about all alike, It has very little
silt in it, Where the water stands a little
the slickens deposit, It is a diffsrent soil en-
tirely from thatof the valley, Noticed the
filling first about 1861-2, Since that it has
baen going on steadily., At the first rize the
river scours out, and after that it fills inagain,
The Sacramento, when high, backs up the
American and checks its velocity, Have
seen waves six feet high in the American ata
point opposite my place. Think these waves
ara caused by the water being so heavily
charged with sand and slickens. The water
is so thick near the shore that you can see the
slickens in it. The proportion of sand and
slickens in the water I think is about one-
sixth, The Americau has filled up on an av-
erage from fifteen to twenty feet, In some
places it has filled up to a depth of thirty
feet. The river at my place is about saventy
rods wide. The carrying capacity of the river
has been reduced one half in the last few
years. 1 had about thirty acres covered from
two to five feet deep in 1868, The river bed
is fillivg up more each year, and at the sams
time getting wider. I takes much

LESS WATER

To make a flood now than formerly. Previous
to 1862 we did not need levees, neither were
we flooded. The early floods of clear water
left nothing that was injurious to the soil,
It is very difficnlt to germinate seed in what
is called slickens. 'The waters of the Ameri-
can cannot be used for domestic purposes.
The Sacrsmento river water is not so turbu-
lent as the American. In front of my place
in 1868 the river cut a new charnsl. This
channel since that time has filled up six reet,
Nothing but willows and coarse weeds will
ogrow on my land that is covered with white
sind, The sand on my place is coarser and
whiter than the sample marked ‘‘Hodgdon.”
Cross-examination (to Mr. Catlin)—Thse
land between the railroad and river we term
valley. In 1862 and 1868 the floods came up
almost to my house. Some of my land isnot
injured, but the sand encroaches more and
more each year. If the sipage water comes
any nearer the surface than at preseat it will
destroy our vineyard. There are no banks,
and water epreads over ths whole country.
A. 8. Greenlaw, recalled—There were four
roads leading north from Sacramento, in
early days, between Front strect and Smith’s
Gardens. These roads went out on the fol-
1 wing strzets: Front, Twelfth, Twentie'h
and Thirty-first streets. The road on Twelfth
street is the only one left at present, and last
year it was badly damaged. It has been
raised several feet and graveled, but for a
considerable time during the winter is im-
passable. In early days these roads counld
be and were fraveled during the wicter sea-

on,

known, that I, Charles A. Wetmore, Chief Ex-
ecutive Viticultural and Health Officer of the Beard
of State Viticultural Commissioners, being duly
authorized and instructed by said Board, do declare
the following quarantive rules and regulations for
the protection of the viticultural industries of this
State, and due notice is hereby given, as provided
by law, thirty days of publication in two daily news-
papers of general circulation, not of the same city or
county, in this State. Al parties concerned therein
are required to conform thereto, subject to penalties
provided for by law, for any infraction or evasion of
said rules and regulations:

QUARANTINE RULES AND REGULATIONS,

Rule f an cuttings of grapevines made in this
State for sale, gift or distribution outside the vine-
yard, or vineyards, where the same were grown, and
intended for new plantations, shall be made solely
of the wood of the preceding year's growth ; all
older wocd to be careluily and thoroughly removed
before leaving the vineyard where made, and to be
immediately destroyed by fire, if removed from such
cuttings wherever seized by any duly authorized in-
spector for any evasion or infraction of this rule.
The reason of this rule is that the winter egg of the
phylloxera vastatrix is, according to the best au.
thorities, found only on the old wood. .

Rule 2. All cuttings of grapevines, and rooted
grapevines, imported from any region or country
outside this State, intended for sale, gift or distribu-
tion for plantation in this State, shall be disinfected
at the place of first consignment within this State
before being further distributed or planted, the
method of disinfection to be at the option of the
owner or agent in charge of the said cuttings or
vines, according to any one of the following methods,
viz.:

First—Dissolve sulpho-carbonste of potash-in cold
water; proportions, 10 pounds of sulpho carbonate,
to 100 gallons of water ; immerse cuttings and rooted
vines fifteen minutes.

Second—Dissolve Little's soluble phenyle by pour-
ing upon it cold water in the propertion of 50 gal-
lons of water to one gallon of the phenyle ; immerse
cuftings and rooted vines ten minutes.

Third—Take two parts heavy oil of coal tar, two
parts water and one part carbonate of potash, or
carbonate of goda; put in a covered vessel and heat
gently to boiling point for one hour; replace water
105t by evaporation ; pour into suitable vessels and
agitate violently ; dilute with 50 parts of cold wa-
ter ; immerse cuttings and rooted vines 10 minutes.

Fourth—Dissove carbolic acid crystals in water,
in proportion of one pound of acid to 20 galions of
water ; immerse cuttings and rooted vines ten min-
utes.

Fifth—Dissolve sulphide of potash in the propor-
tion of one pound to 20 gallons of water ; immerse
cuttings and rooted vines twenty miunutes.

Sixth—Dilute one part of *“liver of lime” in 20
parts of water ; immerse cuttings and rooted vines
ten minutes. [N. B.—To make “ liver of lime” take
oue pound quicklime, one pound sulphur, one gal-
lon water ; mix; boil over quick fire to one-half of
volume ; agitate before using; dilute with 20 parts
of water to one part of * liver of lime.”]

Any other efficacious method may be used, pro-
vided due notice is given to this office and the same
be approved.

