Union to relate an . apparently supernatural
experience in the life of a friendof my youth—

one inwhomIhad the utmost confidence,
and concerning whose character for veracity

there can be no question. If\u25a0my friend is

now alive, and this narrative .meets his eye,

he willverify my relation of his singular ex-

perience whichIam conscious of relating far

less vividly than his story justifies. You
shall judge for yourselvea if.this is a ghost

story.. Some twenty-two years ago Iwas re-
siding in the State of Illinois. Iwas a young

man of warm sympathies, and while not

over ready to form close relations withother
young men, was so fortunate in such attach-
ments as Ididmake as to become the close

c impanion of those only whose habits and sen-
:timents were withoutreproach. Myassociates

therefore while few, were those with whom I

held close converse. In one of the groups of

this early companionship was a young man
who had come West from a far Eastern
State, and at that time held a responsible po-

sition inalar_e manufacturing establishment.
Ibecame acquainted with himina somewhat
romantic manner. Iwas much attached to a
young lady in the village, and was paying her
devoirs cf a warm nature. Her elder sister

had an admirer in the person of the young

man of whomIepoke, and this peculiar re-
lationship

—
the interest we took in the sis-

ters—drew us closer together and made us, in

the fullest sense, intimates. Finally, ray
friend (whom for the purpose of this narrative
Ishall call It.) proposed marriage to the
object of his affections. Ihave no intention
of reflecting upon the young ladies of
these later days, in stating that at
the period, and in the community of
which I- write, young woman were
not given to making response to such offers
untilthey had counseled with their parents
or friends and thoroughly informed them-
selves concerning the past life of the man
who sought them in marriage. Itwas a good
oldcustom, the rigid observance of which the
youths of the West wero brought up to re-
spect. So it came about that I,as a friend
of both parties, was called to the meeting
between the elder brother and guardian of
the lady, and my friend B. Atthat meeting
Iheard the following story, which formed a
part of the narrative of his life that my
friend submitted for examination. We met
ia his office in the factory on a cold winter's
night, and, grouped around the blazing
hearth, with only the light of the back log's
blaze to half-illuminate the cavernous depths
of the large apartment, R. toll his story
with deep feeling."
Iwas born in the New England town of

B ,and as a boy had such lair advantages
at the town school as my parents, who were
in humble circumstances, could afford me.
My father and my mother— ihoy were the
two who of allothers Ihave held closest to
my heart. Before me they had set the exam-
ple of blameless lives and industrious habits.
To me they were devoted, without being
blinded to my faults by the enthusiasm
of parental love for an only child. I

'member them as a father and mother
all gentleness and love, tempered by
justice and a profound sense of their responsi-
bility as parents. Iwas but a mere boy,
and to me my father stocd for all that was
strong, manly, good and true in the world,
and my mother for all that was pure and
loving and pitient, when, at that period, I
was leftan orphan and mymother a widow.
Iclung to her for a time allthe closer for this
bereavement, and the love between us grew
to be a bond of even greater strength than
that existing usually between mother and
child. And yet, strange as it may seem, I
have no recollection that, after passing from
mere boyish years, Iever told my mother
thatIloved her

—
how deeply, unutterably I

loved her. Iknew thereafter . what
the longing meant in her eyes. :It: was
the . unuttered desire for expression
of love onmy part. . She knew thatIloved
her beyond compare, but her woman's heart
longed to be fed by the manna of words of
affection from the lips she had first kissed

but the lip confession of love, the outward
manifestation of.the soul's depth of feeling,
drives away all doubts, nourishes the heart
-hat beats for us, and ti the banquet where
!_**}.sit. and _as_ns fill. IfIfeel and speak
warmly upon this subject, you willpresently
understand whyIhave done bo. Iwas, then,
an undemonstrative son, who, despite the
longing of his heart, never crept up to his
mother's breast, and withclinging arms about
that dear neck kindled the tire anew in her
fadedeyes by fond recitals of my love for her,
whose sole care and burden *Ihad been.
God forgive me that it has been so.* * * * Ihave not in memory
an act of my life for which I
need to be ashamed, or which Ishould
confess to you, with a solitary exception—l
am a deserter from theUnited States navy.
Itwas many years ago ;Iwas but a boy;
nevertheless Ilack that honorable discharge
whichitshould be the pride of every servant
of his country to possess on leaving her ser-
vice, and upon that fact of desertion hangs
the single sorrow of my life—the one regret—

