";"In the minesIfound a prosperous, in-
dustrious and intelligent body ofmen, who,'
after planning engineering and mechanical
works of great magnitude, requiring the
expenditure of years of |patient and per-
sistent labor and the outlay of immense
capital, were just beginning to reap the re-
sults of their labors. -Isaw men, superior
in every way to the same class \u25a0in any
other country, working industriously to
support their families, and educating their
children to be good} citizens of a noble
State. \u25a0Besides the :happy homes of the
miners, Ifound merchants thriving while
supplying the mines jand miners with in-

"Oa making inquiryIfound that much
of the capital employed had been invested
by foreigners who, placing faith in both
the State and the General , Government,
fiom whom the land had been purchased
at a double price

—
land which had been set

aside from the agricultural- lands and sold
expressly for mining purposes ; believing
that the United States Government would
act fair by them, they had bought the min-
inglands in good faith, and had joined o<jr
own people inthe investment of millionsof
dollars of capital, knowing that

many

years must pass before it was possible to
receive any return on the capital. They
had brought water from lakes end streams
many miles distant, had employed miners
for years in driving bed-rock tunnels
through which the waste matter could be
discharged, hidexpended these large sums
in the preliminary work necessary for the
success of this class of mining,.and at the
time of my visit they were receiving back
part of. the capital invested, and began to
have hopes of seeing the current turn, and
to realize on the long investment. If:it
was a mistake and |unfair to sell these
mines to them, it is certainly no fault of
theirs." . .

"Onreaching Marysville Ifound busi-
ness depressed, and a general gloom over
the whole community, and not without a
cause ;j for Isaw extensive \ and costly
levees, which they had been compelled to
raise to protect their homes from the en-
croaching waters. • Iwas told that the citi-
zens had been taxed six per cent, on their
property to build. these

'
levee?. ;Iwas

shown where the river bed had been filled
up in front of the city nearly to the cross-
timbers of the long bridge. \u25a0Iwas driven
to Yuba City sad down the banks of
Feather river, and shown the extensive
earthworks required to save the lands
from inundation. Iwas - taken to
a point where last winter, - in . a
fearful storm of wind acd rain, the citi-
zens turned out and fought the | waters
with bags of sand and shovels, plied by
the strong hands of those who fought for
the preservation •of their homes. ; Iwas
told that the evil was unbearable, and that
if the town could not be relieved the citi-
zens must desert their homes and seek oth-
ers elsewhere. Allthis trouble was charged
directly to the hydraulic miners, and in-
junctions had been servsd to stop their
work.

to the bitter end, would take the bread out
of their children's mouths and bring about
the same stagnation in the mines that the
farmers complain of in,the valleys ;aad

What is the general eentiment in re-
gard to the matter prevailing among the
miners ':"

"Dcring my stay in the mining districts
Iconversed with all classes in every mine
or mining townIvisited.

SESTI.MENT3 OT THE MIXEHS."
Not only didInot hear an unkind or

harsh word against the farmers, but the
mining population universally expressed
sympathy and admitted the hardship of
the situation. At the same time they said :'

We know no other trade, nor have we
other means of support for ourselves and
families. We have never intentionally or
maliciously injured those who live below
v.3. We h»ve bought our lands as
Kiinicj lauds and we were allowed to
work them by common consent, and we
never thought we were injuring others
until this controversy commenced. If the
mines are stopped, what shall we do? Our
winters are severe ;must we let our wives
and children sutfer ? Will Marysvilleand
\u25a0Sacrimento help to support us by giving
u9 other employment ? Shall we go to San
Francisco, already overpopulated and over-
stocked with unskilled laborers, and be-
come idlers and non-pioducero ?'

"What conclusions did you arrive at as

the result of your observations ?""
When Iheard both sides of this most

momentous and serious question Iwas im-
pressed with the thought that here was a
matter which Bhould be better understood
by the people at large ; that it should be
made a State question, and that the people
should accept it aa such, giving ittheir im-
mediate, earnest and dispassionate con-
sideration. The miners are uninjured if
allowed to continue their work;but Marye-
ville, the low lands and certain valley
towns are iv great danger. Ifthe state-
ments made to me are not exaggarated,
there is danger of a calamity in wnich life
as well as property is threatened.""

Upon whom should rest the burden of
expense in providing the necessary protec-
ti n against hood and loss ?""

Tbeie is certainly no reason why
Marysville or any other specific locality
should be compelled to pay for allthe
works necessary to protect theaistlves
from forces other than natural ones, and
the people at these points are whollyunable
to Jo so. They have arrived at a crisis
where they must be helped or go to the
wall, and help must be extended to them
at once or it willbe too late. The public
do not understand this important subject
sufficiently to realize the magnitude ol the
interests involved. The majority of the
inhabitants of the State know or care very
littleabout it. It is too often the fault of
the people, even in republic*, toneglect
questions of public welfare and to remain
inignorance of matters of the greatest State
interest."

LEVELING THE MOUNTAINS."To what extent will'theevil be carried
ifimmediate measures are not taken for its

alleviation? Will not the whole Sierra
Nevada chain be sluiced down upon the
lowercountry ifhydraulic miningis allowed
to go on unchecked ?"

"Hydraulic mining is comparatively
short-lived, and the gold placers, which
are not so extensive as generally supposed,
must soon be worked ont ; whileagricult-
ure is eternal. Itis a mistake to suppose
that all the mountains can or willbe
washed into the valleys. The mines must
intime yield to the advance of population,
but mining cannot be stopped with a turn
of the wrist or the dropping of a hat. Hy-
draulic mining is only possible in a new
country. The richest hydraulic mine in
the world would remain unworked if dis-
covered inan old-settled country, because
those who had already acquired rights
wouldnot permit their lands to be injured
by the debris. But in California the case
is different. Mining rights were acquired
before agriculture was thought of. These
rights are not only in the hands of our peo-
ple, but have been Gold to foreigners, who
have invested their capital in good faith,
and who expect protection. Oa the other
hand, if it can be proved that the
rivers and harbors are being filled
np and destroyed, and that there is
no other remedy, it ia clear that the placer
and hydraulic mining mnat yield to the
inevitable and stop. But even in that
case, if possible, time should be given to
the miners during which thoy could with-
draw their capital and turn their attention
to other pursuits. Itis not going to do
any good to get angry or to bear malice.
The issue cannot be evaded by quibbles,
but must be squarely met. Itmust be set-
tled eventually in accordance with the
equities of the case. But in the meantime
the inhabitants of certain cities and locali-
ties must be protected, for the matter can
be delayed no longer. To them delay is
destruction, and perhaps death. The entire
question should be referred to the beat
minds among us for solution, aud that the
matter be better understood, the best
writers and thinkers should be encouraged
to study the subject and to freely express
their opinions through the medium of the
public press. As the nation is wiser and
better than the individual, so the opinions
of the many are more valuable than those
of the few. 'Where no counsel is the peo-
ple fall, but in the multitude of counselors
there is Bafety.'"
