Chief Executive Horticultural and Health OtGcer.

9. Empty fruitboxes, packages or baskets may
be disinfected by dipping in boilingwater, and aj- .
lowed to remain in said boiling water not less than
two minutes. Said boiUn? water used as such dis-
infectant to conUin in solution not less than one
pound (1 Hi) of concentrated ;potash, or three-
fourths (J) of one pound (1It.) of concentrated lye
to each and every twenty gallons of water," or in
any other manner satisfactory to the Chief Execu-
tive Horticultural and Health Officer.

10. Fruit on deciduous and citrus trees infested
by any stecies of Scale insect er Scale Insects, or

<HAKA.VTI.VEi:M.F.» AXDCECtUTaOXS.
Rule 1. Allcuttings of grapevines made in this

SUts for sale, giftor distribution outside the vine-
yard, or vineyards, where the same were grown,and
intended for new plantations, shall be made solely
of the wood cf the preceding year's growth ;all
older wocd to be carefully and thoroughly removed
before leaving the vineyard where made, and to be
immediately dostioyed by fire,ifremoved fromsuch
cuttings wherever seized byany duly authorized in-
spector forany evasion or infraction of this rule.
The reascri of this rule is that the winter egg of the
phylloxera vastatrix is, according to the best au-
thorities, found only on the old wood.

Rule 2. All cuttings of grapevines, and rooted
grapevines, imported from any region or country

outside this State, intended for sale, gift or distribu-
tionfor plantation in this State, shall be disinfected
at the place of first consignment within this State
before being further distributed or planted, the
method of disinfection to be at the option of the
owner or agent in charge of the said cuttings or
vines, according to any one of the followingmethods,
viz.:-

First—Dissolve sulpho-cirbon&te of potash incold
water; proportions, 10 pounds of euSpho carbonate,
to100 gallons of water ;immerse cuttings and rooted
vines fifteenminutes.

Second— Dissolve Little's soluble phenyle by pour-
ingupon itcold water in the proportion -A 50 gal-
lons of water to one gallon of the pbenyle ;immerse
cuttings aLd rooted vines ten minutes.

Third— two parts heavy oil of coal tar, two
parts water and one part carbonate of potash, or
carbonate ofsoda; put ina covered vessel and heat
gently to boiling point tor one hour ;replace water

lost by evaporation ;pour into suitable vessels and
agitate violently ;dilute with sOp« ts of cold wa-
ter ;immerse cuttings and rooted vines 10 minutes.

Fourth—Dissolve carbolic acid crystals in water,
inproportion of one pound of aciito 20 gallons of
water ;immerse cuttings aud rooted vines ten min-
utes.

Fifth
—

Dissolve sulphide of potash in the propor-
tion of one pound to 20 gallons of water ;immerse
cuttings and rooted vines twenty minutes.

IXSPECTOBS.

For the convenience and protection of all inter-
ested parties throughout the State there will be
appointed local resident inspectors, as provided for
by law, for each section or region where vine-grow-
ers desire the same, and upon the application of any
three such neighboring growers, or parties intend-
ing during the coming season to plant vines, such
application to be addressed to this office,and to be ac-
companied, whenever practicable, with nominations
of suitable persons for the office of Inspector. The
other Inspectors required by iaw will be appointed
by this office.

BECOSIMEXDATIOXS FOR THE ITRTIIEB
FKOTKCrIOX OF vineyards.

All persons planting new vineyads within the
State are advised and strongly urged to consider all
roots and cuttings suspected, regardless of origin,
and to thoroughly disinfect them, thereby accom-
plishing the destruction of all possible germs of in-

sect pests upon them, as well as al-o those of fun-
goid disease, which are becoming dangerous in all
parts of the country.

CERTIFICATES."
For the farther convenience of vine-growen, cer-

tificates shall be issued by any Inspector residing
near the vineyard of the applicant, or the person in
charge of cuttings or rooted vines, setting forth
that the provisions of Rule 2 have been complied
with,and shall be entitled to charge in each case
not exceeding 50 ecu's forsuch certificates made out
in duplicate, one certificate being BUliicit-iit to cover
any quantity of cutting or rooted vines in the pos-
session of the applicant that may be satisfactorily
shown to the said Inspect r to have been disinfected.
Certificates of disinfection shall likewise be given

Rule 3. All packages ami the packing materials

coming into the State with imported cuttings and
vims (referred to inKule 2) shall be disinfected, at
the time of disinfecting the contents thereof, by im-
mersing in or washing with any of the solutions
named in Kule 2, provided that the strength of the
same, incase of mere washing, shull be increased by
the reduction of the water in the same to one-fourth
the relative proportions named ;ifnot ciisinfeetcll,
such packages and packing materials shall be dc-
striu'cd by fire.
