POSTAL RECOMMENDATIONS,

Postmaster-General James in his annual
report makes some recommendations of in-
terest and importance, He points out that
the cost of mail transportation has in-
creased greatly in cqnsequence of the law
which makes the Postoffice a common car-
rier, and he suggests that it might be well
to reduce the expense by ceasing to carry
the matter which falls under the heads of
third and fourth class, This third and
fourth-class matter, he states, has not
become remunerative, and he does not be-
lieve it will be., It takes up a great deal
of room, however, and is very costly to
the Government. Nevertheless, we are
persuaded that the country is not prepared
to indorse any change in the law. The con-
venience afforded by this means of trans-
portation far outweighs the question of
outlay. The punblic have no choice save
between the posteffice and the express
companies. They are guaranteed low rates
in the former, but they have no hold over
the latter. And they have become accus-
tomed to the employment of the mails for
parcel transportation. The services they
render in this connection have already be-
come indispensable. As to the cost, at
most it amounts to a couple of millions
extra a year, and that is virtually nothing.

The Postmaster-General holds out hopes
of a reduction in the rate of letter postage
to two cents. He believes that this reduc-
tion can be ventured upon safely in three
years. It seems difficult to understand
why it cannot be introduced sooner than
that. KExperience has proved that every
reduction in the rates of postage increases
the volume of the mails, and to such an
extent as to more than compensate for the
loss of revenue. The success of the postal
card has been enormous, and we have no
doubt that two cent postage would prove
as profitable a change. We have been
paying the three cent postage now since
1851, and the general conditions have

_ changed radically since it was introduced.
The difference of a centis of very great
importance to a great many peopld, and it
would swell correspondence just as the
postal cards did, Why it should require
three years more to bring about the pro-
posed reduction we do not quite under-
stand, unless contracts have been made
which will not expire before the end of
that time. The proposition to curtail the
mail facilities, however, is one which
ought to meet with general and emphatic
disapproval. The public need larger facil-
ities for communication and transportation,
not less thau they enjoy already.

A DIFFERENCE OF OPINION,

It appears that Ms. Thompson, who ad-
dressed the New York Tariff Convention
the other day, entertains views of hiz own
on the silver question. Or perhaps we
should say that he entertains views similar
to those which the great financier General
Butler enunciated a couple of years ago.
*Mr. Thompson thinks we cannot have too
much silver, and that the sooner we deliver
ourselves up to the beunties and blessings of
a silver currency the better it will be for us,
And this shows how foolish Mr. Burchard,
the Director of the Mints, is. For he
though formerly 2 somewhat bigoted bi-
metaliist, has been so converted by experi-
ence, that in his report issued the other
day he ecarnesily recommends the suspen-
sion of silver coinage, arguing that no mat.
ter what course the silver question may
take in the future, we are at present so
sitnated as to be in the wrong in any event.
Whether silver is demonetized or remone-
tized in Europe we shall have to retrace our
steps. In the former case we are threatened
with an Asiatic currency. In the latter we
should have to recoin our dollars on a new
ratio. Mr. Thompson thinks silver the
best currency in the world, Mr. Barchard
takes the perhaps more practical view of
prefcrring gold on the score of its superior
value, If Mr. Thompson kad his way the
Gold Room would have to be re-estab-
lishred, and we should have a depreciated
currancy, and we doubt if the country
_really hungers affer such a change.

