ator Cameron, is nowhotly engaged intrying

resenting the Irish American race, pledge the peo-
ple of Irishbirth and Irish descent inthis country
to stand by the people at home inthis momentous
struggle to the full extent of their power and re-
sources.

SIGNIFICANT ADMISSIONS.
The witness soon became excited, and gesticulat-

ing wildly,insisted upon his inspiration and that the
Lord bad selected him to do the work. He was no
fool. The Lordnever selected fools todo his work.
He had inspired him to remove GarfklJ. and he left
him(witness) to use his own judgment as toselect-
ing the means. Continuing, excitedly, he said :"

:Aletter addresceJ by Guiteau tothe Oneida Com-
munity as then read, in which the writer confessed
his love for

\u25a0 Several other letters, written by Guiteau about
the time he left the Oneida Community, were then
placea in evidence and Identified by Guiteau and
read. One of them, addressed to the Community,
sets forth the writer's repentance for hii insub-
ordination, and contained a confession that he had
acted under the influence of his own self-willed, con-
ceited and fanatical disposition.

Guiteau insisted, in spite of warnings, in making
his explanations as the reading progressed.

Iwas

elbowing my way out of the Community there,"
said the witness.

You want toimagine yourselves

inboll, ladies and gentlemen, and tryiug to get out,
then you can undeistand my position at that time."

BELIEF OV THE PKISOSER.
Witness believed in the personal existence of the

Deity and the devil, and when the impulse to re-
move the President seized him he wrestled and
prayed to find if it came from the Lord or the
devil, and had itnot been for the political situation
it would not have been necesrary for his removal for
the good of the conntryand the American peoii!'.
Witness would nut have shot the President, but
would have believed the impulse was prompted by
the .'evil.

Witness was then asked,
"

Are you insane at all?
and replied, "Tinnot an expert. Let these experts
and the jurydecide."

Heine pressed forhis opinion, witness declined to
answer. _ ,

He was then subjected toa rapid seres of ques-
tions, and soon !>.tr:in to exhibit irritability and
anger, aidhis replies, when given at all, were in
short, jerky sentences.

THE SIGHT OF JULY IST.
He was ttksd ifhe laid in wait for the President

in an alley by night,and after a short wrangle said :"
Now you are on that, I'llgive you a little news.

I'll tellyou what o curred that evening
—

July Ist."
Witness detailed his movements up to the time he
saw the President and Secretary Blaiuc emerge
from the hou.-e of the latter, and walk down
Fifteenth street. Said Guiteau: "They walked
along so lovingly, arm in arm :they had their heads
together like tiro schoolgirls. Their fellowship was
delightful, and itconfirmed me in the belief that
GarSeld had to.dhimself, body and soul, to Hhiine,
and that Blame was using him toruin the stalwart
win;; of the Republican party."

Guiteau here became fuiiously excited, and
plunged intoa wildharangue, denot ntinif Elaine a!
a bold, wicked, designing man, who wanted to ruin
the Republican party in revenge for the two times
he had been slaughtered by political Conventions.
Strikinghis fist on the desk with considerable vio-
lence, he shouted,
