THE PORK QUESTION IN FRANCE.

The French Government does not seem
able to get rid of the pork embargo so easily
as it was created. The recent discussion
as to the methods of inspecting American
pork may be set down as on the whole ir-
relevant to the real issue, The undoubted
fact is, that the embargo on American pork
products was the result of a Protective
inepiration, and that the alleged danger
of trichinosis was only a pretense to give
some plausible excus: for the measure.
Why France should not, if she sees fit,
adopt a prohibitory tariff, is not easy to
see, unless she wishes to escape retaliatory
measures by pretending a sanitary instead
of a commercial reason for her action.
But it is very well understood that the em-
bargo was placed upon our hog products at
the special instance of French cattle-raisers
and pork-packers, who fcund that the
United States importations were interfering
with their markets. Of course we can
adopt retaliatory measures, but in exclud-
ing what goes by the name of French wines
nowadays, we should certainly rot shut
out any desirable products of French
vineyards, it may be questioned
whether any genuine French wine has
found its way to our ports for several years.
A country which has adopted the pro-
tective system, however, cannot complain
when other countries follow its example,
If the policy of the United States should
become that of the whole world, every
country wounld eventually have to depend
entirely upon itself, and all interchange of
products would be brought to an end. The
result of such a policy, if steadily pursued,
would inevitably be to reduce all countries
to the condition of China. Chinese civili-
zation, in fact, is the legitimate outcome of
Protection, and that system has nowhere
been applied so rigorously as in the Celes-
tial Empire. France has begun to fight us
with our own weapons, and all we can do
is to retaliate by culting ourselves off still
further from all the benefits of French in-
dastry, arts and manufactures, It is a
thoroughly barbarous and retrogressive
policy on both sides, but it is the only one
which is consistent with the principles we
have unfortunately adopted for our own.
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THE ELECTRIC LIGHT

IN SAW JOSE.

The electric light tower in San Jose has
at length been completed, and the light has
been tried. The accounts of the result are
by no means accordant, but we are satisfied
that those which represent it asa practical
success are the most trustworthy. The
tower is built of iron gas-pipe, and is two
hundred feet high, with a span of seventy-
five fect. The lights, four in number, give
in combination an i'lamination of sixteen
thousand candle power. It is stated that
at a distance of a mile the light throws a
distinct shadow, and that at the distance of
half a mile it is equal to the effect of
the half-moon. Many iilustrations of its
power and scope are given by the Mercury,
whose editor, Mr. J, J. Owens, has been
the chief projector and eupporter of the
new plan of lighting. He has been so
cautious in his c'aims for the tower, more-
over, that the actusl effect appears to have
considerably surpassed expectation, He
has never pretended that one such tower
would light the whole city, but asserts
that at Jeast three will be necessary. The
present indicatiors are that the San Jose
electric tower will solve the problem of city
illumination, and that the authorities of
San Jose will purchise it, and erect as
many more as are required to complete the
system. I: is necedicss to say that the
success of the experiment at San Jose must
cause it to be introduced in other places,
and that it may thus before long be
adopted to th: exclusicn of gasin all the
more important municipslities on the coast,
Mr. Owens deserves great credit for the
sagacity and energy he has displayed in
this undertakiag, and Sin Jose cught to be
proud of him.

THE DEBATE ON CIVIL SERVICE RE-
FORM.

