MORMOM PROSELYTISM,

It is very difficult to assent to the prop-
osition that men must be l¢ft to decide for
‘themselves even when their ignorance in-
capacitates them from deciding wisely, and
when also the effects of unwise decisions
may extend to others. Yet if this doc-
trine is infringed the arguments which are
allowed to justify the infraction may be
made to do the same for almost any depri-
vation of liberties, and therefore many
such abuses must be tolerated for the sake
of the general outcome. Such refl:ctions
are suggested by the question of Mormon
proselytism. The Mormon missionaries
are sent to Europe and there most literally
seduce the most ignorant into accepting
their gross travestie upon religion. The
result is not only bad for the proselytes,
but for others. A dangerous and hostile
and alien power is being bailt up within
the United States in this way, and thou-
sands of European peasants are beieg men-
tally enslaved by a debasing superstition,
Yet, as Mr. Gladstone said the other day,
ghese Mormon proselytes go volantarily,
and therefore, in England at least, it is im-
poasible for the Government to interfere
with the matter. Of course toleration
must be practically unlimited, or it ceases
%o e toleration, and of this fact the Mor-
mons have always taken advantage. And
80 shrewd are their methods and so com-
plete their arrangements that they secure
a steady stream of immigration, and are
building ap their community with a rapid-
ity which should convince Congress of the
necesrity of dealing with polygamy before
the evil has become unmanageable.

JUDGE COX'3S EX?LANATION.

Judge Cox eays that the issue of the
Guitean case will vindicate him, and that
when it becomes possible for him to speak
he will have something to say to the
American people in regard to his conduct
of the trial. It does not seem to us pos-
sible that he can vindicate himself from
the charge of having allowed Guiteau to
Behave as no prisoner has ever been al-
lowed to behave before in a Court of
Justice.  Making every allowance for
Guiteau’s dual position, and for the pre.
sumptive desire of the Judge to prevent an
apreal from an adverse verdict, it is still
inexplicable that this man should have
been permitted to conduct himself as he
has done. He has certainly transcended
the privileges of counsel quite as much as
the decencies of his other position. He has
every day been allowed to insult the wit-
neeses with a grossness which would have
secured instant arrest for any counse! who
should have dose the same thing. In
short Judge Cox has imposed so little
restraint upon the prisoner that the latter
has practically been running the Court,
and has evidently come to think that he
{and the Deity) are controlling the whole
proceedings. If 1s this which we doubt
Judge Cox’s ability to jastify. No doubt
the case is in some respeects an unprece-
dented ome. But that is no reason why
every custom of criminal practice devised
for the protection of the dignity and
decorum of Courts should have been ig-

nored on this occasion,

PRESIDENTIAL INABIIIY

The difficulty of determining this ques-
Ztion appears more conspicuonsly as it is
| examined in detail. Thus in the debate in
{¢he Senate last week Senator Jones of
E Florida “‘held that under the Constitution
| ¢ there was no such thing as temporary ina-
| “bility. He asserted emphatically that
i *‘ when once the Vice-President entered
i“the President’s offics in case of such a
| ¢ grave inability as to justify that step,
| * he held it irrevocably for the balance of
‘‘ the term.” Senator Jones had no justi-
fication for dogmatizing upon the question,
for if anything about it is obviocus, it is
that the Constitntion does nof make any
definite provision in the premises, It is
impossible to derive from that instrement
any such clear-cut theory as the Senator
from Florida has propounded. Under the
Constitution there is no definition of Presi-
deatial inability, nor is there any settie-
ment of the vexed question of temporary
or permanen$ inability. Nor can it be said
that the most reasonable view is that
which Senator Jones has taken. It may
on the contrary be fairly assumed that
the object of the Constitution is to
guard against any lapse in the Presiden-
tial offics, but that no other object
was contemplated when the Constitu-
tion was framed. If, for instance,
the framers of the Constitution had been
asked what their intention was, it must
be eupposed that they would have an-
swered : ““To provide for the contiruous
** performance of the Executive functions.”
Bat if a President thould be temporarily
disabled, as for example by an attack of
brain fever, and if during his inability the
Vice-President should take his place, and
if presently the President should recover
fully and completely, it would certainly
not be in accordance with reason that he
should be prohibited from the resumption
of the office to which the people had
chosen him. To assert that there is no
such thing as temporary inability under
the Censtitution is not admissible. The
Constitution does not touch upon that
question at all. It is silent regarding it.
And it would have been very remarkable
had the fact been otherwise, for we can
conceive of no reason why the framers of
the Constitution should have gone out of
their way to insert a provision so irrational
and fantastic.

