The Citt Not Liable.— case of J. F.
Tranter against the city of Sacramento for
$10,000 damages for personal injuries by
reason of a defective sidewalk, which had
previously been argued upon demurrer by W.
A. Anderson for the city, and Grove LJohnson and L. _?. Taylor for the plaintiff,
has just been decided by Judge Denson intheSuperior Court, sustaining City Attorney
Anderson's demurrer. It: was shown by
authorities cited by the City Attorney, that
at common law a municipality is not liablefor defective ways, ard that a liability only
ocean where the statute expressly imposes it.
There is no statute making the city of Sacra-
mento liable; tbat the city is only the agent
of the propeity owners, and has no other or
further power than tint conferred by the
charter. Itseems that the Court took these
views of the case and sustained defendant's
demurrer. Counsellor plaintiffsay they will
appeal to the Supreme Court.

WHERE THE GUM COMES FROM.

>. Forty thousand dollars worthof chewing
gum is gathered in the State of Maine
every year. In Oxford county is a man
who makes it liis business to collect spruce
gum. Every year he buys from seven to
nine tons. Tne gum is found chiefly in the
region about Urnbagog Lake and about the
Rangely lakes. Anumber ofmen do nothing
else inthe winter season except collect gum.
With snow-shoes, ax and a»sheboygan, on
which is packed rue gum, they spend dajs
and nights in the woods.

dog, many of which when viewed singly
are singular in the extreme, were at once
resolved into the graceful, undulating
movements we are accustomed to associate
with the action of those animals. Other
pictures illustrated the actions of the dog,
the ox, the deer, etc.; besides the atti-
tudes of men in the act of wrestling, jump-
ing, running and other athletic exercises.
