LORILLARD’S HALLUCINATION,

Mr. Lorillard has yielded himself up to a
very strange hallucination. He thinks it
possible to build ard run a line of steam-
ships for passengers only, which shall have
such a speed as to make the journey be-
twe:n New York and Liverpool in about
five days, It isin fact a sort of ** light-
*‘ning train ” of steamers that he contem-
plates. But though capital will do almost
anything on land, the sea has intractable
features about it. In planning such a fast
line as he talks of it would have to be un-
derstood at once that the express steamers
could not offer any guarantees of safety to
their passengers for more than half the
year. For as they would haveé to be built
on racing lines they would be scarcely
seaworthy in the more severe class of
storms. They could not be driven at full
speed in defiance of the weather, whatever
some people may think. Theré-are fre-
quent gales on the Atlantic, when to at-
tempt such a thing would be to insure
the destruction of the wvessel. Atlan-
tic waves cannot be played with. No
ship has ever been built that they
could not stop, aye, and crush,
when the influence of the hurricane is
upon them. The express steamers there-
fore would have to be hauled off during
the winter months, in which case they
would be idle half the time ; or they would
have to be run at the ordinary rates, in
which case they would have no advantage
over the old lines, If they were hauled
off in winter it would be necessary to put
up the rates during the summer months,
And as the preportion of people who are
in any hurry when they go to Europe is
very small, the presumption is that few
would be willing to pay the higher charges
for the sake of four or five days in time,
In fact it iz only in the finest weather that
the advantages of Mr. Lorillard’s line
would appear, and directly it began to blow
the fast steamers would be far more un-
comfortable than the cld ones. The cir-
cumstances are indeed such that a line of
steamers carrying passengers only, and de-
pending entirely upon superior speed, is
never likely to become practicable.

GUITEAU’S LAST ADDRESS,

Guiteau’s last address to the public is a
mere rehash of his former statements, and
does not contain a single original remark.
It is a recapitulation of all the insolent,
brutal, disgustingly egotistic and bascly
cunning statements which this singularly
loathsome wretch has been pelting the
people withal for months, It is as re-
pulsive as all his utterances, and perhaps
what constitutes this repulsiveness is the
cold and absolutely absorbing selfishness
which is his leading characteristic. It is
apparent that he has risen in his own es.
teem very greatly since the beginning of
the trial, which is to say that he has be.
come more abominable than ever. In fact
the exhibits of the fellow’s mind are so
exasperating that his continued existence
becomes every day more wonderful, and
the measure of his irreparable offenses
against humanity and this country greater.
Bat it is not necessary that the Associated
Press should placard Guitean’s clap-trap
address all over the land. To do so is only
to minister to his enormous vanity. At
this moment he thinks himself the most
distingnished man living, and unfortu-
nately the press is doing its utmost to
justify that impression. The one punish-
ment that would have struck consternation
and despair to that evil soul would have
been Oblivion, instant and utter, And

1t was an action to recover
damages for libel. = The San- Francisco
Chronicle had charged the Bulletin and Call |
with having eold their columns to a cor- |
poration, The accused asked §$5,000 dam- |
ages for the alleged injury resulting from
this charge. The case has dragged along
until now., Some months ago the defend-
ants interposed a demurrer on the ground
that no sufficient cause of action was
stated in .the complaint, and that the
article complained of was not libelous.
Judge Allen has now delivered an opinion
sustaining the demurrer. The full text of
hie ruling has not yet been published, but
its tone may be gathered from the follow-
ing excerpts : *‘ Judge Allen says that the
‘* publishers of a newspager have the same
““duties as individuals in the support or
‘“advocacy of any matter, with perhaps
‘““an increase of responsibility because ad-
‘“dressing or reaching a larger number.
‘‘ An advocate, or a minister of the gospel,
“‘ reaps the benefit of his talent, sells for
“ gain the product of his brain, and the
““ game can be done by newspapers, There
““is no law which prevents a newspaper
¢ from selling its talent, or that of-those it
‘‘ employs, and there is no libel in saying
““ that it does. The opinion concludes by
‘“ gaying that it is no more libelous to ac-
““cuse one of selling his newspaper for
‘ gain than to accuse a merchant of dispos-
““ing of his wares.”

The whole of this argument is illogical.
The question to be decided was whether
the article complained of was libelous. To
determine that, the effect of the article
should have been considered. A statement
is libelous which tends to injure the
reputation and character of the com-
plainant, Judge Allen has taken the
ground that it does not injure the reputa-
tion and standing of a newspaper to say
that it can be bought for any purpose.
The test of that allegation is not difficult.
When the Chronicie said that the Bulletin
and Call had sold their columns it certainly
did not intend to compliment them, or
merely to state a fact of no greater signifi-
cance than an ordinary commercial transac-
tion. It intended to injure the Bulletin
and Call, and it took this method because
it believed that public opinion condemned
the sale of journalistic opinions as wrong,
And it is not to be questioned that a public
opinion of this kind does exist. Judge
Allen cites the case of the advocate as an.
alogous to that of the journalist. Well,
the public have even gome so far as to
convert that form of tramsaction into a
term of reproach, and when it is desired to
impair the influence of anyone who is tup-
porting an obnoxious cause, he is forthwith
denocunced and held up to scorn and con-
tumely as ‘““a hired advocate.” Again,
when it is desired to say something very
injurious about a newspaper it is called
“‘venal ;” and whenever that term is used
it is used in an injurious sense,

