JUDGE COX AND GUITEAU.

In ordering the removal of Guiteau to
the dock Judge Cox explained that the
extraordinary license previously allowed the
prisoner had been conceded to the end
that the medical witnesses, who attended
the Court for that purpose, might have
the fullest opportunity of forming correct
opinions as to the sanity of Guiteau. This
object having been effected there was no
longer any reason for tolerating the
prisoner’s outrageous behavior. Having
employed counsel he could not claim the
right to appear on his own behalf, The
dock was his place, and there he must go.
This explanation of the indulgence with
which the prisoner has hitherto been treated
is said to be considered satisfactory, but we
are unable to perceive that it consti-
tutes a sufficient vindication of the Judge's
course, It certainly could not have been
necessary for any such purpose as Judge
Cox speaks of, Lo permit this assassin to
abuse the witnesses for the prosecution in
the outrageous way he has done, It
certainly could not have been necessary
to let him so interfere with the progress
of the trial that according to the District
Attorney it has been lengthened three
weeks through this alone. In short
we must still hold that Judge Cox has al-
lowed Guiteau an altogether unwarrantable
license, and that the game was not worth
the candle. For after all the conclusions
of the medical witnesses as to his present
mental condition need not convince the
jury that he was in the same mental con-
dition on the 2d of July, and that is the
main question in the case. The prisoner
himself asserts that he is sane now, and
though that assertion is not valid evidence
one way or the other, it is liable to have
its effect on the jury. We believe that if
he had been placed in the dock three weeks
ago the medical witnesses would have
known as much about him as they do now,
and even now the Judge does not appear
inclined to keep the wretch in order. He
is allowed to shout out his interruptions
from the dock as freely as from his former
place beside Scoville, He has not in fact
been silenced, and though forbidden to
appear as counsel for himself, he still con-
tinues to perform in that character, and
the Court says nothing.

TARIFF REVISION,

Already there is a great deal of discus-
sion as to the composition of the Commis-
sion to which the work of tariff revision
is to be intrusted. The Protectioniste ap-
pear to have agreed among themselves
that it would not be politic to oppose all
modification sof the tariff, and therefore
we hear from time to time that ‘‘ even the
‘“ most pronounced tariff men are now in
““favor of revision,” or words to that ef-
fect. As the leopard does not change his
spots, however, and as tariff men do not
change their opinions often, it is a fair
presumption that this show of willingness
to have the tariff modified is not alto-
gether sincere. Indeed, it is far from
improbable that the Protectionists think
it easier to prevent any useful changes
in their favorite system by assuming a
readiness to agree to such changes, than
by fighting all fiscal reform tooth and nail.
And it is farther apparent that in the
formation of the Revision Commission
there may be considerable opportunities
for the development of an obstructive
policy. Thus we find men like
Belford of Colorado, advocating a
Commission composed entirely of members
of Congress. This may be regarded as the
Protectionist plan. Outside of Congress
are the *‘ doctrinaries ;” the men who have
simply studied the tariff and mastered it
and the principles upon which it is framed.
These stupid fellows cannot be supposed
to know as much about the matter as the
law-makers who have never in all their
lives opened a work on political economy,
and who have had no practical experience
in commercial transactions. It shounld be
apparent that the people best fitted to
revise the tariff are those politicians who
know nothing about it, but who do know,
or think they know, what the more influ-
ential of their constituents think about it.
These politicians Mr, Belford and his
school regard as the fittest to revise the
tariff. At least they would not be embar-
rassed by any awkward economic princi-
ples, or by any attempt to adjust the
burdens of taxation more equally. They
would begin by trying to find out which
elements posseszed the most voting strength,
and having ascertained that they would
endeavor so to grade the tariff as to con-
ciliate the most influential classes,

