Honolulu, H. L, writing under date of

December 3d, says :

About two weeks ago King Kalakaua
went to Kauai. He tailed in the C. it j
Bishop, one of the fastest ofourinter-island I
steamers. The night on board was per- j
baps the first upon which he retired at a I

..asonable hour since his return, and from!
the manner ci his snoring one would im- |
agine he had not slept insix months. His
royal effort in this direction drove sleep i

from every other eyelid, and resembled the .
noise of great stones interrupted in their
course as they crashed together on their
way through a shallow flume of muddy

water. The only representative foreigner

who went forth to meet him on his arrival
was George N. Wilcox, a large planter.
The native preacher delivered an address
inthe vernacular and J. M.Moore, a pede-
gogue recently from San Francisco, did the
same in English, proving himself a rare

satirist. ! In the evening Kalakaua, sur-
rounded by a torchlight circle in the Gov-
ernor's yard, talked to a few natives about
his travels. He was succeeded by the Gov-
ernor, who misapprehending his royal
guest's denouncement of native liquors, as-
sailed all alcoholic drinks. In view of his
majesty's indulgence since his return the
words were ill-timed, and occasioned cer-
tain royal uneasiness, of which the Gov-
ernor stood inblissful ignorance. The na-
tive appointed to lead in cheering and
applause at the proper time had a bad cold
and could scarcely make himself heard. It
is very amusing to see natives setting about
to cheer. Instead of standing erect and
saying :

up like a .ckknifb and yell, "Ship, ship,

gling, faint, and uncertain.
The party having withdrawn to the

veranda of the Governor's house, a num-
bis of young women began to sing old
ballads in English, but were interrupted
by two hoodlum hula hula horribles, which
abomination was not abandoned till the
following morning. A trip in canoes a
short distance up the neighboring stream
completed hia Majesty's entertainment till
he re embarked tor Honolulu. It never
seemed to have occurred to him that a
profitable hour could have been spent in
the schools upon the island, and that he
might have uttered an encouraging word
to both teachers snd scholars. While
parrot-like he extols the Siamese Govern-
ment for shaking off many of its people's
ancient customs because of theirnselessness
and degrading tendencies, and for forging
onward in its commendable desire to be
abreast withthe advancing tide of civiliza-
tion, he continues to hold his nation down
and behind by patronizing and defending
that relic of barbaric sensuality, the un-
holy hula. King Kalakaua is like the pro-
verbial prophet—" not withouthonor save
in his own country." Realizing this, he
willsoon go abroad again, where ho is bet-
ter appreciated —in Vienna Gardens, for
instance. He has now set out upon a tour
of Hawaii. He says he has ordered a
heliotrope and a lot of carrier-pigeons,
which ought to arrive by next Christmas.
He also says that he talked withPresident
Arthur about the reciprocity treaty be-
tween the United States and the Hawaiian
Island), and that the President declared
himself in _ver of its continuance, adding
that some of its opponents had been in-
duced to cease their opposition.
