THE LETTER TO CAMERON.

Scoville thought that Guiteau's letter to
Cameron was good evidence of the writer's
insanity. Bat it really suggested nothing
of the kind. . What ft did suggest was the
instinct of a chronic mendicant and im-
postor, with whom a mixture of effront-
ery and servility had become second
nature, and whose egotism was so inordi-
nate as to make him regard as quite a
commonplace and natural proposition, that
which others would look upon as alike
impudent and foolish. Given Guiteau's
mental point of view, and it was perfectly

natural that he should write to Senator
Cameron and demand five ,hundred dol-
lars from him. !For, as we have several
times pointed out, the ,distinguishing
feature m Guiteau's character is the entire
absence of moral perception. Inhis mind
there has never been any feeling of re*

morse for the murder of President Gar-
field. From the first the sense cf having
at last achieved notoriety has been the
dominant impression . with him. He has
at times been disturbed by fear, but
never by regret, and though he has said
that .he would7 not commit the deed
if it was to do again, . it is cer-
tain that the

'
consequences of that crime

have brought him the moat complete sat-
isfaction and enjoyment he has ever known.
Atpresent he only looks upon himself as

one who is celebrated, and who has de-
served the gratitude of the "stalwarts."
He believes that they are deeply indebted
to him. The only wonder is that he did
not send 7 his letter to President Arthuri
instead of to Senator Cameron, for he
holds that he made Arthur President, and
that the latter ought to be at his service.
And he has gone through life doing just
the same kind of things. He has always
|been • trying to make the world reward
him at his own estimate of his services,
and he has never admitted

-
the value of

any other estimate. _\u25a0 This is precisely what
he did when, having written a sillyand
pithless political speech, he wanted to be
paid to deliver it in New York, and next
demanded a , foreign mission or a
consulship for his \u25a0'-; services. Bat
this is not evidence of insanity. Itis
merely evidence that Guiteau is a some-
what exaggerated type of that class of men

who go through life:grasping at every

thing, like hogs at a trough ;who push and
trample and \u25a0 thrust

their worthless car*

casses to the front, always demanding the
best of what is going, and always enter-
taining .the :profoundest conviction : that
their merits entitle them to the best. We
have all met many such \u25a0 men. 7 They are
very disagreeable and ",'repulsive, but they
are not irresponsible, and neither is he.
He possesses \u25a0 indeed a kind -of- impish
shrewdness which has nothing incommon
with the madness which can. alone make
its victims. irresponsible. . His letter was

thoroughly :consistent .with allithat \u25a0- is

known of him. He is just the man to
write begging-letters,' asd to write them to
the most unlikelypersons. Theie is noth-
ing at all remarkable in this, and Scoville
made a mistake in trying to make a point...

THE DEFENSES OF SAN FRANCISCO.
\u0084 nr..* yyy-' \u25a0
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We are glad tosee that the Francisco
Chamber of Commerce :is at last waking

up to the importance, ofjthe question of
improving the defenses of that city. And
it is all the more necessary that some ener-
getic representation on this subject should
be made to Congress, because San Fran-
cisco is so far from Washington that it will
probably take a long time to get anything
done. * 'Inmatteni of,this . kind it is im-
possible not ,to jfeel sometimes . that the ;
country is too

'
large. \u25a0

;There are so many
interests to be attended to, they are all so
greedy, and every public affiiris so gov-
erned by political considerations, that itis
very difficultto secure attention for a mat-
ter even of \u25a0 the first importance, if the
locality is far \u25a0 away. Moreover, the de!
fenseleesness of ports much nearer the seat
of Government is against us. So long as
Boston and Sew York are without ade-
quate defenses it will be extremely diffi-
cult to induce Congress to take the neces-
sary steps for protecting San Francisco.'
And yet it is an undoubted fact that in the
event of war an enemy possessing iron-
clads could, as the case stands, capture

San Francisco •in two hours, and either
sack itor hold itto ransom. At the same
time he could destroy the navy yard at

Mare Island, and thus make itdifficult to

secure adequate protection to the Pacific
coast for years to come. And .it must

be regarded as certain that all this is
thoroughly understood

-
1 outside of the

United States, and|that it would be acted
upon in the event of war. j We talk about
the Monroe doctrine, and the ''manifest"

destiny
"

of. the United States," but if
ever there was a case of manifest destiny

it is the destiny of San Francisco to be-
come the prey of the first foreign power
with which we may quarreL .7.

There are always plenty of foolish peo-
ple who think that because a thing has not
occurred itnever will!>occur."' 'Bat in this
case the incitements to action are such as no
enemy either would or could resist.- Here
is a great city, abounding in:wealth ;an
important naval station, the destruction of
which would count for more than the gain-
ing of a pitched battle ;unlimited prize
money and littleor no danger. There is
no question of serious fighting with stone
forts and heavy guns. We possess no for-
tifications which could resist the kind of
naval artillery carried by most modern
war-ships, and our heaviest guns willonly
carry a hundred and eighty pound ball.
Anenemy, therefore, could knock all our
forts about the cars of their defenders
withoutputting himself inrange of their
guns, or losing a man, and when he had
done this he could sail into the Golden
Gate, and take or destroy whatever he
pleased. This is the literal truth of the
situation, and sines it is follyto suppose
that we shall always escape war, and since
San Francisco is growing richer year by
year, we must realize' that unless her de-
fenses are improved before long her sack
or ransom is as certain as anything ,in-the
future can be.,.;.-. , .-•

~. At a meeting of the San Francisco Cham-
ber of Commerce the 'other evening, to
consider the question, a 1communication
from Colonel MacAUiater, of the United
.States Array, was lead. The Colonel is
fully alive to the dangers of the Ipresent
situation. - He *points out

-
that he called

attention to it two years ago, but that
since then the only change made has been
the mounting of lii eight-inch converted
rifle guns in. casemates at Fort Point."

