WaSHINGTON, January 12th.—As soon as
the Court was called to order, Davidge took
a poeition in front of the jury and opened his
argament with a disclaimer of any intention
to make a zet speech ; but expressed a simple
d sire to render the jury what aid he could
in their present and solemn duty, The

¢ime had now come in this trial
when the jury were to bzecome fac-
tors, Whatsver disorder or levity
micht have characterized the trial, there

was but one sentiment in respect of the cosn-
duct of the jury. All commended their dig-
nified deportment and close and patient
attention to the evidence, and he could not
doubt that, as they had rececived the com-
mendation of all in the past, they would con-
tinue to deservo it in the future by their
decizion of the question before them.
SUITEAU SQUIRMS UNDER DAVIDGE'S WORDS,
As Davidge traced the process of reasoning
by which the prisoner gradually reached the
conviction that but ome lifs interposed be-
tween himeelf and possibly great benefits,
Guiteau beczme restless, and for the first
time rince the opening of the Court indicated,

by a nervous twitching about, the usual pre-
liminaries to the interruptions, which in this
inetanece guickly followed.

* Not often,” said Davidge, *‘in the record
of heinous crime do we have such plain and
pointed evidence. As to the first eonception
of the crime in this case, the suggestion came
:;;{:,}},e wretch in the night, as he was lying in
“It came to me when the Lord got ready
to have it,” enarled the prisoner,

Davidge continued: *‘This thought or
suggzestion came to him on the 18th of liay.
Still, thinkiog he might obiain the office he
sought and keep his hands clean, he mada
another effort on the 28th of May to induce
the President—"

Guiteau called out from the dock, * I wonld
not bave taken a foreign mission after the 1st
of June if it had been offered to me.”

Davidge (apparently not heeding him)—
On the 28th of May—

Guiteau—I am talking aboui the 1s% of
June.

Davidge {(pausing a moment)—Just listen
to him.

Guitean (sneeringly)—They will listen to
yon, bat your talk is so weak it 15 hardly
woerth listening to,

For several minutes Guiteau continued to
interject Lis comments, with the evid:nt iu-
tention of annoying Davidge, bnu* finding
that he could not effect this ie gradaally sub-
sided into complete silence,

DAVIDGE CONTINUES,

In the beginning, said Davidge, it was
sought to show that the prisoner was off his
balance, Now ths Court tells you to look
for that degree of insanity that disables a man
from knowicg that what he was doing was
wrong, This is the test you are to apply.
Upon the guestion of inspiration, I think I
will be able to show to vyour satisfaction
how little there is in this claim,
The only question, he said, was that of insan-
ity. He then argn:d that the prisoner had
that degree of intelligence, legal knowledge
and moral sense, which rendered him respon-
gible for his acts. In a telling passage he
showed that the prisoner himself had wit to
see the fatal weakness of Scoville’s line of
defense, ard repudiated it, arguing
in his own behalf that he was
not an imbecile, bat a 2ane man, whose intel-
lect and will had besn dominated durning a
specific period of time, rendering him irre-
sporsible for this particular crirae. He then
reviewed the circumstances of the crime, and
the victim and criminal, His analysis of Gui-
teau’s charaeter was graphic and effective.

“T£,” he exclaimed, ** I were to sum up the
meral and ioteilectual qualities of this mar,

I should = Le had the daring of the
vulture, ¢ ned with the heart of a weli,”
In spzaking of Guite: slan, he remarked

upon bis greater fear «f a mob than of the
law, and excl:imed: “Wa must eay to our
shams that this estimate had fonndatien. It
rested,” ke added, **with the jury to show
the world whether Guiteau’s opinisn was well
founded.”

AFTERNOON BESSION,

Upon the reassembling of ths Court,
Davidge considered in order each member ot
the Guitean family whose mental condition
had been considered here, but unanswerable
expert testimouy, hs said, showed how much
effect this collaterzl insanity csuld have on
the meant:l coudition of the prisoner. It is
hollow mockery to dizcuss this,

Cuitezu shouted : **I have always baen a
Christian man, and for six years have been
strictly virtuous. Don't forget that, either.”

Davidge continued : There is not a single
fact or a single jot or tittle to ehow that the
priconer was not perfectly responsible for his
act in July. The jury will find that the de-
fens=e hava carefully picked out and held up
to view everything in the entire case of this
man which may be considsred odd eor pecu-
Har, and it is for you to consider how much
value can be attached to this evideace, when
yon come to comsider whether this man did
not know on the 21 of July that it was
wrone for him to kill the Chicf Magistrate of
this Uaion.

THE ONEIDA COMMUNITY.

Davidge then tock up the Oneida Com-
munity, and spoke of Guitean’s wallowing
shere for eix years.

