Testimony for the Defense— Evidence or
a Miner, a Backer, a Physician

and a Civil Engineer.

Tbe debris case wa» resumed yesterdxy at 9:30 *.

11 ,Judge Temple presiding.

Jim C. PiersoD, County Surveyor, wa9 recalled
and anked by Mr. Catlin to identify certain maps

and profiles made under his direction. He slai>

testified in regari to tho an-.our.t of wit«r in the
tule inYolo county during the floods of 1862 and
1878. The water attained a greater hight in the tule

in 18fi2 tfcaa it has since. Witness described the

surreys made byhim in tho Yolobasin from Sacra-

mer.ta to tbe Montc-zuma hills.

Daniel C. Webster sworn for the defense. (To Mr.
Byrne)—Live at Veleanoville, in £1I.orado county,

and have since 1853. Been in that section since
ISM. Very few men were engaged mining on the
divide then, but from10,000 to 15,C00 men obtained
supplies from Georgetown in1353. Above Volcano-

Till*there arc some M or GO slides, large and small.
One above Pilot creek is some three-fourths of a
mile long and 40 rods wide, and of an average depth
of 20 feet. One is further up «n the north side of
the South Pork, of at lout 40 acres, bat Inever
measure! it. Itis about 1,500 feet long and 100 feet
deep. Another is on the MidHe Fork of the Middle
Fork. It is at least 40 acres, but not so deep as
some. Amth •ris on the side of Mount Gregory, is
threc-f "J tin of a mils long and one fourth of a
mile wide, an from 10 to 20 feet deep. An,thcr is
at where Volcanoville canyon empties into the

river. Itlias gone out, in part, 200 feet deep. It
is a mile long. I've seen others still higher up on
the Middle and South Fork. I1re seen them at a
distance. Around Volcaaoville arc a number of

.small ones. These slides on the South Fork expose
soft granite; on tbe Middle Fork it la slate. This
exposure washes continually, and forma common
sand, and it goes into the South Fork, and from
there to the Middle Fork, and Isuppose must reach
the Sacramento. That which will come in the I

faturu into the river will be very heavy material
and hard to work oat. That recently deposited,
say withinfive or six yearn, is heavy. It iinow in
the bed of the Middle Fork. That bed has been
filledfor eight miles, on an average to a depth of
30 feet. Where deep pools and riffles were, now
is all filled up. Above Ford's Bar, near the
mouth of Otter creek, the fill ia 40 feet.
Iknow of instances where this material has re-
cemented in the bed of the river. Inworking this
material the second time ithas to be blasted with
powder. This material ia almost as compact as it
was in its natural or original bed. Have seen shafts
sunk to a depth of fifty feet in this debris filling,
and ithas been found to be as compact as m the
originalbed of the river. The MiddleFork, at Vol-
canonllc, when the river is full, is 125 yards wide.
Vast qntntities of water flows through this river
during flood limes with quite a strong current.

Crosscxanination (by Mr.Hart)— Volcanoville is
situated between the MkidleFork of the American
river and Otter creek. The early mining on the
Georgetown divide was very extensive, and there
were at least 15,000 men engaged in the working of
the placer ravines and gulches in that region.
There were very few gravel deposits worked in the
early days. The proportion of gravel in the material
of the early miningwas irjtmore than ten per cent.
of the who c. There was in the neighborhood of
4,00U,000 cubic yards worked off inthe early mining
inth" neighborhood of Voicanoville. There has been
perhaps 1,000,000 cubic yards removed by the by-
dranlic process at that point. The material moved
in the hydruul ;c mines is mostly heavy gravel and
bowlders. On the surface we find a few feet of ted
earth and volcanic ash. In some places the
•ravel deposit is capped with a heavy layer of hard
lava. The Dardanelles mine is en the opposite side
of the river from Volcanoville, abuut a mile ami a
half below. Witness described the channel of the
riverin the neighborhood of Voicanoville, the falls,
riffles, and depth of the filling. The river began to
grade itself inISSS. All the natural falls and riffles
have been covered toa great depth, and the river
now presents an even, regular grade. Tho Darda-
nelles damp has forme 1a dam in the river, and
stopped the flowof debris from above. When the
river iilow opposite the Dardanelles dmmp the
water runs on the i.iDorado side. The material of
that dump is bowlders, cobbles, gravel and
sand. Some of the bowlders in that mine
weigh a great many tons. The canyons putting into
the river in the neighborhood discharge matter into
the river that is very heavy, and when set loose rolls

