FURTHER INTERRUPTIONS,

Scovills vainly strove to get the ear of the
Court, protestiug that Judge Porter was
abusing the rules of itie Court by such state-
menta.

At length Judge Porter paused and Scovills
demanded that he be allowed to make similar
s‘atements in reply.

Judge Porter attempted to go on, but Sce-
ville, reiutorced by the clamor of the prisoner
eucczeded in getticg the floor, when with
much excitsment he demandad that his
rights—and he claimed that he had rights—
should be respected. He insiated that Judge
Perier had no right to »tate what the news-
papers gaid or what they did not say, and he
desired the exception duly noted.

Colonel Corkhill insisted tiat counzel had
not the right to olject, The prisoner had
been allowed to siate what he had received in
the way of letters. He had been permitted
to read them, to read extracts from papers,
and te make all sorts of statements as to
what the American people and press were
saying of him. Jddge Purter was simply cop-
tradicting the statements,

Judge Uex intimated that the prisoner was
not allowed to do as charged, but could not
be restrained from doing it.

Scoville—Well, cau’t Judge Porter be re-
strained ?

The Judge ruled that the speaker might
contradict assertions of the kind made by the
prisoner,

Judge Porter then read from the printed
evidence several of the mors noted examples
of this effort on the part of the prisoner to
deczive the jury, after which he desired to be
excused from further speaking for the day,
and the Court adjourred until to-morrow.

DEBRIS.

FORTY-NINTH DAY OF THE SLICKENS
CASE IN COURT.

Further Testimony in Rebuttal of the De-
fendant's Case—The Testimony
Conciuded.

Tha slickens case—The People of the State
of California v&. The Gold Run Ditch and
Mining Company—was resnmed at 9:30 A. M,
in D:partment Two of the Superior Csurt,
Judge Jacksen Temple presiding.
Urias Hulburd, swern (direct examination
by Attorney-General Hart)—I reside in the
western portion of Hamilton towrship, Butte
county. I know Lewis Posey; he resides in
the rame township. I harvested the crop that
was raised cn his slickens land. One tract
raised twenty bushels, one twenty-five bush-
els, and one 1aised twenty-six and a quarter
boshels to the acre. It had been covered
with debris a great many years ago. It was
old slickens seil. Mr. Keppel has produced
on his slickens land very poor crops. He has
harvested grain on that land that would not
thrash three bushels to the acre. The slick-
ens on the land in that section came from the
Cherokee mines, The fertility of the soil is
destroyed by being covered with slickens.
The crops of 1875 in several places were de-
stroyed by slickens deposit. Warrea Green
ran the debris water over his place, and after
plowing the productiveness of the goil
was found to be entirely destroyed. I
have never known any one to use
slickens as a fertilizer, but have known
them to use it to fill up hog wallows
and low places, Mr. Posey’s land had never
been cultivated prior to its beinmg covered
with slickens. Warren Green's land pro-
duced much larger crops prior to its being
covered with slickens than zince. The canal
emptiss into the tule. The waters from the
(Cherokee canal get into Butte Slough seve-
ral miles below the terminus of the canal.
The waters {rem the canal spread through the
tules and into Butte creek. Dry creek is ea-
tirely oblitarated, filled with debris from the
canal. The ccuntry is covered to a width of
from one-half to one and a half miles, and
to a very great depth. This filling is mostly
debris that flowed through this Cherokee ca-
pal., I have followed the waters of this canal
from its mouth eight miles to a point where
it is lost in the tules, It has filled up and
destroyed Butte creek for a long distance.
The water at the mouth of the canal is very
muddy, and still remains muddy in character
as far as I tollowed it, The debris from those
mines is principally pipe-clay and sand. 1T
find sand as low down as French crossing, a
distance of about a mile and a half below the
mouth of the canal, Pipe-clay is carried in
large quantities into the tules eight miles be-
low.

I have been engaged in farm-
ing in that section since 1870. Prior to that
| for five years I resided in Sutfer county, op-
| posite Maryeville. I have examined the
: canal from its terminus to the railroad, I
| live in township 17 north, of range 1 east, and
! the end of the canal is in township 18 north,
range 1 east. Was at French crosing as
early as 1859, There are large stretches on
Batte creek that have strong currents, apd
others where it barely moves over. I meas-
ured the speed of water in these slow places,
where it goes over high stretches, and it ran
from one and three-quarters to two miles per

hour. Iu the Keyes case I testified about
Posey’s crop that was harvested in
1877. I harvested much land by

