THE WILLIS CHINESE BILL.
The WillisChinese Immigration billde-

clares it unlawful for Chinese laborers to
come into or reside in the United States ;
provides that the Chinese (apparently ex-
cepting laborer!:) who were in the country
on the 17th of November, ISSO, shall be
permitted to go or stay as they please, and
shall be accorded "the most favored na-"

tion
"

privileges ;instructs the Secretary
of the Treasury to have all the Chinese re-
ferred to in the second section registered,
at a charge of five dollars ; and provides
that "masters of vessels cannot carry a"

greater number than five Chinese labor-"
ers to the United States, under penalty

"of a fine of $500, and imprisonment for"
one year.': There are several anomalies

in the bill as reported. In the first place,
the first section declares that no Chinese
laborers shall be allowed to come into the
country ; but the third section permits
masters of vessels to bring Chinese labor-
ers five at a time. Now ifthe first section
means anything, the third nullities it,and
vice crrxa. Certainly the two provisions
are not compatible. Again, the bill pro-
vides that the Chinese now in the country
shall be entitled to all the privileges ac-
corded the most favored nations. But im-
mediately after this it provides th*t they
shall allbe made topay a registration tax of
five dollars. Itis evident that either the
Same treatment would have to be ex-
tended te all foreigners to whom the
most favored nation clause applied, or it
could not be applied to the Chinese.
Such a registration law would constitute
An unmistakably invidious distinction in
their case, and we think there can be no
question that itwould be in contravention
of the treaty stipulations between the
United States and China. Asimilar ob-
jection indeed may apply to the first
section of the bill, though it is more prob-
able that that section would fail through
the impracticability of ascertaining who
•were or were not

"
laborers." If laborers

are excluded by law, it does not follow
that the Chinese will-cease to come here,
but it is certain that none of those who
\u25a0wish to come willrepresent themselves to
be laborers. And in the case of a people
who dress so much alike, and who, to
foreign eyes, seem to bear so close a re-
semblance to one another, it would be
found almost impossible to detect imposi-
tions practiced inthis way. On the whole
we are afraid that this billof Mr. Willis is
not the model anti-Chinese bill which, like
the ideal American novel, appears to be so
long a time in coming, and is awaited so
eagerly and impatiently.

CANNON'S CASE.

The indications now are that the House
Committee to which the subject was re-

ferred willreport in favor of admitting
Cannon to a seat. It is difficult to per-
ceive what other conclusion the committee
can come to so far as his political qualifica-
tions are concerned. The question of his
naturalization has already been decided
by one Congress in his favor. Of his
election no possible doubt can exist.
Nothing is more certain than that Gov-
ernor Murray acted without color of lawin
refusing him a certificate, and in giving
one to Campbell. Of course this has
nothing to do with the question of his
polygamy. This latter is a question which
the House must consider from quite a dif-
ferent standpoint. No doubt it can refuse
him his seat upon the ground that he is a
systematic law-breaker in that respect,
but whether it will have the courage to
adopt that position wethink very doubtful,

THE ANTI-POLYGAMY MOVEMENT.

Atlast there is evidence of a quite gen-
eral popular agitation against polygamy.
Miss meetings were simultaneously held
in several cities on Monday evening, and
resolutions were adopted calling upen
Con^rtas to deal withthe question at once.
Tnere may be an inner side to this move-
ment which has a clcser connection with
politics than with morals, but it is never-
theless the one form of agitation which
Congress cannot resist. Of course the ex-
pression of a popuhir demand docs not
make the work to be done less difficult,
and perhaps it might have been as well
that some of the fervent opponents of
Mormon polygamy had not undertaken to
formulate thtir position quite so distinctly.

For instance, the fourth resolution adopted
at the Chicago meeting contains, when
analyzed, and divested of verbiage, the
following anomalous proposition:

"
Re-

solved, That while disavowing any pur-
"pose of interfering with the religions
"rights ani liberty of the Mormons, we"

demand that the central figure of their
"religionbe extirpated." This is a very

remarkable proposition, but itis most un-
questionably in the resolution cited. The
embarrassment which leads to such incon-
gruities may be traced to the extreme diffi-
culty, even in these days, of drawing a

well-defined line between the permissible
and the non-permissible, where religious
opinions are concerned. Polygamy is very
plainlyillegal in all parts of the United
States, and it cannot be legalized by adopt-
ingit as one of the tenets of a religious
creed. Bat, on the other hand, the term
religions liberty has been given a very
broad interpretation in this country, and
the feeling in favor of the utmost toleration
has been so general and strong for many
yeara that when men are confronted with a

