Since the decision of the Supreme
Court sustaining the constitutionality of Sec-
tion 103 of the Code of Civil Prozedure,which
provides that there shall be two Justices in
all cities with more than 20,000 and less than
100,000 inhabitants, and fixing the salary of

such officers at $2,000 per annum
each, and all fees collected to be paid into the

The two ealaried Justices
will have to collect fees in advance, and pay
the same into the treasury, while the third
Justice will be allowed to do a credit business
and retain his fees, to the injury of the city.
The petition was granted by the Attorney-
General, and Mr. Anderson, on the relation
of Mayor John ) Brown, yesterday filed a
complaint in the Superior Court against
Thomas W. Gilmer, alleging that there are
only two lawfully elected and qualified Jus-
tices in this city, to wit, Messre. Tubbs and
Coggins ; that Section 103, Code of Civil Pro-
cedure, provides for only twe Justices for
Sacramento ; that Thomas W, Gilmer is an
intruder and nsurper, and exercises the office
of Justice without any authority of law ;
that he collects and retains fees as such Jus-
tice, to the injury of the psople of the State
of California and the city of Sacramento.

there is no such political subdivision as the
“Township of Sacrafnento,” and that the
provisions of Section 103, Code of Civil
Procedure, plainly limits the number of Jus-
tices for this municipality to two. It will
also be urged that Judge Gilmer was elected
pursuant to a proclamation of the Board of
Supervizors, and that by this act said Board
deemed it for the interest and convenience of
the city to have three Justices, Upon this
position the City Attorney holds that even
though the Supervizors have exercised this
authority under said section (which said
Joard did not), that the act would be void,
because the Constitution prohibits the Legis-
Iature from delegating such power to any
Board or person.

It is now understood that other attorneys
have, in cases tried before Judge Gilmer,
raised the question of the validity of his
judgments, and that they have not yet been
brought before the appelate Court. There
seem fo be very grave doubts whether any
proczedings before Justice Gilmer can be sus-
tained, for if the position of City Attorney
Anderson is tenable, ha i8 not even a Justice
de facto, and 21l his acts as Justice of the
Peace are absolutely void, The matter will
now come before the Courts for adjudication
and settlement,

| arating whirl of the dance. The style wasa
strange interm’ngling of designs in bric-a-
! brac, tropical luxury, Egyptian architecture,
oriental imagery, fairy grotto and cave-like
glamour and dazzling glitter, all comingled,
and with the whole, strangely intermixed,
the staid but graceful sweep of the dignified
banners of great nations, with here and there
a sprinkling of the grotesque from burlesque
opera and the scemic im;zrobablhtles of the
stage—in short, it was bnc-&:bvmc. and with
a vengeance, the strangest, wildest and most
i fanciful mixing-up of things unlike imagina-
ble; but exactiy in keeping with the revel
and carouse of the might, the mysterious
| masking and cutre costuming and grotesque
| grouping, to say nothing of the marvelous
| exhibition of strange faucies, as made mani-
fest by some of the ‘creations” of the
evening. The side walls each bore seven
mammoth cartoons, separated by panels in
red and gold, with flourished and scroll-like
ornamentation, and flanked by antique col-
umns with bric-a-brac angular bands, and
| capped by plaques of like design in black and
| gold and red and gold. Above these ran a
deep friez2 and cornice combined, made up of
gay banners, bannerets, pational colors,
streamers, etc, The ceiling, from wall to
wall, was hung with lines of banuers bearing
the coats of arms of all the nations of the
globe. From the center numerous broad
streamers depended, and were caught up at
distant points, thus forming a huge canopy,
below which swung many large baskets of
artificial flowers. The windows and open
arches of the walls were clozed by the folds
of many very large American flags. At the
head of the hall, the south end, the
d=coration consisted of an imitation of
masonry-wall in white, broken into three
terraces, with an alcove for the band in the
lower one, and beneath which was the main
entrance to the hall, The trimmings were
red and white and gold below, and gold and
black above. The upper terrace bore simili-
tude to an ancient castle wall, with ori-
flamme and other devices, and was crowned
with five towers. The middle terrace bore a
gold and silver and scarlet lambrequin, or
edging. The face ot these walls bore panels
and designs of bric-a-brac character; some
extravagant, some very graceful and
delicate, all surrounded by fesloons of
dark red drapery. But at the north end the
trinmph of the decorator’s art was seen. The
false wall here cut off some fifteen feet of the
depth of the hall. Frit from the floor
came to view the design representing a crys-
tal cave, such as the Naiad Queen was sup-
posed to occupy. The view was through
twelve arches of glittering stones and shells
and fanciful coral work, and pear! and pre-
cious pems, imitated so nicely as to make up
one of the very best of scenic effects. Behind
each arch were other arches retreating in
perspective, and conveying the idea of grea
depth distance to these grottos. The cen-
tral one, wider than the others, was in reality
twice the depth and the most brilliantly
worked out of all. Over all these grotto
arches was a wall of glistening sea
shells and mother of pearl, with flashing
silver and gold surfaces. In the span
of each arch swung grotesque and glittering
fishes of the desp sea. Abova the whole was
the deep blue of the ocsan, on which rode
Cleopatra’s royal barge, resplendent in gold
and silver, and rich in all the hues of known
colors—its silkken sails filled, its rigging taut,
and the whole scens so set as to give the im-
I pression that the barge was sailing boldly out
toward the spectator. Just behind, and on
either side, were the convoys of the royal
vessel. Beyond the blue ses, with its silver-
tipped waves, were distant shores on which,
in very handsome design (not painting alone),
arose Egyptian temples and palaces—the
ancient light-house, with its ruby
flame ; two of the sphyzx, resting on heavy
Egyptian sculptural bases, emblazoned with
hieroglyphics ; a clusier of pyramids; lone
and waving palms here and there, and other
tropical trees; a lofty obelisk, and Cleo-
patra’s Needle ; while far to right and left
pearer shores shelved down to the blue
waters, where grow the papyrus in profusion,
and tropical vegetation in luxurious plenty.
When, upon all these decorations there was
turned the calcium lights, and the blazs of
hundreds of gas jets, the effect was fairy-like
and brilliant in a degree that may be im.
agined better than described ; but it was ia-
tensified when at 10 o’clock there moved
from the central grotte the long line of mask-
ers until they filled all the floor, a wiading
entwining procession that made the great
white space a3 brilliant as the walls above,
and awakened the whole scene to life and
action,