INSPECTOIS,

For the convenience and protection of all inter-
ested parties throughout the State there will be
appointed lo:al resident inspectors, as provided for
by law, for each section or region where vine.grow-
ers desire the same, and upon the application of any
three such neighboring growers, or parties intend-
ing during the coming season to plant vines, such
applisation to beaddressed to this office,and to beac-
companied, whenever practicable, with nomination
of suitable persons for the office of Inspector. The
other Inspectors required by law will be appointed
by this office.

RECOYMMENDATIONS FOR THE FURTHER
PROTECTION OF VINEYARDS,

All persons planting new viceyards within the
State are advised and strongly urged to consider all
roots and cuttings suspectcd, regardless of origin,
and to thoroughly disinfect them, thereby accom-
plishing the destruction of all possible germs of m-
sect pests upon them, as weil as also those of fun-
goid disease, which are becoming dangerous in all
paris of the country. A

INFECTEDR WRAPPINGS, ETC.

Rule 3. All packages and the packing materials
coming into the State with imported cuttings and
vines (referred to in Rule 2) shall be disinfected, at
the time of disinfecting the contents thereof, by im-
mers’ng in or washing with any of the soiutions
named in Rule 2, provided that the strength of the
same, in case of mere washing, shall be increased by
the reduction of the water in the same to one-fourth
the relative proportions named ; if not aisinfected,
such packages and packing materials shall be de-
stroyed by fire.

PENALTIES,

All infractions or evasions of these rules will be
puishable accordiug to law.

FRUIT AND FRUIT TREES

From Insect Pests, namely, insects injur'ous to fruit
and fruit trees, authorized and approved by the
Board of State Viticultnra! Commissioners of Cali-
fornia. In puorsuauce of an Act entitled “An
Act to define and enlarge the duties and
powers of the Board of State Viticultural Com-
missioner, and to autherize the appointment of cer-
tain officers, and to protect the interests of Horti-
culture and Viticulture,” approved March 4, 1831,
the Chief Exccutive Horticultural and Health Offi-
cer may appoint local resident Inspectors in any and
all of the f uit-growing regions of the State, whese
dnties shall be as provided in Scction 4 of an Act
entitled ““An Act to define 2nd cnlarge the duties
and powe:s of the Board of State Viticultural Com-
missioners, and to authorizs the sppointment of
certain officers, and to protect the interests of Horti-
enlture aud Yiticulture,” provided that there shall
be no compensation for such services of inspection
excepting a fee, not to exceed one dollar for each
certificate of d'sinfection, in cass of compliance with
quarantine regulations, and not to exceed five dol-
ars for each certilicate of disinfection, after seizure
for non.compliance; provided, however, such in-
spection way be employed st the option of the own-
ers of properly requiring disinfection, to disinfect
the same. And also said local resident Inspectors
will be eutitled to such other fees asare nrovided

or any other purpose.
7. Transportable material of any kind, infested by
any insect or insects, or the germs thereof, namely,
their eggs, larve or pupe, known to be injurious
to fruit or fruit trecs, and hable to spread contagion,
is hereby prohibited from being offcred for sale, gift,
distribution or transportation.
8. Tree or plant cuttings, grafts, scions, plants or
trees of any kind may be disinfected by dipping in
a solution composed of not less than one pound
(1 1) of commercial concentrated lye to each and
every two (2) gallous of water used as such disin-
fectant, or in any other manner satisfactory to the
Chief Executive Horticultural and Health Officer.

9. Empty fruit boxes, packages or baskets may
be disinfected by dipping in boiling water, and al-
lowed to rewain in said boiling water not less than
two minutes. Said boiling water used as such dis-
infectant to contain in solution not less than one
pound (1 1b) of concentrated potash, or three-
fourths (}) of one pound (1 Ib) of concentrated lye
to each and every twenty gallons of water, or in
any other manner satisfactory to the Chief Execu-
tive Horticultural and Health Officer.

10. Fruit on deciduous and citrus trees infested
by any srecies of Scale Insect or Scale lusects, or
the germs thereof, namely, their eggs, larve or
pupe, may be disinfected before removal from the
tree, or from the premises where grown, by wash-
ing or thoroughly spraying said fruit with a solu-
tion composed of one pound (1 Ib)of whale oil soap
and one-fourth of one pound of flowers of sulphur
to each and every one and one-quarter (1}) gallons
of water used as such disicfectant, or in any other
manner eatisfactory to the Chief Executive Horti-
cultural and Health Officer. e

11. Owners of fruit of any kind grown in any
orchard, nursery or place, in which trees or plants
are known to be infested with any insect or insects,
or the germs thereof, namely, their eggs, larvic or
pup, known to be injurious to fruit or fruit trees,
and liable to spread contagion, and all persons in
possession thereof, or offering for sale, gift, distri-
bution or tranportation, are hereby required to pro-
cure a certificate of disinfection before removal for
sale, gift, distribution or t:ansportation.

12. Any tree or plant cuttings, grafta, scioms,
plants or trees of any kind, empty fruit boxes, fruit
packages, or fruit baskets, or transferable material
of any kind, offered for sale, gift, distribution or
transportation, in violation of the Quarantine Hules
and Regulations for the protection of fruit and fruit
trees, approved by the Board of State Viticuliural
Commissioners, may be seized by the Chief Execu-
tive Horticultural and Health Officer, or by any of
the local resident Inspectors appointed by him;
said seizure to be the taking possession thereof, and
ho'ding for disintection, or for an order of condem-
nation by a Court of competent jurisdiction.

3. Any person viclating the above Quarantine
Rulesgnd Kegulations shzil be deemed guilty of a
wisdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof shall be
punishable by fine of not less than twenty.five nor
more than one hundred dollars.