for another and a heavier has been taken
away. Could Ibut blot from my history
that one folly of flight from duty,Icould
hold toward your sister the open and un-
stained hand of an honest man. You, her *

brother, shall hear, and you, myfriend, shall
judge between us. Itis now nearly six years
since Icame among you, and whyIcame is
the key to my story. Here Ihave found
peace, and in a new love have sought to
banish the regret that follows error.
I left my mother fairly situated,
and assured of her comfort, to _ ship
in the sloop-of-war A ,in the service of
the United States. Iwas a favorite with
mymess and my officers. Taught fromearly
youth that industry is not only a duty, but
the true source of pleasure, Icame into the
service without a lazy bone in my frame ;
and with health, strength and a light heart
on my side, no lad cf nineteen aver had a
better berth off the quarter-deck of one of
Uncle Sam's men-of-war. Mypay, inlargest
part, was remitted to my mother, and Ihad
the comfort of knowing, by her affectionate
and frequent letters, which met me in every
port and on every station, that she was well,
comfortable, and, in the shadow of her past
sorrow, had but one living regret

—
the ab-

sence of a son now doubly dear to her. ISo
went the days and years, and Iwas just
twenty-two when, on entering a home-port
where Iwas to have some weeks of liberty,
in which to visit*the

home of my boy-

hood, a letter for me• came

rope to read insemi-privacy the missive from
home, whence, the post-mark told me, ithad
come. But as Ipressed my nail upon the
seal to break it there came upon me, with

that Ihad never told my mother, whose
quaint dear hand Irecognized in the super-
scription on the letter Iheld half opened in
my hand, how trulyIlovedher. .- Afullreal-
:ization was suddenly unaccountably , upon

me that Ihad fallen short of my full duty to
her. :She had hungered for expressions of a
son's love, which Ihad selfishly, thought-
lessly withheld ;why,Iknow not, unless it
was simply the result of an undemonstrative
nature, but none the less Inow realized that
my mother didnot know, could not know, all
the depth of my affection ;for her until I
should have poured it forth into her willing

ear. Iwould delay no longer ; within the
next few hoars she should hear from my lips
how dear she was to me, hew deep, enduring

and profound was her . son's devotion. >.I
opened the letter eagerly, ;now that
I•-. had resolved -. to conquer the * fault
of \u25a0my '\u25a0'-. disposition, :•but before I

'had
read half .a. page, the sheet fell from
grasp inthe nervelessness of an astonishment
that shrouded itself inhorror, in my estima-
tion. Mymother had married. Iread no
further. 'Idid not pause ;. to consider her

y right to do so. Ionly saw my mother, the
Iwifeof my father, in other arms than his,
and to me it was an offense against every
sentiment of delicacy

—
a legalized \u25a0 adultery.

Iwent to my home withmore of sorrow than,
anger inmy heart. Idid not say aught to
my mother of my feelings, but my new-born. \u25a0 •vxMf&mG&mte&miiaßagßm.