A HARD NUT TO CRACK

Now that the Southern question isina

tion by Republicans of Democratic doc-
trine in that part of the country, leisure
will be afforded to consider the Mormon
which has for =0 long a time been
of irritation, and which has re-
fused to yield to any of the specifics ap-
plied to it thus far. Governor Neal, of
Idaho, evidently takes an alarmist view of
the situation. He believes that the Mor-.
mons are reaching out for the centrel of
the Pacific slope, and that they are plant-
ing colonies in Idaho and Montana with
this end in view. We cannot go as far as
this with Governor Neal. We are not
afraid that the Mormons will ever be strong
enough to obtain control of the Pacific
slope, though it might be too much to say
that they would not do so if they had the
power. It is, however, plain enough that
the increase of this people cannot be re-
garded as the growth of an American com-
munity, and this is serious enough. The
Mormons are virtually a foreign organiza-
tion, and & foreign organization of a very
undesirable character. As to what has
been =0 often said about their industry and
thrift, in the first place it has been exag-
gerated, and in the second place there is
nothing satisfactory in industry and
thrift which are devoted to the establish-
ment of a gross and degrading superstition,
entwined with a social system which is in-
compatible with any progress in civiliza-
tion, and a political system which iz more
in conflict with democratic ideas than the
most bigoted Ultramontanism, Industry
and thriftfare good things when they are
the agencies of worthy objects. Industry
and thrift as displayed by the victims of
slavery, however, are mockeries, and the
Mormons are in many respects little better
than slaves.

The system of proselytism by which
their numbers are recruited, is such as to
winnow from the population of Europe
the Jeast desirable elememts. Mormon
proselytes must be fools, to begin with, if
they belisve the despicable nonsense
preached by the Mormon missionaries,
If they are not fools énough to believe
that stuff, then they are allured by the
prospect of indulgence in animal semsu-
ality held out to them., They.are as a
rule men and women of a very low order
of intelligence, and fitted therefore to be-
come the dupes and thralls of the band
of shrewd knaves who rule the Church,
and who in virtue of their authority ap-
propriate to themselves all the plums in
the porridge. The Mormon immigration
consequently is a most undesirable element,
and even if Mormonism was abolished it
would continue to be a clog upon national
progress because of its mental inferiority.
There is, in fact, go single reason why
Americans should look upon the Mormons
with favor or satisfaction. They are an
eyesore to the country, and their continued
presence has become a discredit to our
boasted civilization. It must, however, be
admitted that the difficulty of dealing with
the Mormon problem arises chiefly from
the breadth and liberalism of American
institutions, Itis hard to manage these
people because the spirit of American gov-
ernment is diametrically opposed to every-
thing in the form of arbitrary interference
with the freedom of the citizen. Every
effort to put the laws of the United States
in force in Utah has failed, because public
opinion was against them, and because
when that is the case, ss we found long
ago by our Southern experience, trial by
jury and the administration of criminal
law become futile.

When a whole community is opposed to
a law it can never be enforced according to
the normal methods. In such a case it is
necessary to choose between abandoning
the purpose aimed at by the law, and go-
ing outside of the normal methods for relief,
There have been many who believed that
if the Southern States had not been *‘re-
‘‘constructed” nominally when they
were, but had been kept under military
government until the changes consequent
upon the war had had time to become fa-
miliar, the long periofl of semi-anarchy
and corruption which ensued would have
been avoided, and the time of reconciliation
would have been hastened. The same
kind of question now confronts the nation
in Utah. With our Southern experience
we have no excuse for committing the
same mistake twice,. We have demonstra-
ted the fact that it is useless for Congress
to enact laws for the government of a com-
munity which, after all, must have the
last word as to their execution. All that
Congress has done in the way of Mormon
legislation is a dead-letter, and all further
experiments of the kind are certain to
produce similar results, It is therefore
necessary to determine whether the United
States is prepared to acknowledge itself
worsted by the Mormons, or whether it is
resolved to change its modus operandi, and
adopt measures the success of which will
not be dependent upon the will of those
upon whom they are to be enforced.