The debate in the Senate on Pendleton’s
Civil Service Reform bill was characterized
by a good deal of plain speaking. Pendle-
ton availed himself to the utmost of the
(tuiteau case, and made a powerful exhibit
of the corrupting tendencies of the spoils
system. The evils springing from that sys-
tem are indeed o manifold and apparent
that if public opinion could be brought to
bear directly upon {he subjeet, a change for
the better would bs certain and immedi-
ate. But unforfunately Hill of Georgia
had only too much foundation for his state-
ment that hitherto the men who have had
legielation and administration in charge
have talked one way and acted another. It
is in fact evident that however wisely and
well politicians may reason about the im-
portance of reform in the civil service, all
or nearly all of them continue to employ
the old methods as soon as pressure is
brought to bear upon them, Indeed there
is no instance yet of any such consistency
in this regard as might encourage the pub-
lic to expect a genuine and radical change.
Thus we find Dawes pretending fo
be as desirous of reform as anyone,
but nevertheless opposing the only
proposition for reform which is before
the Senate. He stands for that large
class of politicians who hope to postpone
all changes during their term by professing
the utmost eagerness for it in the abstract,
at the same time that they do their best
to kill every definite attempt to produce
it. Mr. Dawes objects to the idea of a
Central Board of Examiners, because, as
he says, it would never amount to anything
unless the Administration supported it
heartily. Mr. Dawes therefore evidently
does not believe that it would be heartily
supported by the Administration, but he
does not give the grounds of his skepti-
cism. Of course he is fully aware that his
attitude is in effect the same as though he
had said : ““I am in favor of everything in
““ this bill but the enacting clauss, Strike
‘‘that out and I shall be ready to support
‘“it warmly.” The only thing to which
he objects is the vital principle of the
Pendleton bill. If that is removed he will
be for it,

And it is to be feared that Dawes is in this
connection a representative man. At first
the politicians merely laughed at Civil Ser-
vice reform, They thought it was no more
than a fantasy of the ‘‘ doctrinaires” and
*“ theorists,” and that it would be forgotten
in a little while. Bat as it acquired force,
and began to influence public opinion, and
as all attempts to acgue it down were con-
spicuous failures, and as the probity and
common sense of the nation came more and
more clearly to recognize the proposition as
wise and to regard it asnecessary, those
who knew that all their prospects depended
upon the maintenance of the spoils system
were compelled to seek a less obnoxious
mode of effecting their purpose, So Civil
Service reformn was taken up formally and
put into all the party platforms; and Pres-
idential candidates, even while promising
offices right and left for support, wrote el-
oquent letters of acceptance declaring their
unalterable purpose to carry out this re-
form ; and stump speakers waxed indignant
over their memories of the old bad system,
and indulged in glowing anticipations of
what the future would bring forth ; and the
people were assored and satisfied, and
voted for these embryo reformers. But
when the battle was over every place-hold-
er found that he had hopelessly committed
himself to the maintenance of the old sys-
tem, and as the votes of the people would
not be needed again for some time there
was little hesitation felt at the general re-
pudiation of the fair promises of the cam-
paign which followed.

When the next contest approached,
Civil Service was once more brought to the
front, and the familiar game was played
once again. Yet all this time the real re-
formers, who are seldom the office-seekers,
persisted in agitating the question, in
ventilating the abuses of the spoils sys-
tem, in showing the enormous waste which
it entailed, in making disagreeable com-
parisons between American and English
governmental methods. So the popular
feeling continued to grow, and there was
less inclination to accept professions the
sincerity of which all knew to be very
doubtful. It was necessary to do some-
thing soon. There must be an appearance
of legislation. Thus we come to the prep-
aration of laws for the introduction of re.
form, but whether we shall ever get be-
yond this stage remains to be seen. The
fact that these long-sought methods of re-
form had been tried with distinguished
cess in the New York Custom-house
and Postoffice, made the position of the
spoilsmen the more difficult. They could
no longer say, as they had at first, that
though these methods might answer in
England, they were unsuited to “ our
‘‘institutions.” That argument was de-
feated by the fact that the new methods
had actually been established upon Amer-
ican soil, and to the comspicuous improve-
ment of public business. Thenceforth it
became necessary to assume complete sym-
pathy with reform in the abstract, and to
fight concrete reform tooth and nail,