The rational presumption is that since a
President is elected for four years, he must
hold office during the whole of that period;
and that if be is disabled from any cause
the Vice President shall take his place so
long as he is laboring under such disability ;
but that if his disability ceases, he shall
return to his duties and perform them to
the end of his term. Buat'Senator Jones’
proposition, though not justified either by
the langnage of the Constitution or of
commonsense, is Jless likely to be mis-
chievous than at first appears, because the
really crucial question is that of the de-
termination of inability, If the Florida
Senator’s poiut of view were adopted, and
if it became the law that the Vice-Presi-
dent, being once called upon to exercise
Presidential functions, thereby became
President, the only effect would be to sur-
round the determination of Presidential
inability with more difficulties than ever.
In such a case no President would ever ad-
mit his inability unless he was indubitably
dying, for he would know that such an ad-
mission was the exact equivalent of resig-
nation. Nor would it be possible to super-
sede the President unless he was absolutely
unconscious, or had become unmistakably
insane. In such a case as President Gar-
field’s, it is quite apparent that the nation
would not have tolerated such a deposition
as Senator Jones contemplates. It would
have insisted that he sbould retain the
office so long as there was the faintest pos-
sibility of his recovery, and it would cer-
+tainly not have brooked any attempt to
cust him by a Vice-President whose rela-
tions to him were known to be antagonistic.

Had President Garfield kroown that his
case was hopeless he might himself have
surrendered his office, but assuredly the
people would not have required him to do
s0. And it is further apparent that a very
serious danger would be created by Senator
Jones’ plan. For if the President acd
Vice-President were enemies there would
be a constant temptation to the baser and
weaker minds among the Vice-President’s
supporters to remove the President by as-
sassination, or by the irnfliction at least of
such physical injuries upon bim as would
afford an excuse for supplanting him. The
events of the past year have shown what
awful consequences may spring from fac-
tional quarrels, and it would be fatuous in
the extreme to incorporate in the Constitu-
tion anything that might, directly or indi-
rectly, lead to similar calamities in the
future. It would be wiser to abolish the
office of Vice-President altogether than to
give that official an increased interest in
the death or disability of the President.
Nor is there any warrant for the introduc-
tion of such an innovation as Senator
Jones proposes. The cases in which the
disability of the President are likely to
embarrase the country sericusly are very
few, For the most part inability will be
either so ephemeral as to call for no special
procedure, or so decisive as to leave no
rogm for doubt as toc what shall be done.

And it does not seem possible to tzke
from the President the final determination
of the question of inability, so long as he is
capable of exercising his jadgment. To
give that power to any other than tke
President, or to vest it in a Commission,
would be to open the door to usurpations
and abuses which might under conceivable
circumstances entirely change the form of
government. For to do this would be to
empower a person or persons to decide who
should be President of at least two men;
and as the possession of power is invariably
an incitement to its abuse, we must take
into consideration the possibility that this
aathority might at some time be exercised
wrongfully. And this is a danger far
greater than can ever come from the ina-
bility of any President, evenif there wasno
way by which that inability coald bs sup
plemented. Senator Jones has made a
serious mistake, in fact. His premises and
his conclusions are alike farlty. The Con-
stitution contains no warrant for such de-
ductions as he has drawn from it, nor i3
there anything ontside of the Constitution
which can justify the course he advocates.
To eay that there is no snch thing as
temporary inabilify is much the same as to
say that there is no such thing as tem-
porary indisposition. According to the
gentleman from Florida, the President of
| the Usited States never can be sick. He
must be perfectly well; or he must be
stark dead.

CHURCH
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AND STATE IN FRAXCE

It is evident that in appointing M. Panl
Bert Minister of Instruction and Pablic
Woership, Gambetta has rendered some-
thing in the nature of a clerical erisi= una
voidable, and this appointment promises

bl

to result in the clearest exposition yet
v

ymade of the real condition of religion: in

Francs, For M. Paunl Bertis not merely
an i.¢ifferentist in these matters. He

has a pesitive theory, and it ia to the effect
that the priest is always and everywhere
an enemy to civilization. He is as pro-
nounced in his antireligious opinions as
are his opponents, and he is yrepared to
apply to ecclesiastical matters generally
the utmost rigor of his views. Yet in his
first public utterance ke has said some
things which will sound much stranger in