Judge Allen’s assertion ‘¢ that it is no
‘“ more libelous to accuse one of selling
‘‘ his newspaper for gain than to accuse a
“*merchant of disposing of his wares,” is
particularly unfortunate, for there is no
analogy between the cases. In every
charge of venality against a journal there
is implied an act of dishonesty towards the
public. In every such charge it is faithless-
ness to a public trust which is really in.
timated. It is sought to be conveyed
that the journal has taken money to make
the worse appear the better cause; to
assist some one in perpetrating a wrong
against the people ; to do iniquity and to
refuse justice. Now to say that a charge
like this is merely the equivalent of stat-
ment that a merchant sells his wares, is to
betray a singular ignorance of the nature
of libel, and also of the nature of journal-
ism. In order to create a parallel Judge
Allen must have declared that to charge a
journal with venality was no more libelous
than to accuse a merchant of selling adul-
terated wares, or of cheating his customers
in making change. But as the latter
charge would undoubtedly be libelous, it
could not be employed, though nothing
less will establish any analogy between
the cases. The proof of the libelous char-
acter of a statement can only be derived
from its effect. In this case experience
has shown that a charge of venality is re-
garded by the public as derogatory to the
character of a newspaper. Whoever wishes
to pay a journal a high compliment will
say that its columns cannot be bought.
The injuriousness of the converse proposi-
tion is necessarily implied.

The question whether many or few
journals do as a matter of fact scll their
columns is not in issue, What is in issue
is the character of a particular charge of
venality, There may be some who think
all journals capable of being bought.
There are men who pretend to think that
all women are capable of being seduced.
But it remains a fact for all this that
venality and prostitution are looked upon
as disgraceful, and that charges of either
offense are calculated to injure those
against whom they are directed. Judge
Allen’s theory of journalism is one which
has no point of contact with existing facts.
It is fantastic and unreal. The journal he
imagines, which cannot be imjured by a
charge of venality, does not exist. The
doctrine that all journals have a right
to eell their columns is contradicted every
day by actual experience. The good-will
of a newspaper consists largely in the
popular belief in its integrity. No news-
paper avowedly conducted on the ad-
vocate’s method could obtain a foothold.
Whatever journal should declare its ad-
hesion to Judge Allen’s idea would lose
the confidence of its readers. And this
because the public do not believe that a|
journal which habitually sells its columns |
can be trusted as an adviser or a guide.
In fact therefore the charge of venality
does injure journals. In fact also the
assertion that a merchant sells his goods
does not injure the merchant. Tnshortthe
cases are dissimilar, and the attempt to
show a parallel between them is fatile.

Judge Allen’s decision mustbe regarded
as bad Iaw, and worse reasoning. His as-
sertion that there is no law which prevents
a newspaper from selling its talents, is
irrelevant., There are many things unpro-
hibited by law which are yet prohibited by
publie opinion, and the latter is very fre-
quently a more effectual preventive than
the former. In this case there is no room
for doubt as to the malevolent and irjurious
meaning and tendency of the accamsation
which the Judge holds to be no libel, aad
therefore he has really decided that news-
papers cannot have redress for injuries
which are palpable and indubitable, and
which come altogether within the scope of
the statutory definition of libel.

The President
no doubt has the worst of the spoils sys-
tem, and as the great army of office-seeckers
is constantly increasing, the troubles of
the Executive expand in the same ratio.
In fact if he is at all a weak man he is sure
to sink under the torture, and become a
mere instrument of the ‘‘ machine ” for the
rest of his term. President Arthur is said
to be physically strong, but the work is
already too  much for him, and he is
heartily tired of it. Under the circum-
stances we should think he wonld welcome
the idea of competitive examinations with
something approaching to rapture.

IN THE DOCK,

Yesterday Guiteau was placed in the
dock at the request of the prosecution, and
notwithstanding his promise to behave
himself if he was allowed to retain his seat
beside his counsel. Judge Cox told him
plainly that his promise could not be be-
lieved, and he was at last put where he ought
to have been from the beginning of the trial.
It does not, however, seem that his be-
havior has been improved by the change.
He was very much alarmed at first because
he thought that it would be easier to
shoot him in the dock than wkere he had
been sitting, and becauze District At-
torney Corkhill insisted that the special
constables who have been guarding him
should be withdrawn. In a few moments,
however, the prisoner resumed his native
impudence, and shouted out that he would
‘‘ get his work in” from the dock just as
well as from the other seat. It is evident
already that Judge Cox will have gained
nothing by removing the prisoner to the
dock uanless he proposes to prohibit his
frequent interruptions to the testimony and
the proceedings generally. Being in the
dock he should be made to hold his tongue
like any other prisoner, and let his counsel
conduct the defense without interference.