The first question they would ask wonld
naturally be as to the political conse-
quences of tariff modification, and their
last question would still be political. The
tariff as it stands, with its three thousand
articles on which duties are collected, is a
conspicuous example of this kind of legis-
lation. It is not a symmetrical and intelli-
gently formed system. It is a mass of in.
congruous and mautually destructive
arrangements which has been brought into
existence by the inharmonious efforts of a
great number of Congressmen, all of whom
were trying to satisfy their own constitu-
ents, and none of whom cared a jot for the
interests of any other part of the country.
In order to secure the passage of any tariff
bill the framer of it has to make all sorts
of bargains with his colleagues, and for
every vote he must admit fresh changes in
his bill. Brown, Jones and Robinson are
members of Congress, Each of them has
constituents who want something protected.
So they go to Smith, who has a tariff bill,
and tell him they will support the measggre
if he will incorporate the suggestions-they
have to make. Of course Smith agrees,
for otherwise his bill would be beaten, and
so it appears at last, full of the most un-
scientific and mischievous provisions, and
pulling down with one hand what it sets
up with the other. It is in fact a reci-
procity measure, and so long as it enables
Brown, Jones and Robinson to satisfy their
constituents, and so improve their chances
for another term, they care nothing at all
what effect it has upon the country at large.

The kind of Revision Commission now
being advocated by the Protectionists
would give the country just this sort of
legislation. By excluding all outsiders
from the Commission the dominance
of ths political aspect would be seoured,
and all difficulties arising out of insistance
upon scientific and equitable methods
would be averted. The Congressmen com-
posing the Commission would be erabled
to make their arrangements quietly, and
to the best advantage, and the Protection-
ists could so employ their political influence
as to render genuine reform impracticable.
In fact they would have their own way in
such a Commission, and its work would
bring no relief from the burdens of
taxation to the people. Even a Commis-
sion on which the majority consisted of
Congressmen would probably be a failure,
for the tendencies of this majority would
almost certainly be political in the nar-
rower sense of the term, and the outsiders
would find themselves embarrassed if not
fatally handicapped. We have no expec-
tation that Congress will appoint a Tariff
Commission so constituted as to secure
a perfectly candid and thorough investi.
gation of the subject. In fact that would
not be possible under existing circum-
stances, because it would involve the
appointment on the Commission of none
but outsiders. We must therefore expect
that there will be more Congressmen than
any other kind of members, and we can
only hope that an attempt will at least be
made to give both parties something like
an equal representation.

No doubt tariff revision is difficult
when it is to be undertaken from the
standpoint of friendliness to Protection.
From that standpoint it must be hard to
perceive the folly and iniquity of three-
fourths of the duties now levied at the
Cuastom House. And there must be a dis-
position also to just cut down the tariff in
an arbitrary way here and there, so as to
reduce the revenues derived from it, with-
out regard to the special consequences of
such reduction. Of course it is only such
men as Messrs. Moore and Wells who can
go through the whole tariff and put their
fingers on the weakest and worst places,
They are no doubt the very men who
ought to be on the Commission; but we
are afraid that neither of them will be ap-
pointed unless it has first been arranged
that they should be in a helpless minority.
The Free Traders ought to oppose the all-
Congressmen proposition, for they must see
that nothing worth the trouble can be ex-
pected fromn a Commission so constituted.
It would be much better not to have a
Commission at all than to have one which
will only prevent reform, If there is noth-
ing done at this session of Congress there
will be the more time for discussion and
for enlightening the public on the question.
If a sham Cemmission is appeintrd the
people will trust to it, and drop the whole
subject until it has reported ; and that
will be equivalent to the postponement of
all reform two years longer. We trust
that a strong effort will be made to secure
a properly constituted Commission, and
that failing this, the friends of tariff re.
form will do their best to defeat the prc-
gramme of the Protectionists by voting
down the proposition bodily.

THE NEW YORK SOCIALISTS.