These guns," he Bays,
"

with charges of
"35 pounds of powder and a shot weigh-"
kg ISO pound?, are capable of piercing"
seven inches of plate at a distance of"
three fourths of a mile." But inasmuch

as the enemy's guns would be capable of
demolishing the casemates at a distance of
fivemiles, it is not probable that these
eight-inch converted rifles wouldcome into
play at all inthe event of an attack on the
city. Colonel MacAllister thinks they
wouldprove excellent auxiliaries to guns
of large caliber, which he would have
mounted in a battery facingseaward, above
Fort Point. At present he is of the opin-
ion that

"
the bar could not be relied on

"ass means of defense ;that wecould not"depend entirely on torpedoes to prevent"
a hostile fleet from entering the harbor"
and mulcting both San Francisco and"
Oakland ;that it would not be aeces-"
sary for a vessel to enter the Golden"
Gate inorder to throw a shell into the

"center of the vary room where your"
Board is now deliberating;and that we"
have no guns of sufficient caliber to de-
fend these cities from paying tribute to"England, Japan or China in case of a

"war." In the event of a war with China
San Francisco would pcrbap. have to ex-
pect some retaliation tor the brutalities
practiced with impunity by her

"
hood-"

luras" upon the defenseless and peace-
ful immigrants who have had for twenty
years to run the gauntlet through her
streets on landing.

The idea of a great American city being
at the mercy of China or Japan is not
pleasing, but it is a sober truth, and it
must be faced. Even little Chile could
hold San Francisco to ransom to-morrow,
and incase of war would no doubt do it.
Colonel MacAUiater believes that the harbor
can be made impregnable by erecting suit-
ably armed batteries at the followingpoints,
viz: "On the cliff above Fort \ Point,'
'facing to sea ; at Lime Point, Alcatraz"Island, jPeninsular Point, Angel Island,

'*Black Point and Verba Buena Island."
But he goes on to say that there are at
present only two fourdries in the country
capable of casting the kindof guns which
would be required, . and remarks that if
both of them

"
wereemployed continuously

"and in their fullcapacity for one year
they might manufacture a sufficient nam-"
ber of guns for th.3 one harbor."

Of the

12-1 inch guns, throwing a 700 pound -shot,
which could alone serve the purpose cf
efficient defense, the Colonel says there are
only, two in the United States today,"

and they are
'

simply experimental."
It.ia"evident from these statements
that it will be necessary- to educate
Congress 7 up

defending San .Francisco, and such educa-
tionis always a tedious business. .Bat tbe
merchants and capitalists of \u25a0\u25a0 San Francisco
must 'put :their'shoulders to the '-, wheel.

all] our frontier mining towns have under-
gone. The history of this*coast abounds
with 7 illustrations of» what we _> mean.
There comes a time in the existence of
every one of these -places, when it has to

be settled whether law or lawlessness shall
govern. The ruffianly element has grown
strong and daring. Atlast some intrepid
Sheriff or.Marshal or Constable makes a
stand against the thieves and murderers.
As soon as he dees this he attracts to his
side the bolder spirits among the law-abid-
ing people, and then a fierce contest __d

gins. This is what has happened over and
over again in Pacific coast mining towns

and camps, bat it is significant that there
has never been but one kind of end to the

struggle. Law has always triumphed at

last. Often there has been mu_- blood-
shed, and many brave and honest menhave
fallen before the knifeIand pistol of the
desperado class, - But each death of this
kind has made the survivors more resolute
and determined, and the lawbreakers have
every time been driven out or killed;off... \u0084-.-\u25a0\u25a0

In Tucson they have had a Deputy Marshal
named Earp who ;has been a terror
to the assassin element. Many of
their number have been killed by
him and his equally brave brothers.'
A month or two ago he and his brothers
met and slew three of the worst "cowboys,"
and ever since the ruffians have been plot-
ting his murder., Atlast they have shot
him froman ambush, . though perhaps not
fatally, but it is veiy certain that they

have not by putting him out of the way
made their own prospects any better. . His
brothers still live, and behind and with
them is the whole weight of the respect for
law and order cf the community. *Itis by

no means improbable that this foul assassin-
ation may inspire ;the citizens to rise and
purify Tucson of the human vermin that
infest the place. There are occasions when
the slow process of the law prove 3inade-
quate to the administration of justice, and
this is one of them. .Lynch law was neces-
sitated by the occurrence of just such
crimes as the assassination of VirgilEarp,
and ifithad been confined to the punish-
ment of that class of crimes there would
have been littlereason for deprecating the
resort to it. The law-abiding citizens of
Tucson evidently cannot afford to hold

back at such a juncture.' The cause of the
officers of the lawis their jown cause, aad
they must defend it. That they willdo
so, and successfully, none can doubt who
are at allfamiliar with the .history of the
coast.

THE EXPULSION OF JUSTUS SCHWAB

!If
there be any lower deep in the depths of
Socialism, however,' we suppose that Jus-
tus Schwab has sounded it withhis plum-
met.'