Guitean shouted : **And I say it is false,
1 didn’s wallow. 1’'m just as pure as you are,
Davidge, and a good deal purer, I went
there to save my soul, not from lust. Pot
that down, Davidge, and don't you forget it.”

DISCUSSION OF THE EVIDEXCE.

Davidgs discussed the evidencs of Charles
Reed, who conversed with the prisoner on the
Tuceday before the shooting, and who thought
he appeared a little off bis balance. *“‘And
this, wark you,” said Davidge, ** i the extent
of his evidence as to thatday. He was never
asked if he thought he was unable to distin.
guish between right and wreng, Is it so
very strange, gentlemen, that the prizoner
should e appeared gueer, when at that
very time he was canying in his breast a
monstrous crime? His witness, Reed—"

Guitean interrupted : ** You had better let
Reed alone, Davidge; he is a bad man fur
you to tackle.”

Davidge continned : This witness, Reed,
said he saw the prisoner in jail, as he says, at
the in:tance of Scoville, and his evidence is,
as to that cccasion, manufactured evidence,

Gnuitean ioterrupted again, shouting in a
boizterous meuner : ** You'd better lock out.
Reed is going to epeak to-morrow. He will
fear yon all to picces, He's got lots of ex-
perience in Chicago handling such fellows a;
wou are. and he’s sent them to the State’s
Prizen.”

Davidge explainved that in the use of the
term he meant no reflection upon Reed, but
it was £n easy matter for the prisoner after
the 2¢; to sirike the wall and simulate
incapity for the berefit of the gentleman
who should shortly mppear as a witness for
the defense.

Guiteau—1I never feigned insanity. I never
claimed to be insane after the 2d of July.
T’m as sane as you are, Davidge, and a better
maan, $eo.

Davidge—Do you hear that, gentlemen?
Contrast that with what you have seen day
after day, in this Court-room.

Davidge procesded to disintegrate the evi-
dence and argue its worthlessness.

Gnaitean cceasionally interruptad. Oxce be
called out, “ Yeu don't helieve a word of
that, Davidge. You're just talking for
money.”

Davidge continued to discuss the evidence,
which he had arranged chronologically, He
eaused a ripple of amusement as he described

GUITEAU'S CAREER IN BOSTON.

There is in Boston a temple or building erect-
ed by the disciples or believers in the doc-
trines of the atheist, Tom' Paine. Davidge
said the peculiar condact attributed to Gui-
teau when he lecturad there wasowing to the
fact that his company were out of accord
with bim, and tneir ridicule angered and dis-
ted him, but be (Davidge) ridiculed the
idea that anything had been thown by this
evgl:nce :0 iudicnets ins&nity.
unsel dissected with startling perspicuity
the testimony of one witness after another,
and pointed out the weakness and unrelia-
bility of those opinions of the witnesses for
the defense vhxchthhadmbeen based, in mmny
instances, upon tie mi meager acq t-
ance.- Alluding to one of the witnesses—
iniels of Virginia—who bad neither been

asked nor had expressed an opinion a8 o the
prisoner’s ssnity, Davidge said: “Ia my
opinion he was their best witness, for Uhave
infinitely more respect for a man who does
not express an opinion than for those who
are €0 ready t{; express one with no data
n which to base it.’

up‘?l've just got my speech out,” called out
Guiteau ; **but I'm afrsid it gnll l:e a‘mngth
before I get a chance to deliver it, judging
by the way Davidge is closing his.”

The hour of 3 o’clock having arrived, Judge
Porter suggested an adjournment, which was
agreed to by counsel for the defanse.

An exciting discussion then ensned upon
Judge Cox inquiring if ccunsel wished to say
anything upon Guiteau’s request to be heard.

*1 want,” shouted Guitean, *‘to make
the closing speech. I wou'd not trust closing
my casa to the best lawyer in America.”

The District Attorney, in a ringing speech,
protested against Guiteau’s being zgain al-
lowed to take a seat at the counsel table.

Applause from the audience, with shouts
from Guiteau, and cries of *““Order” from
the bailiff, mads an exciting scene for some
minutes,

Guiteau was finally heard shouting through
the din: ** The American people will read
my speech, and they are greater than this
Court. The American people are trying this
case, If yon undertake to put on the gag
law, the Court in bank will right me. My
gpeech will make eight columns, and it reads
like an oration of Cicero. It will go thunder-
ing down the ages, and don’t you forget it.
And as for you, Corknil!, President Arthur
will dispoee of you.”

Mrs. Scoville was deeply affected, and
wept hysterically.

Juaze Cox finzlly told Scoville to read over
the prisoner’s speech and let the Court know
in the morning if there was anything in it he
desired to go to the jury. Without stating
whether he world permit the prisoner to
speak or not, Judge Cox ordered an adjourn-
ment,