into the river without aid. The river lias been
irraded, not below Ford's Bar,but from there up it
has as far as there lias been any hydraulic mining.
That is, the holes have been filledup, and the water
runs faster inplaces, and smoother all along, over
amore even grade. The riveris wider, spread over
more ground, and is filled up. I've seen rocks in
the dam (thatbegins the fall of 30 feet) weighing
600 pounds, more orless. Think the first slide Ide-
scribed was in the winter of 1861-2. No mining
was going on then. Where itoccurred, the moun-
tain side wascovered with trees. The river had
been rising rapidly, then stopped almost suddenly,
an 1 then came in a great volume, bearing tree",
debri-% etc. Alter that we saw where the slide had
taken plate.

From Vo .a oviTe down,Idon't think the grade of
the river willexcel twenty feet to the mile. D-m't
think Iever saw the current run twenty-four miles
an hour.

Fork are about of a size. I'hiiilihlldu
Saw places when 1 went up the river, m1858-53,
where there had been great slides— miles in ex'ent—

butIsaw no evidences of recent slides. At Yan-
kee Slide th: mountainside had broken down m
the past for three quarters of a mile. Have seen
many of these ancient elides. Think Icould easily
find fifty,and some of them verylar,'e.

R. G. Snea'b, sworn for defense. (To Mr. Bel-
cher)—l live in fan Mates county and San Fran-
cisco. Came to California in the spring of 1350.
For twenty years was \u25a0 aeronaut; since then a
farmer and banter. Merchandised all over tbe
State ;ia Sacramento ten years, Salt Lake, Red
Bluff, PUccrville, etc. Own lands in the State ;
most in one place Is in San Mateo county

—
acres. 'Ihat land drains into the buy of San Fran-
cisco. The wash of that land, and the effect of
storm", is into the bay. It is a sandy soil, and the
wash is to the bay. Ican't plow it, onlyto get it
into permanent grasses. I'vemule a sketch of one
ravine, showing its wash into the bay. The ravine
is 2,350 feet Ion;nt the place of greatest wash. Di-
vided lat \u25a0 four sections show the branches. No. 1
is the main body of the ravine. In sit yearn fast
the wa-h in the ravine has been observed byme. At
a footbridzc there itwas six feet wide and Fix (set
deep Itis now 108 feet wide and CG feet deep on the
average. Directly above it the ravine is about tho
came shape ai it was before. The plowingof the
land along the sides his undoubtedly deposited
there. In the summer very little water
runs in the ravine. [Witness described the wash,
the cave of triohmksan ithe Bo* of the sand into
the bay. 1 To stop the deposit he built a dam across
the lower point of tho ravine. The deposit is sedi-
mentary, and includes redwood sKrnps, twigs,
bnuiuhaei etc., and theaa he had found thir'y feet
below tlu surivec. The entire amount of material

times ?2,000 cubic yards. The latter figure was the
wash for he last six years. The deposit went upon
the low lands alongthe bay. The grade inmy ravine
is probably ten fret in the first 800 feet above the
dam. In the winter a considerable stream mm
through Lux &Miller's lands near there, in Lux's
\u25bcalloy. The grade ia very l:ght. Then has
been no w.^h in the valley, but from
the hill sides the valley has hern filled up.
Ihave Been two fences covered up in that valley.
They have had toraise the railroad several times.
Itw«s raised several feet during the past year. Mr.
Lux's house is situated justcast of the railroad a ther
distance. IThe house originally stood on a side bill,
but the Biting of the valley by debris has been to
such an n enfl that the house now stands in the
center at \u25a0 basin. Allat this fillingis the result of
natural wash wi-:ch i» mostly attributable toagri-
culture. The cultivation of the soil is tbe principal
cause 4-f t .t :rti wish. In some places tbe natural
roil, v.lin plowed, ashes to such an extent Vat
\u25a0VelSjiidlseoon destroyed. Iam acquainted with
the timber licit ofTehama and Butte counties. The
eomj a*ie-* with which 1 am iLterestcd cut annually
from fifteen to forty millions of feet of lumber.
The denuding of the forests and the construction of
logging walks has added greatly to the natural
wash. Have cattle .on my place in £an Mates
county. Cattle in traveling usually follow in line,
form tni!«, and the winter rains cully out those
t rails, and onmyplace there are some 01 those trails
that hive washed out to the depth of several feet