Posey’s farm; I thick 1,100 acres in all.
The land had been sold by him. I knew
then what I had harvested, and had every
reason to koow that it procuced 22}
bushels to the acre. I am sure it ranged
from 20 to 26 bushels, Kunow 26 was the
highest amount. Can’t say if that year I
harvested for Posey over 400 acres in onve
pieco—that is his land, but not for him di-
rectly ; the crop fell into other hands. Don’c
know if Keppel got leave to flow water from
the Spring Valley canal over his lands.
Knew that Green’s land has been fluoded by
Butte creek. In 1879 we had a heavy flood
there, and Green’s land was overflowed

The water was over all the country,
save about three rods of this land,
near where the house now stands,

We had a fload in the winter of 1880-1, and
Greeu’s land was overflowed, but can’t say
for how long, but not beyoud three weeks, I
do know two weeks of flooding would not
entirely destroy it, if the water was running
water, as it was there. Except knolis here
and there, Keppel’s and Green’s lands were
adobe ten years ago, and after floods there
would be little lakes on them. Don’t think
{ the lakes would cover a quarter of the land.
| Knew D:y creek from the railrcad bridge
down sicce 1870. Below Biggs' it was a
{ crooked stream, doubling or trebling its
{ length. Ithad banksin many places thres feet
deep, an averaze depth of two feet, and in
| width varying frcm twently to v and
| eighty feet, and with little saud in the bot-
tom. Dry creek coulda’t carry its flocd wa-
i ters, but woulq overflow frn'm a half miie toa
{ mile on each side, I would judge, Rogers’is
north and west of Biggs’, He has varied
good crops. His success was indiffersnt when
the slum first came. The last crop he raised
| there was a very fine crop. There are two
| Dry creeks, and one Dry creek is not yet de-

E. Comstock sworn—Lived on the Sacra-
mento river between here and Fremont for
twenty-nine years, Know Cache creek well,
and for years knew about stock-raising on its
| banks, and farming also, and their extent.
Stock raising has been very extended there,
very largely, and in early days it was almost
excluzsively stock raising in that valley.
Later sheep raising came on, and now greas
bands of sheep are on the creek. This sheep
herding has had the effect to harden what
before was miry ground. This i3 true alsa
of cattle raising. Farming has beea extensive
algo for ten years. The bed of the stream is
now, a8 when 1 kuew it thirty years ago,
clear, giavelly bed, and the water is clear, ex-
cept in late years in freshets it is colored
some since they have farmsd thos: bald hills
up the creek, and there has been some wash ;
but little of it comes into Cache creek ; it
| drains another way. Have driven cattle over
\ and through the Sierras. I wintered on the
divide two winters betweea Yankee Jim’s and
Todd’s valley. The soil was red like, and in
the little valleys was miry. Cattle and sheep
runping over the mountaing have packed the
soil harder than it was in the eariy days and
the wash has been less as a result., Know
the Elkhorn ranch and Fremont. Be-
fore 1868 the river between was leveed pretty
generally, but since they have not heen kept
up, except near Fremont. In ten miles be-
tween Elkhorn and Fremont not half the dis-
tauce has been lsveed for ten years

Cross-examination—Since 1868 the leveeing
in that ten miles has only been in spots, Wit-
ress described lands on Cache creek and in Ca-
pay valley, acd the course andcharacterof the
stream. At the mouth of the creek several
hundred acres of land have been covercd w th
deposit. There are other large deposits on
lands there, but it was all there before 1850,
It is grown up in willows and berry-bushes,
and is absut a mile wide. Allthatcame since
1852 went farther down into the tu'e, where
it has filled up from two to three feet deep.
Where Moors’s Citch is taken out of Cache
creek, th creck is half a mile wide, has scarc:-
iy no banks, and rnus over or through saud-
bars, and shifts itself here and there from
gide toside. In 1850-52 in scarcely any of
these valleys could you ride a horse in the
wet sesson, as the soil was miry. The rus-
ning of stock on the land in spring packs the
ground, so it ceases to be miry, and is made
harder. Never saw many acimals in the
mountains near Yankee Jia's in 1850-52 out-
side of those packing and used in making
roads. Have seen cattle mire and die right
on the top of the bald bills in an early day,
but now they are packed hard.

W. B. Treadwell, sworn. Am an attorney.
Have beten a civil eneineer and surveyor.
Have lived at Woodland eleven years. Know
Cache creek. Most of the year its waters
are clear, The first floods bring down some
sediment. It is never as muddy as the water
in the Sacramento river. Some debris is
brought down every year by the creek, but
not much in the last ten or eleven years. The
amount of debris at the mouth has not ma-
ially incressed in ten

The mountains ia which Putab creek
rises are more of volcanic origin, There has
been much cultivation « f the soil—has been
large on that stream. The water has the.same
character as that of Cache creek, but it has
bronght down mere material than Cache
creek., Have reen in tke gorge of Cache
creek rocks of 20 tons roll down it, but it has
a fall there of about 30 feet to the 1aile.