case of this kind they liud thern3elvea ex-
ceedingly perplexed-

Itmight be said that the best way toset-

tle such a matter would be to declare at
once that whatever religious observances,
or quasi-religious observances, conflict with
the laws, must be abandoned. But to take
that position would be to put in the hands
of the irreligious apower which wouldena-
ble them to legislate religion out of exist-
ence. Outside of Utah, and even there
outside of one party inthe Mormon Church,
polygamy is universally condemned in this
country ;but it is becoming plainer every
day that in order to get rid of it the ques-
tion of religious liberty will have to be
shelved for a time, or that question will
prove very embarrassing. Polygamy may
be regarded as the opposite pole from Celi-
bacy. There are many good men and
women who believe that to devote young
girls to a celibate life is altogether wrjng.
But there are many good men and
women who hold that such a lifeis the
most exalted that can be chosen, and no
attempt is made to interfere with such
disposition of those who believe that a
recluse existence will suit them best.
The Mormons go to the opposite extreme.
Instead of preaching celibacy they preach
plural marriages, and they pretend to base
their doctrine on religious grounds. Thus
if we once get entangled in the meshea of
the religious liberty question we shall tind
itvery difficultto reach a rational justifi-
cation for the suppression of polygamy.
Yet there certainly is a rational justifica-
tion for that measure, and the way to reach
it is by a substitution of State and Social
for religious considerations.

Polygamy is repugnant to the form of
civilization which has obtained in this
country. Itis an exotic, which has never
flourished save among Oriental races con-

temporaneously with any stage of posi-
tive enlightenment. It is no doubt true
that both polygamy and polyandry existed
at one time inmany parts of Europe, bat
that was when Europe was peopled by
barbarians. The family is the unit ot
Anglo-Saxon civilization, and polygamy
therefore changes the whole system. Itis
a more potent agency for building up an

entirely alien community than any other
that could be named. It destroys the
home at one blow. It deprives the chil-
dren of that fostering parental care which
is so indispensable to progress. It de-
grades woman hopelessly, outrages her
most powerful tendencies, denies to her
that completeness and absoluteness of
marital love and sovereignty which is her
right, disturbs all her social functions, and
brutalizes her by enforced familiarity with
a system which is neither more nor less
than open concubinage. The Mormons
have always tried to defend themselves on
this head by citing the prevalence of pros-
titution in monogamic communities. But
the parallel cannot be shown. Prostitu-
tion is an admitted evil. It exists, but it
is branded. It is practiced, but under
terrible penalties. And at all events it is
never flaunted in the faces of virtuous
wives, nor are they compelled to descend
to its level. That argument, therefore,
has no force.

The evils of polygamy are so manifold
socially, moreover, that the Mormons have
found itimpossible, sare by the exercise of
brute force, to make educated women snb-
mit to it. They have been compelled to
seek among the most uncivilized and un-
educated of the lowest classes of Europe
for recruits to their system. They have
been obliged to go to communities where
morality is virtually unknown, to find
women who were willingto consent to the
degradation proffered them. And thus
they have hastened the descent of their
own system, for they have gradually been
abandoned by all the more intelligent
members of their Church, excepting the
few who saw the means of aggrandize-

ment in adhering to the Church, and they
have injured their common country by in-
troducing toit a class of immigrants whose
dense ignorance makes them the easy prey
of every plausible and fluent knave, whether
in religion or politics. The knowledge
that their whole system was antagonistic
to that of the United States has also made
them rebels at heart. They are thus be-
come a festering sore upon the body politic,
and they ought to be dealt with sternly
and promptly, and without the least regard
to their pretenses ofreligious authority for
the customs they have adopted. To leave
any part of the decision within tbeir juris-
diction would be absurd. They should be
treated as if they were in rebellionagainst
the United States. They should be de-
prived of all political power :be disfran-
jchised, disqualified for jury duty, made
ineligible to hold any public office, and
then pursued criminally as regards their
concubinage system, until it has been
rooted out. Absolutism does do a few
things better than Democracy. It would
have so dealt with this Mormon cancer

|that the knife wonld only have had to be
applied once.

USELESS TERGIVERSATION.

The shaxelesa Chronic, though con-
victed of the most deliberate falsehood in
its statements concerning Mr.Sargent and
the Sobrante case, still struggles to show
the same front to the public, and reiterates
the lies which a dozen settlers have ex-

pased one by one. Nothing is more cer-
tain than that Mr. Sargent has been
engaged 02 the side of the bona fide
sattlers, and against the land-thieves,

represented by H. Carpentier. The
Clironklt, however, has sought to deceive
the public by asserting that he filed a

brißf with F. A. Hyde, of the firm of
Mullan &Hyde, who are land attorneys.