The procession moved to the music of Jones,
Beebe & Grant’s full orchestra, and was per-
haps as attractive a one as has signalized the
opening of any masked ball held in this city,
the club having profited by experience, and
1n many a detail improved upon their former
efforte.

The procession, made up by the usnal
variety of maskers and strange characters,
was led by a committee of the club in fall
dress. The most prominent fignres at the
head of the spectacular line were, Neptune
issuing from his jewel-bedizzned sea caves es-
corting Cleopatra in a chariot intended to
represent her barge, and decorated in keep-
ing, with a'body guard of gnomes, nymphs,
maids of honor, slaves, water monsters—a
heterogeneous retinua of strange and fanciful
charact>rs, There were in the line atout 275
characters. During the march the moonlight
effect was produced by Mr. Trueworthy, the
calcium light operator, with success,

A SAILO®R’S SIORY,

A Tale Told en the Street, and a True
Cne

It is not always business which engages
business men in conversation on the sireet, &8
witness the following o’er true tale to which
a Recorp-UNION representative was an at-
tentive listener in a group of staid business
men yesterday on J street. Oaeof the jusiors
had doubted the statement of a senior that
there is no man who canuot point to are-
mance ia Lis family Eistory.

“Very well,” replied the eider, “I am so
certain of what I state, that I challenge you
te name any man whose place of business is
within sight, as most unlikely to have roman-
tic recollections, and if he can refer to no
part of his family history as either tragic or
romantic, I'll pay the oysters for the assem-
bled company. If he does, however, you
shall pay the wager.”

““Done,” cried the latter, and he pointed

to a portly and unromautic loocking merchant '

just then leaving his store door on J street,
not a thousand yards above Seventh.

¢ Needn’t ask him,” interjected an old sea
captain, who was one of the party. ‘I can
tell you a story of his father, which I happen
to know to be true, and if you don’t vote it
romantic and tragic enough, I’ll pay for the
supper myself.” And thereupon, as the com-
pany consolidated itself on the cormer, the
sailor told hisstory : -

I knew that merchant as a boy in a New
England seaport towp, His father and I
were friends. There lived in that place a
very old captain, a man of gigantic stature ;
he was one of ths old-time sailors, who ruled
on his ship like a tyrant. He dida’t often
have a crew that he could get along with
without trouble, He was one of the fighting,
gruff and stubborn sort, who would rather keel
a sailor over than epeak a fair word to
him; but he was a tip-top navigator, and
many a lad learned urder him in a year what
he couldn’t get elsewhere in two or three
years.