resolve to tell her of all my love died inits
iocipiency. My mother read :me, however,
aright, and the coldness which was ever pres-
ent from the hour of my arrival, between my
stepfather and myself, rendered itbest that I
sht-u'd leave my native village, which Idid
after ia vi*.i. of but a week. "--;I;felt.that
I• had ibeen injured, :that there -was ,no

home for me any longer ;Ltho shadow ot

a melancholy
-

fell{.over *me, Ibrooded
upon my supposed wrongs untilIwas settle-
in gloom. Icould not return to my pos. in

that state of mind.' Ipassed the period of

mv furlough, and was a deserter before 1was

fairlyaware of the crime. *- In vigorous labor

in this western town Ifound shelter from

myself, and gradually content grew upon me

as new associations and new friends bound

me fast. With age and calm thought came
reason, and Ibegan to see what cruelty

Ihad been guilty of toward the best of pa-

rent*. Four years had passed, but in only

formal words had Iresponded to the loving,
unchiding epistles of my mother. Inow saw

my ingratitude in its true light.R1realized
the anguish Imust have caused her gentle
heart, and the more Iconsidered it the
deeper became the;pain •of self-reproach.
Oae night, asIlayin my bed, the conviction
of my error, my crime, came upon me with
redoubled force. By a sudden impulse which
seemed to move me from without myself, I
left my bed, hastily dressed, and descending
to the clerk's iffice of the hotel, Iseized a
pen, and there, in the middle of the night,I
poured out, in burning words, page after
page of confession to my mother. Itold her
allmy love ;Iacknowledged in the depths
of humility the sad thoughts Ihad enter-
tained of her second marriage. Iopened my
heart to her, and showed her a rekindled love
as deep and warm and gentle as ever son

could bear to his mother. Isealed the letter
as the clock struck the hour of midnight, and
handed it to the clerk to be forwarded by the
early mail, To this circumstance Icall your
attention. It was the night of the last day
of the month, and as the clock struck, the
clerk took up the pen, opened and dated
a new page in hid "register,

"
and laugh-

ingly entered my name as the first
guest of the new day and

*
new month,

and to give point to his humor noted the
hour and the minute. Ireturned to my bid
feeling like Christian when the pack fell
from "his shoulders. Iwent to my couch
light-hearted, joyously. Idonot know how
longIslept. Ionly know that Isuddenly
awoke with tbe distinct impression that I
was not alone— that there was with me a
presence and one friendly to me. Isat up
in the bed, and as clearly as Isee you here,
as plainly a3 your eyes describe the outline
of my form now, Isaw mymother standing
at the foot of my bed. She was smiling upon
me. Her countenance, pale, half sad, was
yet possessed of a transcondant _ joy,
a soul-filling satisfaction, and as she
bowed her head with a graceful, loving
inclination toward me, her countenance spoke
plainer than human tongue couldutter, 'My
son, Ikaow all ;Iknow your heart; Iam
happy in that knowledge beyond measure.'
Ifelt not a particle of fear ;not the slightest

emotion didIexperience at this supernatural
presence, beyond that of peifect joy at be-
holding that dear face once more. Ihad no

power to speak— ir.ded, Ibelieve now that I
made no effort; had no desire to break the
spell with words, for the soul of mother and
son were in that blissful communion where
the human voice would have, been
sacrilege. * Iremember that a doubt
for one moment crossed my mmd

—
was I'not

'
the victim of an illusion?

Had not my continued thought fancifully
materialized this Iform? Had not my mind,
without: the volition of my will, wrought
upon the wailsof fancy's clumber this satis-
fying picture? If now, Ireasoned, this
figure could but mov*, could but come, at my
desire, cioser tome, Ishould know itto be no
illusion. Almost instantly, and as" if
answering to my doubts, my mother's
form, not white and ghost-like,
not clad in snowy robe?, but
draped in attire such as graced her every-
day life, and standing out upon a semi-
luminous background of apparent haz?,
moved frcm the footof the bed. Her sweet
face spoke to me again :

'
Icome;see, it is

your mother.' The figure moved toward the
center of the room;itpassed a table ;Isaw
itcarefully gather its robes to avoid contact
with a chair ; it moved to my bedside ;it
passed tomy pillow;its arms extended above
me ;its hand* iabenediction hung overme—
itwas gone. Iwas fullyawake. Of that there
can be no doubt. Iarose and satisfied myself
of itbeyond question. Imade a memoran-
dum of the strange visitation, and. returning
to my bed, slept ivarestful peace Ihad never
before experienced. Of couree Ithought
much upon this strange event, but to no one
confided it. \u25a0 The subject was too sacred a one
to me for others' philosophizicg and explana-
tion." Iknew very well what 1wouldreceive
inreply, Ishould be told itwas a dream-
er's fancy, a vision born of my peculiar men-
tal state ; the natural result of my regret,
ray resolve, and its consummation inmy let-
ter tin'i:

"Twoweeks later myletter to mymother

came back to me unopened. Itwas inclosed
inone from my stepfather ; a cold formal
note (the man knew of myantipathy for him,
but did not know of my bitter repentance).
The note was simple enough :"'Ireturn the letter addressed inyonrhand to my

wife.. She died on the last day of last month, jnst
before midnight.'

"The man had cot opened my letter,
he could not have known when and
under what circumstances I wrote;
his statement and hi* particulariz.tion
of the \u25a0 hour of my mother's death
was conformation to me,beyond allpossibility
of disproof, that on that night Idid in
truth see my mother at my bedside, and
within an hour or two after her death in a
distant State. Ihave that letter still, the
seal stillunbroken. Itis a leaf inmy his-
tory whichIshall never part with. Itis a
sealed book which Ihave opened to you to-
night. Itis the one event inmy lifethat I
have to tell." ; . 'WV

incident at second-hand," to communicate
the circumstances of the same to its columns.
The followingincident would seem to be em-
braced within the category of the supernat-

ural, and Iwillrelate it just as it occurred'

with due authentication, and without the
least degree of coloring : In the winter of
1859 Myron Strong and Albion Short owned
and worked a placer mining claim at the
southern base of Tunnel Hill,near the Jack-
son and Mokelumne Hillroad, and about
one mile and a quarter east of the town of
Jackson. The banks of the mine were from
ten to fifteen feet in hight, and with the ex-
ception of a couple of feet of gravel on the
bottom of only ordinary compactness, were of
a very htuft nature, though of a very treach-
erous character in consequence of |the pres-
ence of numerous .narrow mud-seams which
extended from the surface to the very bottom
of the mine, and which seldom became visible
until the caving of the bank occurred. The
icareless manner of working the claim by too
extensive driftingalong its entire face was a
subject of general remark among the miners
of the neighborhood, and on numerous occa-
sions Strong and Short were warned of the
imminent danger to which they were sub-
jecting themselves by their imprudent wayof
digging so far

-underneath the . unreliable
bank", which admonitions of danger, how-
ever, failed to receive proper consideration
from the two fated men, as they continued ,
their careless method of mining until the 14'h
of February, 1859, when both were caved on
and killed. \u25a0- The cave was not discovered
until the forenoon of the following day, and
then first by John H. Bradley, who had not
the remotest idea that the unfortunate men
were buried beneath the large cave of earth
at which he was looking, for he subsequently
told the writer of this that he distinctly saw
Strong and Short standing on the opposite
bank from where he was, and that they were
both looking down upon the caved earth just
where the two men were afterwards found bur-
ied. • Bradley was intimately acquainted with
Strong and Short, :and with their style of
dress, and inrelating the incident said that,
to allappearances, they stood upon the bank
inpropria persona as plainly visible as any

objects he ever looked at. A strong gale of
windwas then blowing, and as Bradley's po-
sition on the ground was to the windward of
the objects which he supposed Itobe Strong
and Short, he made no attempt to communi-
cate with them, and, withsome pressing busi-
ness before him, he soon turned away. |Short
and Strong were found fiveor six hours after
Bradley .; left the * locality ;of :their claim,
buried, as before narrated.

-
John H.Bradley

was a man of cool judgment, quite free from
impulsiveness, and of unquestionable veracity—

and he held several responsible positions in
the county, among them County School Su-
perintendent, Postmaster at Jackson, and for
a time was editor of the Amador Ledger.
He left this community in 1866, settling in
Santa Barbara county, where he died about
seven years ago. V Clio.*,n-