The suaviter in modo has been tried, and
has proved to be anything but fortiter in re.
It would be a mere waste of time to go on
in that line, and it is evident that so long
as the application of the laws depends
upon Mormon concurrence, they will fail
of effect. There is, however, but one other
way of solving this problem. Itis by de-
priving Utah of her Territorial Govern-
ment, and putting her under an arbitrary
one, No doubt sucha step is, abstractly,
obnoxious to American ideas. Just so sal-
utary medicines are often repugnaut to the
taste, But unless this is done it seems im.-
possible to expect any reform in Utah, and
that means the practical triumph of polyg-
amy and priestly government over the
Urited States and the democratic princi-
ple. Nor is it as though such drastic
treatment was proposed for an American
community, The Mormons, as we have
said before, are not Americans in either
their social or political system. They do
not enjoy liberty now, and therefore if
even a military government was substituted
for the present one they would only ex-
change the rule of their bishops and elders
for a far milder and more liberal one.
Bat the strongest argument in favor of the
measure we have suggested is that all
others have f{ailed, and that the country
cannot afford to surrender to the Mormons.
Ultimately there can be no doubt that it
will be necessary to bring them into sub-
jection, and to extirpate polygamy, no
matter at what cost, and it is far wiser to
crush the serpent in the egg than to allow
it £ attain its full growth and venom be-
fore attacking it.

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JUDGE coX’ ESPONSIBILITY.

It is impossible to perceive the object of
Judge Cox’s indulgent course towards
Guiteau. The latter is either sane or in-
sane. If heis sane then he ought not to
be permitted to obstruct the coursz of jus-
tice as he has done, If he is insane, then
he ought not to be put on trial at all. The
question as to his present sanity is, it mast
be understoed, distinet from the guestion
of his sanity when he shot the President.

He might have been sane when he com-

fair way to settlement through the adop-|

mitted the murder, yet be insane now. But

| the effect of allowing him to simulate in-
| sanity during his trial must be to create in
i the minds of the jury an impression that
i he has been insane throughout. For this
reason Judge Cox’s peculiar indulgence
towards the prisoner is actually cperating
in aid of the defense, and it is not pro-
ducing the effect of that impartiality whieh
no doubt the Judge intends to exhibit.
The question as to the prisoner’s present
sanity, however, is one which the Court
might insist very properly upon having de-
termined at once, and to that end a special
jury might be impaneled, and the trial be
suspended until the fact had been
gettled. Or the Court might refer the ques-
tion to the trial jury, and call
expert witnesses. This would clear
the way, and prevent the pre-
judicial effect of Guiteau’s behavior
from influencing the final verdict, As the
case is proceeding, however, it is impos-
sible to tell upon what hypothesis the Court
is acting. If Judge Cox believes in the
sanity of the prisoner he ought to force
him to conduct himself properly. There
is no precedent for such behavior as Gui-
teau daily is guilty of, and such license has
never before been so much as heard of,
unless perhaps in some improvised Lynch
Court on the frontiers, Guiteau is avail-
ing himself of this license to create the
impression that he is mad now. If the
Court believes that he is mad it ought to
stop the trial, for to try a madman for his
life is assuredly equivalent to trying a man
for his life in his absence, In fact, which-
ever view is taken of the motive of the
Court it is equally indefensible, while it is
clear that the general situation is doing
Guiteau more good than harm, Indeed it
really looks as though he was being per-
mitted to bulldoze the Court, even where
the effect of this bulldozing is to assist the
defense against all the interests of jastice.
It followe that Judge Cox is taking a
heavy responsibility upon himself in
permitting the prisoner so unprecedented
a license, and that this responsibility
extends very close to the border
of partiality., The Court has a right
to inform its comscience by determining
the questionof the prisoner’s present mental
condition, and this, moreover, would coun-
teract the plan of the defense, in which
Judge Cox appears to have unconsciously
entangled himself, Whatever he has done,
however, he cannot justify the abrogation
of all judicial functions which he has com-
mitted, nor can he eatisfactorily defend the
extension to Guiteau of privileges which
certainly do not belong to his position, and
which he has thus far employed persist-
ently to the delay of the proceedings and
the defeat of justice. Judge Cox has here-
fore borne a high character for ability, but
he has not evinced it on this trial, and he
has behaved in such a way to the prisoner
as almost to compel the conelusion that he
regards him as insane. Decidedly this iz a
very remarkable judicial policy.