And this seems to be the present pro-
gramme, There is no longer any open op-
position to Civil Service reform. All the
politicians are ready to declare that they are
longing to see it fully inaugurated. Baut at
the same time they will assert that thus far
no practical plan has been proposed, and
that it would be a great mistake to adopt
any system which could not be maintained.
And we are afraid that it will take these
gentlemen a great many years to find the
perfect system for which they are yearaing.
The search for the Holy Grail will be
nothing to their prolonged and difficalt
quest, For they will be very particular.
In fact they are bound to be, in the inter-
est of the country, and they would be
neglecting their plain duty if theyaccepted
hastily a scheme which could not stand the
test of practical application. By pursuing
this subtle method they doubtless expect
to postpone all important and considerable
changes for a generation or so, and by that
time it will not matter to them what is
done. Perhapithe people wiil before that
have abandoned all hope of reform in
despair. Perhaps some great national
question will arise to dwarf and obscureall
lesser issues. In short a great many things
may happen to divert public attention if
only time can be secured, and meanwhile
the best and surest way to obtain time is
to affect a fastidiousness which will refuse
all propositions that fall short of ideal
completeness, This is what the people
have to look forward to, we very much
fear, for a long time to come.

GUITEAU AS A SCAPEGOAT.

It has been discovered, or =0 some people
imagine, that Guiteau wrote the Morey
letter., Doubtless it is very convenient to
have such a man in a position where he
can be utilized as a scapegoat. The writer
of the Morey letter has been ‘ wanted ”
for a long time. But there are several
other perpetrators of evil deeds who have

been sought for with equal futility, and

why may not Guiteau beavailed of in these
cases aleo? Surely it can be demenstra-
ted that he is the murderer of Morgan, the
martyr of Freemasonry ;. that he is the
abductor of Charlie Ross ; that he is Tom
Lawton ; that he is the Fenian emissary

:;who sent the infernal machines to Liver-
{ pool ; that he is the leader of the ubiquitous

train-robbers. Nothing is too bad for him,
and as it is very unlikely that any of the
afore-mentioned crimes will ever be cleared
up in any other way, it would be a real
convenience to get rid of the respective
mysteries—now fallen somewhat stale—
by clapping them on the broad shoulders
of this arch-criminal. Unless some such
purpose as this is entertained, however,
it seems hardly worth while to manufact-
ure these sensations.

CARD FROM C. T. HOPKINS,

Eps. Recorp-Uxion: In your Monday
issue, discussing the recent report of the
Committee of the Board of Trade of San
Francisco on the restoration of American
shipping on the high seas, yousay: “C.T.
Hopkins opposed the memorial from a high
tariff standpoint, alleging that if the dutieson
ship-building material were removed, all the
shipbuilders would buy Esgiish iron, and so
ths American rolling-mill wou!d be ruined.”

And you proceed to criticise such a silly ut-
terance as that would have been, had I talked
any such nonsense, with just severity. You
were, however, misled by an sttempted ten-
line report of a fifteen minutes’ speech. What
I did say was to the effzct that if the duties
on foreign iron were removed, all the ship-
builders wauld use Englich iron, which wasen
article inferior to American ; nor would the in-
creased consumption of that particular descrip-
tion of iron ba of any service to American
production. That therefore the proper thing
to do would be to ask Congress, in lieu of re-
moving the duties on English iron, to-pay a
bounty to ships built of American ircn and
steel equal to what the duties would be on the
same weight of metal if imported. I did not
oppose the report at all, my remarks being
confined to the discussion of a few points of
difference betwsen it and a recent report on
the same topic made by a committee of which
I was Chairman, to the Pacific Social Science
Association. In the main both reports con-
cur. I send you herewith a second copy of
the one I am respomsible for, in the post-
scripture to which you will find the sub-
stance of what I said on the question you
have raised.

Considering the difficulty of exciting Con-
gress to the action without which our flaz will
in ten years almost disappear from the for-
eign trade, would it not be a good idea fer in-
fluential papers like the REecorp-UxIox to
aszist in harmonizing the corflicting opinions
afloat as to the means to be pursued to the
end in view. rather thas to make the confu-
sion worsa confounded by merely criticizsing
the efforts of those who are sfriving to do
some good ?

Faken from Jail and Hanged by
Masked Men.

A OJWARDLY MURDERERS END

Lander County, Nevada, Saved the
Expense of a Murder Trial.