France than here, Thus he observes that
*‘The Minister of Public Wership, in his
‘“functions as Minister, must be neither
““ religious nor anti-religious. The depart-
““ment which I conirol is simply a Min-
‘‘istry of the general police of worship, if
| ““ we give to the term *police’ its loftiest
e meaning.” This is really a very moder-
| ate statement of the case, and will not ap-
| pear unreasonable in a country where State
| and Church have always been separated.
Bat it must be remembered that M. Bert
is applying the American prieciple to a
country where it has never been applied
before, and which has until very recently
been urder a separate ecclesiastical gov-
ernment, practically responsible only to
the Pope. M. Bert, however, has not
flinched from the logical consequences of
his position. He declares that neither
Catholic nor Protestant Churches can ex-
pect any favors from his department, but
that he intends to make all Churches fulfill
their obligations to the State.

But he does not stop here, though he
might very well have done so. He pro-
ceeds to express the opinion that all eccles-
iastical systems are in the nature of
excrescences on the body politic, which it
may be advisable to tolerate for a time,
until they can be removed without danger,
but which must be regarded by all er-
Lightened statesmen as evils which ought
to be got rid of as soon as possible, He
further intimates that his department is
more concerned with the supervision and
restraint of the Churches than with any-
thing else. In fact he makes it clear that
he looks upon the Churches as inimical to
the republic, and as requiring the sharpest
and most vigilant scrutiny to keep them
from doing mischief. It is this uncompro-
mis'ngly hostile attitude towards the
clergy that seems certain to produce
decided results. M. Paul Bert tells the
clerical party plainly that he believes
them to be impostors and rogues, and that
he intends to watch them carefally, and
curtail their privileges in every possible
way. If by this policy he does not pro-
duce a contest it can only bo becauss the
Gallican clergy concludes the situation to
be desperate. But we have no reason as
yet to suppose that they are prepared to
surrender on the first cummons. It is true
that they can expect no help from Rome,
and perhaps they can obtain none else-
where, though that is not so certain, Bis-
marck has Qeen coquetting with the Vati-
can of late, and if he thought the matter
worth his while be might take the part of
the French clericalists, of course not in an
open way, but nevertheless effectively,

But M. Paul Bart is really trying an ex-
periment on the French people. No doubt
his purpose is to pave the way for the dis.
solution of all bonds between Church and
State, and there can be no doubt that
Gambetta favors that policy. It is indeed
necessary to the stability of the French
Republic, for all history showse=that the
effect of the union between Church arnd
State is demoralizing to both, and preju-
dicial to the development of liberal insti.
tutions, And in France the revolutions
of the last hundred years have nearly de-
stroyed popular regard for the Church}
The city communities may be said to have
fully emancipated themselves from priestly
control, and it is only in some of the re-
moter rural districts that the Church retains
any real hold upon the minds of the people.
And it is only by working upon public
opinion that the clericalists can now hope
to defend themselves. The tendency of
public sentiment in France is against cleri-
calism, and not for it. There exists no
longer any powerful emotional element.
The peasantry are either skeptical or in.
different, The women alone continue to
go to mass and attend confession, The
priests cannot any longer control the hus-
bands through the wives, and under the
new regime they will be prevented from
gaining the confidence of the rising gener-
ation, The Government has taken the
schools into its own charge, and has oasted
the priests, and this, too, has been done
without causing anythiny more than a
comparatively feeble and ephemeral pro-
test from a small minority.

In fact the general situation is such as to
give M. Paul Bert reason for thinking that
his experiment is likely to succeed. The
probability that any new access of re-
ligious sentiment will spring up is very
slight. The mass of the French people do
not scem to care what becomes of the
Church. A few months of the new meas.
ures, however, will no doubt solve the
problem. The indications are that Gam-
betta will not find it difficalt to effect a
complete separation between Church and
State. But when that is dome it will
be necessary to allow egual freedom to all
religions, and that is a kind of policy
which will no$ suit the new Minister of
Pablic Worship. That, however, must
evidently be the next step; for however
skeptical France may have become she will
not be willing to surrender the right of
worshiping as she may please. Perhaps
M. Bert is right, but until he has con-
vinced his countrymen that he is right he
cannot be justified in undertaking to settle
for them matters in regard to which they
properly claim the fullest liberty. And he
should also remember that though there
may be no present siga of a revival of re-
ligious feeling, the surest way to bring
such a revival about would be to adopt an
apti-religious programme which should
have the religicus vice of intolerance.