Many have been heard to unjustly
exclaim : * Americans are barbarians, and
understand nothing of the fine arts ; they
have made no progress since Rachel’s
visit, who it is known came back poor in
purse and miserable in health. This last
experience will teach stars to remain in
their own country, where they aré under-
stood and appreciated, or at least to- wan-
der ouly in the haunts of civilization,” If
it is true that Sarah Bernhardt made no
money in America, the fault must be her
own, if not the management of her di-
rectors, or the unfair dealing of these last,
for the American people went to sce the
French actress, and paid a good price for
the privilege, even though they could not
always understand her %anguage. Should
our Booth or any eminent actor or actress
come to France to exhibit their talent, it
is safe to wager that they would return
poorer than when they should come.”

BreEaDp rroM Barxk.—It is well known
to the botanists that many plants besides
those commonly used for food, contain nu-
tritive elements. Nearly all plants contain
starch, The barks of several aspens and
pine trees contain so much of this sub-
stance that it can be extracted from them
as from potatces by trituration with water,
It exists also in the roots and other parts
of perennial plants to such an extent as to
have been employed in the preparation of
bread in famines. In illustration of this
we quote the following direcions, given by
Professor Autenrieth, for preparing a pala.
table and nutritious bread from the beech
and other woods destitute of turpentine :
‘*‘ Everything soluble in water is first re-
moved by frequent maceration and boiling ;
the wood is then to be reduced to a minute
division, not merely into fine fibers, but
actual powder ; and after being repeatedly
subjected to heat in an oven, is ground in
the usual manner of corn. Wood thus
prepared, according to the author, ac-
quires the smell and taste of corn-flour, It
is, however, never quite white. It agrees
with corn-flour in not fermenting without
the addition of leaven, and in this case
some leaven of corn flour is found to an-
swer best. With this it makes a perfectly
uniform and spongy bread, and when it is
thoroughly baked and has much crust, it
has & much better taste of bread than
what in time of scarcity is prepared from
the bran and hutks of corn. Wood flour
also, boiled in water, forms a thick, tough,
trembling jelly, which is very nutritious.”

THE GASTROSCOPE —American dyspep-
tics will be interested to learn something
about the  Gastroscope,” an apparatus for
illuminating and inspecting the inside of
the living human stomach.” The instru.
ment is the invention of Dr. Mikolicz, of
Vienna. The London Telegraph states
that on the 5th of last month it was ex.
hibited to the leading professors of the
medical faculty at the Polyklinik, and
the doctor performed some interesting ex-
periments with it upon a female hospital
patient suffering from chronic dyspepeia.
It consists of a tube, fitted with a cet
of minute, but  pewerful reflectors at one
end, and connected at the other with an
electric battery, by which a brilliant light
is projected into the stomach: requiring
inspection. This tube was passed down
the subject’s throat, and remaired thers
fully twenty minutes, during which time
the Viennese professora were enabled to.
diagnose the condition of every part of |
the mucous membrace thus lighted up
and revealed to their gaze. be gas-
troscope is considered likely ‘to render in-
valuable services to the cause of electro-
endoscopic investigation, which for some
time past has been ted with ardor
by eminent Austrian pathologists.

The Secrctaryship of the Interior.

WasniNeTON, "December 28th,—The Star
this evening, referring to the apparently well-
grounded report that ex-Senator Sargent is
to be made Sccretary of the Interior, pricts
the followicg paragraph.

. Hercible Tragedy In Alabama.

MosILE, December 28th.—Particulars have
reached here of a horrible tragedy ia Bald-
win county, near Sibley’s mill, opposite Mo-
bile. Joel Johnston, a well known citizen of
the neighborhood, was riding along the pub-
lic road, when he was shot from behind a tree
by a negro. The first shot struck Johnston
in the head, stunning him, and causing him
to fall from his horse. 'While on the ground
the assassin shot him twice again, in the
wrist and side, and then dragged him 300
yards and put him in a pond, thinking him
dead. The negro then mounted his vic-
tim’s korse and rode off to a party in
the neighborhood. During the night John-
ston revived and dragged himself homs, a
distance of half a mile. He told his brother,
Abs Johnston, of the assault. Abe, as De-
puty Sheriff, determined to arrest the negro,
and found him at Jim Malone’s. As he
made the arrest the negro drew his pistol,
and Abe Johnston then shot him, whereupon
the negro shot Ab3s Johnston through the
breast, and then rar. Johnston ran a little
way safter and fired at him, but the negro ran
on. Johuston fell and died in fifteen min-
utes. A crowd soon collected and started in
search of the negro, who was found dead,
shot through the breast and wrist. Hs had
ran about half a mile down the creek, and
fell in the edge of a swamp.

Four Men Killed at a Dance.

Macon (Ga.), December 28th,—Informa-
tion is just received from Round Oak, Jones
county, forty miles from here, that a young
farmer named Jack William Gray interfered
with a negro dance Monday night, and was
fatally stabbed by tbree negre brothers—
Bob, Henry and Alex. Jacksor. Gray fired
into the brothers, killing all three, ove dying
on the spot, one before reaching the door and
the other a few hours later, Gray crawled
out of the house and died on the stepe.