Tre New York Socialists have been hav-
ing one of their periodical eruptions. They
have adopted a ponderous series of propo-
sitions, looking to the regeneration of the
world through the abandonment of all the
principles upon which modern civilization
rests. They want, among other things,
such a change in the Constitution as will
enable any half a dozen ‘‘cranks” to as-
semble anywhere and make laws, which
must then be put to vote before the peo-
ple. This would be a very convenient
machinery for those rascals who harbor
schemes toc flagrantly iniquitous to stand
any chance of passage through an average
legislative body. For itis very certain that
if laws were being continually sprung upon
the people in the way proposed, they would
before long cease to vote at such elections,
and then a few affirmative votes would suf-
fice to enact the most mischievous laws.
The adoption of a similar plan in regard to
the bills before Congress would produce
endless confusion. What the Socialists
mean by demanding * pelitical equality,
without regard to creed, race or sex,” is not
quite clear. If they merely wanted the
suffrage for women, it would have been
better to say so. Who are the people at
present disfranchised on account of creed
or race? Is it the Indians on
whose behalf the friends of Mr. Justus
Schwab are so enthusiastic? And if not
the Indiane, who ? Leaving this conundrum
unanswered we proceed to other proposi-
tions, These Schwabites want a National
Labor Bureau, which must provide work,
or at any rate wages, to all who apply;
and the work need not be hard or heavy
80 long as the wages ars sufficient to pay
for plenty of beer and tobacco. Then the
Government is to issue all the money ; and
of course must furnish it in amounts to
suit to every citizen who makes applica-
tion for relief. And as all the money is to
be ‘ fiat” money, and capable of unlim-
ited increase by the Government presses,
it will not signify how much the citizens
are given. In fact they may as well have
a wheelbarrowful as a handful. No doubt
that is true, for the wheelbarrowful would
presently not possess greater purchasing
power than a handful does mow. Then
eight hours is to be a legal working day.
No children under fourteen are to work at
all. Education is to be compulsory. Gov-
ernment is to print all the ballots at
elections, Everybody 1s to be as good
as everybody else. TLoafers and bum-
mers are to be elevated into respecta-
bility. Industry is to be handicapped.
The Schwabs and other vermin of society
are to control everything. And then will
come the Millenniumn Naturally enough
the New York Socialists approve the as-
sassination of the Czar and the Irish No
Rent programme. They believe in murder
and robbery, or they would not be true
followers of Schwab. Bat it is fortunate
that they are of a class whose truculence is
for the most part confined to the recesses
of beer-cellars, and who are incapable of
influencing politics or doing anything else
than demonstrating their own entire worth-
lessness and folly. And no doubt it is the
best way to let these people explode when
they feel uncomfortably full of Socialism,
into harmless pyrotechnics of the kind we
have noticed. They might else be engaged
in cutting purses, or even worse, and their
bloviation does no injury to any one,

CHRISTMAS CRIMES,

The number of Christmas crimes recorded
this year appears to be much larger than
usual, and many of them have been of the
most heinous character, Murders by the
score, stabbings, shootings, suicides, double
and triple murders, assassinations, drunken
rows, resulting in fatal injuries, bave been
shockingly numerous. It is to be ob-
served, however, that a large proportion of
these Christmas crimes occurred in the
Southern States, and that negroes were
concerned in the majority of them. The
Southern negro is not only becoming more
of a drunkard, apparently, but very much
more of a desperado. He carries a pistol
constantly, and he is no longer afraid to
use it., It is not only in the South, how-
ever, that crime has been rife this Christ-
mas time, and some very terrible murders
seem to have been committed by sober
men.

FOREIGN NEWS.

The Anti-Jewish Riot,

St. PrETERSBURG, December 29th.—The
rioting at Warsaw lasted three days, during
which time many Jews were killed and
injured, their houses and shops wrecked, and
the Jewish quarter given over to sack. The
attitude of the authorities to restrain the mob
is doubtful,

Wholesale Arrests.

St, PETERSBURG, December 29th.—The
number of persors arrested at Warsaw for
participation in the riots there is 3,000,

Paris, December 20th.— It is reported that
the Cabinet will shortly be modified. Coch-
ery, Minister of Posts and Telegraphs, suc-
ceeds Alaintarge as Minister of Finance, The
Minister of Fine Arts will again become a
branch of the Ministry of Public Instruction,
with Turquet as an Under Secretary, Paul
Bert consequently giving up the Ministry of
Worship, which recently united with the
Ministry of Public Instruction.