Cross-exunination ito Mr. Hirt)—Kaow that in
San Mateo the ocean has formed sand hilts of sea
beach ran I. The land and soil Idescribed iinot
allsea beeeb sand, but other material. There las
Blightadmixture of clayey matter. The soil of the
SacnmentJ valleyia much m re alluvial. A stream
in San MaUo on my place would earn- some tand
all the time. Piowiuir did not came the wash in the
bottom of the sixty six feet gully or ravine. Plow-ins; was had on the sides. P.ouing oi the (ides
will i.crease the wash, fora broader ttream will
wash out on plowed sides faster. Don't th'nk a
stream washes most on the bottom. That stream
he referred to ia a small one, and the wash was
caused more by caving in than by wash at the bot-
tom. Have Ecen sand-bars that have f >rmed at the
mouth of the American river. A stream like the
Sacrame.ito on his San Mateo ranch, on the sandy
part, would wash itbad y. :Don't know as itwould
wash the whole ranch away. > Have seen caves of
thebinkaof the Sacramento and American rivers.
Think o.i my place the percolation through the Boil
occasioned the bank caves. Think a like cause rx-
ists on the rivennamed. The stream oa the ravine
on his place dtecrihed, insummer willnot discharge
a barrel of water an hour. The deposit from the
wash is not dear sand ;not sind enough to make
good mortar. :My land baa a slope, mostly, and
moat of the valleys on itis enough to carry offsome
of the sail annually by washes, ifcultivated. Can
cultivate but little of it without is washing. I
never plowed itbut once. The soil is fitto [-low, but
itisnot economic toplowhillyland and lose enough
of liesoil annually to more than equal the product.
Think that soil os his place will resist natural wash
as wellas the soil of the Sacramento valley. .

ThiDk my kno»ledsre was prior to that. I
refer to wash along the bank?. Have Been itand
heard him say so. Think itisDot the fact that the
river there, along the Parrott frrant.'U clear summer
and winter since earliest lime?. In the win-
ter the river has a muddy, yellowish color ;not
60 muddy as the Feather, though. Never ex-
amined to see the depth :• of the fill on
the upper Sacramento, nor haveItaken samples of
the water to see what it carr ed in suspension.
Ihare Ur\>nk the water. Ithink there is much
clean sand in the alluvial soil of the Sacramento
valley. The soil on my place is very light and
floats easily in water. Iiwashes off very readily,
but da not think itwashes any easier than the soil
in the Sierra Nevada range. The heavy wash on
my place is about half a mile from the source of the
stream running through my farm. [Witness de-
scribed four different streams onhis place, and esti-
mated the amount in cubic yards of the natural
wash made by each.) Ihave a reservoir at the
head of the largest of those streams. The amount
of water contained in the streams during the rainy
season isnot large. [Witness described the moving
of the sandy soil on his place by the wind.] The Bur-
face soil on my pUce is not sand. Sand underlies
the a -11. The noil is very light, and washes
and floats eff in water very readily. Where
Idescribe the

-
principal wash in my place

the soil is of a ,sandy character. My
land is quite hilly. Iam nota miner, and own no
interests inmines. Iown stock in the Merchants'
Exchange Bank, anil that bank owns pretty much
all of the stock of the Polar Star mine. That bank
also owns largely in the Southern Cros", at Dutch
Flat. They also own largely in mines in Amador,
Plumas and Shasta counties. Within the last ten
yearn the denuding of the timber inButte and other
counties has been very extensive. [Witness de-
scribed the timber belt of the Sierras and the ex-
tent at lumbering. Most of witness' timber-cut-
ting was on tattle and Antelope creeks, and they
were moderately clear. The flume water tolled
Bluff is moderately clear.] Probably more cattle
and sheep are on the mountains on the upper Sun-
mento than on the mountains below the upper Sac-
rament '. Have seen sheep being driven up from
Red Bluff to Big Meadows, which are on the other
side. Battle creek heads at the foot of Las-en's
Peak, and runs through gorges to the Sacramento
river. There are mountains on both sides of that
creek. Antelope creek is situated about the same.
Tr.ere are many sue* streams -Millcreek. Deer
creek, Pit river, etc., all running to the Sacra-
menti, and all running through a mountainous
country. [Witness was examined at length relative
to his fenUavi v withthe catchment area and drain-
age of. the region of the upper Sacramento along
the streams named, and as to the natural wash.]