Cross-examination—The deposit from Pu-
tah creek is finer than that of Cache creek.
Sawx a bowlder, water worn, 25 to 30 tons,
moved three-quarters of a mile by Cache
creek current, in one winter. [Witness at
much length described the size of the stone,
the correction of Putah creek by leveling,
and the changesin the stream in cousequence,
etc.] Know Burns’ tract of land and don’t
thiui 15 acres has washed off. Five or six
acres dropped off into the creek. Know of
few instances like that. Know of a few slides,
but uone like that of Burns’.

Afteranson Session.

[Wiiness Treadwell continued on cross.
examination, at the conclusion of which Geo
F. Allardt was recailed for further cross-
examination.] His estimate inclnded the
wines on £litecreek, Big Canyon creek on
the Yuba, from the point where mining be-
gins, Norristown, is about fiftzen miles, Did
not examine it except to crosms it. Some of
the Eurcka tailings go into Canyou creek,
[Witness in detail, in response to questions by

W. C. Belcher, described the creeks he saw
in his examination of the mioing sections of
Yuba river.] He measured no deposits in any
creeks. One hundred and seventy-six million
cubi ; yards has been taken out of the Yuba
river mines, and fourteen per cent. of it yet
remaios at the dumpe. Kpow Penn valley.
Didn’t know how much material is in it.
Examined Deer creek from Nevada City up
to the mines. Know Big Ravine ; don’t
know the amount of its fill. The estimate
he made of displacement included the
Smartsville mines in part. Did not measure
the ravines, nor go uelow the zero mark
shown on the map, and by that he
did not mean to be understood as saying
that all the 86 per cent. has gone below, i. e.,
into the valley. From Smartsville to Marys-
ville is twenty miles, the elevation being
about 270 feet. Have seen cases where a
river bed in places will, as you go down, rise,
| as where there is a pond. Witness was ex-
| arcined as to his knowledge of certain creeks
| on which are mines, concerning the tailings,
| of which he made estimates ; and concerning
ldeposits therein at various points, and alse
| concerning the various deposits on the Yuba,
| during which time witness made frequent
| reference to his mape apnd drawings, Oan the
porth fork of the American, pear Alta, he
found a slope very steep, and yet on which
pine leaves lay and trees grew. Such slopes
are not nucommon, Had not said that there
was no wash from mountain roads,
but did say they were in good
condition, and that he saw bus little inaica-
tions of wash, and he had looked into that
tmatter with copsiderable caze. Frost is a
| powerful agent in the disintegration of soil
and rock. On the American and Yuba cb-
served the couutry well, and saw but two or
three places where there had been land slides.
Looked for evidences of them. Witness was
examined at length concerning his orofile
made from Urer’s table of the North Fork of
the American river, from Pickering’s Bar to
Rice’s Bridge. This is the profile which
shows asceading grades in the bed of the
| river in its descent. Witness said, on being
questioned c ncerningithe matter, that these
ascents in the bed-rock did not imply that
Mr. Uren’s table was absurd, Such ascents
might show pools or holes in the bed.
The witness was examined at length on math-
ematical calculatiors to test his estimates and
the rules on which he had relied in working
out Uren’s table into a profile, and coeffi-
cients, square roof, cube root, per cent., cal-
culations of velocity of water, averages,
grades, hydraniic formmla, standard tables,
ete., ete., played parts so techumical and in-
tricate as to be incapakle of reproduction
with satisfaction to the gzeneral reader. The
QCourt here permitted wi ness to describe the
banks of the old excavation, prior to the
deep washings in the mine of the defendant,
by reference to the large photographs hereto-
fore referred to. Witness thereupon took
certain of the photographs and said the first
(No. 4) view showed the natural soil up for
410 feet from the bed-rock, and shows first, 6
teet of ved soil ; gravel, 13; blue-gray sand,
11 feet, etc,, ete,; gravel 12; sand, 16 feet;
gravel, 21 feet. In like order witness took up
photographs 8 and 10. The tables and draw-
ings referred to by wilness showed these de
posits in the back by views oa plates 1 to 1:

He said the appearance is nniform on these
banks, and always overlaid with red soil.
Then comes gravel, mixed with cobbles, then
almost pure sand. These banks are all firmly
cemented. In the center cf the pit stacd iall
pillars, left like islande. They are almost
entirely composed of gravel, with cobbles, and
show the character of the material in the bed
of the pit. Nine views of the bank in the

{ bers en it, and they show on the pictures. It
was ten inches wide and eighty feet
long; the black and white marks are
a foot long each. This prevents one
being  deczived by the perspective.
In two cases he found blue gravel. The
pictures were taken by John A. Todd, a
ragular photographer at Sacramento, There
are ten views. Nos. 2 and 3 are omitted,
under the ruling of the Court.
csunzel here said if any of the photographs
went in, they preferred they should all go in,
and the Court therenpon adwmitted them all.