This ia how a soldier Eettler settles the
Chronicle on that point, ia a letter to the
Call: "The Chronicle well knows that
"Mr.Sargent is not so associated (with

"Hyde). Mr. Sargent filed a brief with
"F. A. Hyde, defending the DelIlambre
"Rancho from the same rapacious Carpen-

"tier it al. The Del Hambre was"
patented long ago to one Theodore Sota,

"and had nothing to do with the Sobrante"
case, farther than that Carpentier tt al.

"tried to float their Sobrante over it."
Of course the Chronicle, knew that it was
lying, but ithad been hired to do the dirty
work, and it was going tofulfillits engage-
ment, no matter how the truth suffered.
And yet it seems hardly worth the while
of even such a paper to voluntarily bemire
itself in this way when the absolute im-

possibility of sustaining the position it has

taken is patent to everyone.

THE JEANNETTE SEARCH.

The latest dispatches from the Lena show
that a great deal remains to be done in re-

gard to the rescue of the crew of the Jean-
nette. Nothing has been heard from Lieu-
tenant De Long and his party, or from the
people of the other boat. Thus two-thirds
of the crew are still practically unac-
counted for, since though the tirst accounts
represented De Long and his party as hav-
ingbeen picked up at the north mouth of
the Lena, nothing has been received sub-
sequently in confirmation of that report.
This sustained silence on the part of the
leader of the expedition appears to us to
be ominous. Had he been in a condition
to travel, or even to dispatch a message, he
would almost certainly have succeeded in
communicating withhis friends before this.
The suppssition at first was that he had
fallen in with a village of natives, who
would supply him with provisions. Some
positive news concerning him would
seem to have been received befcre
the first dispatches were sent off, but
since then a new cloud of obscurity
has settled over him. If it was then
known that he was at the northern mouth
of the Lena, why should it be necessary
to search forhim ? Ifhe was safe at the
northern mouth of ths Lena, why could he
not send any message ? Allthese consider-
ations are discouraging, and we greatly
fear that the worst has yet to be learned
concerning this most ill-fated expedition.
It went forth so confidently, and so well-
equipped, and itnever succeeded in extri-
cating itself from the icy arms which were
thrown around the ship withina month of
the time she was last spoken. Thus, for a
year and three-quarters nearly, she drifted
slowly, and then it was found necessary to
abandon her. She carried the flagno far-
ther north. She seems to have .made no

discoveries of any kind. She was in fact
as uselessly employed during all these
months as though she had been laid up in
dock at San Franciscc. All that the ex-
pedition has made is a record of terrible
suffering, and of the actual extent of that
we have as yet only the most frag,
mentary account. The probability is
that those of the crew and officers who
reached land were then almost dead of
cold, confinement, and scarcity of food.
Some, like Danenhauer, were blinded by
the snow-glare. Others were dangerously
frost-bitten. And even when they had
reached land they would have very little to
depend on but Eeal and walrus meat and
blubber, with perhaps an occasional taste
of whale meat. In short their depriva-
tions must have been so great that it will
be very remarkable ifall of them return to
civilization. We hope for the best in
the case of the gallant commander ;but we
must confess that the news thus far re-

ceived concerning him and his boat's crew

is not reassuring, while the absence of all
intelligence regarding the crew of the third
boat is really almost equivalent to knowl-
edge of their death.

ROBINSON'S HIGHER GROUND.

Congressman Orth, of Indiana, having
reported from the Committee on Foreign
Affairs a resolution requesting the Presi-
dent to obtain from the BritishGovernment
an account of all American citizens under
arrest or imprisonment in Great Britain,
Congressman Robinson, of New York, said
that

"
he was going to move an amendment

"to that report, and was going to take"
higher ground than was there taken. Not

"only had the United States a right to in-"
terfere on behalf of American citizens in"
British prisens, bat ithad the right and

"itwas its duty to demand the release of
"the members of Parliament elected by"

the people of Great Britain, and whom
"the BritishGovernment had imprisoned."
All of which shows that Congressman
Robinson must have been chosen by his
constituents for come other reason than
because of his superior intelligence. In

the first place the United States has cot
the right to

"
interfere

"
on behalf of

American citizens inBritish prisons. Allit
can do is to inquire what they are impris-
oned for. Itwill then be informed that
they are imprisoned because they violated
the law3of Great Britain, and on receiving
that information the United States will
have nothing more to say. When English,
men come to the United States and break
the laws, they are imprisoned as a matter
of course, and punished precisely the same

as all other lawbreakers. If American
citizens choose to go toEngland orIreland,
and break the laws there, they willbe
punished in the same way, and the United
States will have no ground for protest in
the premises. As to what Congressman
Robinson says about the members of Par-
liament, it is not worth while to treat it
seriously, since no man, either in or out of
Congress, with the exception of himself,
has ever so much as dreamed of such an

absurdity.