Well, when the
father of your merchant here was a stout
boy, he and another boy of our town were
put under Captain Si, for a voyage, to
learn the ropes. The boys knew considerable
about boats though, and could steer a vessel,
as most boys cah who are raised on fishing
grounds on the Atlantic.

headed bimself in. The pirates
were astonished at the fizhting qualities
of the Yankee Captain, and coucluded i
wouldn’t be safe for them, strong as they
were, if he ever got on deck again; so they
took a stun’sail boom aud lashed it acress the
companion way to keep him below. Then
they dragged the boys out of the long boa’
and made them steer ship. While one boy
would be at the wheel the other wonld be
tied up in the boat, Why didn’t they steer
themselvcs, the Portugnese? Why, they
were too confoundedly lezy, and they didn’s
nnderstand it so well as the boys, either. So
things went for a day or two, till the cut
hroats were ou$ of supplies, The Captain
had the stores below in the steerage, just
for’'d of the companion way. He couldn’t
come up, and the pirate: dar’n’t go below.
Well, do you know they used to take those
boys to the chimney every honr or two, and

Why your merchact’s father here used to tell
by the hour of the horror of those moments,
The passenger down below with the Captain
would beg him to pass up stores and save the
boys’ lives. Not he; he’d ‘see the boys,
the passenger, the ship and the bloody pirates
in the hottest corner of hades first,’ and then
he’d threatsn to blow up the ship if they
didn’t let the boys shape the course for the
American side, and daily bring ’em near so
he could hear them speak, and he’d instruct
them the best he cou'd from his prison,”

‘“ What, through the chimney ?”

“* Certainly. The brig was an old-fashioned
vessel, and had a brick fire-placa in the cabin
wit1 a chimney up to the deck, and a wooden
flue above. Well, you just go and ask your
merchant here how the story of the romance
of that time runs in his family, how his fath
er ran down to skin and bone, and gof so
weak ha could scarca stand; how old Si at
last doled out just enough to keep life in the
pirates for the sake of the boys. They got so
hard up they killed and ate the dog and the
cats on the brig, and then they consulted if
they shouldn’t kill and eat the boys too, and
evea went so far as to lash one of the boys up
and make ready for his roasting.

whils the p'rates howled, old Si just

sang and danced aud shouted down below,
and told ‘em they were all goin’ straight to
Davy Jones’ locker. Well, some of the
riggin’ sloft was carried away, and nex$
mornipg, when the weather cleared up, one cf
the pirates went up to clear away. Old Si
espied him in the fore-topmast cros:-
trees—through the chimney—and declared
he'd fetch him down. The passenger bezged
him uot toshco*, the boys would be murdered
then, certain sure, but 3i shook him off, de-
clared they’d be better off than to starve any
longer, got a good sight on the chap up aloft
with his musket, and he did ‘fetch him;’
the bronzad rascal came flopping dowan on
deck dead, with a chunk of lead in his heart,
and the blood just spurting from his mouth.
Then it was rough for the boys, sure, and the
pirates began to clip their ears and bodies of
gkin, and throw it all blood{ down toold Si,
but he wouldn’c budge. Well, it went on
that way for twenty days, and that the boys
weren’t killed was simply because the rascals
were afraid to steer the saip, and perhaps they
fearad old Si would blow ’em up if they put
away the lads, Now, the Captain kept a
light out at his cabin window, and o
‘hooded’ the lantern, that the cutthroats
above mnever kuew that a  signal
was out every night calling for bhelp,
Well, on the twenty-second day a ship hove
ia sight, and presently made for the brig,
but she had a fair pair of hesls and keps
off. snd all the while old Si was sig-
paling from the cabin window, and at night
he put out his distress light sgain. The
pirates bad altered their course, buf after
dark went on the old one again. Where
they intended going to no one ever knew.
About 11 o’clock that night - ‘the sail’
came up and ceut in a round shot that cut
away the spacker halyards, and the pirates,
becoming thoroughly fri. htened, concluded
that the safest thing would be to heave to,
You see it was a close case for them. If
they ran, the ship would seud shot into ’em
and siok ’em; it they came'to, they might
pass muster. If they ran and got away,
however, Si might blow them tp, burn them,
or starve them. So they concluded that the
best thing to do was to ‘stand inspection.’
So a boat came off. The ship proved to be
an English letter-of-marqoe locking for
French prizes. The officers were an aston-
ished lot when they got on that deck.