{SPECIAL BY TELEGRAPH TO THR RECORD-UNION.]

AvusTIN (Nev.), December 14th.—Between
1and 2 o’clock this mornieg Richard Jen-
pings, who shot and killed John A. Barrett
t'e night before, was hanged in front of the
Court-hcuse building. - As near as can be
learned the facts are as foliows: Abont hali-
pasl 1 o’clock this morning a party of masked
men, numbering about twenty-five persons,
well armed, wen$ to the Court-house, and
with a sledge hammer

BROKE DOWN A DOOR

Leading from the main hall into a room be-
tween the Sherifi’s front office and the jail,
and on entering 2 gun or guns were leveledin
close proximity te Jas, Parrish’s head, the
Deputy Sheriff, who was lying in bed, and
held in abeyance, The key to the jail door
was then taken out of the Deputy
Sherifi’s pocket, and after an unsuccessful
search for the key to the cell in which Jen-
nings was confined, a sledge-bammer was
used. Apparently one blow was struck when
the key was found, the cell door opened, and
Jennings taken therefrom. He was brought
through the Deputy Sheriff’s room with a
rawhide lariet around his neck, and as he
passed by the Sheriff’s bed he cast a wistful
look in that direction, evidently wanting to
say something, but doubtless afraid to open
his mouth, as he saw the inevitable crisis at
hand. He was

LED TO THE ¥FRONT DOOR BY THE LEATHER
NECKTIE,

And placed on the platform outside of the
main front entrance to the Court-house
building. The other end of the lariet was
thrown up to the portico of the second story,
and after drawing up the body of Jenniogs a
short distance from the floor on which ke
stood, the larict was securely fastened to the
iron railing above. DBefore he was diawn up,
Jennings was heard to say, “Oh! my God!
Boys, I guess I deserve this.” He then groaned
loudly as he was about starting upward.
Very shortly after the work was done word
was passed down Main street that Jen-
nirgs had been hanged, and quite a number
of persons gathered to view the body
and listen to the story of the Deputy Sheriff.
Coroner Laughlin was very shortly on the
ground, and in the cours2 cf half an hour
after the hanging took place that officer cut
the rope and placed the body inside of the
Sheriff’s office, where it lay until this fore-
noon, when it was taken to the €ity Hall,
The above statement embodies aboub
ALL THE CIRCUMSTANCES

There are connected with the hanging of
Richard Jenuings. So far as known to your
reporter, the aet is indersed by all. While,
of course, all gocd citizens cppose resortirg
to unlawful meaps in the purishment of
criminals, yet for the protection of life and
property it sometimes becomes absclutely
necessary to resort to Judge Lynch. The
crime committed by Richard Jennings, night
before last, was without cause or provocation.
Plainly speaking, he was a cowardly mur-
derer, and received the punishment last night
that he justly deserved, as was admitted by
himself in the Iast words uttered before he
died. The example made this morning will
serve as a terror to that class of men who
draw deadly weapons on the most trivial
pretense. For a number of months past the
pistol bas been wuscd too freely in
Austin. Patience hus finally ceased to be a
virtue, and from this time forward it will be
best for the health of bad men to go very
slow, least they, too, fall heir to Jennings’
lariat. It is hoped that there may never
again be an occasion in Austin $o necessitate
repeating the dose.

A Coroner’s inquest was heid this forenoon
over the body of Jennings, but your reporter
has besn unable to obtain the verdict of the
jury. It is supposed, however, that it is,
* Came to his death by hanging by unknowrn
persons,”

Aniccedents of Jennings.

Grass VALLEY, December 14th.—Richard
Jennings, who was lynched at Austis, Nev.,
this morning, has lived here from his boy-
hood, and has alwsys been considered a wild
fellow. He was one of the two men sus-
picioned as being connected with the robbery
of the New York Hill Mining Company

recently, when $7,000 was taken, but the
neceasary evidence was lacking. Deceaqed
leaves a wife and five children, who reside
here.