LospoN, December 29:h. —The Govern-
ment has opened negotiations with Krance,
Germany and America, with a view to estab-
lishing ar International Court, to deal with
the outrages connected with the kidnaping of
natives of the South Pacific.

Mrs. Stanford Loses a Diamond,

NEw York, December 29th,—The wife of
ex-Governor Stanford lost a diamond ear-
ring, valued at $1,200, on the 17th instant,
while en route from the Grand Central depot
to the Windsor Hotel. Several men have
been arrested charged with having possession
of the diamond, but were discharged for want
of evidence. The setting was returned to
Governor Stanford, but the stone is as yet
unreturned.

Threatened Riot in North Carolina.

NorroLK (Va.), December 29th,—Informa-
tion is received of a threatened riot at
Plymouth, N, C. Hundreds of armed negroes
are in town, swearing destruction to lite and
property. The Mayor telegraphed Governor
Jarvis to-day for a military force to suppress
violence. The trouble grew out of the shoot-
ing of a constable by two negroes, who were
resisting arrest for a breach of the peace on
Saturday last, when one man was stabbed
and some others more or less injured in the
ensuing affray. Grave fears are felt for the
safety of life and property in town,

RareicH, December 29th, — A dispatch
from Endentown gives the following details
of the affair at Plymouth: On Saturday
some negroes were fighting when the town
constable attempted to stop it. He was
wounded, it is supposed, mortally, and
another stabbed.

Sexton
showed to advantage from hisrecent practice,
and was the favorite at the start with the
betters, while Schaefer surprised the specta-
tors by his brilliant play, and was frequently
applauded. The game was one of the most
perfect exhibitions in billiards that has ever
been held in this city, The contest was be-
gun shortly after 8 o'clock, Joe Dion acting
as umpire for Sexton and Thomas Gallagher
for Shaefer, who opened the game.

A Duel Looked for in Washington.

WasHINGTON, December 29th,—As Con-
gressman Blackburn is known to be & man of
courage, and is supposed to believe in *‘the
code,” it is thonght by many of his friends
that a duel is imminent between himself and
General Burbridge. A certain Dr. Owsley,
of Kentucky, has been here for some time
trying to secure an appointment in ove of the
departments. Among others whom he inter-
ested m his case was General Burbricge. Not
knowing that there had been for many years
an unfriendly feeling between Rurbridge and
Blackburn, Dr. Owsley called upon the lat-
ter. He mentioned to Blackburn that Bur-
bridge was urging hisappointwent, Dr. Ows-
ley was astonished to hear Mr, Blackburn,
in his characteristically vigorous language,
denounced Burbridge as a traitor and ene
who had reddened the soil of Kentucky with
the blood of his neighbors and friends. Dr.
Owsley reports Blackburn as having used
other language which is deemed offensive,
He said to Mr. Blackburn that he had not
called to hear his friends abused, and he im-
mediately quitted Mr. Blackburn’s house,
Dr. Owsley repeated the conversation to Bur-
bridge, who is a man of courage, a Ken-
tuckian, and said to believe in *‘the
code.” Burbridge wrote a note demand-
ing an explanation or apologj, and the
note is said to have concluded in the
language of the code. It was delivered to a
friend, as understood, to be handed Mr.
Blackburn. The Congressman had, however,
gooe to Kentucky, Owsley is reported to
have followed him. One of the Kentucky
members said to-night that Blackburn will, if
he answers the note at all, simply reiterate
what he said to Dr. Owsley, and take his
chances, as his political ambition will hardly

rmit a duel. The bad feeling between

lackburn and Burbridge issaid to arize from
the fact that the latter went into the Union
army, and was assigned te the duty of pre-
serving the peace and putting to rout the
Confederates in the most intensely rebel sec-
tion of Kentucky. General Burbridge did
his duty thoroughly. The region was that of
his old home, and Mr. Blackburn has felt that
a man who could make war upon his neigh-
bors was not deserving the respect of the peo-
ple of that region, of whom he (Blackburn)
was one,