The Court checked the prosecution on this cross-
examination, as not being cross-examination.

I)B. JAMES SIMPSON,
'

Sworn. Direct examination (by W. C. Belcher)—l
am a physician and a resident t.f San Francisco.
Came toCalifornia In1355. Have been apracticing
physician for 23 years. First practiced in the State
of Maine. At Timbuctoo Ipracticed for fiveyears,
and at Grass Valley for six years. Am a member of
the Board of Health of Saa Francisco, and belong
to several medical societies. 1 am Professor of
Therapeutics in the University of California. Tim-
buctoo and Smartsville are verynear each other.
There was quite an increase of typhoid
fever du'iug the last few years Iwas in
Grass Valley. Ipracticed along on all the bars
of the Yuba and Bear rivers. During 1853
and 1333 there was always along those rivers
much malaria fever each fall, intermittent and
remittent. In 1559 it was very fatal. In
lsil-2, when tho material was spread outover the
soil, the fevers were less fatal, and be attributed it to
the distribution of the gravel over the soil and the
arresting of decomposition. Inhis judgment the
material when itleaves the mine contains little or
no elements ofmalarial fever, as ithas initlittleor-
ganic matter ;but after passing down the rivers,
and being mixed with organic matter and drainage
and filth-of dies and towns, it will have the ele-
ments of malaria, and the result is lyphoid fever,
which is a filth disease |roduced by filth The de-
composition creates germs, which, in ferment,
multiply, and hence the distribution of zymotic
diseases, a3 typhoid ftver, diphtheria, cholera,
diarrhon, dysentery, yellow fever and others, all
filthdiseases, or so classed. On the first settlement
of a new country you have nothing but decaying
vegetable matter, and hence malarial disease ; but
you add t'> the soil afterward filth, animal excreta,
drainage, sewage, etc., and then come allthe dis-
eases classed as filth diseases. Typho malarial
is supposed to bo malarial in its origin,
but has a character also of filth disease.
It is not a term commonly used. In San Francisco
iti)a term we do not use, but 1 hear that it is fre-
quently used in Sacramento. In a city or a densely
populated community where there is poor or insuf-
ficient drainage or sewerage, the water in wells
wouldbe rendered unfit for use. The toil would
contain so much poisonous material that the water
would he impregnaed with poisonous germs. Wit-
ness referred to Dr. Hatch's report to the State
Board of Health referring to the sanitary condition
of the city of Sacr tmento. The report was for 1879,
and was addressed to the Governor. From that re-
port, stating the condition of the cesspools and sew-
erage of the city,Ishould judge the condition of
the soil was very bad, sodden with tilth,and all
well water would be unfit for domestic purposes.
The rising of water insuch a soil [citingauthorities]
is to contaminate the atmosphere anil produce Kith
diseases, by carrying the germs into the air. Under
germ theory they cv»develop on top ofahilliffilth
is there sufficiently, or animal excreta. Have
found filth diseases on mountain tops in Nevada
county, where there were no possible means of its
being brought there by contagion. Itwas because of
vaults and stables above and contaminating well
water, and because of local tilth s- indent.

Afternoon Session.
Direct-examination of Dr. James Simpson re-

sumed. Mr.Belcher called the attention of witness
to the report of Dr. Hatch on the sewerage of Sac-
ramento forlS7!>, and also a repoit t /T 1830, and

read from the latter, describing the drainage of the
city, condemning the system of uncemented cess-
pools, the throwing of slops en the surface of the