Witness said photograph 2 represented the
bank in tt:e northwest side of the deep pit
locking ncrthwesterly. No. 3 represents the
Leaviest materials in the pit.

J. A. Todd, photographer, was sworn, and
identified the pictures as taken by him, aad
described also the character of the deensits in
the strata of the banks and pillars. Witness
was closely cross-examined by Mr. Catlin as
to the accuracy of the photographs, and as to
the distances represanted. Prosecution here
offered several official reports on hydranlic
mining, condition of the rivers, etc. ; salso,
Dr. Chipman’s report; also, a diagram re-
ferred to by witness Allardt in identifying
the photographs.

Evening Sessien.

At the evening session the Court ruled cut
the dccuments offered by the prosecution at
the close of the afternoon session, except as fo
a plat and chart of Mr. Allardt explaining
the character of the banks in the defendant’s
mine. The prosecution then rested its case in
rebuttal,
Witness Uren was recalled in sur-rebuttal
as to his testimony concerning the north fork
of the American river, and concerning which
witness Allardt had testified in criticism, and
had filed a plat showing ascending grades in
the bed of the river on its downward course.
Witness testified that Allardt had made an
errorin his chart, based on his (Uren’s) table
of 51 stations, in that he had not taken into
account 12 feet of fill at the point of begin-
ning. Witsess presented a correct profile of
the river, made according to the 1

figures.

8€V. Hamilton Smith was recalled by de-
fense, and said he knew the various creeks
which are affiaents of the Yuba. Offer wss
here made to show what material is in those
creeks, but the Court held that under witness
Allardy’s statements it hsd been settled that

Defense asked the character of the material
of the banks in the defendant’s mine and
other mines.

The Court—I will expect counsel to come to
the argument prepared with the findings they
intend to ask, and an interchange of them
will facilitate the case. I suggest also that
the counsel speak alternately.
Attorney-General Hart—Is it understood
then that counsel will agree as to the number
to speak ?

The Court—That is as you plessa, I sup-
pose counsel for plaintiff should open the case
and defendant follow, and =0 on.

Judge Rhodes thought conneel for plaintiff
should have the closing,

The Court said that would be a matter of
no importance in such a case as this. He
desired to say that counsel could file as full
briefs as they wished.

A discussion as to time of meeting then en-
sued, and the place at which to meet for the
argument, Mr, Wilson desired ‘to meet the
Court half way and have the argument made
in San Francisco. Mr. Cadwalader and Mr..
Hart preferred it to be-in Sa¢ramento, and
the Court said if it was a mere matter of-con~-
venience, Santa Rosa wounld zuit him best;
San Francisco would be a convenient point
for him, as then, in case of any emergency de-
manding his prezence at home he could go up
to Santa Rosa at evening and return in time
the next morning.

Mr. Cadwalader—In former times things
gravitated toward——

The Court—Well, we will not allow any
jealousies as to places to creep in, They
might make new and undesirable issuesin
the case. OFf course, if there is objzction to
San ¥rancisco, the argument must be held
here.

Mr. Hart—Court can sit at the Capitol in
the Supreme Court room and have the use of
the law library.

Mr. Wilson—We can furnish just as good

a library in San Francisco. It the Court
comes there we will see a proper room is
provided.
After some further discussion, the Court
cut it short by raying it would sit in Sacra-
mento, and the Attornev-General promised
to apply for a proper room in the Capitol.
The Court said that would be convenient if
allowed consent to sit there.

The date was the next issue, and after
considering the engagements of the Judge in
his own Court, the demand on him to decide
cases already submitted, the engagements of
counsel, the time needed for each side to
examine the record of the testimony, etc, the
Court fixed February 28th as the day on
which the argument shall begin. Itis sup-
posed the argument will occupy about seven
days. The Court directed that the official
Reporter be paid, and appointed Messrs. Cad-
walader and Catlin to examine the Reporter’s
bills, ascertain the true number of folios, and
if they two could not agree then to refer the
matter back to the Court. This committee
wss then called to meet at Mr. Cadwalader’s
office at 10 A. ). to-day. The Court request-
ed counsel to give the record of the testimo-
ny examination and to come up on the 28th
fully advised as to the factsin proof. And
thereupon the Court adjouraed until the 28:h
of February, at 9:30 A. M.