ground, the digging of pits for privies left open to

be filledup when partly full and new ones dug, the
digging of cesspools in cellars, the erection of in.
efficient water-closets— all which has been going on
in Sacramento since 1852. That in that time vast
numbers of cesspools have been sunk, and also of
privyvats, and vast numbers covered over and new
ones dug, insame cases a? high as sixty-fourmay be
dug per block for use of the families living
on a bloc!;. Als\ leading from the report
relative to the jewers of the city, their fall
per block, the unuimga ana], etc. These matters
being read to witness, Mr. Eelchcr was about to nsk
witness whit must be the r< suit ofsuch a system in
a city like Sacramento, when Mr. Cadtvalnder ob
jecttd. Mr. Belcher also made a brief statement of
what was testified to by City Surveyor Biasett con-
cerning the sewer system or plat of the city, the
number of sewers, their character, the exclusion of
solid excreta from the sewers, the mate ri»lof which
constructed, the fallof drains, their number, direc-
tion, course, etc., and then asked witness what he
would say must £ /low such a system. Mr Cadwal-
ader objected. Overruled. Witness replied that
such a system could onlyresult Insaturation of the
.-oil by noxious moisture, no steps being taken to
prevent any other result. Such must result from
uncemented sewers and cesspool*, earth-bottomed
drains, retention of cxc eta in pits, etc. Under the
germ thi-wy the poison is carried in water,
and if water is used will be carried to the hu-
man system. Red Bluff, Tehatna, Orovllle,
Colusa. Marysvil'e, Nevada, Grass Valley, Auburn,
Placerville and other towns drain into the river», cr
the streams tributary to them. Typhoid fever has
prevailed in all these towns, he thought. If the
drinking water is taken from the river and such
fever prevails, itmay be s.id that the poison comes
from the water. Running water is supposed to
speedily purify itself. Butitiiamooted point as
to whether livinggerms are ever destroyer], and so
itmay be that a livinggerm from Marysviile or the
Folsom Prison may bo drank at Sacramento and
produce filth disease. We do not know how long
the livinggerms live,or il theyevei die. Some
think they never do,but that :n livers such poisons
are only diluted. Indeed, river pollution has at-

tracted such attention of late that in parts of Eu-
rope they are beginning to prevent the dep.sition
ofsewage in the rivers.

Cross examination (to Mr. Cadwalader)

Am 52
years of >ge. Practiced at Timbuctoo tillit was
nearly all wished away, and then he went higher
up in the mountains. At Tiiubuctoo he had no
typhoid fever, only bilious remittent fever. When
he went down to the valley he encountered malarial
fevers. The disease in the v»lley had a different
character. Timbnctoo was lower than Smartsvitle.
Don't know if itwas less than 400 feet elevation
above the -sea. Don't think one fever runs into
another, but one may continue tilla low stats is
attained and another fever sets in.

is I'd like to know myself. Ican tell of its iffcts
but can't say whit itis. Itell the circumstances
under which it will develop." Left Tiiubuctoo in
April,1888, after much ifthe soil was covered there.
rri;!\u25a0 hat the fevers were malarial and of a
somewhat in tlignant typo, but after the covering of
the sol there was 1< bs malignant, but in the valley
the fevers were found, and to be malignant also.
Scarlet fever in a zymotic disease and infectious, but
zvmotio and malarial are net synonymous.
DiAthena conies from filth. if malaria
is bad air then diphtheria is malarial
as well as zymotic Malarial.fevers are sup
posed toarise from germs coming in contact witha
gland or the mucous nwmbrane. Stirring up the
soilproduies fever and ague. ""Iam not an advo-
cate of the germ theory. Inever saw a girm. I
only give you the theory. The advocates of that
theory hold that all diseases come fromgerms taken
Into the system. Others do not go si fir." Ifa
country at first eettlcment his insoil cultivated,
the; cis usually malarial fevers. Subsequently the
fillingup by men and animals deposits filth, and
filth diseases come on. Disinfectant* willdestroy
germs. Cultivation and habitation of a country
doe* not Jo away wi'h the germs, but the character
of diseases are changed. .Don't think a maiarial
sew country is rid of itby, say twenty years, culti-
vation and habitation, unless there is drainage.
Every cssj of scarlet fever cmnes from contagion
is ciught fromsome ono already having it. Typhus
fever is associated with impure air, filth rcn-ound-
ipp9, poor or unwholesome food, etc. A fever is a
disease recomized as hiving a hot and cod stage,
and elevation of temperature above the normal
standard. All fevers arise from a poison taken
into the B»ftjm. At'firtt, very generally, there is
a ,-old stsga, and then in abnormal elevation of
temperature. [Witness was examined at lengthas
to the characteristics of typhoid and typhus fever?.]
Evacuations from the bjwels of typhoid patients
carry the germs or poison wherever deposited. ?;u-u

Answer— l've never seen a germ, but those who
have examined into It thoroughly say itcan be car-
ried miles and miles, ard ever so tar, and then en •er
the system and produce » ferment and result in
death, (Jhio-go discharges her drainage into a
river,ard thence to Laks V.ichignn;New Yorkit to
adjacent water?. [Large cities have up to this time
drained intorivers, but now London has prohibited
drainage into the Thames to prevent its pollution.
[Witness was examined at great length as te the
cerai theory— the propagation of disease by germs.]
Witness believed that the di ease germs "are most
active indry seasons, and are then more easily in-
haled ;but in wet weather and saturation of the
s -il rywa er, genus are lessened in i&fraeDC?, etc,
thereiora there >hould be less typhoid than before
the filling up of the streams. If there are any
causes hereabouts that make the surroundings a
swamp, and you cannot drain the city thoroughly,
you have the conditions nsder which most favorably
typhoid fevers and malarial diseases would be de-
veloped. |Had heard, Inp3rt, Dr. Chipman's report
ondebris da p sits unithe sanitary results thereof.
He did not deem ita proper paper fora medical so-
ciety. Itread as if pared for a purpose, and he
d-u'bted ifDr. Chipmaa wrote all of it. He agreed
with no position taken by Dr.Chlpminas to the de-
bris deposits.

and reside iv Cuntra CosU county. Iwas educated
for a civil engineer at the University of California,
and graduated from that institution iv187ft 1 have
resided in Paeheco valley for the last twenty-seven
yeara. Mypeople own acres of land in that
valley. The loner part of the vullley w^s tule or
swamp. There was one uavieable slouch into
which Walnut creek empties. The town of Pachcco
ia four or r.ve miles distant from the bay. The sur-
face of that valley is level and unbroken. The
breaking of tbe soil and cutting of itup by the ra-
vines ia <|Uite considerable since the farming was
commenced in the valley. The soil that has never
been tilled washes but little. The natural wash
from tilledsoil is very great. The town of Lafayette
ia situated ina small valley about nine miles from
Picheco. The soilisprincipally black adobe, whichia
very hard in the summer and very soft inthe winter.
(Witness produced a map of the country that he
had been describing. ] Schooners formerly came up
to the town of Paeheco, hut the nWmr in of the bay
from natural wash has made itcomparatively an in-
land town. Alarge bar has formed at the mouth of
Walnut creek. Ihematerial composing the natural
wash comes from the I'achcco valley. There are
2,(00 acres of land in the vicinity of Paeheco that
is covered with debris to a depth of fromsix inches
to twelve feet. Tne town of Paeheco haa been al-
most destroyed They have had t<j raise their
houses: and the town, from being the most im-
portant in the county, ia only an insignificant \il-
lage. My father owned a large warehouse there,
which waserected Is 1566. T<MUy itia partly stick-
ingout of the ground, there being a fillaround it to
the depth of twelve feet. Witness described Wal-
nut creek and Mt.Diablo creek, gave their extent,
and stated the various changes to each that has
been caused by the debris. We had a short rail-
road buit there at one time to connect the ware-
houses with the navigable water. Each year the
railroad had to be extended to keep pace with the
debris brought down u;tou ua from natural causea.
At the present time the wanhiuses and railroad are
abandoned.

The.-ehoon-
trs that are used in the grain trade there are about
twenty-five feet wide. Pacfitco is not much higher
than the bay. Tiie mouth of the estuary which puts
into Baoneoo ia about ai\ miU s east of Martinez.
Paeheco was built on tho ed»'c of a tule swamp.
Walnut creek la about twenty-five miles in
length. It heads lie.ir San Leandro and haa
a general northerly direction. The laud
along that creek when dry is very hard.
The tirst cultivation in the Pacneco vaOey was in
1850. The principal destruction caused frum natural
wash was ill ISOI and loui. Pacheco valle} is 25
miles in iengtli. The town of Pa.heco covered nioro
than -10 acres ;ha-1 uix or seven main and as many
cross streets, and the entire town bite ianow covered
withdebris to the depth uf 11 or 12 feet. Witness
exhibited a plat of the town of Paf&eoo, and ex-
plai led the same to tho Court. Murder creek rises
